10 the Tennessee line; and soessential is such an

improvement to lh»* prosperity, not only of the
South-west, but of the State at large, that we will
never abandon our efforts to accomplish it, until
they shall be crowned with success. Hitherto we
have appealed to the Legislature in vain.but
upon all occasions, when legislative action has
been had upon our application, we have failed by
so small a majority as to encourage new hopes
and renewed efforts, rather than to dishearten us.
We truly believe that our claims have thus far
been passed by, because of our own inaction and
seeming indifference. Indifference we have
never felt, but we must confess that we have been
too modest and forb.-aring in our iff.>ris to obtain
legislative aid. The time has come when we
must speak out, so that the voice of the jwople
shall be heard in tones and terms not to be mis¬
understood. Let it nevei be said again in Rich¬
mond that the people have not asked aid. We
ask it for ourselves, fur our children, for the State,

honorto Texas, to protect her people and her soil,
which has now become our own.

are now engaged in pouring hot-shot upon their

trembling heads, for their gross and glaring in*

consistency. In the opinion of all reasonable
men, and of many of their own people, that Go¬
vernment has, by its acts, estopjied itself irom a

further prosecution of her claims upon Texas..
It follow*, ilicn, that Texas was perfectly Ireeto
act as she thought proper. Iler own interests^
the thrillin? associations of our past history, a

sympathy of blood arid feeling moved her to ask
a shelter tinder the broad wing* of ifie American
Eagle. It was freely, enthusiastically given.
and for the rivetting of this hallowed bond ol

union, we arc charged by Mexico with perfidy
and plunder.our soil (lor Texas is virtually a

portion of our confederacy) is to be overrun by a

savage and mongrel army, and perhaps the pcace
of the world to be broken.

It behooves us to do our duty to ourselves, and
to the cause of liberty and civilization. As

' ''Pike," in the Union, whose arguments show
him to be an able statesman, says, the U. States
are bound by "primary and transcendent obliga-
lions to defend Texas as part of their own domi-
nion by the highest of all tilUs.the voluntary con¬

sent of two nations legally and solemnly expressed/
and then let us ask whether our Government will
not have the ample and sober material- lor a ma-

nifesto to go before the world, which would place
our cause on the highest grounds of national jus.
ticc and duty, even should our arms overrun all
Mexico in conquering a speedy peace, the condi-
tions o( which ought to attest, aa well our mode-
ration as our power, but at least save us harmleu
from the expenses ol the war.

"Mexico's motive, if »he strikes the fir.-1 blow,
will be obvious. She cannot be so blind as not
to sec tiie impossibility of making any head
against the United Slates, knowing the impotence
of all her efforts against Texas (luring a longer
period than was required to begin ami finish our
revolutionary war; but, in her passion, she counts
upon England being drawn into the contest by
side winds. 'I'fie most certain tran to cut off all
such chances.to render to ourselves tardy jus¬
tice, indeed, but now complete justice.lo gain
the respect of all Europe, including England
chiefly. and to takeour proper and commanding
position at this new c a in our history, instead
ofletting foreign balance masters assign us a posi¬
tion, will be to It ach Mexico a useful Icssnn by the
vigor of our arms at all paints, if she shall at last
plunge upon the fatal extremity of making war

upon us."
We rejoice, therefore, that the President has

taken such ptompt and energctic measures to
collect on the frontier of Mexico a strong and ef-
ficient force. It will never do fur us to despise
the weaknessof Mexico. A prudent Government
will always prepare fully and thoroughly to meet

every emergenty, however trifling the occasion
may seem. To avoid danger, it is frequently the
safest course to meet it directly, and,by one pow-
erful blow, arrest the mischkf.
The first assault of Mexico should be followed

up on our part by decisive measures, which will
at once render her powerless, and put a stop to
further embarrassments. It will at the same time
elevate us in the eyes of Europe, and convince
her, that we have the ability to sustain our posi¬
tion of right and justice, and thau-ur free course
shall not be swayed by the insidious movements
of the Old World. By this decisive conduct,
moreover, we shall be cherishing the cause of
humanity, in stopping nt once the increasing
mischiefs of a prolonged and harassing war.

Upon every consideration, therelore, we hope to

see DO miik and water measures-but vigorous
and decisive action! This is the policy cf our

Government, and we doubt not, it v.be tho¬

roughly carried out.
