On Wednesda last, at the Chinese Museum in
Philadelphia, "came ofi” the ¢rand “feed” in ho-
uer of Daniel Webster, which bad been so long |
and o loudly heralded by the Whig press.— |

About 400 citizens participated, and some 1,500 |

speech which was not concluded at the termina-
livn of four heurs!) Among the distingnished
guests were Hiram Ketchnm and Horace Gree-
ley, (the great Abulition, Fourietism and Anti-
Rent champion,) of New York, Mr. Kennedy of
Baltimore, &c. The Hon, Samuel Breck presi-
ded, and the “Gudlike” was received, ol course,
with the “most enthusiasticapjlaose” The third
loasl was—

“Daniel Websier—The fait1(ul reprepresenta- |
tive, the able negotiator, the leatless siatesman, |
the eloguent defender of the Constittion. His |
patriotic services demand our gratinde—his un-
tainished honor isbe nation's propery.”

This called up Mr. Webster, who delivered
what the Whig press will proclaim to the world
as thr great speech of the age, zud which will
duubiless be regarded by “the faithrad” as tbe |
true record of Whig policy, as the grind Shib- |
boleth of their faith. In the givings futh of this
mighty Federaloracle may be seen foreshadowed
the furure plans and movements ol the W hig pars
ly, which, intoxicated by the accidental vietw-
ries in Pennsylvania and New York, ate prepared
to ride rough shod over the Demoeratic party and
its able and manly defsnders aud chempions at |
Washingion,and to strike stiil more oldly inits |
usorpations upon the rights of the Siates and in |
its inlractions of the Consiilution, D:znlel Web-
ster has been put lorward by the Whigs as their
great leader in this new campaign against the
Democratic party. From bis long and thoroogh
opposition tu the conservative docirinss of the
Republican party, and his advocacy of the loose
and wild constreetion of the Federal school, he |
muy Le regarded as the troe impersonation of the |
present Whig pany. As such, lis views and
pretensions aie fair subjects ol scrutiny, and will
receive a searching disseciiun on the partof the
Democratic press.

In bis Philadelphia speech, Mr. W. diseussed
al large the great questions of the lay, viz: the
manner in which the present war with Mexico
was brought about and prosecuted ; the repeal of
the Tariff of 1842; the Oregon policy ; the esla-
blishment of the Sub Treasury and the duplica-
tion of the veloes. We shall 1eserve fur another
occasion the fuur last points ol his allack—mere-
ly relerring to the hypoerisy of the urator in pas-
sing an eulogivm upon the character and mmu-
tives of Andrew Jacksun,

“He (Gen. J.) said be had the welfare ol his
countiy consiantly in view, Lat in promuting that
welfare he went a little turther, and exercised
more power, than he, the speaker, thought he con-
stitutionally had a right o do "

The whole country will ridicuie this stage-
trick of Daniel Webster euvlogizing Gen. Jack-
son, for the purpese of aiming a blow at Mr.
Polk! 1f Mr. W. holds so highly the character |
of Gen, Jackson, why did he not exhibit a lile |
charity and respect for his virtues and abilities, {
when the old man ol the Hermitage was alive
and was so fiercely asailed by his political foes,
Daniel Webster among the foremost? Tl
memory of Andiew Jackson needs no enlogy al
the hands of such a man—especially when ihe
object is 10 degrade in the public mind James K.
Pulk; who has been coe ol the most devored
triends of Jackson and whv haxsc faithfully car-
ried oui the true principles of the Republican
party. Such atrick on *he part of Mr. Webster
must have disgusted his Federal audience, who
always opposed with billerness the greal reforms
introduced by Gen. Jackson.

