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SENATORIAL ELECTION.

The excitement which had existed in our Le-
gislature on Wednesday and Thursday on the
subject of the election of a Sepator of the United
Stales, to supply the place of Mr. Pennybacker,
was terminated last evening by the choice of Jas.
M. Mason, Esq., ot Winchester. The lists pub-
lished in another colomn, will show the state ol
the vote upon each ballot. It will be seen from
this table that Mr. Mason received a majority of
thirty-three voies over all others. This is the
largest majorily given for any individual as U.
Suates Sepator from Virginia within car recol-

1 ection. He received the voies of 42 Democrals
and 55 Whigs, and we believe that he will carry
with him to the Senate the confidence of the De-
mocracy in his printiples and an entire admira-
\ion, on the part of both parties, of his talents and
character.

Mr. Mason is not ope of thuse who have been
trequently before the publie of late, and conse-
quently less was known of him by the Represen-
latives than of other genilemen in nomiuation for
Senator. All, however, who knew him well,
bore the highest testimony to his fitness for the
place. For our own pari, we congratalate our
{riends upon his election, because we believe him
1o be a good and true Republican. At the same
time, we repeat whal we said yesterday, that the
principles and interests of Virginia would have
been ably defended by any one of the other no-
minees, had “the fortune of war” given the vic-
tory (o either of them. We learn, upon good
authorily, that Mr. Mason will give a zealons,
cordial and hearty support to the measuresof’ the
Adminisiration, and that he approves of, and
will abide by, the decision of a National Con-
venticn, should one be held by tbe party, to nomi-
nate a Democratic candidate for President in
1848, He was presented to the Legislature ol
Virgivia for election as a distinguished member
of the Democratic party—and, as such, elected.
On all the great guestions which divide the par-
\ies in this country, we have no doubt he will
be found where he has always been, in the
ranks of the Republican party

This is not the first occasion upon which Jas,
M. Mason has rcceived high trusis at the hands
of his fellow-citizens. With distinguished abili-
ty he has, as a public man, acted in avariety of
capacities. He served in the House of Dele-
gales some yearssince. He was among the wise
and good men of the Convention which framed
our Constitation in 1830. He was subsequently
in Congress, and although for a briel period se-
parated from the body ol his politieal triends on
the nceasion «1 the firstintroduction ol the Inde-
pendent Treasury, yel he was among the first (0
perceive the tendency of Mr. Rives’ alienation
and to retorn to his old position; which he bas
since constanily maintained. As aliterary man,
he was some years gince complimented with the
appointment of Visiter at the University of Vir-
ginia, which appeintment be still holds, [Both
ol oor new Senators are Visiters of that Institu-
tion.] His talentsas a financier gained lor him
the place of President of the Farmer's Bank af
W inchester, From that post awl Irom the pur-
suitol his profession as a lawyer, he is now called
to go into the highes: deliberative body in the
couniry, as one ol the represen atives of the Old
Dominion. 1l we may venture to predict such
a thing, we will prophesy [ur him high sianding
in that body.

Belore concluding, we will menticn, as an aci
of justice, that the vote received by Mr. Sa-
muels was not a fair test ol his real strength.
There were gentlemen (and among them we re-
member Mr. Newman of Pendietun) who de-
clared that they would have voled for him, had
they not conceived that the issuo was finally made
up between Mr, Mason and ihose then in nomi-
nation.

Toshow how Mr. Mason is apprecialed by
his Demnocratic neighbors, we append an ariicle
from the Winchester Virginian, the Democratic
organof that portion of the Stale:

Tae Wesrers Sexator.—The death of Judge
Pennybacker will devolve upon the Legislature
the duty of electing a Senator to fill his place in
the Senale.

ebater, Silas Whizhr, he ever seeks (o save the
{riend, whilst he aims to prostrate the adversary.
It is this caste of his characier which is pre-emi-
nently adapted to the digniy, decorum and com-
posare of the National Senate Chamber. We
do not wish to enlarge at present further upon this
sabject. But, as public journalists, we have felt
bound to sketch sume ol the prominent features
of Col, Mason’s cbaracter, feeling well assured,
ard so assuring our (riends, that the interesis and
character of the Old Dominivn may be well en-
trusted in part_to his keeping, asone of her im-
mediate Representatives in the National Legisla-
iare.

We give to-day only lhe voles ol Wednesday
and Thursday on this Senatorial election. We
are compelled to postpone the “war of words” on
the cancus and almost every other subject. Itis
proper that we should add, that some excellen;
speeches were made and many capital passes of
wit. Now that this exciting election is over, we
bope to see the Legislature talk less and ac-
gively set1o work in discharge ol the pressing
business before them.

Hedeals
with the advance of our army Lo the Riv Grande,
as if he were 1aking part with the fuderal opposi-
iion betore it ha¢ become ashamed of that siale
pretence, and then in Judicrous ignosance, or for-
getlulness of the act of the 13th May, and ol the
events which have followed it, and ol the over-
whelming unanimity of pupular opiaion upon
that subject, he prates aboot the war power be-
tng vested in Congress, and not in the kxecutive!
1ut we will spend no more words aboul this gen-
tleman’s extraordinary political resuscilation.—
Having no personal ill.will wwards him, we
