man of whom they were justly p^oud.a man
with whom thev were entirely tcliified, and who,
by an inscrutable ordination of Providence, was
toito tbtjp, to the State, tad to the nation, in th«

prime of bis life and in the raidsi ol his use¬

fulness; and, Sir, the result of the election
has proved it. Wnowere the contestant* before
this hour for that office*} Smith ar.u Hun-
ter first, and Hunter and Jones lasL True it is,
that during the contest, the name of Gov.

Dowell was introduced; but it came to us under
a pioiest, by the gentleman from Wythe; and I
am forced to believe that his friends who pre¬
