Commend tbeir adoption.
I: is clear that we must either adopt our own

i-¦{ or that of Mexico, or establish a new sys-
'ta of duties. Our own tariff could not be
adopted, because the Mexican exports and im-
-Jrts are so different from our own, that different
!,tfs ot duties are indispensable in order to col-
fct the largest revenue. Thus, upon many ar-

'ices produced in great abundance here, duties
itcs: be imposed at the lowest rato in order to

select any revenue; whereas, many of the same

ar:ic!es are not produced in Mexico, or to a very
inconsiderable extent, and would therefore bear
.here a much higher duty for revenue. A great
change is also rendered necessary by the pro-
po»e'exaction of duties on all imports to any
Mexican port in our possession, from any other
Mexican port occupied by us in the satne man-

jer. Tfiis measure would largely increase the
rvenue which we might collect. It is recotn-

xcoded, however, for reasons ot obvious salety,
:jjat :his Mexican coastwise trade should be con-

faeii to our owu vessels, as well as the interior
:"aie, above any port ol entry in our possession,
;at mat in all other respects, the ports of Mexico
held by us should be freely opened at the rate of
liuiie? herein recommended to the vessels and
commerce of all the world.

[lie most just and equitable, yet requires an ap-
praisfinent to ascertain the actual value ot every
a-:icle. This demands great mercantile skill,
iD"wlfdge and experience, and therefore, for the
vunt ot skilful appraisers.a class of officers
itai>|!y unknown in Mexico.could not at once
fee po: into successful operation there. If, also,
as proposed, these duties are to be ascertained
.aiii collected as a military contribution through
;;e officers of our army and navy, those brave
.ien could more easily perform almost any other
j-v than thai of estimating the value ol every
seription of goods, wares and merchandise.
The system of specific duties already prevails

in Mexico, and may be put by us into immedi-
ite operation; and il, as is conceded, specific du-
|ir> should be more burdensome upon the people
jf Mexico, the more onerous the operation of these
iuties upon them, the sooner is it likely that they
rill force their military rulers to agree to a peace.
It is certain that a mild and forbearing system
>f warfare, collecting no duties in their ports in
jur possession on the Gulf, and levying no con-

ributions, whilst our armies purchase supplies
Irom them at high prices, by rendering the war a

benefit to the people of Mexico rather than an ic-
jty, has not hastened the conclusion ot a peace.

military possession. Neither our own nor foreignmerchants are required to send any goods to Mex¬
ico, and, if they do so voluntarily, it will be be¬
cause they can make a profit up n the importa-ion there, and therefore they will have uo rightto complain of the duties levied in the portsof Mexico, upon the consumers of those goods,the people of Mexico. The whole money col¬
lected would inure to the benefit of our own Gov¬
ernment and people, to sustain the war, and to
prevent, to that exient, new loans and increased
taxation. Indeed, in view of the fact that the go¬
vernment is thrown upon the ordinary revenues
lor peace, with no other additional resources but
loans to carry on the war, the income to be deriv¬
ed from the new system, which, it is believed, will
be large, if these suggestions are adopted, would
be highly important to sustain the credit ol the
Government, to prevent the embarrassment ot the
treasury, and to save the country from such ruin¬
ous sacrifices as occurred during the last year,including the inevitable legacy to posteri'iy of
a large debt and onerous taxation. The new sys¬
tem would not only arrest the expensive transfer
and ruinous drain of specie to Mexico, but would
cause it in duties, and in return lor our exports,
to re-flow into our country to an amount, per¬
haps, soon exceeding the nine millions ol dollars
which it had reached in 1835, even under the re¬
strictive laws ol Mexico, thus relieving our own
people from a grevious tax, and imposing it where
it should fall, upon our enemies, the people of
Mexico, as a contribution levied upon them to

conquer a peace, as well as to defray the ex¬
penses of the war; whereas, by admitting our ex¬
ports freely without duty into the Mexican ports,
which we may occupy Irom time to time, and at-
lording those goods, including the necessaries ol
lile,atless than one-hall the prices which they
had heretofore paid for them, the war might in
time become a benefit, instead ot a burden to the
people ol Mexico, and they would, thereloie, be
unwilling to terminate the contest It is hoped,
also, that Mexico, after a peace, will never re¬
new her present prohibitory and protective sys¬
tem, so nearly resembling that of ancient China
or Japan, but that liberalized, enlightened, and re¬
generated by the contact and intercourse with our
people, and those of other civilized nations, she
will continue the far more moderate system ol
duties resembling that prescribed by these regu¬
lations.

