The House of Commons has passed a resolu¬

tion Extending the Time for the Admission or

Foreign Grain uinner faying Duty, until
the 1st op March next. A similar resolution
Mas passed on Monday last, lor the lurther sus¬

pension of the Navigation Laws for a limited
period.
The greater part of the evenings of Friday last,

and Monday aud Tuesday this week, have been
devoied to the discussion of the armed inteiven-
tioD, by Great Britain, in the i.tlairs of Poiiugal,
on a condemnatory resolution, moved by Mr.
Hume, and au amendment, approving of the
Ministerial policy, proposed by Mr. T. Duu-
combe. Singularly enough, ou Tuesday even¬

ing, at the time Lord Stanley was denouncing
the conduct of the government in the upper house,
his quondam colleague, Sir Robert Peel was en¬

gaged in a masterly and telling defence of the
Ministry to the Commons.
On the question at isMte, all moderate men are

agreed that the government have acted with pru¬
dence, firmness and impartiality towards ourally;
and had succeeded in the complex task of recon¬

ciling ihe dignity of the Portuguese crown, with
mainiainance of ihe rights and liberties of the
people, thereby rendering important service to the
cause of constitutional government, and warding
of} dangers w hich threatened ihe peace of Europe.
The absolute dependence of all ihe great inte¬

rests of the country, manufacturing, commercial
and monetary, o*t ihe supplies of food, is striking¬
ly 3hown in the feverish agitation of the markets
on the slightest variations of the weather, and
even ou the diiection of the uind. A short inter¬
val of cold and wet, combined with winds which
retarded the ariivals of breadsiuffs at our ports,
sufficed to create a panic, succeeding genial wea¬
ther and the abundant supplies pouring into every
port, have now partially restored confidence, and
both in London, Manchester and Liverpool the
beneficial induence is manifest.

ATLANTIC STEAM SHIPS.
Arrival of the "Washington.".The steam¬

ship Washington, the first American Ocean mail
steamer, lrom New York, arrived at Souihamp-
ton at three o'clock on Tuesday last, after a pas-
sage of fouiteen days. This vessel, under her
able aud experienced commander, Capt. Hewitt,
sailed from New York on the hi June. The pi¬
lot was discharged on the bar at 7 p m. A few
hours alter the departure had been taken, it was
found that the hot wells anil wasie pipe were loo

small, and could not free the condensed water
which reduced ihe vessel's speed lout miles per
hour. Twelve hours were lost during the pas-
case by stopping to amend this defect and repair
wheels. To this contretemps it is owing that ihe
Washington only appealed in sight at Southamp¬
ton about halt past 1 p. in., on the 15ih.
The Washington left Souihainpton for Bremen

ou ihe lGth. One hundred passengers were land¬
ed at Southampton with ihe mryl, in charge of
Major Hobbie, one of ihe deputy post-master**- ge¬
neral of the United States. The mails were ta¬
ken possession ot by the custom-house authorities,
and delivered to the post office, whence ihev were
forwnrded to London. They were contained in
four large India rubber sacks, filled with letters
and papersfor England, and for Havre. Among
the pa-seneers on board the Washington was
Major Hobbie, one of the deputy postmasters-ge¬
neral, who visits Europe to ctTict arrangements
for the transmission ot American mails through
the various European post-offices.
The appearance of ihe Washington is thai of

a man-of-war, and excited much curiosity. Mr.
Croskey, the American vice-consul, repaired on

board the Washington as soon as she arrived.
A New Steamer for New York..The Gua

dalquiver, a new steam vessel, is intended to be
despatched from Liverpool for New York, about
the 20th of July. She will be taken out by Cap¬
tain Ilosken, a circumstance that will be regard¬
ed by many persons with gratification, since,
whatever opinion may be entertained respecting
the loss of the Great Britain, confidence is placed
in him for the singular success of his previous
career. The GuaUalquiver is now lying in the
Trafalgar Dock, Liverpool. She is of a pecu¬
liar build, the paddle-boxes lying within the p.xl-
dle-works as in some of our river steamers. She
is intended to run between New York and Ha¬
vana. Capt. Hosktn merely commands her on
her voyage out. The naturalization laws ol the
United States preclude bis funhcr command of her.

