PUNISHMENT OF THE DESERTERS.

The New Orleans Picayune, of the 15th inst,,
says: We have not room lor the orders infull, in
witich the trial and sentences of the different de-
serters are given, but give the substance. .

By a general order, dated the Bib S_eplcmher it
appears that a courtmartial, of which Colonel
Riley, of the 2d Infanuy, was President, tried
twenly-nine men fof deserlion o the enemy, Their
fate may be read in the fullowing sentences ol

Gen. Scott:
Senrences —The court found theabove named
prisuners, (\be nawes are given again below,)
harged, and sentence each

(two-thirds « L the members ol the court in every
“1u be hanged by

case concurring in the sentence)
the neck until be is dead.” :

2. The General-in-chiel approves the forego-
ing proceedings and senlences, with the tullowing
exceptions: tne cases of Thos Riley, company 1,
34 Infantry; James Mills, company H. same re-
giment, and John Reily, company I, 5:h Intantry.

*Fhese three prisoners severally commitied the
crime of desertion as charged, in the early pait ol
April, 1846. At that date the United States wete
at peace with Mexico and all the world; lor the
present war did oot break out, in fact, 1ill a la-
ter cate, and was not 1ecognised 1o exist, by the
Congress of the United States till the 13th of the
following month.

No higher punishment can, therefore, be legal-
ly inflicted upop these awccions offenders, T.
Riley, J. Mills and J. Reily, than that prescribed
for a staie of peace, viz: Filly lashes with a raw-
hide whip, well laid on the bare back of each,
and their punishment is commuted accordingly —
with the addition, that each be branded with the
Jeuer D, kept a close prisoner as long as 1he ar-
my remains in Mexice, and then be drummed
out of the service.

So much for the punishment, in the case ol
Heary Newer, company D, 4ih art, as relates lo
hangiug, is, on the recommendation ol many
members of the conrt, remitted; and a like remis-
sion is made in the case of Edward McHerron,
company G, same regiment, out of consideration
for a son, a private in the same company, who
has remained [aithinl to hiscoiors.

There being some slight circumsiances of mi-
tigation in 1he several cases of Elezekiah Akles,
John Bartiey, Alex. McKee, and John Bowers,
all of company 1, 3d artillery, their sentences
are commuted, as in the cases of T. Riley, J.
Mills and 8. Keilly, above,

head shaved and to bz drummed out of the ser-
vice.”

Before the same court was tried, upon the
charge of desertion, Lewis Preifer, of company
C, 40 intantry, whom the court found to be not
guily of desertion, but guilty of absence without
Jeave, an! acrordingly sentence him “io forfeit
all pay anl allowances that are, or may become
due him, and bz discharged the service.”

TO THE CITIZENS OF VIRGINIA,

A recent decision of the Louisa Railroad Com-
pany, to divert their road from the lipe ol s
charter in the direction ot Harrisonburg, apd ex-
tend it in the line of Charlouesvilleand Rockfish
Gap, is believed by us o be wholly _unauthc_:nsed
by law, and direcily in conflict with the inien-
tions of the last General Assembly. Thisdeci-
sion, as we believe, interests the whole of Virgi-
nia, inasmuch as it may, in its effects, operate
vpon the whole Internal Improvement sysiern of
the State. It is this view of the subject that au-
thorizes us 1o appeal to you, and [0 ask you [0
cusiain the law., A review of our legislation in
relation Lo this Company, and a short hisiory of
the acis of the Company iiself, will place this
subject in its proper light. The acl ol 1ncorpos
ration designates Harrisonburg, in the county uf
Rockingham, as a point lo which the Compuny
were authorised to extend their road. By 1bis
act the Company might siop short of Harrison-
burg, il they chose 1o do so, bul they were not
authorised 1o divert their road from that line.~
In the year 1838 1he Company Were authorised
10 construct & lateral branch o Charloue_sville,
which the Company declined doing, but in that
act it was expressly declared by the General As-
sembly, that the main siem ought (o be exiended
in the line designated in the act of incorporation,
for the acevmmodation of those countics border-
ing upun the line— Madison, Greene, Rocking-
ham, &c. In 1839 another act was passed, au-
thorising Comnpanics to corstruct railroads lrom
Staunion to Charlottesville, and from Clgarlu‘hc_s-
ville to sume point in the line of the Louisa Rail-
road,

