From the reports in the papers, ue cannot doub
that it was respectab'e in numbers.(though lhe
Herald's correspondent represents only seven

hundred persons to be present, including some

lovely women).neither can we doubt that
it was filled with incendiary speakers, who
seem to have staked ilieir own political tor-
tunes and (as they believe) the destiny o! the

great national Democratic party yR lhc ar."'-*'*-
very issue. As this movement may kad to im¬

portant consequences, wc '?cl it to be our du j to

notice some of its prominent features.
It is stated that the various speakers boldl>~n«-

sailed the Administration, than which nur.e has

more manfully and powerfully enforced and car¬

ried out the great elocttincsol tne Republican par-
ty. If it is by such means that the Herkimer

gentlemen hope in recommend themselves to the

sympathy of the great Democratic party, they
will find their labor lest. The countiy is en¬

gaged in war, forced upor. it by a treacherous and
infatuated loe.the Government i? making every
eifort to prosecute the war with energy, to push
the advantages already gained, so a-t-j force Mex¬
ico into an honorable peace. To effect this desi¬

rable end, it should be strengthened by the moral
influence and union ot all parties-and at this

very critical period, we see a taction uf the De¬
mocratic party zealously chiming in with the

Whigs, assailing the Democratic Administration,
and thereby, while professing the contrary, viitu-

ally weakening the Administration in its vigor-
ous elToits for peace. This is, fadeed, a strange
spectacle, and one that must arrest the attention
of every Democrat in the land, vho looks anx¬

iously to the success of out great principles,
the peace ot the country and tie safety ol the
Union.
Mr. Wilmot of Pennsylvania between whom

ar.d Mr. Webster there seems tu be an amusing
struggle as to the true paternitj of the notorious
Proviso, was ot courre present in tu!l feather..
We are n*.'t surprised timt he should do every
thing in'his power to blow tie thine of discord
and fanaticism. It affords him a fine field for a

little political capital. ^ hit caies he ior th'
success of Democratic principles or the in'c^rity
of the Union, as long as Ivs ambition i; tick-
led by sec-ins his name made mviurtal by a con-

nection with this firebrand 1 la his Herkimer
speech, he "was r.ot authorize! to make any state-
rnent for Gov. Shunk, but he believed, and had

every reason to believe,exceft thatol a personal
and explicit assurance, that 3ev. S. was ftith
the Wilmot Proviso men. Stringe, that he should
not have fortified himself win so important evi¬
dence as G:»v. S's "personal ar.d explicit assu¬

rance." Without such proof, we shall feel very
little confidence in Mr. Wiloot's"belief.'1 He
lur:her contenfled, that Mr. Buchanan s cuinpro¬
mise had met with no response f'om the Demo¬
crats of Pennsylvania. Thi* assertion witl he

received with many grains ot allowance, consi¬
dering the relative influence of James Buchanan
and David Wilmot!
We come now to the gist of ti e Herkimer

It co.umeu-
ces l.y denouncing the late Syiacu.se Convention
lor its '"base he'rava I of th-* popu'ar will "ti the

pa-t of ih'-se who were dele^-'cd !."> express it".
for admitting to seats in the b ;ty "claimants
against whom undenied evidence e-i bribery and
corruption was produced;" for the cxpu sion of de¬

legates fairly and honestly elected. It particulat-
ly^complains of two of the acts of the Syracuse
Convention, to which they (the Herkimer people)
Koulil not svlfinit:
"The first i" its reltisal to allow an expression

to be made of the sentiments of the Ne-.v Y"rk
Democracy in regard t - the pr..poss.\l extension
of slavery to lands now free; ;:r.d the second, ob¬
viously con neck d with it, and a part ol ihe same
project, is the superseding ol the present Sate Cen¬
tral Ccmmittee, creating a new one clothed with
the unheard of power lc. call future State Conven¬
tions, and the recommendation to each e^oneres-
siona'l District to send a delegate to the next Con
venrion of the Republicans of the Union, to no¬
minal* a candidate lor President ol the United
States."

