The National Intelligcneer devotes five col

ainns to the interesting evidence given in on

Thursday by Bug. Gen. S. W. Kearny, the first
witness for (he prosccusion. Wc shall attempt to

give an imperfect abstract of his testimony.

Gen. K stated that he was in California as a

Brigadier General of the U. S army, atid under
instructions from the War Department, under
dale of June 3d, 1840. The letter of Secretary
Mnrcy, ol June 3, 181G, (confidential,) wai then
read. In ii Gen. K. is designated to command
the expedition to take tho earliest possession cf
Upper California, and he is authorized to er.II

upon the Covcrnor of Missouri fora large force
of mounted men. lie is directed to conquer .San¬
ta Fe (including 'he Department or State of New

Mexico,) and, alter providing for retaining sale
possession of it. to push on to Calilotnin lie <o

authorized to muster into ucrrice any number of
the Mormon emigrates en mule for California.

not, however, to a number exceeding one-thiid a!
his entire force. and also to receive into the U.
S. service any of the American citizens settled
on the Sacramento river, as may be considered
useful in holding possession of the country, tie
is invested wiih a large discretionary power in

regard to these uiaiters"as well asio all others in
relation to the expeditions confided to his com¬

mand." The letter then goes on.

"It is expected that tiie naval forces of the U.
States, which are now or will soun be in the Pa¬
cific, will be'in possession of all the towns on the
seaeoast, and will co-operate with you in the con¬

quest of California. Arms, ordnance, munitions
ol war, and provisions, to be used in that conn

try, will be sent by sea to our squadron in the Pa¬
cific lor the use ol the lat:d forces.

"Should you conquer and take possession ol
New Mexico and Upper California, or consider¬
able places in either, you will establish tempora¬
ry civil governments therein.abolishing all ar

bitrary restriction* that inay exisr, so rar as it

may be done with safely. In pelforming this
duty, it wculd be wise and prudent lo continue in
their employment all such ol the existing < lliceis
as are known to be frier.dlv to th; Uni'cd States,
and will lake the oath ofallegiance to them. The
duties at the custom-houses ought at once to be
reduced to such a rate as may be barely sclli-
cicnt to maintain ihe necessary officers without
yielding any tev< nue to the Government. You
may assure the people of those provinces that it
is the wish and design of the United Slates to

provida for them a Irec government, with the
least possible delay, similar to that which exists
in our Territories. They will then be call¬
ed on lo exercise the rights of lrec men in elect ir.g
their own repiesentativcs to the TeiritoiMl Le¬
gislature. It is foreseen thai what relates to the
civil government will be a difficult and unplea¬
sant part of your duty, and much must necessa-

tily belelt to your own discretion In your whole
conduct you will act in such a matter as best to
conciliate the inhabitants, and render them friend¬
ly to the United States."
The let'er concludes by slating that the rank

of brevet Brigadier General would be sent to him
(then Cul. K.) as soon as he commenced his move¬

ment towards California.
On the 31st July he received another letter

from the Secretary of War, dated June IS, 18it»,
staling that a small force would be sent round

Cape Horn to California, ai d these troop- to¬

gether with a« mlohr be organized in Cali¬
fornia, would be under his command. Gen. IC.
said he had also a letter Irom the Geeneral-in-
Cliief, [Sco't,] dated Nov. 3, 1*46, which was

read but nut spread upon the record, as it con¬

tained nothing materiel to the merits of the case^

We, however, make a brief extract:

"As a guide lo the civil governor ol Upper Ca¬
lifornia, in our hands, see the letter ol June the
3d, (last,) addressed to you by the Sccrelaty of
War. You will not, however, formally declare
the province to be annexed. Permanent incorpo¬
ration of the territory must depend on the Go¬
vernment of the U.States.
"After occupying, wi h ourforces,a!l the neces¬

sary points in Upper California, and establi-hing
a temporary civil government therein, as well as

assuring yourself of its internal tranquility and
the absence ol any danger ol reconqtiest on the
part ol Mexico, you may charge Col. Mason, U.
S. 1st dragoons, ihe beater of this open letter, or

land officer next ia rank lo your owt», with your
several duties,and return yourself, with a suffi¬
cient escort of troops, to St. Louis, Missouri..
But the body of the U. S. dragoons that accom¬

panied you to Califotnia will remain there until
further orders."
Gen. Scott's letter further desires tha', should

Gen. K. find Lieut. Col. Fremont at San Fran¬
cisco or Monterey bay, he would not detain him

against his wishes n moment longer than the ne¬

cessities of the service may require. It then ur¬

ges the utmost cordiality and harmony of co-ope¬
ration between the land and the navy forces on the
coa«d of California.

In reply to a question, Gen. K. staled that the
letter from ihe Secretary of War was not exhi¬
bited by him lo Fremont, but he informed F. of
its contents. An extract of the letter was furnish¬
ed lo Col. F. by Lieut. Emory, under Geo. K.'s
insiruc ions. Being asked what order was given
by him (K.) to Fremont, relative to his coming
to Monterey, K. said, that on the 1st March, I ->47,
he was at Monterey, and there issue! the 10:h
military department order, No. 2, which be sent

to Lieut. Col. Fremont, with a letter of the same
date. The order directs thai the battalion of Ca¬
lifornia volunteers, under the command of Lieut
Col. Fremont, and stationed at Ciudad de Los
Angelos, should be at once mustered into service
by Lieut. Col. Fremont.
Gen. K.'s evi :cnc« goes on.i
"About the 2Glh of March Li«ut. Col. Fie-

mom was in Monierey. He came to Monterey
from Los Arigelos, and, calling on meat my quar-
ters, 1 had a conversation with him. Tiie uiosc
of ihe conversation was a reiteration of mv or-

dcrs to him of the 1st of March to come to Mon-
lerey, and with the least practicable delay. Then,
on the 28:h of March, I addressed lo him a writ-
len communication,".
This written paper, signed "S. W. Kearny,

Brig. Gen. and GoO. ol Calilornia," begins thus
"This will be handed to you by Col. Maw,

1st Dragoons, who goes lo ihe southern disirirt,
clothed by rue with full authority to give such or¬

ders and instructions in that section of country as

he may deem proper and necessary. Any in¬
structions he may give to you will be considered
as coming from myself."

It then suggests that Col. Fremont should at

once authenticate aud complete for ihe action of
the disbursing officers any unsettled aicounts

against the Government, "as it may be necessary
lor you (F.) to proceed from here (Monterey) to

Wa>hington city." It concludes as follows:
"In twelve days after ywu have embarked the

volunteers at San Pedrol desite to see you in this
placc."
The witness then proceeded:
"I waited in Monterey for the arrival of Lieut.

Col. Fremont, who did not come; and in May I
went to Los Angelos, and there 1 found him on

my arrival at that place, on the 9th of that mon'h.
I then repeated my previous order to him, and he
left in a few days alter."

Here a member of the Cotitt inquired whetlui
the witness meant that Col Ftemont left in obe¬
dience to the order 7

Anftcer. He left in obedience to my otder.
An official order dated 3d Nov., I8lfi, was then

read, creating military departments:
No. 9, to consist ol so mnch of Santa Fe and

New Mexico as should be conq iered by the
American arms, the headquarters to be at Santa
Fe; and department No. 10, to consist of so much
of Oiegon and the two Cal:f>rnias as should be
conquered by our arms, the headquauers to be on
the field.
The said order was received by Gen. K. about

the 13th Feb. 1847, by the hands of Col. Mason,
in California.
The following paper was read, which Gen. K

'estified to as having received from Col. Fremont:

Sir: .1 have ir.c honor tt, be in receipt of your
