The very extraor-{inary positions laken by Mr.
Clay have called down the denunciations of the
whole neutral press ol ihe North, which are pre-
sumed to speak impartially the sentiments of the
great public. They have, mureover, aroused the
spirit of the Demucratic press, which has cowe
forward manfully in support of the Irue honor
and interests of the country. We conlent our-
szlves this morning with tbe following stirring ar-
ticle from that admirable paper, the Peansyiva-
nian. We agree with that jouoroal, that Mr,
Clay’s Resoluiions contain abundant materials
to justify the mest solemn and severe condemna-
tion by the whole cooniry. The more we atudy
these resolutions, the more 1eason have we 1o
censure their palpable euntradictions, their bun-
gling atempts to make party capilal in both di-
visions ol the Union, and their studied evasion
of the great and difficalt questions, which Mr,
Clay was pompously beralded in aavance, as de-
signing tosolve satislactorily to the pzace and har-
mony of the Unicn, Has he thrown any lighton
the subject [das he pointed ont any mude of ad-
justing the vexed question? On the contrary,
as faras his friends are concerned, he has made
“eonfusion worse confounded.” [lis own Whig
organs differ as to the meaning of liis resolutivos;
yet they seem to harmonize vpon tiz important
point, that he is arrayed agaiost the administra-
tion, and is therefore a good enongh Morgan" for
their purposes. But we shall nol lenger detain
our readers from 1he elegant but scathing criti-
cism of the Pennsylvanian:

Mr. CLay's ResoLurions.—In the midst of all

might admonish the Sage of Ashland in a iew
short hours—counting the ri'e from Louisville
to Ashland—1o vse the knife of the political sur-
g2on in cunting vffihese featuies which have been
condemned in the mere repurl, so that they might
not be made to assame their natural proponions
in the speech iiself. T'hese resoiotions, however,
fix the authenticity of :hat report, and show that,
it it is only the skeleton of what has Leen,a few
days willshow that the political nagician at Ash-
land has clothed it with flesh and bloud, and
breathed into it the breath of his own imperial
nosirils. They eflecinally close the door upen
the hope that Mr. Clay has been set duwn in ma-
lice, They show in themselves where he and
his party are to be feand in the future, un the
greatest question ol the day—we mean the
war with Mexico. He has marked ow a
line of policy in these resolutions, (whick we
copy in another part of this morning’s Penn-
sylvanian,) which does not possess the merit of
originality—let alone ol consisiency. Itis a mere
rehash of the separate though not incongruous
prejects of Berrien, Corwin, and Websier.  The

The resolntion referred to by
the Mercury, is the one which opposes the acqui-
sition of any foreign territory “for the purpose of
propagating slavery"” and other mystic words:

Mr. Cuax's cast “Great Seeeca.”—For some
weeks past the Whig Presses ol the North have
been preparing the public mind for a demon-
siration on the part of Mr. Clay, to which they
seemmed to atiach much importance, and which it
may not be considered unreasonable or unchari-
table to suppose, was concocted and matured du-
ring his recent irip tothe Eastward, The occa-
sion selected was a pablic weeting at Lexinzion,
the place of Mr, Clay's residence, on Saturda
last, at which hie made a speech and offered a se-
ries of resolutions, defining his position on lhe
greal gquestions which nuw anzitate the conntry —
We have a briel abstract of the speesh, and one
of the resolntions, in a despateh from our Tele-
graphic correspondent. “They are strongly Anii-
War, and Anti-Slavery, and we think well calcu-
lated 1o propitiate the Abolition feeling now so
predominant at the Nerih, and to strengthen Mr,
Clay’s chances as the Whig nomiuce for the Pre-
sidency. We shall lovk with scme interest to
the full report of the proceeldings, when we shall
be the better prepared to express cur opinivn of
them,

We staled on Friday that Mr. Clay’s Lid for
the Northern anti-s]lavery vele was indoced, as
in 1844, by the recent Springfie!d pranunciamente
of Daniel Webster, whom he seems 1esolved to
“head,” QOur positivnis conlirmed by the reve-
lations of the Boston Coarier, an organ of Mr.
Webster, Thal paper avows the opinion. thal
Mr. Clay’s resolutions “will not bear very close
serutiny, but rcgnire the exercise of a good de-
gree of Mr. Clay's pecoliar atiibole, namely,
the facolty of manofacloring compromises, lo re-
concile some of their discrepancice.

