Guizot's declaration respecting the l{ni:mce ol
power, which declaration was at variance with
all the konown rules of international law, and
which could not be made applicable to our hemis-
phere. Mexico, oue of the States of _Spamsh
origin, is the field on which this foreign intesler-
ence has been invoked, He contended that this
docirine of a balance of power was ol modern
discovery. It has sprung up within the last two
centuries, and has becn acied on by Eoropean
pations in the regulatiun of the powers on thal
con'inent, spmetimes beaeficially, but for the
most part injurivusly. He ok a glauce at the
various writers on the laws ol pations, o shew
that the idea was not entertained by aoy of them
when their works were wriiten.

It was a mere right of weaker nations lo sus.
tain themselves against powerful neighbors, and
had resulted from circumsiances, and not from
any provision of international law. But when it
is used for purposes of agzression and tyranny,
it ouzht (o be checked, on account ol its injurinus
tendency. Yet history informs usthat, instead of
being confined lo weaker natiuns, it has been re.
soried to by powerful nations, for the subjngation
ol the weaker. He instanced, in panicular, the
partition ot Poland, the details of whichhic wens
into, and the course which the Jdiffereat powers
had 1aken, until the very name ol that couniry
no longer appears in the map ol Europe.

QOur country has hitherto refraine! from any
Rotice of the ac's of European sovereigaties, su
long as they have bren confined to their cwn
continent, bat when the principle is threatened
to be applied to our hemisphere, 1t becomes oul
duty to interpose. He expressed his belief that
the theory ul M. Guizot was sustained by the
Kiog of France. He referred toa wurs writlen
by a member of the French diplumury, called the
“Exploration of Mexico,” from which he gitoied,
to shuw that, in the opinion of the writer, it would
be for the interest ot France that Mexico shouli
be ander a suvereizn, and il that could pot be «f
fected, that she should Le anaexed o the Uniied
States. Without charging the French Govera-
raent with all these views, he deemed it unlikely
that they would have been promulgated without
the sanction of that government.

Looking at these facts and at the course of
France and Spain within a few years, o rejer-
ence to some paris of Souih America, he could
not bnt come to the conclusion that therc would
be great danger of foreign intervention, shonld
we withdraw our troops, Any such intervention
would be productive of inuch more Serivlis cvenls
than we have ye: experienced. We should he
compelled to make resistance by the fuice ol pub-
lic opinion, lo sustain a declaration made by our
government forly years ago. It is true that, in
the history uf Earope, such resistance has not al-
ways been atended by war; sometimes the en-
tering ol @ protest has bren deemed suificient.—
But in oy case, it would inevitably lead toa
conilict.
