It is amusing to wilness the conflict ol opinions
among the many-headed factions which cumpose
the Taylor party. They do not agree asto the
principles which were decided (1) in 1he late
canvass—they do ot agree even in their name-
While the stubborn and stardy ulua partizans
roar ou: their old name of WRigs, the pliant and
soli-shelled “politicians” of the *no-pary”
schuol squeak furth their new appellation of the
“Taylor Republican party.” Last week a large
meeting of the Taylorices was held in Phila-
delphia, and lormel an association of the
“Iriends ol General Taylor,” under the name ol
the “Taylor Republican Association,” o be
“tased upon the greal principles of the celebra-
ted Alison Leuer,” which iselt is utterly nega-
live, except in su [aras it viriually oullifies one
ot the most important powers of the Constitution,
the Yeto, Some important adwissivns were made
by ihe leading Taylor speakers present, Mr. Me-
redith was in favor of “a more firm alliance of
the cilizens of Pennsylvania, who sorecently de-
serted party allianzes, aud wpited in the eleciivn
of General Taylor.” Dr. Mitchell, an aclive no
paity Native, complimerted the success of the
“Tavlor men of all parties”—anid Mc  Medi-
chael uf the North A merican admiited, that *had
not the people of Peunsylvania, withoxt distines
tion of party, tallied around the old chiel, he
conld nut have becn clecled.”

George Lippad, famous for his literary ex-
travaganzas, “said he united in the movemen,
not as a native, nol as a Whig, not as a Demo-
crat; but as an indepenient man, The people
would rally to its support. It was the proper
siep, and he cordially agreed with i"”

Does not all this sound as if Whiggery had
been utterly dissolved into uo-party elemenis, and
we were to have an administration, not par-
tizan, but one in which Democrals should enjoy
tqual privilegrs and influence with the Whigs.—
But these “politicians” are not o be trusted by the
people who know them well, What Mr. Jeffer-
gon said in his letter 1o Lalayeite of Nov, 4, 1823,
may jus:ly be applied to the Tayloriles now:

“The Hartfort Convention, the victory of Or-
leans, the peace of Ghent, prosira‘ed the name of
Federalism.  Tis volaries abandoned it through
shame and mortification, and now call thems-lves
republicans. Bul the name alone 18 changed, the
principles are (e same. Fur, in lroth, the parties
of Whig and Tury, are those of nature.”

At the great Taylor festival in New York the
same no party professions were made. Mr.
Gerard, an eflicient Taylor stumper, said :

“The victory achieved was not a mere polili-
cal, it was & great moral triumph. It was the
triumph of millions of men who breaking the
shackles of party, as giants would cobwebs thal
bound them, united together, Whig and Demo-
crat, toelect as President of this great Repub-
lic an unpledged man.

“Who was it that achieved this great victorys
Not the Whig party alone; added to it were the
silent votes of thousands of honest Democrats,
which made the lids of the ballot boxes swell
off their hinges. Parly distinc ions were lost in
the great idea of electing a man to office whose
cardinal principle was honzsy, and whose plat
Sorm was the Constitution of his country.”

If these things be true, and the election of
Taylor was not a Whig triumph, it would be
reasonable to suppose that the Taylor Demo-
erats should enjoy some of “the spoils.” Bul
the “politicians” pul lheir veto on such a pro-
posilion. Col, Gadsden and Mr Fulmes of 8.
Carolina, Taylor Democrats, were spoken of
for seats in the Cabinet. But the Philadelphia
North American, after repudiating in the most
disparaging terms Col. Gadsden's prelensions lo
the post, proceeds :

“In the same goarter the name of Mr, Isaac E.
Holmes is frequently mentioned,  This is even
more absuid and very short of being supremely
ridiculous. Mr, Holmes has no on» qualification
tor such a station, and as a polilician, is wmore
obnoxious than the first named individoal. »
+ He had the shrewdness to seize upon the pop-
plar movement lo advance ks political ends; and
havipg gained that object, he might be saiisfied,
without encouraging such idle speculations as
emanale from his litle “taii” at Washingion, —
¢ » @« South Carclina has no claim immedi-
ate or remote to a Cabinet appuintment, nor have
the real friends of Gen, Taylor in that guarier
evinced anoy disposition to urge preiensions of
this sort.”

It is & most singular phenomenon in the histo-
ry of Taylorism, that Mr. Holmes and Col. Gada-
den, who are thus offensively sp.ken ol, were ear.
ly Iriends ol the el=ction of Gen. Taylor, long b--
fure their assailant, who had ridicoled old Zac's
pretentions, had come cut for him. But being
Demcerats, they are rejecied by the Whig politis
cians, as unworthy of a seat in this “no-pariy”
administration !

But we have other facts. to demonsirate the
heau:iful Aurmony &nd eardiality which pervade
the Taylor ranks, Thongh Daniel Webster ap-
peured 2t first to throw cold wirer upen Paylor's
nomination, yel the result showed that his policy
was marked by deep cunuing. Lle could not ex.
pect the New Englaod people 1o rush info the
support of a military hera, “a mere soldier,” fresh
{rom the blood of a “damnable, atrocious war.”
Hs, therefore, felt the necessity of plyiog the me-
dicine slowly and gradunally- and his opportune
and well-aimed mnvemerts drove the Whig (ree-
soiters into the Taylor fuld atth> nzht moment
Thesame may be said of the under-ground work.
ings of the New York Tribnne. These geatles
men, therelore, deserve some cunsideration at the
hands of the new administration; and according-
ly Mr. Webster is presented for the S:are Depari-
ment, in an ardent editorial, by the New York
Commercial; and the Tribune thus speaks :

«But thete isa class of idolalors (lor a con-
sideration) ol the rising sun, whose niter d-fiance
of Truthand History in theit oblations vogh
pol 10 pass without reprehension, because they
are calculated tonislead carcless obsarvers with
regard 10 Zthe causes ol the late rovolulion.
There isa goud deal of talk among expeclanis
