AN ISSUE AT LAST. _

During the last canvass it was impossible Lo
bring the Whigs up to the discussion of the
great questions of policy which Jivided parties.
When the Tarill' was spoken of), the Taylor ora-
lors gently pushed it aside, as unworthy of con-
sideration, as not in ‘eed involved in the canvass.
The great vbjeet, they said, was to ¢'ect an "ho-
nest” man, one who was commitled to no ‘‘par-
ty schemas,” and would do all to remove the
asperities of party, Gen. Taylor, thus un-
pledged and unfledze!, also, was elevated to the
Presidency. The sceme now changes. The
‘no-party” candidate selects an exclusively
Whig cabiret and a Seerctary of the Treasury,
who, last November, insisted, in the most em-
phatic manner, that “the principles of the tariff
of 1842shall be restored.”” The Times says:

“Weare g'ad that the Enquirer enables usto
lay before our readers so brief and satisfaciory
an opposition of Mr Mereditin's views on th
imporiant subject of the tarc, MWe sccond.
must r.un.h‘uﬂu,w.ry word 1t contains, and so, we
think, will the whole Whig party. For the
prl_nclplcn of the Tarifl of 1842, as contradistin-
guished from the principles of the rariff of 1844,
we believe that no Whig will besitate to declare
his preference.”

The issue hereafter, then, is to be between
the ‘Tariff of 1842, with its deceptive specifics
and minimums, and the present ‘Tariff, with its
fair and equal ad valorem duties. Virginia has
spoken out for the latter, and we cannot
doubt that she will do su now—satisfied of the
wisdom and value of the measure, and of the
universal prosperity through the country, under
its beneficial cperation. We repeat we are glad
that the issue is made at last, for it will furnish
to the champions of our cause at the approach-
ing and subsequent elections something palpa-
ble 1o seize upon, some solid fulcrum from
which to bear upon Whigzery, and expose its
masked batteries for the last twelve months.

In this connexion we would refer to a striking
fact now exhibited in the great Tariff Stale of
Pennsylvania. The Times scems lo concede
that the iron, coal and sugar interests are suffi-
ciently protected under the present Tariff—for
it snys:

"’I‘ne_iawnf 1846, not only makes revenue the
only object (except in the case ol a lew articles,
such as iron, coal and sugar, for which Pennsyl-
vania and Louisiana would have profection,) but
the dutics are airanged as il with an express
view to discourage home, and to build vp toreign
madnulactures.”

Whatever that paper may mean, it is evident
that the ovtery in Pennsylvania, against the
“roinous” effects of the Tariff of 1846 upun the
coal interest, has been mainly lor political cap-
ital. There is moch excitement in tha. Stale,
in relation to the present low price of coal, which
they mow ascribe, not fo the Tariff of 1846, but 1w
a tar difierent cause, A meeting ol those interes.
ted has been called at Pousville, to devise mea-
sures of relief, They declare that “the market
was never in beller condition, and yet for want of
nnion we are aboot to be sacrificed by a lew de-
sigming speculalors.”

The Philadelphia News, a Tariff organ, cun-
demns the “eombinations among wealthy and ex-
tensive consumers, lo depreciate it below a fair
and living price”"—and Ine Pottsville Emporinm,
in the very heart ol the coal interesy, seis forth
the following tacts:

“Qur Colliers bave inveterate enemies among
a vertain class ot dealers below, whose aim s
their ruin; vut of which they count on making
themselves rich. Their scheme 1s plain encozb;
they find our miners are weak, bacause ihey are
not nnited—and by offering Coal 10 every dealer
abroad much lower than viners dare to do, they
secure the greatest share of the early orders, and
completely block out all others tram the market,
nuless they will ofter at (he same rates,”

JIns.—Such stock may be 1aken a3 can travel
williout impeding the progress ol the compuny,
and o~ much as each person taking stock, can
atiend to.

Hourses, mules and oxen, can be obtained
here, perhaps as many as will supply the de-
maod. Those persons who would prefer hav-
1wg their wogons made where they now reside,
cun do so, und ship Lo this place. Provisions
cao be purchased low. Young men, desirous ol
attaching themselves to the company, might
form messes of four or more, and buy a small
wagon and team to haul their provisions, camp |
equipage, &e.

Every emigrant should see that he is provided
with every article required un the roas; ubove
all, see that his wagou and harness are good,
and to be sure to lake along the meauns o re-
pair either, shou!d trey need it on the road.
It is u-eless to attempt to gn un such an expedi-
tion without being well prepared for it, aud we
have nodoubt that many nillle conveniences,
necessary to be taken, will suggest them-clves
to the mind of the emigraut that do not nuw
occurto the agents. We would say, therefore,
be well prepared for the trip.

Alter the rendezvous, regulations wiil have (o
be adopted, and proper officers cousen to govern
and condact the expedition, ihal parmony may
be enjuyed, and the expedilion muve Wih cel-
tainiy aod faciliny., Itwmust be apparent to every
one, that good rules and rogulations must be
adopled, and the lorming of thew t-etungs lu the
Company aleae, and it would be presuwmption fr
the agenis to lay down a set of rules 1o govern a
company of persons, who are themscives, the
ooly proper avtnoriy to Bix those rules and regu-
‘ations.
