Mr. Speaxer: The Guoyandotie river roos
through a portion of my counly, and, therefore,
my constituents feel a deep interest in the pas-
sage ol this bill. Iam hardly able to do the sub-
ject justice; but I eall upon my Eastern friends o
aid me in passing this bill, for the following
reasons: I bave lived in that county thirty
years—I seiled there when it was a wilderness,
and there was Bot a house within tenor fitteen
miles. We toiled, labored, and worked hard to
get it in & prosperous condition. Mr, Speaker,
gentlemen trom the East will be benefiited by the
passage of this bill. Oor couoiry is a great
stock country. We raise a great many bogs,
and we can then bring them much cheaper o the
Easltern markets. We cannol make roads in
that country. It is so mounntainovs, tbal the
people have (o pack their corn to mill,or to the
river, and from there 1o will in dug-oufs. Mr.
Speaker, with all our hardships, yet when called
on, during the war of 1812, we came forth (o
delend our brethren of the East, and will do o
again when called-apon,

Mr. Speaker : God hes biessed the Eastern
part of this Commonwealth with every thing
they conld wish. They are rich, and we are
poor, and I hope they will do for us what God
has done for them, by passing this bill. Ia con-
closion, I call opon East, West, North and
South, to aid in the passage ol this bill. I conld
say much more, but I do not desire to occupy oo
much of the time of the House, as 1 fully be-
lieve what [ have said in sapport of the bill is
all that is necessary.

MR. CLAY AT HOME.
The Loulsville Chronicle, a new Democratic
paper, edited with much ability, reviews Mr,

Clay’s history wilh withering power, and shows

that he bas always looked and is now looking to

the North to gratify his ‘Presidential aspirations.

We make an extract from its article npan Mr,
Clay’s.emancipation letter, which, it says, it
would have been a little more honest in Mr.
Clay to have published before he was elecied 10
the Senate of the United States. The pictare of
the “Diciator” (as W. C. Rives called him)
abounds in passages of powerful truth, Here

they are: .

Not salisfied, too, with the expression of such
mo.ified opinions as are held by the mass of
Emancipators of this Stale, he has given utte-
rance lothe boldest apojition sentimenis—more
befltiog the mouth of one of the Northern fa-
natics, than a distinguished Southern states-
man. His vaolting ambition gmspl at the polit-
jcal influence of the North, and to auain that, the
sacrifice of his own State and of the whole South,
weighs but a feather in the balance.

And yet Mr. Clay is egnsisfens. Since the days
of the “coalition hetween the Eastern puritan and
the Western black-leg” bis whole influence and

ower have been exerted in favor of the North.
‘The scheme of & Bank of the United Siaies,
centraliging the whole moneyed capital of the
country in the. east, by whjch to boijld op its
commerce and manyfaciurers, was essentia)ly an
Eastern measure; and we ccniidenlly believe that
{en years more will not elapse before onr Weslern
and Southern whigs will wonder at the fatuity
which indaced them to support this corrupt mono-
poly. Hisprotective Tariff was also essentially a
measure (o build up the east, and a good reason for
its advoeacy by wesierp men cannol be given, Like
the Bank ot the U, States, ii wjl] ip a lew years
be sconted by all thinking and sensible men 3
the West. Thebare idea of an agriculfural peo-
ple enacting a high tariff on manufadures, isa
ridiculous absppdily, and we have no uestion,
since now the ezep of the Feople of Kentucky
are opened lo What has béen Mr. Clay's real
feelings and affinities, that they will view all of
his layorite easiern measares in (heir troe Jight.

