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hugh maxwell and the whig merchants
OK NEW york.

Some days since wo called the attention of our readers to
a Card published in the New York Journal of Commerce, u

prominent Administration paper. This Card, it will be re¬

membered, was issued by the merchants of New York, and
complained of I lie conduct of Hugh Maxwell, a wealthy fo¬
reigner, who was appointed by General Taylor to the Collec-
torshipof the port of Now York, one of the most lucrative
posts within the jjift of tho Government. It may likewise
bo remembered, that we also referred in the Enquirer to the
gross and unheard-of proscription by this foreigner Maxwell,
in dismissing from u small office an old native-born citizen,
who, while engaged in defending his country during the Into
war with Great Britain, was seized and incarcerated in Part-
moor prison, where he sutlerod great privations and hard¬
ships, and barely escaped alive. At the very time Mr. Clover
was suffering in Dartmoor the tyranny of the Hritish Go¬
vernment brought upon him by his bravery and patriotism,
this Maxwell was not only a subject of the English Govern¬
ment, but living upon Rnvli'<< .«.«.".« ihoso w ho stood
it-aov to'join in tho cry against our afflicted and murderod
citizens. Reasons which have not appeared, but probably to
better his condition, brought Maxwell to tho United States;
and as soon as the Whig Administration got into power, Ge¬
neral Taylor gave him aii office, which is said to be worth
thirty thousand dollars a year. We venture the assertion in
full confidence, that an American citizen could not bo found,
who, under the circumstances of the case, having, as had
Mr. Maxwell, those circumstances repeatedly presented to
his view, would have acted as cid he iu (he dismissal of Mr.
Clover. Well was it that the '.no-party President'' gave the
appointment to :« foreigner, rnakling with prejudice and
bigotry, if he wished to have carried out what has been call-
ed his "non-proscriptice measures '' Whore, is the Whig who
has not blushed in reading of the conduct of Mr. Maxwell
towards our aged citizen? Where is the Whig who has not
hung his head when he called to mind that he voted for the
man by whom Maxwell was appointed' There is umystery
connected with this appointment which time, doubtless, will
unravel.
Who ever head of Hugh Maxwell before it was stated that

.nese men joining in the charge against Maxwell, who had
received his appointment directly from him, whom, by their
means and inllucnce they had helped to elevate to the Presi¬
dency: and the more surprised when, with a barefaced cool¬
ness, for which old stagers are proverbial, all the Whigs whose
names were appended to the first card club together and is¬
sue a second, addressed to Hugh Maxwell, Esq., expressing
regret, not for the charges themselves, let it be observed, but
for their appearand print! With all their coolness, they
did not venture to publish both cards in thosanie paper. The
first appeared in the Journal of' Commerce, the second in the
Courier and Knquirer.
That the public may compare the two and see in what an

awkward predicament these/rteurf*- of Maxwell have placed
themselves by tirst blowing hot and then cold, as well as to

show the sycophantic spirit that has been at work, we pre¬
sent both cards, that they may tell their own story:

"New Yomc, Dec. 21st, 1S19.
Dear Sir:.It was with much surprise and regret that we

observed in the Journal of Commerce, a few days since, the
publication of a brief memorial which we h:id at the solicita¬
tion of some one, signed, for the purpose of l>eing presented
to you, on the subject of the removal ofgoods from the bond¬
ed warehouses. We have suffered seme inconveniences re¬

cently in consequence of such removal, and without attach¬
ing much importance to the matter, were willing to call your
attention to the subject, not by way of complaint against
you, but merely to suggest preventive measures for the fu-
ture. Its publication was unwarranted, and was never in-
tended by us, when we signed the document. It was equal¬
ly remote from our intention to exprcssor imply any ccnsuri

of any of the acts of your administration as Collector of this
port.
Wo avail ourselves of the occasion to express our entire

confidence in your administration of the affairs of the Cus¬
tom House, atid to tender the assurance of our high esteem
and respect.

But why were not all the gentlemen whose names were

appended to tho first card, induced to sign the second? The

reason is obvious. Nor would those whose names appear,
have been led to express their sorrow for Mnxwell, had they
not discovcrorcd, too lato nlas, that they had been working
against their own party.

