mond Whig, of Wedaesday, Sept. 20th, 1852

“They (the slaveholders) would neocr have usked for the
Fugitive Stave Law—not that ihe Constitution does not
glve them the right to demand it—but it WaS A HARSH MEA-
suaE—better caleulated to inflame and crasperale sectional
feeling, and endunger the security of slve property, than fo
produce any salutary results. They would XoT THEMSELVES
LIKe o be required to cafch other people's negroes, und they
eery naturally supposed the tugk would not bea pleasant
one to persons whose educutivn und prejudices were all op-
posed to the institution of slavery.”

THE SHADOW OF DEATH.

The following reflections of last Saturday Evening's Phi-
Isdelphia Bulletn will fall with touching solemnity upon the
ears of the nation, now called upon o stand at the grave of
Danplel Webster. It will be truly, when surrounded with
“ithe paraphernalia of the grave" that twenty-four millions of
freemen will assembie at the ballot-box, to choose their chiel

magistrate :

It is almost certain that Daniel Websater lies on the bed of
death. Perhaps, even already, he has ceased to live. It ie,
therefore, probable that the npproaching Presidential elec-
tion will have a new element ndded to it, beyund 1hose we
noticed yesterdsy as peculiar. The shadow of Death will
lie npon it. It will be sbove the gzrave of Webster, pehaps,
and while the bells still toll for_his funcral, that the struggle
will be carried on, and the ambition of the successful candi-
date gratified. ;

When it is remembered that Mr. Webster himsell wus origi-
nally one of the most prominent coinpetitors, and that until
eo late an hour as yesterday his name remained before the
people, this fact aftects the mind, that is properly rezulated,
with indescribable emotions of melancholy. The angry
strife of parties becomes almost a eacrilege. Even the urdi-
nary tumult of a canvass appears out of place, lteeemsan
ijnsult to the ashes of the dead tu strugele around his bier
for honors to which he wasan aspirant. Never before has a
Presidential contest been inaugurated under such solemn
circumsiances, As the voters enter the Tempie, there to de-
posit their suffrages, the funeral bell tolls, and the shadow of
Death falls ncross the threshold. 1t will te a nativn In grief
that will elect the next President.

This reflection should stup at unce the bitierness of party
and the angry vehemence of politicul hostility. Lips that
are still foul with abuse of the dead, wnd that will whiten
with remorse for their injustice, cannot surely repeat the
crime against another, but will be shemed into silence.—
Even should Mr. Webster linger beyund the election day,
even should he surprise and delight the nation by recovering,
the peril in which he lies, or has lsin, ought gqually 10 as-
snufa the violent rage of party. The hund that could pen &
libel, or the toneue that could speak slander, we should
think, would palsy at the shudow of Death, falling dark
across them.

We have had two Presidents 10 die in office. But we
have never had a Presidential election to be ushered in, as
this one promisecs to be, with the bier of a candidate, as 0t
were, borne in procession to the hustings.” Death has been
at the White House, but never thus at the polls. And it
comes, if come it shall, to cut down ong, whom all acknow.-
ledge as the great intellect of his country, it not of the nge,
and whoss lose, if troublous times should arise, will be felt
in every negotiation that becomes necessury, and in every
undertaking that may be canvassed. Twenty-four millions
of people are about 10 exercise the highest privilege of free-
men, that of choosing their own rulers, umid the parapher-
palia of the grave, and with the shudow of Death, throwing
ita gloom over the land.

Such indeed ehould be the feelings of every American, in
the performance of & solemn duty—bat candor compels us
1o believe, that, on the part of many of the desperate cham-
pions of Gen. Scott, a different sentiment prevails—a
groundiess hope, that the death of Daniel Webster isa
Providential dispensation, whose cficet will be to remove an
important obstacle from the Presidentiul path of Gen. Scout,
Already have similar expressions been heard on our streeis—
and in New York the National Democrat of Saturday re-
fers to the “barefaced shamelessness exhiblted by many of the