We confine oor examination to-day to Mr,
Webster's views upon the Mexican War, We
extract frem the Philadelphin Ledger all that we
find on this subject, thoogh the skeiehis probably
imperfect. It is sufficient, however, to shuw the
spirit of the speaker :

“Mr. Websier next adverted to the Mexican
War, which, he said, would not have been, had
General Jackson or Martin Van Buren been the
President.  And, indeed, Mr. Van Buren was de-
teated on this question of Texas, out of which
this war sprung. The gentleman said it was vain
o talk of uther and local ynestions influencing
the late eleclivns. They musl be atlributed to
dissatisfaction at these and the other measures of
the Admiuistiatiun,

“He then proceeded to review the annexation
of Texas to this Union, and the measures gene-
rally leading to the present war with Mexico
He was opposed to the annexation of Texas, be-
cause, amuog other things, it wasadding a coun-
try which did not acknuwledze slavery only by
jurce ol such annexation. Lle diy not havea
govd vpiniun of the Mexican Government, Lt
he proceeded te contend that the Pre<iDENt Hab
PRECIPITATED THE Wan by faking armed posses.
sion ol the left bank ol the Ric Grande—of a
territory disputed between the two Governments,
and by uther hostile measures with the feel, so far
in advance ol Actual hostilities unthe part of the
Mexicany, as the January preceding the aclions
ol the ih, Bth and 9th ol May.

“Tlese measures, laken without the sarnction
ol Congiess, how are they explained 1 How they
will be explained A reafter, remains 1o be seen.
This remark was received wilt applause, and
was understood as looKing TO AN IMPEACHMENT CF
Tae Presipext, Mr. Websler reac leuers and
instructions, showing that the Presi‘ent was, as
early as January, 1846, making a military move-
Inent, waging a War against a coublry with
which we were at peace, Without (ke =anction ol
Congress. He sail it was a gravae matier, look-
ing o Execurive usarpation. The war power
was with Congress, as was all power looking v
or leading 10 a war. Il was somebing more
iban a gross misiake—a bluoder, thos to push an
army lorward into a disputed ierritory, S0 as To
PRODUCE o WaR; and that, too, when both Honses
ul Congress werein full session.

“Mr, Webster hinted at the actions of the Bth
and 9th of May, and the acis of Congsess in rela-
tion thereto, and he contended it was sever inten-
ded 10 give the President any more power than for
defence. Hedid not believe he had power to make
conguest, but merely 1o delend the possession of
that territory which was claimed by this eouniry.
His remarks were not made to delend the con-
duet of Mexico, in refusing lo negotiale with us,
nor, God knows, with a desire Lo place our
couniry in the wrong, but o defend the constitn- |
tion. of the land, which he deemed to have been
violated.

“He then passed in review the conduet of ou:
soldiers inthe war, passtd a merited complimenl
upou Gen. Taylor, which was loudly applanded, |
and conelnded this branch ol his specch with a |
highly wrought and elogoent eulugium upon the
intrepid conduct of the volunteers ol vur country,
both in the present war, and at Bunked's Hill, in
the war of the revolution.”

This is buta reiteration of the slang in his Bos-
ton Speech, in whieh he declared that the war
wasa "Presidential war;" that “it was not voted
fur by any body; the President made it withonl any
vote at all"—and that the war came from the act |
of the President, when po body expecied i, and
thal it was an “impeachable oftence™ un the pait
of the President. But in the Boston speech Mr.
Webster was guilty ol a most suicidal contradic-
tion of himself, when he also declured that the
war grew out of the determination ol Mexiconot
to acquiescein the annexativn of Texas. Ifihis |
be true, how can he maintalin the position that the |
war was nnexpected and that it was owing en-
tirely to the President’s ordering the army to the
Rio Grande 1