In the meantime, it is not just that Mexico, by
her obstinate persistence in this contest, should
compel us to overthrow our own financial policy,
and arrest this great nation in her high and pros¬
perous career. To reimpose high duties, would
be alike injurious to ourselves and to all neutral
powers, and, unless demanded by a stern necessi¬
ty, ungenerous to those enlightened nations which
have adopted, cotemporaneously with us, a more
liberal commercial policy. The system you now ,

propose, of imposing the burden as far as practi¬
cable upon our enemies, the people of Mexico,
and not upon ourselves or upon friendly na¬
tions, appears to be most just in itself, and is fur¬
ther recommended as the only policy which is
likely to hasten the conclusion ol a jivst and hon¬
orable peace.
A tonnage duty on all vessels, whether our own,

or ol neutral powers, of one dollar per ton, which
is grearly less than that imposed by Mexico, is
recommended in lieu of all port duties and
charges. Appended to these regulations are ta¬
bles of the rates ol which foreign money is fixed
by law, as also a separate table ot currencies by
usage, in which a certificate of value is required
to be attached to the invoice. There is also an¬
nexed a table ot foreign weights and measures
reduced to the standard of the United States, to¬
gether with blank forms, to facilitate the ttansac-
tion of business.

It is recommended that the duties herein sug¬
gested shall be collected exclusively in gold and
silver coin. These duties can only be collected
as a military contribution, through the agency of |
our brave officers of the army and navy, who
will no doubt cheerfully and faithfully collect and
keep these moneys, and account for them, not to
the treasury, but to the Secretaries of War or of
the Navy respectively. It is recommended that
these duties be performed by the commandant ot
the post, whether naval or military, aided by the
paymaster,or purser, or other officer, the accounts
ot each being countersigned by the other as a
check upon mistakes or error, in the same man¬
ner as is now the case with the collector or na¬
val officer ol our several principal ports, which
has introduced so much older and accuracy into
our system. It is suggested rhnt, as in some ca¬
ses the attention of the commandant ot the post
might be necessaty for the performance of other
duties, he be permitted to substitute some other

FROM OUR SQUADRON OFF VERA

CRUZ.
U. S. Ship Raritan,

Off Sacrificios, March 10, 1847.
Sir : In my last dctpatcb, dated on the 7th Ir.st.,

I informed the department ol the arrival of Ma¬
jor General Scott at Anton Lizardo. Most of
the transports, with troops and the materiel of
the army, having arrived, about the same time a

speedy disembarcation was resolved upon, it be¬
ing quiie important that we should effect a land¬
ing before a norther should come on, as this
would delay us two or three days. After a joint
reconnoisance, made by the general and myself
in the steamer Peirita, the beach due west from
Sacrificios, one of the points spoken of in my
previous letters, was selected as the most suit¬
able fer the purpose. The anchorage near this
place being extremely contracted, it becane neces¬

sary, in order to avoid crowding it with an undue
number of vessels, to transfer most ot the troops
to the vesseb of war for transportation to Sacri¬
ficios. Accordingly, on the morning of the 9ih,
at daylight, all necessary preparations.such as

launching and numbering the boats, detailing of¬

ficers, &c..having been previously made, this
transfer was commenced. The Irigates received
on board between twenty-five and twenty-eight
hundred men each, with their arms and accou¬

trements, and the sloops and smaller vessels num¬
bers in proportion. This part ot the movement
was completed very successfully about 11 o'clock,
a. m , and a few minutes thereafter the squadron
under my command, accompanied by the com¬

manding general, in the steamship Massachu¬
setts, and such of the transports as had been select¬
ed for the purpose, got under way. The weather
was very fine.indeed we could not have been
more favored in this particular than we were..