FRANCE.
In France, the Guizot Ministry is again threat¬

ened with dissolution; its chief is treaied with
marked coolness by the Chamber ol Deputies;
his Cabinet are gravely charged with flagrant
prostitution of State paironage for the purchase
of editorial support; and it is publicly alleged
that promises of the peerage were openly sold by
certain journalists, accoiding to fixed tar iff, at
80,000f. To complrte the embarrassments of the
Government, Marshal Bugeand, irriiaied at the
censures of the Chamber of Deputies, and by the
disputes with the Ministry in which his conduct
of ihe war in Algiers involved him, has resigned
the Governor-Generalship ot that extensive terri-
lory, and it is understood will successfully claim
a leading position in the cabinet whose orders he
has disobeyed. The Duke D'Aumail is named
as the future Viceroy ol Algeira; in the interim
Gen. Bar has assumed the Government.
The Paris papers of this week aie chiefly oc-

cupleJ with the intervention of ihe three powers
in Portugal, and with the debate on that subject
in the Chamber of Deputies. The opposition
fiercely assault M. Guizot, and M. Odillun Barrot
-wound up his remarks with a prediction of the
Planer's speedy overthiow. which it iss a ed has
become the leading theme of publicconversaiun.

Marshal Grouchy,who commanded the French
corps d'arroee which was destined to employ the
Prussian army, while Napoleon atiaeked ihe
Duke of Wellington at Waterloo, died on Satur¬
day week at St. Etienne, on the Loire, in his S2d
year, i

SPAIN.

PORTUGAL.

The internal brails which have again distract¬
ed Portugal during the last ten months, have been
brought to the beginning of an end. Under the
influence ot the Cabralist faction, the Uueen had
alike resisted the demands ot the people as re¬

presented by the Junta and the consuls of the
British government, to rcstoie the Constitution,
grant a general aniuesly, and dismiss the advi¬
sers who had abided her name and powers. On
the other hand, irritated by the conduct of the
court, the popular party would not permit the Jun¬
ta to agn e to any terms short of unqualified sub¬
mission to the terms they might dictate.
The violent death o! the Uueen, the burning ol

the Capital, and all the horrors of a sanguinary
revolution were impending, nor were the evils of
a European war improbable, unless a reconeilia-
tion could be effected. To accomplish this, un-

tier the powers ol the quadruple treaty, a proto-
col was signed by the representatives ol France,
Spain, and Great r.ritian, auiuotizitiy an armed
intervention.

liy a well-timed and decisive stroke, the British
Squadron intercepted and captured Das Antas
and the torces ol the Junta under his command,
and there is now every reason to hope that with
the preservation ot a constitutional monarchy,
the patriotic objects ot the Junta will be perma¬
nently secured.

BELGIUM.
The kiug of Belgium is reported to bt in a ve¬

ry precarious state ol health; this untoward cir¬
cumstance, combined with the critical position ol
the ministry, in consequence of the reccnt elec¬
tions, and the advanced age of the King ol ihe
French, cieate considerable uneasiness in po'.iii-!
cal and monetary circles.

The New Orleans Delta of the 2d Julv says:
We yesterday received files of Mexican pa¬

pers trom the Capital, to and of the 12th ultimo,
datts three days later than any previously re¬

ceived. We make from them a series ol extracts
which are civen below. Wc find in them no
evidences ol that formidable, fearlul opposition
to the advance of Gen. Scott, the apprehensions
of which lor the last day or two so alarmed the
nerves of some of the more sensitive of our con¬

temporaries. The same unsettled, indecisive,
neutralizing policy seems to prevail at the Capi¬
tal, which has so long been characteristic of
Mexican policy. We hear nothingol those thirty
thousand id an army, which, with a valor equal¬
led only by the valor evinced by the troops of a
celebrated King of France, who marched up and
down an eminence.were marching out to attack
and annihilate Gen. Ser.lt in his quarters at Pue-
bla.
Santa Anna, it ;eems, however ambitious he