"Phese several acts adopt the Jine by the way
of Gordonsville in the directivn of Harrisonburg,
as the main stem cf the Louisa road, 1o anthor.
izing first a branch fo Charlottesville and then
independent roads by the way of Charlotiesville
and gmunwn, it would seem tobe clear, thatin the
understanding of the Legislatore, the Louisa
Company were not authorized 1o extend their
road in that direction, Such, too, was the under-
standing uf the Company itsell. For ils whole
history sh.ws, that it always conlemplated the
extension of ils road to Harrisonbug. In 1845
resolutions were adopled unanimously by the
stockholders at their annual meeling, in which
they declared that at was expedient 1o exfend ther
road to Harrisenburg; and tha' 1 was a propilious
time lo make the eflort.  They aunthorized the ap-
pointment of an agent lo promote this object, and
directed their President and Direciors 1o publish
an address 1o the public 1o further the design.—
In 1846, at the meeting of the stockhulders, their
atention was brought to this subject again by
the report of the President and Directors.  ‘They
say in their report, that in wn.fu_ruuh.-_r.s-di {im re-
solutions passed by e Company i 1845, a bitl had
been presented to the General Assembly, asking
aid to extend their road tu the easiern base ol the
Blue Ridze, and coniemplating a cunnexion with
Harrisonbnrg by a MeAdamized road. This bill

And now we must be allowed o say, that
i’ this decision of the Louisa Company can be
sustained under the laws, then the last Gene-
ral Assembly must be allowed to stand for all
lime prominent tor absardity and folly. Bul we
will not by implication, make such an impuola-
tion upon the character ol the last General As-
sembly. We know this decision cannol be sua-
tained. This Company cannot be thus allowed
1o trample upon the admonitions of the Board of
Pablic Warks, and to overridealllaw. So gross
a fraud upon the intentions of the General As-
sembly cannot be snccessful. Chartered com-
panies must be laught that they are not supreme.
‘The laws must be sustained, and fraud must not
be triumphant.
The Board of Public Waorks, in the conscien-
tious discharge of their duties, had instrucied the
Stale proxy to voie for a re survey by anotheren-
gineer, aod expresseil (01be company the opinion,
that they had serious doubts whether the law
won'd anthuriz2 a subscription on the part of the
hoard, it the company deciced to abandon the
line to Harrisonborg. The Stale proxy, in a
misconception ol his powers and his dmie_.'a. as
we think, determined 1o disobey his insiruetions,
and the company have disregarded the sdmoni-
tiuns of the board. ‘They cannot now complain
thattbey were not forewarned; and let the conse-
guences be upon their own heads, If they shall
now be embarrassed in their proceedings, they
have theinselves to blame. Had they manifested
a little more confidence in the gondness ol their
cause, and in the determinations of the next Ge-
neral Assembly, this company would have been

FROM THE ARMY.
The following (says the Union) is an exiract

{ailed betore the General Assembly, and il was
suggested by the Board, that if it should be the
will of the stockholders 1o make another effort, at
the next session, that the applicatiun should be
entrusted to the Board, under instructions Irom
the stockholders.

It was under these circumstances thai the law
ol 1847 was enacted. And the opinions enier-
taiped by the Directors, and by the company
iisell, of the meaning and intent of this law, may
be gathered from (he proceedings of the compa-
ny, at their annual meeting in June, 1847. Inthe
report of the President and Directors, which was
received by the company,the following language
was held:

“At the annual meeting in June, 1845 of the
stockholders, resolutions were passed in favor of
extending uur road, and insiructions given, by an
unanimous vote, 1o the President and Directors,
twapply to the General Assembly lor the passage
of a law to aid in the accomplishment of the ob-
ject, luthe report made to the last general meel-
ing relerence was made o the failure to oblain
the passage of sucha law, and the opinion was
expressed, that another effort would be ~attended
with hetter success. 1t is with much satisfaction,
that the Board no

w reports, thata law was pass-
od at the late session of the General Assembiy,
in conformilywith the resolutions alove referred lo,
anthorizing under that act, an addition u{_ 5-2530.-
000 to the stock of this company, and direcling
he Board of Public Works, (o subscribe al the
rate of three-fifths,” &c, .

Now let it be remembered, that these resolutions
of June, 1845, say,in so many plain and intelli-
gible words, “that itIs expediznt, and 2 propitious
time, to make an effort to extend the Louisa
Rzilread from it present terminus at Gordens-
ville to Harrisonburg, in the Valley of Virginia,"
| And now, if this law of 1847 was passed, as the
Company themselves say, in cunformity with
their resolutions of 1845, then where, let us ask,
does this company, in September of the same
year, find its authority lo desert the line 1o Har-
risonbnrg, and to extend theit_road in the line to
Charlotiesville and Rockfish Gap, with the inten-
tion, as was openly avowed, by the advocates of
(he Southern liue, of exteading the road westward,
by the way of Staunton 10 Cuvington and Goy-
andote? We ask where is the authority to be
{ound? Is not the Company esiopped by its own
declared opinions in June, 18471 And mustnot
ihis decision of the company in Sepiember be an
afierthoughi? An afierthought, fuunded on a
vague expression in the law, and npon the bids
which were made for the road by the Iriends of
the Southern linel It is true that the law of 1847
is somewhat vague in its terms, and does not de-
signale the powt precisely, 2: which the road
chould approach the Bloe Ridge, But the object
| and intention of the Legislawre is nut ieftlo
| conjectare, ‘The foregoing recital delermines
that.