It then goes e>n to give a history of the action
ot the Convention on the Wilmot Proviso, and to

sustain that odious measure in the woimest and
most decided term-. While disclaiming any sen¬

timent of sectional animosity, and declaring that
the Democracy t>r New York have hi'.lietto (a*
wc are willing to admit) sustained toe c. nstitu-
tional riehts ol the South from attacks upon our

domestic institutions, it protests most solemnly
and emphatically against the application of the
Missouri Compromise to any territory which
may herealler come into the Union. It declares
that there is no analogy between the two cases of
1829 and the present time.that the compromise
ol 1820 "interdicted in the territories cedcd to us

by France, the continuance of an institution
which was alrca ly established there and which
the treaty of cession had protected by express
stipulations".while "the territories now sought t«

be acquired have b. en proclaimed free and have
long remained so." The address further shows
that the State of New York 'gave her unanimous
voice againt the perpetuation of slavery in th tcr-

ritcy of Louisiana, ceded to us by France, and
oily assented to the compromise, because, in its
final settlement, it excluded slavery from soil
where it was already tolerated, an>l lhc result icas

a«ain to fftedtm." Here it is lolly admitted that
irT182U the South, to save the Union, relinquish-
cd her vested and constitutional rights by absen¬

ting to lhc Missouri compromise. She is willing
to stand to that compact, but to make no nit re

concession-. Under the constitution she has the
clear right to lake her property ofevery description
into any territory acquired by her joint blood ar.d

treasute; but, as an earnest ot her devotion to the

Union, she is still willing to relinquish that right
above the line of3o deg. 30 min. Further si.e

cannot go, without sacrificing her safety-for il
she is forced to larther c< r.cessions, they will but
encourage the grasping aims of the fanatics, ar.d
her interests, nay her very existence, will be in

peril. The South has not asked Congress o> in¬

terfere and aid her in introducing slavery inio any
territory which may be acquired. On the cm-

trary she calls upon Congress to keep its hands
off, and not to violate her constitutional rijjh.s.
However odious the institutions of the Souih may
be to our Northern brethren, they aie guaranteed
by the Constitution, and it is for the South alone
to modify and change them. Southern citizens
may not think proper to occupy the new territo¬

ries with their slaves; but they will not consent

to see themselves degraded and ostracized by the

mischievous interference of Congress. The)
a«k no'aid, but will insist upon the privilege of oc¬

cupying the territory; leaving it to the people of
said territory to decide the character of us inm-

tutions. This is the true States Rights, Demo¬
cratic doctrine, and the Herkimer gentlemen vio¬

late the first principle of their professed creed ol

devotion to the Constitution, in attempting to

raise the arm of Congress against the plain and

legitimate rights of the South. We pass ovtr

lhe rest of the address, which treats ot the large
patronage of the government bestowed upon the

The constquetices of these
ultra proceedings of the Herkiuur Conve ntion we
shall ni t now refer to. We are glad, however,
that they have at so early a period shown their
hand. The great National Democratic party ol the
Union will now know the ground upon which
they stand, and will rally with energy and har-
mony for their principles, and the constitutional
rightsof each section tf the Union. We cannot

believe that the Democratic masses of the North

united people. And, unfortunately, the Democratic
pur/if ,ne not united themselves. The letter of .Mr.
Buchanan was not only timely, hut it has been
productive ot great good. It has not, h wcver.nl
together thrown oil on the waters. They arenill in
commotion, and threaten ihedestructi<n of the ark
of libeity. Witness the divisions and the proceed¬
ings ol the party in Seic Yuk. They are omi¬
nous of no good. No one can miuake the object
ol ihe proposed Herkimer Convention. It is to

incorporate ihe Wi'mt Prcv.su info the creed of
the D-:mor.rohc p^rttj, not only of the Stale, hut
of the Union. I! such a principle is sanctioned
in the Convention, the party will still further he
rent asunder. That division of the Democratic
party ..till possibly coalesce with the Whigs, and
give them the ascendancy in the North. And
whete will the South then be 7 Wi:l she be uni¬
te I 1 On this question there can be no diversity
of opinion there; but iheiianger to be apprehend
ed is, th.it the Whigs pf the South, in their anxiety
to secure the triumph ol theirputy, will saciifke
ihe inleres.s ol ihe South to promote the views of
the Whiis. The Democratic party of the South
will be true to themselves, true to the principles
of ihe Constitution, and the cause of the country.
They will support no man for the Presidency
who isnolsotiud on this question. Hut will the
Whigs do this. Would they not In-dav support
a Northern Whig, who i; against the South on

this question, in preference to a southern Demo¬
crat who is identified with the south in interest
and in feeling?