Again, il tbe war was com-
mencad on our part withoot sufficient provoca-
tion, as is substantially admitted in Mr. Clay's
resoiutions, with what propriely can he call upon
Congress to dictate the terms of peacel”

The same paperthas explains the origin of the
meelirg and the specch at Lexington, Webster's
friends, as the New York Evening Post says,
look with suspicions eyes apon Lhe rival preten-
sions of Mr., Clay:

“It is our solewwn conviclion, that this meeting
at Lexington, for the avowed purpose of h2aring
from Mr. Clay, personally, his ‘deliberate senti-

The manner in which he has main-
1ained himsell against a strong and violent cppo-
sition, has kept the people—who are naturally in-
clined 1o be turbulent—in a state of tarmoil; and
while this opposition has not been powerinl
enough 1o overthrow bim, they have availed
themselves, through tact and good management,
of means sufficientio deteat any of his projects
that would tend o perpetpat2 his pawer, or con-
dnce to his personal interesis. To effect this ob-
ject, thay have let nothing undone, and hesitated
not lo make any sacrifices, both persoral and na-
tional,

The result af cur late cegoiations with Mexi-
¢o,and the prescat poiitical movements, clearly
spow the mmites by which the different pariies
were acioated, and the failare of Mr, Tristin
making a trealy, is maialy io be attribuied 1o the
occupation of the Presicential Chair by Santa
Anna, he thereby bavinz the command of the
army, and the control of the resources of the pa-
tion.

purpose of getting clear of ourarmy, whicih he
saw would eventually overwhelw bim, and rout
him trom the place and power he held; and also
thai he might then, after concluding a uealy, fix
hinselt more perinasently 1o the position of Chief
ol the nation, and assume an a:titude by which he
celd, at will, sweep [rom existence any opposi-
tiun to him that might arise.

Coplain Walker'slast Charge—tiallaniry of Capls.
Lowis and Besansen, Liculs. Lilly and Walers—
Lt. Clawborne's Success— Death of Cupt. Walk-
er—Hercw cenduct of Ais Sleve—Leivis lakes
command and consummates abrilliand viclory over
Sanle Anne.

On the evening of October the Sth, the train
halted at the bhacienda two and a balf leagues
from Nupaluca; the Geueral sent out a spy 1o
the town ol Hluamantia that night, having receiv-
ed infurmation (hat Gen, Santa Anna had gone
thither during the day defore. The next morn-
ing he reiurned and reporied that the cavalry of
the enemy had lefi the wwn, leaviog behind six
pieces ol acullery.  Orders were immeidiately is-
sned lor the cavalry aoder Capt Walker, Cul,
Gorman's regiment, Maj. Lally’s banalion, Col,
Winkoop’s regiment, Capt, Taylor's batery and

o march lor the town, leaving the irain with
abouat eleven hundred men and two pieces ol ar-
tillesy, under the eomrmand of Cul. Brough.

At eleven e'clock the whole moved off in fine
siyle, The cavalry were viclered w eop some
distance in the advance. We had gone about
two miles when Capt Walker determined to push
on at a gallop and soiprise ine envmy; for five
miles the cavalry moved ata very rapid pace un-
1il we reached the outskiris ot the lown, when
Capt. Walker gave orders 1o torm loursand cloe
u;; he then enteredd a very narrow lane, both
sides of which were lined with thicie Maguey,
80 narrow that in many places ihe sels of [vors
had to be broken, and the colomn moved by iwos,

On we went at a trot, until the lane opened in-
10 the main stieet, leading to the Plaza, when, in
column of [ours, the order was given o draiw sa-
bres and “cnarge” ‘Then roce a wild yell, and
such a charge! the Asshing of the sqbres, ‘he
thupccring ol the horses’ ieel vver the naved
sireets, were enonsh to strike terior intothe hearts
ol the enemy, Two ol their cannon were point-
ed up the atreet, anoiker pointed duwn a cross
street, iand the [use was barning in it. The ier-
rified artillerymen ey ed merely to the sides of
the houses, at whom our men made ibeir thrusis
and right and left cats, Kiling many in ikis man-
ner; the cavalry rushed over their cannon, the
Laucers, (how mapy we did n t know, tut sop-
posed there were three or fuur hundred,) fled, aor
men scparating into small parties, parsued them
beyond tRe town, on he ont=kins of which a good
many were killed. Capt. Walier went beyond
the 1% for the purpose of overtaking the artile- |
hod luti the place, Capt. Lewis went
in anotier ditection {or the same porpose; Capt
Besaneon was orlerc! to 1ollow the road to see it
the artillery could be overizken.