Mr. Botis again declared (o his admirin: wor-
shippers; that hus speech in New York did mare
than apy other made in the canvass, (o elec! Gen,
Taylor—for it broke bp the Clay organizations in
New York and New Eogland, and (rausieried
them to “the mere soldier.” From ibie text Mr,
B. proceeded to recapitulate his own coursc 1o
wards Gen, Taylor last year, and the reasons lor
his present warm snpporl of President Taylor-
Mr, B. said he bad cordialiy opposed the nomi-
tion'of Gen, Taylor, because he had invariably
refused 1o be the candidate of apy parly, orlo
ayow any political principles—and because hey
in Mr. Bous’ opinion, had no practical experi-
ence or information, to gualify him for ihe high
office of President. He had voted for him, trom
pecessity—but still enteriained the most paiuiul
anxiety as 1o the policy of his administraiion
until the 5th March; when he, Mr. B, stancing
within six feet of Gen. T., drank in with pleasur
every word of the loaugural, That paper had
convinced him that Gen. T.was an “op right
and adown-right Whig,” and he therefore would
gostain him, The Whigs had placed him, Mr.

B., as a sentinel on the ontlines of the camp—as
soch he had demanded of Gen. Taylor the coun-
tersign.

Vniil there was some sugh
avermenl, lo yole at opce was the plainesi duiy
of the Sepate. He did not concur, however, in a
remark of the Senator from New York, (Mr, Se.
ward) that “he had as littie respect for this provi.
sion of the Constijuiiop as any in it." He had
more respect for it than for almost any olher, be.
capse il wasabout the only provision npon which
the heel of ‘aggression had nof been placed.

Mr. Calhoun beld nothing to be more clear
than that il Gen, Shields is not now a Senator of
the United Stales he never can be, under his pre.
sent certificate of election. The constitution of
the Uniled Stales is clear, that he must be nipe
years a cilizen before he can discharge Ihe fonc-
tions of the office, He held it clear that Gene.
ral Shiplds had not been nine years a citigen oa
the 4th March, and that He'is therefore ineligible
unles it ¢an be shown thal he was naturalized by
the naturalization of his father.

He did not agree folly in what had been said
as (o the necessity of his having been nine years
a citizen at the time of his election, According
10 his interpreiaiion of the constitution, it is only

Mr. W.alker sabmitted 8 modification of the
resolution, so that it should read, substantially,
“{hat not haviog been a citigen nive yegrs oo thg
4th of March, 1849, he is tberefore ineligible,”

Mr Douglass was apposed ta any disposiijon
of the case in the way now proposed—io saying
io the State ol Iilinois that she shall be disiran-
chised for the nexitwo years, unless she would
go (v the tronble and expense ol an extra session,
I{ he was permilied to resign, then a case would
have occurred in which the governor could con-
stitutionally fill the vacaney.

Mr. Hale moved a postponement until to-mor-
row, and was infavor of allowing Gen. Shields
gracefully 1o resign, and votgo home with the
brand of lhe Benale upon him—without being
forcibly ejecied, By postponement till to mor-
row, they would be beuer able 1o determine which
was Lhe best course.

The debate was then contjoned at gome leogih
by Messrs Websier, Doaglass, Foote, Berrien,
Butler, and Underwood; vpon the poiut whether
ihe position of Gen, Shields was such an one as
to authorise a resignation—whether his election
was not void, and therefore his seat vacant just
as ft woold have been had no election takep place
—and whether the Governor of [linois would
have the power 1o fillthe yacancy, werg Gene
Shields’ resignation accepied,

Finally, the motion 1o postpone until to-mor-
row was carried—24 (o 23,

Mr. Hale moved thatjhe lewer of resignation
irom Gen. Shields be read, Objection was made,
bot the Vice President degided the motiop to b¢
in order, and the letier was read accordiogly, a9
follows ;—

“Senare Crameer, March 14; 1849,

“Mr. President—From the time that my right 10
a seal in this body became' a sabject of ingoiry
and investigation, I delermined to absiain from
enlering into contest in relation lo that right, avd
to submit, unhesitatingly, (o the action of 1he
Senale.

Mr. Hale submitled a resolution thatthe Pre-
sident of Senate be’requested fo inform tbe G0
veroor of Illinois of ‘he resignation of Ja
Shields, :

Mr. Berrien moved (o lay this resolution 08
the table, but withdrew - the motion, and movel
merely that its consideration be postponed wotil
to-morraw.— Agreed to.