Let us tako an impartial view of the facts of the cnxe. A

number of individuals conceiving themselves aggrieved,
bring n chsrgo against tho aggressor, who is a person high in

office. Tho charge must of courso bo truo or false. If true,

they are justifiable in making the complaint; if false, they act

a dishonorable part.
The complaint was brought against 31 r. Maxwell by the

very persons who signed tho second card, in which appears
no donial of tho truth of tho charge first made. That would

hardly answer their purpose. So tho case remains just where

it stood in the beginning. The Whig merchants of New

York as well as all others, are dissatisfied with Maxwell's
administration of affairs in the Now York Custom House.

None of those, who signed the card of condolence for Mr.

Maxwell and the Whig party, attempt to deny the truth as

they first presented it. No, but by comparing their two

At one limp
these gentlemen state that they have been put to much In¬

convenience and expense, and in a few days, like the wcath

ereqek, they shift about and suddenly find that they have on¬

ly suffered "some inconvenience, without attaching much im¬

portance to the matter."
Or how is it possible to reconcile tho following with

what first appeared! "It was equally remote from our in¬

tention to express or imply any censure of any of the nets of

your administration as collector of the port." Compare this

with an extract from the first card : "Kril« of such a nature

are, in our opinion, calculated seriously to check the other¬

wise beneficial effects of the warehousing systom."
We regret to find men, occupying so respectable a posi¬

tion in the mercantile community, allowing their names In

be used for political party purpose^ in a manner, that must

be at onco perceptible to the most indifferent observer; and we

certainly think, that those of the New York merchants,

who joined in the complaint against Mr. Maxwell, which
was evidently just, and who refused pi append their names

to the lame apology which was offered, actcd wisely in so

doing, as they have thereby avoided the mortification and

embarrassment into which the others, by their thoughtless¬
ness ami inconsistency, havo l'allsn. Ons would almost think

that Maxwell, or some of the more knowing of the Whig
party, Im.l laid a trap for these union.mate gentlcti.cn, .so as
to lead them to place themselves in a ridiculous light before
t H public tor daring to raise tlirir voices ajpiinst the ^min¬
istration which they helped to bring into power.

Setting aside the weak and ineffectual attempts made to
bolster up Mr. Maxwell, by the few ultra Whigs who first
condemn and then praise, we do not believe that an American
citizen, native or adopted, could be found, so lost to
a i patriotic fueling and .seli-rcapect as* to approve of tlie
rttention in office of a wealthy foreigner, whose (irsi act
ol tyranny, after receiving hia appointment, was to remove
from a small office an aged survivor of the Dartmoor massa-
cre, dependent upon his little income to sustain him in his
declining years, and whose only crime was being aDcmocrat.

Will the Administration, which has given Hugh .Maxwell
his appointment, continue to stigmatize the history ..four
country by retaining him in the high and responsible po¬
sition of Collector of Customs for the port of \ew Vork?

THE ATTITUDE OF VIRGINIA.
We are much pica**! that yesterday Mr. Claiborne prompt-

ly brought forward, and the House adopted, a resolution, re¬

ferring t. . select Committee the excellent views of Gov.
Floyd on the Slavery Question, and also (on the motion
ol Mr. Martz,) the expediency of appointing Delegates to
the Nashville Convention, on the first Monday in June
next..(See yesterday's proceedings.) It will not do for
gentlemen to attempt to throw cold water on the move-
iih in, upon the ground that the Virginia Legislature travels
out of the record, in acting too often upon this subject.

Wc are prepared to thank the Secretary for the reflections

in his report, suggesting the fact, that bv labor and skill the
crude materials, which we have in such great abundance, can

be rendered so much more valuable iban they now are; but
we are aNo prepared to smile at the folly which can teach a

proposition, the results of which would be to make the
Southern planter apply his \ !<or one year to make a crop,
and then three years in bringing it to the state of perfection, in
which he thinks it ought to he shipped from our own shores
to the markets of the world. We are, however, answered, that
the results of one man's labor for a year in cotton can be con¬

verted into fabrics worth foui tiriics as much in a shorter pe¬
riod than three additional years. Wc reply that, if that i«
the case, let it be done; but we deny, in tvtu, that this Govern¬
ment has any part or interest in the solution of the problem.
We are a nation of freemen. All interests may flourish here;
but we deny that the Government has any riirht or authority
to see th ,t factories arc built, or that they are profitable or

unprofitable after they arc crcctcd.
The position which Federalism has assumed on this ques-