Scott Whigs, on receiving the iatelligence of the probable
death of Mr. Webster. Dead to all feelings of patriotism, to
sll sense of shame, to tho better feelings of humanity, to all
sentiments of gratitude, they had the cruelly to exultin the
prospect of the removal of the venerable statesman from the
political arena—in which he was likely to prove so serious an
obatacle to the success of thelr lavorite candidite—und to con-
gratulate each other on the news before the breath was oul
of the body of the dying statesman. Very little, howelir
would the death of Mr. Webster affect their cause. Out of
the State of Massachusets it connot affect itatall, for while
fn his adopted state the Webster vote wae onpe of personal
regard and affection, that vote in this State ie held by Whigs
who are determined enemies to Scott, and who sooner thun
sce him elected President of thz United States, would unite
on this occasion with the Democracy, and give their vote

for Pierce sud King."

The Union thus ulludea to a similar dlscreditable exhibi-
tion in Washington city on Friday night, when ncws uf the
death of Mr. Webster was hourly looked for:

HENRY CLAY AND DANIEL WEBSTER.—GRATI-
TUDE AND DECENCY.

1f the nomination of Gen. Scott has been remarkable for

its utter disregard of everything like the principles herelo-
fore professed by the whig . party, the campnign ol his parti-
sans, since the Whig Nationul Convention assembled and
adjourned, has been significant fur the manaper in which the
old whig leaders have been trampled under foot. While
Henry Clay wus on hlsdying bed the partisang who celebra.
ted the nomination of Scott—the man who defeated Clay's
pomination in 1840 and in 1848—the only two oceasions
when he could possibly have been elected—mude the day
and the night hideous with theie bacchanalian shouts and
rejoicings. On Friduy evening we had unother demon
stration eimilar in its character. Duriog the whole of the
day the intelligence of the death of Daniel Webster—unother
whig who had dlatinguished himaclf by his life-long devu-
tion 1o whig principles—was houtly expected. 1t was so
generally anticipated thiat no man eould be ignorant of it.—
Gen. Scott had reached town in the inurniog from his elee-
tlonsering tour, and cculd readily have urrested uny political
demonatration. But the Scott whigs had their uwn way.—
They celebrated tne arrival of Gen. Scott with u double unc-
tlon—first for hie own snke, and next because, as ihey sup-
posed, an “obstacle” had been removed 1o his success.—
When it is remembered how loudly and how bitterly they
had abused Webster fur refnsing 10 withdraw  his name from
the list of candidates fur President, and now resolutely he
had refused to foll down and worship the candidate of his
own foes, the exient of their rejoicings may be imogined,
but not described. To a late hour they kept up their orgier.
They were intoxicated with the hope that the iden of Web.
ster’s death opened to them,und they rejoiced with uncom-
mon seal over what they regarded asa providenee to their
cause. So much for whig devotion to two mien upun whom
they have bestowed so many of the mest enthusisstic pro-
feasions of admiration and of gratitude !

A PALPABLE HIT.

Itisto beregretted by Gen. Scott's best friends, that
intoxlcated by the adulation of selfish politicians in his late
electioneering tour, “the old soldier” should have been be
trayed Into & eourse of thought which, while assuming to
himself all the glory, deprived many of the best and bravest
eoldiers of America of the honorand good name justly dus
to them by a grateful country. For instance, in his speech
in reply to an address at Cincinnati, on the Gth Inet., Gen.
Secott eaid :

TO WORK, AND THE THING WAS DONE (Cheers.) The battles
of Chippewaand Lundy'g Lane followed. He again thank-
ed the people or their Irleudly feelinga and withdrew.

without contradiction to this hour, [
your friends; or from guch as are derived [rom public ufﬁc_lul
Jucuments of unguestioned verity and suthenticity. With
these, and with these only, so faras I haveu share in the
controversy, you must stand or full; and if your politiesl
furtuncs can outlive the shock of these stariling exposures,
then will you have proven yourselt less vulnerable than
Achilles himsell; have reached an aim which murtal else ne-
ver reached to or hoped for, in like conjunctures, #nd which
puts destiny itsell av defiance, when it comes sthwart the
disk of yonr ospirings! 5