The stand taken againet his Government by
Mr. Webster is not a new one. He was one of
the Federal leaders in N, England who denonnced
the war with Eogland as “"Mr. Madison's war,”
and who sought 10 stop the wheels of Government. |
ln this Mexican war pariicalarly, he stands with- |
out justification for his factions course against
the Admivistration. In his Boston speech, he

boldly and indelicately declared tha ¢ rhe marchin gappeals from him, however coldly eloguent, avail

the ariny to the Rio Grande over a disputed territo-
ry was“an impeachable off:nce.”’ Thisdenuncia-
tivn is in the very teeth of his official correspond-
ence, while Sccretary of State, with Bocanegra,
which went to prove that this very territory between
the Nueces and the RioGrande clearly belonged to
Texas, and had ever been regarded as a portion
of her soil. But this matter, we doubt not, will
be presented in a strong and conclusive light, and
will cover with confusion Mr. Webster and his
sy mpathizers, who, in the midstof a war, altempl
o dregra'e by impeachment the constitutional
head of the Government, and to that exient viria=
ally encourage a foreign foe in their mad resist-
ance to our jost demands.

Mr. Webster nay now applaud the officers and
soldiers who are fightiog our batles, at the same
time that he tells themn that this waris a gross
usurpation of the Constitution, that it is the mere
creation of the President’s whims, and that our
armies are violating our own Constitution and
all international law, in marching into the ene-
my's country and seizing his provinces, as a gna-
rantee of a peaceful and a just setilement of our

| claims. For & greal man, this last isthe most absord

position ever advanced, and shows the deep repug-
nance felt by the Senator to the true policy of his
own Governmeiil.

But where way this great statesman anc patrint
in the last war wiih the first power of Europe—a
war which “tried men’s souls?” Was he on the

| side ol his country or not? He stards forth as

the giant of Whiggery in assailing the Mexican
war, and Virginians ot least have a right to know
how he bore himselfon that momentous oecasion.

Let him be tested by the recorded history of his
fife, for much of his lifc is on record. He now
boasts of the pority of his devotion tothe Con-
s:itution, which, he says, has heen grossly vio-
lated by the President, In reply, we wonld brief-
ly refer 1o his hostility 1o the sovereigrty ol the
States—1o his persevering altempls against the
equal rights of all classes ol the people, and in
support of unjust discriminations and corporate
monopolies, all tending to convert the Govern-
ment into a mere engine of jobbing, speculation
aad corruptivn—to his thorough opposition in 1820
to the unjust doctrine ol “protection” and to his
pesent zealons snpport of class-legislation, as
the 100 000 pensinner of the manufacturing in-
teresi, But it is his course on the last war,
15 which we will now paricalarly refer—
In the Summer of 1813, Daniel Webster, then a
member of Congress, found his conntry involved
in war, and her erritory acinally invaded by the
zrmies of a power{ul and vindieuve foe. Here,
then, was a predicament in which no pairiot
sonld hesitate as 1o the path of duly. Here he
¢onld nuf, as now, set up the miserable pretext,
that it was & war of “conquest” on a lureign soil;
fur it was strictly a defepsive war. His cuun-
try's quarrel had been discussed, and the appeal
to arms hal been made. Even had he deemed
her quairel wrong, his highest earthly obligatiun
buund him (o protect ber frum foreign conguest,
and to save her people from murler and rapine.
How did Daniel Webster acgnit himself of this
most solemn of human obligations 1 Letthe re-
cords uf his country answer. On the Lst of July,
1814, he voted in the House of Represeniatives
aeainst the bill for the assessment and coliectivn
of a direct tax and internal duties for the suppert
of the wai; and un the Gih day of the same
month azainst ca billlor favinz wduty on licenses
to gistillers of spiritony Lignors” O the st
day ot January, 1814, when the Guvernment
was siraining every effurl tu organize an army
fur the national delenos, he votad wgaivet the Bhill
fur the enconragement uf enlistmens™  On the
29h March, 1514, he buth spoke and voted
against the “bill to amend the act providing lor
the calling out ol the militia.”  On the 1st and
171h days of December, 1514, he voted against a
“bill o provide additional revennes fur delraying
the expenses of the Government, and mainiain-
ing public credit.” On the 5ih of the same month
he vuted against the “bill for filling 1he ranks of
the-army;” and on the 221 December, 1814,
again:t the “bLill to levy a direct tax of six mil-
lions," Inthe expected difticalty with France,
gnder the Admipisiration of General Jaclson,
Mr. Webster declured in the Senate that he
would not vote one cent, even if the walls of the
Capitol were bauered about their ears, This called
forth the strong expression of John Q. Adams,
that Mr. Webster had “'but one mnore step lo lake,
and that was into the ranks ol the enemy."”