We had a fresh, and yet gentle breeze troin the
southeast, and a perfectly smooth sea. The pas¬
sage to Sacrificios occupied us between two and
three hours. Each ship came in and anchored
without the slightest disorder or contusion, in
the small space allotted to her.the harbor being
stil^very much crowded,notwithstanding the num¬
ber of transports we had left behind. The disem¬
barkation commenced on the instant. Whilst we
were tranjterring the troops from ships tothesuif-
boats, (sixty-five in number,)! directed the steam¬

ers Spitfire and Vixen, and the five gun-boats, to

form in a line parallel with and close in to the
beach, to cover the landing. This order was

j-romptly executed, and these small vessels, from
the lightness of their draught, were enabled to

take positions within good grape-range ot the
shore. As the boats severally received their com¬
plements of troops, they assembled, in a line
abreast, between the fleet and the gun-boats; and
when all were ready, they pulled in, together, un¬

der the guidance ot a number of the officers ol
tne squadron, who had been detailed for this pur¬
pose. Gen. Worth commanded this, the first line
of the army, and had the satislaction of forming
his command on the beach and neighboring
heights just before sun-set. Four thousand five
hundred men were thus thrown on shore, almost
simultaneously. No enemy appeared to offer us

the slightest opposition. The first line being land¬
ed, the boats in successive trips, relieved the men.

ot-war and transports of their remaining troops,
by 10 o'clock, P. M. The whole army (save a

few straggling companies) consisting of upwards
of ten thousand men, were thus safely deposited
on shore, without the slightestaccident of any kind.
The officers and seamen under my command

vied with each other on this occasion, in a zeal¬
ous and energetic pertotmance of their duty. I
cannot but express to the department the great sa¬
tisfaction I have derived from witnessing their
efforts to contribute all in their power to the suc¬

cess of their more fortunate brethren ofthe army.
The weather still continuing fine, to-day, we are

engaged in landing the artillery, horses, provi¬
sions, and other materiel. The steamer New
Orleans, with the Louisiana regiment of volun¬
teers, 800 strong, arrived most opportunely, at

Anton Lizardo, just as we had put ourselves in
motion. She joined us, and her troops were

landed with the rest. Another transport arrived
at this anchorage to-day. Her troops have also
been landed. G«n. Scott has now with him op-
wards of eleven thousand men. At his request,

I permitted the marines of the squadron, under
Capt. Edson, to join him, as part ol the 3d regi¬
ment ot artillery. The geneial-in-ehief landed
this morning, and the army put iise'l in motion
at an early hour, to form its lines around the ciiy.
There has been some distant firing of shot and
shells, lrom the town and castle, upon the troops,
as they advanced, but without result. I am still
of the opinion, expressed in my previous com¬
munications, as to the inability of the enemy to
hold out for any length of time. The castle has,
at most, but four or five weeks' provisions, and
the town about enough to last for the same time.

ol ileriera to receive our minister rf peace, Mr.
Slide! I, after having consented to do so, trom fear ot
a popular revolution under Paredes, on account ol
his| Iferrera*»3 alleged treachery in ceding away
the terrri:ory of Texas.the accession ol Parerirs
to the Presidency, avowedly upon the ground of
wm against Vie Lniled States and the leconqucsl
of Texas. his rejection of our Minister on the
IJ h March, lw{o, declaring that the annexa^on
of I ex;"* wul "cause ol war," that "negotiation
was ended, nnd war was the only recourse of the
Mexican Government".\\'n order on the 4th of
April following, belore the march ol our army to
the Uio Grande could be possibly known in the
city of Mexico, to "attack" our army "by every
m-'anc which war peiini;s".and, finally, by his
letter of the 18 h of the sains month to the com¬

manding General on the Northern frontier, di¬
recting hiin "that it is Iniispensa'de that hostili¬
ties be commenced, yourself taking the initiative
asainst the enemy." We refer, moreover, to the
triumphant fact, that the claim of Mexico never