may be to play the dictator, i? rather shy in pro¬
claiming his preferences; he appears to think that
as he can get along, though minus half his "un¬
derstanding;" he can keep the Government mov-

ing^thoush resting on a fraction ol a Ministry.
The War..The files belore lis contain lull

reviews ol ihe opinions of the different ncuspa-
pers throughout the country, which numberabout
twenty, and with but one single exception (in
Durango) they are all fully in favor of the war.
The Dictatorship..El Monitor Republicano

ol the 12th nil., contains a length',' article on the
subject ot the Dictatorship. Up to that date
Santa Anna was noi proclaimed, nor had he pro¬
claimed himself, Dictator. Indeed, the Monitor
ridiculed the idea that he designed to become one.
The rumor to that effect which prevailed in the
capital, is alleged to have originated with and
been propagated by his enemies and the enemies
of the country.
No Ciunog cr Policy,.The Monitor assert?

that the new cabinet is not to be entirely formed
of Puros, (Democrats,) as staled in some of the
journals, and that the new Ministers will carry
out the policy of iheir predecessors. Santa Anna
thinks that wiihont a full Ministry.wih the
Ministers of War and Finance, together with the
clerks in the Bureau of Foreign Relations.he
will be able, tor the time being to carry on the
government.

In an article published in the same paper of the
I0:h, we find ihe following paragraph .l!There
isnodoubt but that the majority of the nation is
in favor of catrying on the war, and we are, con¬
sequently, convinced that it is immpossible to en¬
ter into any arrangement for peace; were itto be
concluded, ii would prove fatal to the nationality
of Mexico. The defenders cf the nation are,
therefore, encouragcd with brilliant hopes of final
success, as it isuudoubied that the position in
which the United States rinds itself must, in the
end, secure us triumphant success, notwithstand¬
ing our former disasters. All of us who sincere¬
ly wish the continuation of ihe war, look upon
an equivocal policy as dangerous, and all over-
lures of peace a perilous means to secure it; for
this reason we are opposed to any change in the
politics which may give it a pacific appearance."
Congress..Congress tnci alihe Capital at last

on the 10th, and the proposition of declaring a re¬

cess, was lo^t by one vote.
El Republicano, of the 12 n, in a leader of

great length, recommends that the forces which
arc intended todefend the Capital, should be well
and properly instructed and drilled, as they hare
plenty of time before the American army arrives
there." Being chcfly recruits, ihc Generals com¬

manding theui, he says, should take great pains
in their drill. The editor says that ehieliains
should bear in mind that this is to be their last ef¬
fort, and consequently no exertion to have it suc¬
cessful should be spared.

port, they packed up their beds and ran io the
woods, where tliev remained until they were as¬

sured that there was no danger in the town.

FROM TAMPICO.
The schooner Sarah Elizabeth, Captain Webb,

arrived at New Orleans on the hi Julv from
Tampico, having left thereon the 24th of June.
The Picayune learns from Mr. Mitchell that

the English steamer Avon was lying ort'the bar,
landing quicksilver. She would shortly proceed
on her return voyage, touching at her several ap-
pointed ports but she would take lhtle or no spe¬
cie with her, ar. in conscqnence of the guerrilla
parties it is deemed unsafe to transport even mer¬

chandise in ihe interior without a large escuil of
troops. Tampico leeis sensibly this state of
lli ings.
The accounts of the health of the city are at

variance. While Capt. Webb represents that
the Louisiana regiment is suffering dreadfully
from the lever.less than one-fourth lit for duty.
ihe Sentinel, ot the 20th ult., says ihe health ol the
town continues good, with ihe exception of some
cases ol intermittent fever.