When the Legislatare intended to authorize a
lateral branch to Charlottesville, they said so in
terms plain and explicit. And when it intended
to charter companies to cunstruct roads to Char-
lottesviile and Staunton {rom sume point upon the
line of the Louisa Railroad, it said soin terms
equaliy explicit and plain. And it will not doto
say now, that the Legislatore, by vague and ge-
neral lerms, which are easily undersiood when
taken in connexion with the previous legislalion
upon this subject, intended to change fundamen-
tally the righis and powers of this company, and
| 1o authorizs it 1o depart eatirely from the line of
| i1s charter. ‘The cumpany hal never intimated
any desire toda €0, It had never authorized its
President anid Direciors 1o apply to the Legisla-
wure for any such aw horit,; but had expressly and
by an unanimous vote direcied them to apply for
authority and aid fo extend their road lo Harri-
sonburg.

It any doubt could rest upon the intentions of
the General Assembly—(and aller this recital we
conceive there can remain no doubt whatever)—
that doubt would be solved by a reference to olher
acts of the last session. By an act of the last
session, an appropriation of #105,000 was made
on the partof the Stateto McAdamize the turn-
pike road fromn Staunton across Ruckfish Gap to
Scousville. And can the General Asscmbly bave
been guilty of the wastelul exiravagance of au-
thorizing (wo improvements Lo bz made at the
same lime, upon the Jine from Rockfish Gap lo
Staunton?  ‘These two counties of Albemarle
and Augusta, we are aware, have been great fa-
vorites with the Legislalure—but we cannot sup-
pose that the General Assembly intended to beso
arossly unjust to other portions of the Gommon-
wealth, and so unfaithiol to themselves as to ex.
pend the public money in placing two lines of im-
provemeal, 2 McAdamized road and a rail road,
upon the same track at the same time,

But il the Geneial Assembly intended to ex-
tend this road by the way of Rocifish Gap, then
it is evident that they intended to extend it
weshward by the way of Covington to Guy-
andotte. This inteniion was openly and buoldly
avowed by the advocales of the Southern route,
belore the stockhollers, at their meeting in Septem-
ber; and it was as well to avow it, lor there would
be 1o excuse in placing this road on the Rock-
fish Gap line, unless the intention were to extend
it westward by the way of Cuvingion. And if
soch were Lhe intentions of the Assembly, then it
was guilly of authorizing two raiiroads to be con-
structed opon the same line, at the same time, by
two independent companies, For by the act pass-
ed last session in relation 1o the James River and
Kanawha Compaoy, that Compaoy was given
until 1859, to comply with the conditiuns of its
charter, and by the terms of ils charter as clearly
expressed, that Company is authorized to coo-
siruct a railroad from Covinglon to Guyandolie,

It may be remarked [urther, inat the act for ex-
tending the Louisa road appropriales $250,000, 1o
constract the road from Gordensvilie (o the east-
ern base ol the Blug Ridge,

The distance [rom Gordonsville to Powell's
Gap, or 10 some point near Powell's Gap, is
abont 25 miles, and had been so estimated by the
President of the Company. Upon this line there
are no sireams of water, and the ground is com-
paratively level. Itis a cheap line for the con.
stroetion of a railroad, and §250,000 is a fair
calculation for the cost of the road upon ihis line
to the base of the mountain. Whereas, upon
iie line to Rockfish Gap, the distance is about
42 miles, 10 what would have been considered

ol a letter from o member ol the Voligenr corps,
1o his [riend in Washinglon, dated
“Crry o Mexico, Sept, 28, 1817,

“The Voltigeur Regiment was first inside the

It
has no elasticity. It cannot issue bills, though
they might save the vation.

Recent occurrences, especially the casting vote
upon the Tariff and the expressed views of Penn-
sylvanian’s two distinguished suns upon the “Wil-
mot Proviso,” point out unerringly to the South
which of thuse two gentlemen is most with the
Soath and most reliable in maters of vital im-
por:ance, Great doubt is entertained watther or
net Mr. Buchanan would bave displayed the
firmness and decision evinced by Mr. Dallas in
his casting vate; indeed, many believe thal had the
lormer been similarly situated on that veeasion,
his vote would have been in the negative.

“Wilmot Provisn,” that he is a sirict State Rights
man, which is, as Virginiansthink, the only irue
and constitutional basis, and is therefore singu-
larly and palpably in contrast with Mr. Bochan-
an's letter, which takes the gronnd of the “Mis-
souri Compromise” relative to additional terri-
tory.

It is well kenown that the “Missouri Compro-
mise” was a concession on the part of 1he Sooth
tw coneiliate and preservethe peace of the Unior;
and with a conceded knowledge of this, it is ex-
ceedingly unreasonable now, in the non slave-
holding States, to insist npon a il farther con
cession. It is imperinent in one Siate (o pre-