Mexico support our army:

"I was engaged on the 8th, 1 Oth, 12;h and I3ih
of September, with the enemy. On the I3*h I
was s.ruck lour times, knocked r,S my horse by
a grape shot, which struck me in ihe neck, but
wounding me very slightly, enough however to
make me fainf, bui I recovered in a few mo¬

ments and went on in the action. I was after¬
wards wounded in the hand by a musket b ill,
but can now write. I had two horses shot, thy'
not killed, under me, and my battery, nr.-
der my immediate command, repuKed five
charges ol ihc enemy's cavalry and infr.n-
trv. My health is pretty good, though I am
thinner than usual; lam living here at the only
place I can get which is comfor ab'.e, until I re¬

cover entirely. We have had desperate fighting
and have lost a great number of officers and
men, valuable officers.

"Wiih about 9,000 men, all told, uc have
fought Ift ween lOand 50,000 men, the enemy ha- jving 100 pieces of artiderv ar.d ourselves but -0
.rxciv.Jiwt a battery of Mountain Howuzera. jWith this small force we hare taken the enemy s

ar;iilery and driven them from the strongest
work's, {fidd irorti,) I ever saw, having finally en¬
tered hi* capital in triumph. We want reinforce¬
ment* dreadfully. » . . Let us regular the
Tariff of this country he;e, and we can suppost,
our army without costing the Uniied states a
cent. Every battle we have (ought from Palo
Alto to llie last, has been a forlorn hope. *

SECOND ANNUAL ItKPORT.
The Board ol Managers of'he Richmond Tract

Society have the pleasure to oiler their second an¬

nual report.
The lirst annual rep >rt, made at the period ap¬

pointed by the Constitution, was verbal.the So¬
ciety not having been then two tnon'iis in opera-
tion. The Board ol Managers propose in tins
to include a statement of their operations Hum
the beginning.
Immediately afer the organization of the

Board, a circular was prepared. printed, anil dia-
tribute*!, stating the formation of the Society, so-

(idling subscribets, and indicating to whom sub-
scriptions might be paid. At the same timeeo!-
lectors were appointed for the several waids of
the ci'y.

Under by laves, which were also adapted ly
the Board, divnbuiors ol tracts were appointed,
not less ihan ten for each ward.
The city was then, hy the respective Ward

Committees ol Distributors, each committee hav¬

ing a chairman, iaid off into districts, and one

gemleman and one lady distributor assigned to

each district.
To make the distribution of tracts as system¬

atic as possible, the Board have at their month¬
ly meetings selected certain tracts, approved by
vole, and ordered a given nuinb-.r to Le

placed at Ihe disposal of ihe distributors. Their
de.-»ire has b-en to furnish every family in the city
with at lea*t one tract a month.
Tne whole amount of subscriptions and dona¬

tions received has been one hundred and twenty-
six dollars; ihe amount expended, being exclu¬
sively for trad®, has been one hundred and twen¬

ty two dollars and ten cents; leaving in the hands
of the Treasurer, to the credit ol ihe Society, thiee
dollars and ninety eents.
The number of Tracts distribted in the city

ha* been 6,7o0. This number would have been
greater, but more ihan 5 000 pagrs were distribu¬
ted among the 1st Regiment of Virginia Volun¬
teers, destined to Mexico, during their stay in the

city. A large supply, specially ordcre.!, were

placed on board of the ships for them, through
the aseney of a much valued distributor, who
visted Old Point Comfort lor that purpose.
The Penitentiary, the Alms House, and ihe

City Jail, have been, with perhaps a lew inter¬
missions, regularly supplied once a week, through
ihe same faithful Distributor above alluded to.
There area numberofTracts remaining in th*

Depository, snfficieni perbap* for ihe use of the
SocieiT, with its present fores ol Distributors,
durinj the next two months.
Some difficulty was experienced, at first, in re¬

gulating ihe issues ol Tracts, and in obtaining
suitable Distributors. A belter acquaintance
with the wants of ihe city, and a more zealous
co operation on the part of some ot those who are

called to its assistance, will, ii is hoped, enable
ihe Board from this time forward to act, through
an improved system, with n^w force and effec.

In the adoption of their By-Laws, the Board
contemplated having a meeting ol ihe Society ev¬

ery two months, for the purpose of receiving re¬

ports from the Distributors, embracing their ope¬
rations and such interesting incidents as mifhi
come to iheir knowledge. Only one such meet-

ins: was held. M.>re recently, reports have been
made by the Distributors, some written,some vct-
bal. From these, we rejoice to believe that the
labor* u! our Society have been, in several cases,
itiiectly and openly blessed.