tion bears a strong resemblance to the old assertion respect¬
ing the capacity of man for self-government. The reason¬

ings of the Secretary arc the suggestions which spring from
the excitement on the mind when the spinning jenny is per¬
forming its sensible evolutions, whilst its owner drinks down
the beverages of luxury that conic to him from its wonder¬
working capacities; but they arc fur from being those un¬

clouded emotions that come spontaneously at the mandate ol
God and Nature. And we answer all his special Philadel¬
phia lawyer-like pleadings in his own language: "All legisla¬
tion designed to favor a particular class, to the prejudice ol

others, is manifestly unwise and unjust." If to secure tin
permanency of any interest, others are to be taxed, we assert

that it should perish. We go farther, and assert, that when¬
ever protection is sought for uny particular class, let it conn

flatly and openly to us as a nation for charity: hut, for tin
sake of candor and honesty, let us be done with this mise¬
rable shuttling between a manufacturer and consumer, be¬
tween the maker of cotton cloths and the grower of the ar¬

ticle. The strife is too insignificant for the national mind,
and, like the pitiable treasury of the miser, is not half s<

great a good as its miserable possessor thought it. Fur mon
becoming would it bo in our groat Sec, tary if iio was labor¬
ing to unfetter our giant limbs from the chains am' shackle!
of previous tariffs, than endeavoring to force our right hands,
the agricultural interest, into the splintered bandage ofspinners
and weavers of cotion, or endeavoring to throw tho wholeman
into the arms of luxury and liissipation, and thus leading tin
nation onwards to those fatal paralyses and gouts through
which we have passed heretofore, whilst these miserable doc¬
tors of the body politic have stood aghast at their own confu¬
sion and nonsense. Wc greatly prefer that interest and neces¬

sity, those two elements that have never slept for thousand
yearn, and wcconfidently assert never will, should adjust all
questions of the kind; whilst it isoursolenin conviction, that
if these elements arc left to do the work, it will be properly
and safely done. We invite our Secretary to arm himself
with topics more expansive than that of making a pound of
cotton, by adding labor, worth four times as much as it is in
tho raw state.

Mr. SYM I . appri'hended, that if this resolution were adopt¬ed, the session would he protracted hy a discussion on Fede¬ral relations. This subject was elaborately discussed at thelast Mission, and the House, with great unanimity, adoptedwhat are known as the "Conway Resolutions." Mr. S.voted for these resolutions with great pleasure, and stoodready to carry them out when the crisis contemplated bythem should arise. These resolutions pledged the resistanceof Virginia, under all circumstances, and to the last extremi¬

ty. Now, what can we say more? If there is a point be¬yond the /<».«/ extremity, lie did not know where to find it..Mis opinion was, that Virginia, having made known to theNorth her solemn determination, should with composure andfirmness await the crisis; ami when it came, her citizenswould meet it like men, and carry out the resolutions adopt¬ed last winter. For one, he stood ready to do ho withoutsaving more about it.
.Mr. CI. A1 HORN E said, that when he ottered the resolu¬tion, he did not anticipate opposition either to the adoption»f the resolution or to the report of the committee. It was]a question not of Federal politics, but of Southern rights.He was a Virginian, and represented slaveholder". Recentdemonstrations, in our .National < 'ongress, called, in his opi-1nion, for further action. In defence of her institutions theSouth could not speak too often. He was not in favor of the

He was not in favor of threatening language
to the Federal Government;.but in favor of speaking in the
language of admonition and of warning. He wished the
Federal Government to know that the mind of Virginia was
made up on this question, and that when the proper time ar¬
rived sin was prepared to act.to act decidedly too.

Mr. PERROVV was one of those who had always thought
that wc had spoken sufficiently distinct to the world upon
this question: and that there was no necessity for further
action. But he was willing to pass other resolutions.reso¬
lutions reiterating our sentiments if necessary, lie loved
the Union, as he did his soul almost, but lie could not con¬

sent to sec Virginia remain in it, at the expense of her just
rights anil her honor. H<» was willing to die in the Last ditch
first. He trusted tho resolution would be adopted,
Mr. KNOWDEN withdrew his motion to lay on the table.
Mr. MARTZ moved a further amendment, so ns to inquire

into the expediency of appointing delegates from this .Stair
to represent Virginia in the Southern Convention, to be held
in Nashville in June next.