I speak boldly und confidently, because 1 have examined
Ihese muterinls dispassionately nnd with care; and unleas 1
have hopelessly loat my wits, i feel sure of estublishing, to
all enlm and eandid miads, that you are not u_niy without
the first of the high qualifications for the Presidency, but
that yoar disgualifications wre manifold, glaring, and alarm-
ingly prognosiic of sorrowful times for the American peaple
and their great federation, Ay, these materials will show
something opproaching an utter want of thut knowledge,
wisdom, judgment, memory, firmaess, temper, moderation,
consisteney and constaney, 80 indispenaable for the rightful
and healthful discharge of the dutiea of that exalted posi-
tion. And they will show that you linld opinions and pro-
fess principles wnolly incompitible with the best interests
of the whole country and ol n wise and comprehensive po-
licy in civii administration; opiniona and principles uminous-
Iy menseing the sovercignty of the States, the salety of the
Constitution, consequently of the Union itself, which rests
upon that fundation alune, fur its steady well-being and
lasting duration.

To begin with the beginning, I propose, firat of all, to
trace your political meanderings in your fle: nemorable
strivings fur the Presidency. [ venlure io say, that in an
part of the electoral world, liis there been witnessed, hefore,
such a tissue of elushing and antagonistic vicissitudes of
opiniun and principle as your political antecedonts hawvi: pre-
sented. Starting with potitical hormilics ut the matura agre
of 53, you have contrived, in the brief space vf thirteen years,
(for your biographer says you sie now fi6) 10 bux the po-
litical enmpnss in g entire eireumference, in your eager anid
untiring quest of the Presidency.

There i= not an “ism' in the politieal voeabulary, however
the une may clash with another, whicl you have not ca-
ressed and dallied with, to ullure support to your darling
aim, in the course of that briel and feeting whitl of years
Vou do, indeed, say in your letier of October 25th, 1341, thet
your "principles ure convictions:” but if they be, they will
srem (under the proofe now io be referred to) as scarcely less
shiftlne and transicnt, than the scudding stosmerack, when
the elements hnve been raging, and have rexched their fury.

In 1839 you courted Democratiem fur 1he nomination. !t
would not du,

In 1340 vou coartad Whigism for that purpoze. It waould
not do,

In 1344 vou courted Whizgism, Anti- Masonism. Nativiam
and Anti-Slareryism combined. It wonld not do.

In 1343 you conrted your repudiated Nativism, and court-
ed Whigism, Anti-Masonism, Anti-Slareryism and Anti-
Natipism combined, It would not do.

In 1852 vou couried Whirism, Anti-Masonism, Anti-Sla-
veryiem, Natirism and Anti-Nativism, with Canadianism
and Anti- Cubanism combined, and you prevailed, and thus
you have the nomination! Havel proofs of this? You
shall see:

In 1339 you were proposed by the Rochester Demucracy,
aa the Demueratic candidate fur the Presidency, and ap-
proved of the same.

The evidence of this, is derived from & letter dated
Ruchester, New Yurk, August Tih, 1852, sdidressad to,
and promptly thereafter  published in, the Washington
Union. The writer stated that In that year rome
eighty-twa Demoerats of that city, who were dissatis
fied with Mr. Van Buren's administration, and being
assured that you were o [Democral of the Jeffersonizn and
Juelson sehuol, igsued a eend, calling o meeting of the Seott
Demuerats. At that meeii=r, you were numinated as the
Democratic candidate for the Presidency, and they adopted
a resolutinn (which was promptly carried into effect,) to es-
tablish “The Rochester Duily Sun' as the Scott organ, which
bore at 18 mast-head, in Aaring capitals, "For PrEsiDENT,
Gex. WiyrieLp Scort”

In the course of the letter the writer mentlons the names
of seventesn Demoerats (who are sald to be as respectable
and responsible men og Rochesier holds, and who shared in
the proceedings,) as vouchers for his swlements; and to-
wards the close uf his letter, he publicly defied you or your
friend= 1o deny them.