These are s«aome of the generovs and patriotic
effurts of Daniel Webster during a season of
gieal national peril ! No sense ul nativnal dan-
ger ot dishonor, no sympathy with private sufier-
ing, could move him to one word, much less 1o
any act, in behallof his struggling country. The
only exertions to which he could be incited, as
above set furth from the records, were thoxe which
rended to disarm and fetter that country, in the
very presence ol a cruel, insolent and exaspera-
el (e, and in that condition to hand her over 1o
his tender mercies. [t 15 absurd 1o allege in ex-
tenuation ol his unnaturaland parricidal eondoet
any disapprubation he may have felt for the war.
Let his condemnation of that war have been ever
«0 deeided; cancede thal the war was more unjns-
tifiable than any ever waged, instead ol its having
heen, 8% it troly was, a contest for the liberation
ol our kidoapped coontrymen, for the plundered
property of our merchants, and for our marfiime
rights as an independent nation ; still his highest
doty bound him to his country. Neither his flai-
terers nor his enemies will impute to him the ful-
ly of having believed that England, nidst the
pride and insolence of victory, would have dicia-
ted pore justice and equity lo that country, when
prostrate at her [eet,

Buot there is one view of the conduct of Daniel
Webster, which Virginians, ol all others, should
contemplate with peculiar intensity of feeling.—
On the 25ih June, 1813, the British (orces, then
investing onr coast, altacked and carried the vil-
lage ¢[ Hampton. The atrocities perpetrated un
that occasion, vpon ihe weak, the innocent, the
luvely, the aged, and even on thedying, by a Bri-
tish soldiery, in thesight and hearing of their offi-
cers, were at the time familiar to the Stare. A
faint conceptivn of these horrors may be had from
a perusal ol the leiter of Capl. Cooper, who brave-
ly eo-operated in the defence nf the posi, or in the
communicaifon of Mzjor Grifiin and Caplain
Lively, who were ordered by the commanding of-
ficer Lo investigate and report upon ihe conduoet of
the epemy; from an examinaticn, also, of the re-
port wade to the Hounse of Representatives by the
venerable Naihaniel Macon, under a resolution
10 enquire inlo Ike “spirit and mavner in which
the war was waged by the enemy.” On the 25th
Juune, 1813, occnrred the eack of Hampion, On
the Gth July, follewing, came beiure Daniel Web-
ster, at Washington, the bills 10 raise woney for
the porpose of driving tromour land the monsters
who seemed 1o have divested themnselves of every
attribote of man. ‘The snfferings and distress of
ourcounirymen were:lill vibrating ontheear; bot
these were circumstances wholly inadequate to
thaw the ice of Daniel Webster's apposition.—
tle wonld not give a cent, The calamities of
the time could not disiurb his complacency; they
could call forth fromw bim only ihe deriding and
callous levity of remark, **“This is not the enter-
tainment to which we were invited."

Such is the man who now 1alks with hely hor-
ror of the “usurpations” of the Presidentin de-
fending the =oil of the Uniled States. Such is
the man, whose argnments will now be spread
broad-cast over the State of Virginia, with the
vain hope of transferring our generous Demo-
cratic State to Federal Massachoseus. Can a
patriolic, intelligent people be wheedled by such
8 man into ihe supprot of the alira Federal doc-
trines of the Massachuseits school1 Can any

1 induce the masses to put down an Adminis-
tration, which has done everyihing to susiain the
rights and honor of the nation, and-which, in its
great measnres of domestic policg has obeyed
Lhe instructions of the Cuns!ilntioﬂ‘, and looked
alone o the greatest good of the greatest number?
The words of Daniel Webster will lall dead npon
the ear of Virginin, and, should he once more,
“under an Octuber sun,” in the Capitol ol the
S:ate, mouth his “Jefersonian Republican” prin-
ciples acd auempt to seduce the Old Do-
minion Irom the steadfast devotion to princi-
ples, her people will remember that he has as-
sailed her own Jefferson and Madison, has op-
posed his country on more than one vccasion,
and at the present time takes side against hisown
government, upon grounds which he himsell has,
in another place, so conc!nsively refuted.