siopped .it the Nueces, but nothing short of the re-

conquest nf Texas to the Sabine, he r Eastern boun¬
dary, was the open and avowed object. From
these mi iking facts, as powerfully presented by!
Howell Cobb, E«(j., in an eloquent speech at a
recent war meeting in Athens, (Ga.J we
arrive at the irresistible conclusion, in which
the American people will unite, that before Mexi.
co was aware ol thu march ol General Taylor'
to the Rio Grande, she had resolved upon war,
not only to the Nueces, but to the ,-Sabine. That
march, then, had not the s iehtcM influence in
precipitating the collision, which must have oc¬

curred at ail events. We not onK«, therefore, fol¬
ly vindicate ihe movement, but contend that every
consideration of duty and national honor de¬
manded it at the hands of the President.
Thoroughly satisfied as we arc of the pro¬

priety of the march to the Rio Grande, we

nought to f stablish the fact, that the Whigs, too,
ought not to condemn the act, because General J

tinshiicil by our tuk ing possession at ovct ot one or

Strength and stole ofpnparolion should be display¬
ed in a manner net to be mistaken. However sal¬

utary may be the effect produced upon the border
people by our presence here, we arc too far from
the frontier to impress the Government of Mexico
with our readiness to vindicate, by forceol arms,
if necessary, our title to the country as far as the
Rio Grande.

passage-, an I inter that General Taylor regard¬
ed the "inking poses-ion at once »>f one or two

suitable point-, or on quite near that river," as

precipitating hostilities 1 Admit, for the sake

ol argument, that he did not "suggest" the march
to the Uio Grande, does be not clearly avow the

opinion, that th« settlement of the boundary ques¬
tion, (the greit oljcct in view,) "will be greatly
faril'taled and hastened" by at once marching to

the Rio Grange? D. es he refer to the movement

-is likely to produce collision or war? Does he

not, on the contrary, point out the advantages ol

"impressing" Mexico with our strength by a

movement to the river, so as to "facilitate and

hasten" the settlement of the boundary! The

Whigs say, that the march to the river produced
war. Genera! Taylor, on the contrary, express¬

We should be most happy to publish the long

editorial of the Union upon the letter of the Pre¬
sident and the report of the Secretary of the Trea-
suiy, (in to-day's paper,) on the system ol' mi¬
litary contributions to be levied in Mexico. The
Union ably and clearly ilemonstrates, that.

''ft is recognised by the law of nations, admit¬
ted by the distinguished commentators on that
law, andaffirmed by 'he highest judicial authori¬
ties of ihis country, unci of the world; that, during
h war, one belligerent, in possession by conquest
of any of ihe ports or territory of another, has a

right to establish a temporary military govern¬
ment there, through the older of its executive, as
the commander-in-chief of the army and navy,
and has also the right, through the same authori¬
ty, to levy in such ports or places military contri¬
butions upon the enemy. This right is exer¬
cised to aid in defraying the expenses of the
war, to augment our own resources during the
contest, as also to diminish and exhaust thi.se of
the enemy, so as to compel liim to agree more

speedily loan honorable peace. Wi;houi this
righr, also, we might never be able to conquer a

peace, and its exercise is most appropriate at this
time, when 1YJexico, unable to meet our gallant
forces in the field, now mainly relies on a war

upon our treasury and finances, through a lin¬
gering and expensive contest, h js the Depart¬
ment of the Treasury which Mexico expects to
break down, and we shall see whether our finan¬
ces ate not as impregnable rs our artnie3. The
qoes'ion now is. must the American people sub¬
mit to new and heavv loans and grievous taxa¬

tion, or shall we subject the enemy by every law¬
ful contribution during the war to those burdens
which Mexico insists upon imposing on us by
refusing to terminate the contest"? Under these
circumstances, she can have no just cause of
comp aim, it we divert her revenues derived from
duties from her treasury, where they are used
agair.st us, and collect those revenues ourselves,
as the best means of bringing the contest to a

speedy and honorable conclusion."
Mr. Walker calculates on a larfe addition to

cur resources from these duties. This revenue

he also thinks will be greatly augmented by the
occupation of ihe ports on each side of the Mex¬
ican isthmus, (w hich is about one hundred and
thirty miles from sea to sea,) and securing the
tree transit across that isthmus forour commerce,
and that of all the w, rid :