The President of the United States, accompa-
nied by his suite, and the Legislative Committee
of Arrangements, (who met them at the line ot
the State,) arrived at this place in the steamboat
Huntress, between 12 and one o'clock last night.
His arrival was greeted by the firing ot cannon

here which was answered by similar "peals ot
Artillery" at the public buildings in Augusta..
The whole company immediately proceeded in

private carriages provided lor the occasion, to
Augusta, where the Picidcnt was entertained for
the ni°ht at the mansion of Hen. Rcnel AN illiams,
late ot the U. S. Senate. The Sta'e House and
other buildinps were illuminated in honor of the
occasion. This morning, it is understood, the
President received visitor? at Mr. W.'s house
trom 8 till 10 o'clock. A larg<*concourse of peo¬
ple is of course assembled to pay their respects to

the firs: President who ever ventured h> tar "down
East,".or if not to pay their lespects at least tor
the purpose of once in their lives seeing a "real
live President." A procession waslormed at Mr.
W.'s house, and the Committee of Arrangements
ot the Legislature, Committee ol the citizens of
Augusta and other towns, citizens generally in
carriages and on horseback, accompanied the I re*
sident and suite through the principal Mrccls of
Augusta, to the State House. In the Hall of the
J louse of Representatives, the Governor, Coun¬
cil, Senate, House, and heads of Department®,
were assembled for the purpose ol receiving the
President as the Guest of the State. Whilst the
procession was in progres", salutes were fired from
the public grounds.
At half past 12 o'clock the President and suite

were introduced into the hall f the Committee of
Arrangements. He was addressed by Governor
Dana, welcoming him to the State and to its hos¬
pitalities. The President replied in a speech of
about twenty minutes in length, in which he spoke
of the Union of the States, its value to the Ame¬
rican people, and the binding obligation resting
upon all to preserve and perpetuate it. This
was the theme upon which he dwelt with the most
force, and at the greatest length. He was subse¬
quently introduced personally to the members
and others present, and then conducted to the pi¬
azza in front of the State House, and introduced
to the citizens at large, by the Governor, as the
President of the United States. His appearance
was gteeted with cheers, lie then shojlc hands
with all who presented themselves, for some half
hour or so, when the procession was again form-
ed, ar.d joined by the two Houses ot the Legisla-
ture, and the other State officers, and the Presi¬
dent was escorted to the AHgusla House, to par¬
take ol a dinner there provided lor him and his
suite and other invited guests.

It is understood the Pre&ident is to leave this
afternoon, on his return Westward. He is ac¬

companied by Mr. Buchanan, Secretary of State,
Judge Woodbury, of the Supreme Court, and se¬
veral other distinguished public functionaries.

Fortunately the last two or three days, particu¬
larly to-day, presented as fine a specimen uf wea¬
ther as our climate often affords.the air clear,
and alihough warm, not so offensive a* summer

days often are. On the whole, the occasion has
been rather a pleasant one to our people, who in¬
habit, in fact, the uHim i thulc ot the U. Stales,
where it in seldom we sec or are seen by any
great men except such as we "raise.

THE SIGNAL LETTEll.
The Whig papers affect to laugh at the com¬

ments o: the Democratic press upon the strange
antics into which the late letter of Gen. Taylor
has thrown the Whig party. The Republican of

yesterday attempts to correct our statement that
some Whigs hereabouts do not approve Gen. T.'s
last letter and adds: "we have cot met with the

ter how he may be nominated, will he consent to

become the candidate of any party, or, in other
words, of the Whig parly; that is, that he refuses
to be elected as a Whig, or to seek the support
ul the Whigs upon the ground ol his approving
their principles. 'I hose who view the letter in
this light say that if Ken. Taylor do not abandon
the position which they thus understand him to have
aan vi d, the ll'higparlii cannot took to him as thnr
candidate for the Presidency. / hare met with no

Whig who, assuming this construction of the litter
to be enrrert, don vol unite m Ike same conclusion.'
This more than makes out what we represent¬

ed as the effect of the letter in this quarter. The
impressions produced in other sections of the
Union we have already sketched, as presented
by distant journals. Admit the letter to be ge¬
nuine, (anil who can reasonably doubt it*?) and
will not the Uepublican's "respected friend of the

National Whig" be compelled lo repudiate Gen.
Taylor"? How can that Metropolitan Whig or-

^an sustain a man who has written so "silly a

letter," filled with "twaddle," and worthy only of
the coinage and "forgery of Locofoco deception"?"