Nuow, at the time of the publieation of this letter, you were
in Washington—but neither you, nor your organs there,
met the deflance by & deaial of any of its siniements. Be-
sides, the “Union,” & [ew days alierwards, thus twitted the
Republic upon its eilence, and is yet withuut a reply :—

“Tue Rocupsten Exeosuse.—The showing up from
Rochester, whicn we puulished two or three days agoe, prov-
ing thut Gen. Scott stood, ns a Jacksonian Demecralic can-
didate for the Presidency in 1839, on the grounds that he had
wearried Gen. Jackson's administration on his back," seems
to have completely gravelled e Republic. That journal
dues not dare 1o deny, nor confess, nor expiain, nor justify
the movament, nor allude to it in any way."

Su mueh for (e uncontraverted verity of the statement,
and now for gaome extracta from its contents @

It savs, that, “Ata meeting of the Szott Republicans on

| the 10tk of Sept'r, 1839 these, among other resolutivug, were

‘I'rue, ull this might have happened, and you have had no-
thing tn do with it, or even @ knowladge of it; but the wri-
ter docs not glop there, but’brings both the knowledee and
the apprubation of it quite home to vou. Henr him : —

“Thut the politicnl prineiples professed by Gen, Seot!, at
the time covered by these proceeldings, were airizily iden-
tieal with those indicated by his organ and by the resolutions
shove quoted, there is the moet abundant and irrefragnble
proofl. Hereceived and read “the Sun" regolarly, nnd it
wis the only ont and out Scolt paper in the United States,”
&e, "But he visited this city (Rochester) in that year to look
after his presidentiol inferests in person. He sent for the
most prominent membhers of the Scotf organization, and they
accordingly ealled npon him at the Eagle Hotel, He there
expressed to them, distinc'ly and emphatically, his unqualified
approbation of the whole movement by which he had been put
furicard as a Democratic candidate for the Presidency; and
he urged them lo persevere; and declared, in the warmest
terms, his gratitude to these gentlemen for what lhey had
done for him" &,

“He stated to them withant equivoeation or reservation,
that HE was A DEMOCRAT, HAD ALWAYS BERN A DEMOCRAT;

The writer describes your foregoing avowal of Demoeraltic
prineipizs as being very satisfactory to the Democracy of
Rochester, und had you stopped there, that they would
dounbilvas have cuntinued their support to you; but that you
went many steps further in your own sell-landation, and ir-

But you thought yon mizht nead still gnother spoke in
yonr wheel for the Whig Namination, and deubtless you

Favorite Noar, This was axti staverviex. About the
time 1he asti-staveay party of the North, and West, had
shown, at many of the State Elections, a vast inerease, and
most formidable electoral power,  Henes esine forth your
memnurable letter of February 8,43, to I P, Atkinson, Exq,
vl Virginia, upon the slavery question. [ say numore vl
this nstuunding paper for the present, (reseeving its dizaee-

1t enme o pass, that in the inlerim
Nutivism was tppidly fallinz into popular disrepute;and atthe
same time, what was eulled the “Foreirn Vute," had nmn-
ingly augmented and had become u vast bulancing element
of electaral power;— Presto was the word I—and you met e
crisis unwincingly; and without a seruple or a pound of von-
seience; and yon sent Reed, Amertens, and |!|n Natives,
pell-mell and lielter-ekelter, to the realus of wid Nick., Soem
came your letter to W B, Iobinsen of New York, dated
May 29, '8, utterly repudiating Nutiveizm, und casting it
dow i pa vile and loathsome into the commaon sewer, How
timely the date, Eh ! The Convention was to mept June 7,
48 —und here came your leter of May 29th, just nine days
velore,

Rut timely aaitseemed—alar, (Gunerall—to the Whig Con-
vention it did not seem sc. and thoy ndjudged it as haviny
come too late, and too recently after you had been deatening
the popular ear with your dogmas vl Nutivisin, and “agalnst
the stomach of their sense.”  This, with your disdstrous
Marey Correspondence, (of which 1 will sny more herealter,)
readered you wholly waavailable to the Whig party, in the
judgment of the Whig Conventionand bow you came to be, it
vou waro, more available befure the Whis Convention of '52
nore bt the neen of anscrppuloss audieily in your party

Be thiz os it may, the Convention deelded againet you, and
envee the nomination, and with it, the vietory tocll Genernl
Zackary Tuylor.