P. S. We have read the full report of Mr.
Webster's speech, and still “stick 10" every
word of what is above written.

THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF VIR-
GINIA,

Will convene this morning, and from the
nombers already arrived in the City, we may ex-
pect buth Houses to be very fall, and this morning
to be organized by the re-election of the wourthy
presiding officers of the last sessfon. In addition to
the impoitant election ol a Senator of the United
States, in place of William S. Archer, Esq,
whose lerm will expire on the 4th March nexi,
there will be very many gquestivns of State poli-
cy, of a momentous and interesling character,
that will reqoire the candid, deliberate and en-
lightened auention of the Representatives of the
People of Virginia. We shall briefly refer 1o
them. They are the election of a Judge of the
Court of Appeais in place of Judge Stan
ard, deceased, the Revision of the Criminal
Code, fresh [rom the hards of Roberi G. Scour,
Esq., who, we are injormed, has discharged the
high trost conterred upon him by the Legislature,
with industry and discriminating judgment ard
ability; the great question of a State Conven-
tion to reform the State Constitution; the reforn
and improvement of the School system, s0 as
to diffuse the blessings of universal educativn
in every nook and curner ol Virginia; anda va
tiety of propositions of Internal linprovement, to
bring the distant portions of the Srate together, to
develope ber latent resources and harmonize ihe
feelings and interesis of all seciions of the State.
These and other subjects will, we doubt not, receive
all due attention and proper examlinationat the
handsofthe Legislature. Weshallleave itto Gov.
Smith to present, as he doubtless will, in a clear
and lucid wanner,the true conditivn o Stateatlairs,
and (o suggest such measures as may be deemed
pecessary and proper to promote the interest and
wellare of the Old Dominion, We content our
selves with a respeciful appeal to the delegates of
the peuple 10 act with an eye to the prosperity of
the whole State; (o allay all local and sectional
feelings, and never for une moment to forget that
they are all brethren, all sons of the Llessed old
State, sulemnly bound to protect her well-earned

reputation and promote her prosperity.—
She may have lost some little of her power,
but the Union siill lucks to ber wih

respect and admiration. Bui,above all, we wonld
earnesily implore those, tu whose hands her deati-
niesare confided, to oiter not a word, nor harber
a theushr, whichh may tem 1o exeite divisions or
harsh [eelings Letween the diff-rent sections of
Virginia, Let the gravd motive of all beto pre-
serve the Old Dominion “vne and indivisible,”
from the sea shore to the Ohiv river.