"At this isthmus the navigable waters of the
two oce.ir.s approach wiihin about sixty miles,
the intermediate distance being practicable for a

canal or railroad. Whenever such a work, at
some period, may be completed, it would bring
New Orleans within four days of the Pacific, and
within two weeks of California and Oregon; the
distance Itom New Yoik would only be ab ut one

week greater, and our whole commerce would be
brought wiihin nearly thirty days of Asia. This
important subject is thus alluded to in the extract
which we quote from Mr. Walker's last treasu¬
ry report ot the 10th December last, in which,
speaking of the warehouse bill, he says: 'Our
chief commercial cities are already nearer than
those of Europe, to the cenfte of'he territory, com¬
merce, and population of ihe world, and are des¬
tined, at no distant day. to be brought still nearer,
when the waers of the Atlantic and Pacific shall
be united at the Mexican i-lhmus, which, rem.

bined with our possessions on the Pacific, would

This system of collecting duties in the poits of

Mexico, as a military contribution, seems to

have met with the eoncumnce of all parlies in
ihe country. The National Intelligencer claims
it as having originated with Gen. Waddy Th mp-
son; but the Union shows that, on the 5th No¬
vember last, orders were sent by Judge Mason,
the Secretary of the Navy, directing the collection
of duties on imports, at a rate not exceeding our

present taiitf, in such of the ports ol California
as might be in our possession by conquest. We

THE KENTUCKY REGIMENT.
An Incident aLl\e Battle of Buena. I'ista.

At a very critical poinr of the battle on the 23d,
when it became necessary to sus:ain one of our

columns, which was staggering under a charge
made by the Mexicans in overwhelming numbers,
Gen. Taylor despatched Mr. Crittenden to order

Col. McK.ee, of the 2d Kentucky Regiment, to

bring his men into immediate action. Mr. Crit-
ter.den lound ihe regiment, men and officers,
eager foi the fray, delivered the order, and rode
back to the General, by whose side it was his

duty to keep. The Kentuckians moved forward
in gallant style, led by McKee and Clay, both of

whom, alas ! fell in a subsequent part of the day.
It so happened, that before reaching a position
from which they could deliver an effective fire,
the regiment had to cross a valley, which was

broken up by ravines and masses of stone. Whilst

crossing this valley, the heads only of the men

coulJ be seen from the point which General Tay¬
lor an t Mr. Crittenden occupied.and these were

bobbing up and down and crosswise in such con¬

fusion, as to impress both w ith the idea that the

regiment had fallen into disorder. Ihe Mexi¬

cans were annoying them at the same moment by
a fire, which helped to confirm the opinion of the

General that the Kentuckians were thrown into

dismay. , , . . ...

It was one of those decisive crises which occur

in every contested field, when the issue of the

day depended, for the time being, upon the gal¬
lantry of a particular corps.

Gen. Tavlor, who, as before taid, could only
seethe heads of the troops, and misled by their
motions in getting across gullies and going
around rocks and other obstructions into the be¬

lief thai they were about to falter, turned to Mr.
Crittenden, who is a Kentuckian, and with a

countenance indicating deep mortification, for

the General is a Kentuckian, too,* and an e>'e
fierce with emotion, exclaimed, "By G.d, Mr,
Crittenden, this will not do.this is not the way
for Kentuckians to behave themselves when call¬
ed upon to make good a battle.it will not an¬

swer, sir," and with this he clenched his fist and
knit bis brow and set bis teeth hard together. Mr.
Crittenden, who was mistaken by the same indi-