But the Whig papers of yesterday morning
themselves furnish intrinsic evidence oi the utter

confusion in which Gen. Taylor's "unfortunate

position" (as the Times called it) has involved
the Whig party. The Republican quotes the fol¬
lowing extract of a letter addressed to its editors,
"from a perfectly reliable source in Mexico:"

retire within 'lie quiet bosom ol his family, at the
conclusion of the war.''
Our friend adds, what he knows personally,

that "Gen. Taylor is thoroughly Whig.Taiifl,
Distribution," Ac., &c.
[The Italics are the Republican's ]
We next find in the Whig the proceedings of

the Whigs of Halifax, who nominate General
Taylor for President. We extract the gist of,
iheit sentiments, in opposition to conventions ol

all kind*:
"Against the caucus, in whole and in part, ee-

neral anil patticular, National and State, by
what, ver name it man be blown, or whoJevee i'lap:
it mail tale, we, the Whigs of Halifax, do most
earnestly proles'.
"Resolved, That the caucus is a bad system.

that it commences in intiigue, and ends in corrup¬
tion.that it lakes all power from the people, and
concentrates it in ihe hands of needy officehold¬
ers and ambitious managers.and that we, the

friends of General Taylor, dcprecaie its aid, as

hurtful to his character, and dangerous to his
prospects."
But the Whig in i:s editorial comments, lakes

decided ground, but "most respectfully," in oppo¬
sition lo '!.c principles set foith by the Halifax
Whigs. Net to misrepresent it, we make a pret¬
ty copious extract (rote the Whig, whose senti¬
ments on the general question meet our own

views :

"If Parties are necessary and wholesome in a

free government, which no one w ill question, Or¬
ganization, without which these patties arc un¬

wieldy masses, incapable of ellicient action, is
not less indispensible; and it is certain that that
party which resorts to an efficient mode of con¬

centrating its strength, even though it should con¬

stitute a considerable minority ol the penplr,
must, in the nature of things, triumph over a

majority which shall refuse to adopt measures to
render its strength available. It may well be as.

snmed, therefore, that, even if abuses be insepara¬
ble from the existing mode of party organization,
or indeed from any that human wit or wisdom
can divisc, more numerous and much greater
evils will result from its abandonment. The true

remedy is, in our opinion, to ensure, as far as

practicable, in the nominating bodies, a full and
lair embodiment of public sentiment; which can
be effected by inducing the people, in their prima¬
ry assemblages, to depute to them fewer politi¬
cians by trade, and by risidly confining the mtion
of such bodies to the special duty they may be de¬
legated to perform. We are by no means wed¬
ded to any particular plan of organization; but
that some plan is absolutely essential lo the very
existence of parties, as well as to their success, is a

self-evident proposition. If the preseot mode of

designating candidates is to be abolished, there-
lore, it behooves those who insist upon its aboli¬
tion to devise somo other, less objectionable in it¬
self, or less liable lo those abuses, the existence
o: which is, in their judgment, a sufficient cause
for its abandonment.

"Is if, even now, «afe and proper lo dispense
with a Convention of the Whig party, organized
upon proper principles'? If Gen. Taslor be the
choiccol thai party, as is supposed, and as ap-
penranees indicate, with a near approach to una¬

nimity, il'isccrtai* that, whether he desire it or

not, he will receive the nomination of a Whig
Convention: But there is another office to be fill¬
ed, next in grade to the Presidency, and almost ol

equal impoitar.ee; for we have not now to learn
ihat, among the contingencies of the future, the
Vice President may succeed to the Presidency..
Is there to be no concentration by the Whigs up¬
on a suitable candidate for that office 1 II not,
and our opponents shall, as they will, pursue a

different course, the election of their candidaie
would be almost inevitable and we might see a

Whig President and a Locofoco Vice President
installed on the same day.with the possibility,
at least, that the iaiter may, by the happening of
some one of the contingencies specified in the
Constitution, be seated in the Presidential chair.'