Tu the Republican members ol both Houses
we would make a respecilul but earnest appeal.
It cannot be denied that vpon their action this
Winter materially depends the [uture political
characier of Virginia, and passibly the perma-
nent welfare of the Hepublican Pany of the
Union. All eyes are now turned 10 Virginia,
The temporary trinmphs of the Whigs in New
York and Penosyplvania have so inflated their
hopes, that they begin 1o count upon even Vir-
ginia as their own, They hope to wiest from us
a number ol Congressional Districts next Spring,
and sume are bold and arrogant enough tw look
for & majurilty of Cungressmen, so as 1o hold
forth Virginia as a Federal State. If the Reput-
licans of the present Legislature are true tothem-
selves, to their cavse and 1o their venerable State,
which has never yel cast a Federal vote ; it they
practise upou the glorious maxim of “principles,
and not mew;" il in a spirit ol harmony, cunceasion
and union, eachand every one shall put aside his
private preferences ard prejudiees, and act with a
straight and single eye to the triumph of Virgi.
nia's own principles, which have been adopted as
ik~ great landmarks of the Constitution; if, in a
word, they resolve, in good temper and proper
teeling, 10 act together in carrying out the wishes
of their constituents and of the pecple of Virgi-
nia, the Republican pany of the Siate will be
knit together in indissoluble bond:, the cher-
ished principles of Virginia will reccivea new
guaraotee vl permanence and stability, and we
may safely defy all the machinations and appeals
ot the Whigs, at home and abread. In 1840
Virginin stayed the torrent of Federalism and in
1844 she exerted a mighty influence in defeatine
the rampant ambilivn of the Whigs and in giv-
ing to the Union an Administration, which has
never faltered in carrying out the true principles
of the Constitution. In the present crisis of po-
litical affairs, when Whiggery is un the house.
tops with joy at the anticipated triumph in 1848,
Virginia is agaio called npon to airest the wave
of Federalism and 1ake the lead in vindicating
ber principles. Never was there a period, when
more prodence, zood feeling, harmony and union
ulacrion were required of the Democracy ot Vir-
ginia. We fcel assured, that the Republican
members ol the Legislatore will sel a brightex-
ample to the rest of the Union, by rallying onited-
ly and harmoniously around him who may be
selected as the flag-tearer ol their principles.

We woold commend 1o their imilation the re-
cent example of the Whig Legislature of North
Carolina. Inthe first week of 1heir session, they
elected two U. S. Senators, the Whigs vuting in
a body, and the Demociats guing logether for
their selected candidates. By this prompiness
and hannony of action, the other imporiant by-
siness of the session was at once relieved of ihe
excitement and embarrassment of the Scpatorial
contest, and the iwo parties will go before the peo-
ple, still wore strongly devoted 10 their respective
political doctrines. Fas est ob hoste doceri—It
is well 1o learn wisdom, even Irom an enemy.—
On every consideralion, the Republicans of the
Virginia Legislature should profit by the example
of the North Carolina Whigs, as far as ihe
promptoess 2nd union of action are concerned,

While upon this suhject, we deem it proper 1o
refer 10 a matier which has given rise to mueh
specnlation. It has been said, that probably tire
Senators wounld be elected this Winter, iv conse-
quence ol Judge Pennybacker's being transferred
to the Court of Appeals. This is an error, we
are satisfied. We feel assured, opon high anthc-
rity, that Judge Pennybacker has no desire 1u
be considered as a candidate for Judge of ihe
Court of Appeals. He will remain in the Uni-
ted Stales Bepa'e, in which high position his
conrse has given the follest satisfaction to the Re-
publican party of Virginia. Hisdignity of bear-
ing, elevated character, strong mind and faithful
and able support, on every question, of the prin-
ciples of the Old Dominion, bave drawn to him
the regard and estecm of the Repuoblicans of 1he
State. He is a Senator in whom Virginia has
every confidence, and we are pleased that he has
resolved pot to abandon a station which he so
well fills, at a8 period when his services are so iin-
poriant to the perpetuation ol Virginia's great

principles,

We regret (o see that Colunel F. H. Elmore of
Charlesiun has positively refused 1o let his name
go before the South Carolina Legislatore as a
candidate for U. S. Senator. His election would
be vniversally popular. Mr. R. B. Rheit, Gen.
Hammouod and Judge Builer are spoken of for
the high office. The Columbia eurrespondent of
the Charleston News writes, that the opinion
seema to gather weight that Judge Builer wili be
the man, though the iriends ol the otheraspirants
still press their claims.
——

The Charleston papers notice, with expressions
of deep sorrow, the death of the Hon, Henry
Deas, late President of the Siate Senate, and, in
the language of the Mercury, a model of a
Soutbern gentleman. He filled manyv high of-
fices ol trust with (aithiulness and ubil}:y.