Cations that deceived the General, could scarcely
make a reply from very chagrin and shame. In
a few momenti, however, the Kentuckians had

crossed the uneven places and were seen ascending
the slope of tbe valley, shoulder to shoulder, and
with the firm and regular step of veterans ol a

hundred fields. On they moved until they reached
the crest ol the bill where they met the enemy

before the flush ot a temporary advantage had

subsided. Here they delivered their fire by
companies with such regularity and deadly aim

that the deeiuiated phalanx of Mexico gave

way and retreated precipitously. As the Ken¬
tuckians emerged from the valley the counte

nance ofthe old eeneral, who was regarding themwith the intensesi interest, gradually relaxed the
bitterness of its expression. A glow of pride sup¬
planted the deep mortification which fixed its
muscles, and enthusiasm qualified the fierce glan¬
ces of his eye. Forward they moved under his
livitedgaze, whose feelings became more and
more wrought upas they approached the scene of
carnage. When they opened their fire the old
general could no longer restrain his admiration,but broke forth with a loud huzza. "Hurrah for
o!d Kentnck," he exclaimed, talking as it were to
himself and rising in his saddle..Thai's the way
to do it; give them h.II, d-n them," and the
tears of exultation rolled down his cheeks as he
said it.
Having got rid of this ebullition ol State pridi?

he went about looking after other parts of the
field.
Some of our readers may regard this incident,

which we derive from one of the parties concern¬
ed, as savoring more of profanity than general¬
ship; but it muM be borne in mind, that under the
excitement of such terrible scenes of havoc and
bloodshed, those engaged in them use the name of
the God of Battles with some degree of familia¬
rity.
The Kentuckians that day did their duty as

others did. They paid toll in travelling the high
road to glory, as the list of killed and wounded
shows..[A'.

CATTLE OF BUENAVISTA.
As eveiy incident conncctid with this memora¬

ble conflict, as remarkable tor its tesult as for the
dispaiity between the opposing lorces, must be in¬
teresting to our readers, (says the Union,) we have
endeavored to group together some of them, as
caught from a hasty conversation with the inter¬
esting and gallant volunteer aid of Gen. Taylor,
who was a witness ot the whole scene.
The pass of Buena Visia is about one and

thtee-quariers of a mile wide, the road being in
the middle. Gen. Taylor's right rested upon the
road,'and was so protected by the broken nature
of the ground, as to be sccure against any attempt
to flank him on that side. From the road to the
mountains on the left is 700 or 800 yards, the first
half ol the distance being a good deal cut up by
short ravines, running to the road. Beyond the
heads of these ravines the plain extends to the
mountain, which is steep and almost inaccessible.
On this plain the battle was mainly fought. Most
of Washington's battery was planted on the tight,
to defend the road. Bragg s and Thomas's bat¬
teries, and others, were on the plain, and were
used with tremendous effect upon the enemy,
whose dense columns had at one time approached
so near as to threaten, by their mere weight, the
complete'overthrow of our army, when a destruc¬
tive fire from Bragg's battery appeared to open
whole streets through the solid masses in iront,
and to bid defiance to any nearer approach.

In the mean time, the superior numbers of the
enemy had passed our left fl^nk, while their ar¬

tillery endeavored to maintain a raking position
upon us from the foot ol the mountain. Some
1500 of their cavalry, besides infantry, bad got
around in that direction, and maintained a se-

vt-re conflict for a time. Gen. Taylor directed
Lieut. Col May, with four companies, to charge
this large body ofcavalry; but when he got with¬
in about one hundred yards, the enemy fled, and
the infantry in that quarter was soon after seen
in full retreat. This was about 2 o'clock, and
Gen. Taylor despaicht d Mr. Crittenden with a

flag of truce, to say to the commander of these
retreating forces, if they would surrender, he
would not fire on them. Mr. C., on horseback,
with his interpreter, soon overtook the rear of the
retreating party, and, alter passing many of the
stragglers, was required to stop, which order
was enforced by the presentation of a gun, until
the interpreter explained.
They were then blindfolded, and carried for¬

ward, Mr. C. occasionally inquiring for the offi¬
cer in command of that corns. They as olien
said, -'A little further on;" and at one time, when
he refused to prccced, an officer told him he could
not be answerable for the consequences from his
own men if he did not go on to Sania Anna..
When he reached the latter, in a sort of ravine,
below the fire, on the plain, Mr. C. soon inform¬
al him that his errand was to the officer in com¬
mand of the retreating body, and nor in him-clf.

They
secame separated, but all got back salely to camp.
Lieutenant Sturges was taken prisoner, but was

released under the subsequent arrangement for
an exchange of prisoners.