The Fredericksburg Whig News lakes the
same impregnable ground :

"The leading journals of both parties, have en¬

deavored to prevent its [the Presidential succes¬

sionJ premature agitation, and wisely, we think,
snggests iis delay until ihe action of a National
Convention. The nominee of a WhigConven-
lion we shall conceive it our duty to support.
And whilst we may occasionally canvass ihe
claims of the several aspirants who may be
named for the nomination, our individual prefer¬
ences shall be made to yield to the choice ol thai
body."
Now, what i«: the spectacle produced by this

grouping of facts 1 General Taylor will not l>c
a party candidate, nor accept the nomination ol a

convention or caucus ol either party. The Hali¬
fax Whigs denounce all conventions ol every
shape and form, not only upon principle,but be-

causelhey would be "dangerousio his fGen. Tay¬
lor's] prospecls." The Whig and News on the
other hand fix themselves firmly upon "organiza¬
tion" and conventions as ihe only means of sav¬

ing iheircandidaie and their principles. Is there
no "disorganization" in these confliciing elements!
Flow can fragments of a party, which ditler so ra.

dically upon the principles of aciion,coalesce for
a common object, unless one or the other give
way 1

Bui, in ihe discussion ofthis point, these Whig
papers all look to Gen. Taylor as ihe candidate
ol the W'tig party, whether selected by a conven-

rion or not. Bi.i he expressly says, that he will
not be tht candidate of either pari}; and who so

bold as to say that Old Zack will lorfeii his wordl
In his Signal letter, moreover, he declares that
he will not be a candidate but as the spon¬
taneous choice of the country at large. Now,
if it be true, as the Whigs tay, that Gen¬
eral Taylor is a full blooded Whig, and will
so avow himself, is it to be cxpccted that
the Democratic party, which has just established
its great principles, alter a long and arduous con¬

test, should abandon its ground, and aid in ihe
elevation of a Whig candidate, to prostrate De¬
mocratic principles! The proposilion is utterly
unfounded. Every where the Democracy will
contend for their principles; Gen. Taylor will

| tee that he is to be pressed as ihe candidaie ol

the Whig party, and, in accordance Willi his un.

equivocal language will refuse to have his bright
laurels soiled by the dust of the party arena..

She now coines forward ai;ain.but
not io beg. Heretofore she has asked, but pro¬
mised nothing in return; now she asks the pri¬
vilege of conferring a full equivalent for every
lavor the public may show her. How she pro-
poses to do it, may be seen from what follows;
The 15i-ard of Trustees, at their late meeting

on the 10th June, passed an act creating and e.-^
lablishing twelve hundred scholarships, which
are to be sold to subscribers for the low price of
one hundred dollars each. The purchaser of a

rigiit ol scholarship may secure for himseli, il
he desires It, and lor his son* al-o, a tull course
of collegiate instruction, without further charge
lot tuition. 11 he has no sons, be may nominate
a succession ol scholars for twenty years, or he
may assign his right, and the assignee may no-
minate. if he is afterwards blessed with any ol
the "little jesponsibilities," he shall have the same
rights he would have beeneniiiltd io for his son«,
had no scholar been nominated. These rights
arc not transferable by purchasers who have
sons, unless these sons are already educated, or

are no longer minors: in this case they may no¬
minate or transfer as others. The funds thus
raised are io be invested in State or U. S. Go¬
vernment stocks, and the intere>: faithfully ap¬
propriated to the payment of the Faculty. No
other disposition ol ihe fund can be made, with¬
out working its forfeiture. This sum must be
paid on or before August Is', I#18.

Does this plan need a word of recommenda¬
tion? When a parent can thus, by the payment
ol so small a sum in advance, secure the tuition
ol all his son*, and save an annual expense of
forty dollars, at a time when he has to meet all
the other expenses of sustaining a son at college,
does he need to be told that a very great advan-
lage is offered to him? This docs not look much
like begging. Nor can il scarcely wear this as¬

pect to any benevolent single gentleman or lady;
nor tojthose who, though married, are so unfortu¬
nate as to have no sons, since it affords a fair op¬
portunity for the exercise of their kindly feelings,
and enables them to aid in the education of five
young friends at leas:.

This* plan affords exactly what has long been
desired by the friends of Education, viz: cheap
and thorough instruction. No plan has yet been
offered that renders in-iruction so cheap and at