The Canal Commissioners of Pennsylvania
have agreed, that the volunteers composing the
Pennsylvania Regiment will be permitied to pass
over the Staie works, on their way to the place of
rendezvous, (Pilsburg,) free of chargein pursu-
ance of an act of the General Assembly, of 25th
June, 1859, ?

In some of the charers of the Railroad Com-
panies of thiscountry, especial provision is made
for the transporiation of U, States troops Iree of
charge. Bot, however this may e, we presume
thal the varions public companies in Virginia
will patrivtically tender their worka for the con-
veyance ol troops to the rendezvous, and, thence,
to the limits of the Slate, on their way to (he seat
ol war. Sucha course on their pari, while it
would be eminently proper in itself, would be far
from detracting from the popularity or ultimate
benefit of the companies.

THE VAN NESS CASE.

[Correspondence o! the Baliimore Clipper.]

WasaivatoN, Tuespay, Dec. 1, 1846,

Mr. Thomas Kell, from Alexacdria, who tor-
merly carried on business in ihis cily, was ex-
amiped on the part of the plaintif. He testified
that he furnished a stove for the house in which
the plaintifi resided, and did other worl, for which
Gen, Van Ness said he would pay him in the se-
cond gnarter. The lady relused to take the siove,
it not being large enough; and Mr. Kell pat op
one that suited her, she saying that the diflerence
in price would be made right, This took placa
betore last Christimas

On cruss-examination, Mr. Kell tesiified thac
Gen, Van Ness, when he called on bim, said
that the chimney smoked, and that a stove must
be procured 1o remedy ihe evil.

Mr. Iﬁrudle_\r adveried to the tact that he, on the
part ol the defence, had laid a rule for the coun-
sel fur the plaintiff to produce a paper, which
was designated, If the paper shoold not be pro-
duced, they would bave a right o secondary evi-
dence; in which case the adverse party would
have no right 1o give the original paper.

Mr. Brent said be did not wish to withhold the
paper, but desired fiist 1o see what the witness
(Mr. Reese, from Philadelphia,) coald prove, and
(0 ask him some questions on the cress examina-
tion.

Subseqoently, Mr. Brent handed the paper and
envelope to Mr. Bradley,

Mr. Reese, a clerk in the Phladelphia Post
Ofhice, was called 1o the stand, and underwent a
long examination and cruss-examitation, as o
stamps, He saidthat, on Tuesday ot last weel,
Mr. Hepburn called on him at the Pust Office,
and asked him 1o show the two cent rale stamps,
which be did, Mr, Hepburn then took from his
pueket this envelope, and asked Mr. Reese whe-
ther the ipression vn the envelope was like it.—
Mr. Reese said it was not, and afterwards secom-
panied Mr. Llepbuin to the residence of Mr, Bin-
ney, Who made the stamp, and that gentleman
made cxperiments o lest the genvineness of Lhe
tnpression ot the stamp on the envelupe, which
he pronvunced a forgery,

Oan the cross-exawminaiion, Mr. Reese endea-
vored (o convince Mr. Brent ol a difference in the
siamps, but Mr. Brent did not acknowledge that
he was couvinced.

Sume little excitement was produced by Mr.
Brent exhibiting 1o the wiiness wu letter, with
s'amps differenl in two hmportant raniculars,
frum what the witness had testitied, The wiiness
at obee, casting his eye at the post marks, said it
was wanufactured fur ke occasion ! The leter
was just received by a gentleman tfrom Philadel-
phia, and nat yet opened, The rate was not incorpo-
rated in the stamp, nor was the day slamp cn the
:e:: hand side, but un the right, and the rate onthe
ell,

Mr. Binney, from Philadelphia, testified that he
had exawined the fizure 2 on the envelope, and
aiven his opinion that it was counteifeil, The 2
was curved atibe tail, and the rimsingle, where-
as, the stamp which he prepajed for the post of
fice had a 2 wiih & straight tail and a double rim.

The coun adjonrned until to-morrow at len
o'clock.
