_Bince the firet sorious agitarion of tho sluvery ques-

tion, the goverumeut of the United States haw been
rapidly approximnatiog g crisis which, in less than
four years, itmust meet, Our complicated yet sim-
ple aratem.?uuoadiug to and demsnding from the
people the right to ruls themeelves, like many other
of the great improvemsnta in every ecience, contains
u'lt_hln i_tselr the elements of ita own destruction,
whiol, if improperly uuderatood and employed, will
result in dieasters commensurate with the immensu-
rable advantages srising from them, if uppropristed
and regulated s they were intended by the authors
of our institations, Republics are safe only as long as
publio sentiment is sound—unaffected by ignorance,
unholy ambition aod recklessness of allrestraint u pon
party preferment. To by fit for liborty, in the sense
which the American people attach to that term, men
must be guided by reason, and vot actuated in every
impulse by prejudics and passion. The founders of
our government 8uticipated, of oourse, that their
descendaots would not deteriorate, if they did
oot improve upon experlence, in those quali-
tiee aud attsioments, which induced them to
declars Io favor of freedom in the new
world. Conscious of the imperfections of hu-
msa nature, the framers of the Constitution of the
United Btates, saw the necessity of such a system as
would allow all the enjoyments and advantages of
self-government, without subjectiog it to the oapri-
cious control of n evil day or hour, in which, the
means devised for tha benefit of the people, morslly,
socially, politically and religiously, might readily be
0 abused aa to place them in & stats of society even
more deplorable then that under a stringent monar
chy. The right of voting is the proudeat preroga-
tive, as it ls the strongast security of freemen. With-
out it, tyranny takes the place of justice and equality
—man usurpa aathority over his fellow-man, the gov.
ernment is illegitimate, and the State stands upon an
wrtiflcial foundation. And since this right bespeaks
and involves freedom of mind and body, thought and
action, the importance of ita houeat and intelligent
exerclse is evident.

There is littls to be fearad from the ignoranca of
the American puople in legitimats matters of govern-
ment. But thers is much to be dreaded from the am-
bitlous, selfish, mercenary motives of demagogues,
who would not hesitate, if they could. to consign
the whole buman race to hell, if they thought there-
by to accomplish their own enda on earth, There are
such monsters in the forms of men, and they may be
found among tha leaders of the anti-slavery parly,
without very diligent searoh.

If left to themeelves, the masses of the Northern
people would never Lave dreamed of an assault up-
on the Bouth. They would have been content to taks
care of their affairs and leave us to attend to ours.—
But, instigated, deluded and imposed upon by men,
whoase only object in life ia self-aggrandizement. they
have been impressed with the idea, that the govern
ment under which they live is tolerating tyranny, op-
pression and cruelties worse than are witnessed in
the most absolute States of Europa. And with an
ave 1o thia mischievoua influence n” 1 n over man,
superadded to or growing out of the uarural tendency
of human natura to abuse the advantages and endow.
meats with which it may be entrasted; the framers,
of our politieal fabrie, considerately conatructed it su
that no radieal alteration could be made by legitimate
wesns without due discussion and deliberation.—
Auny invovation upon the Cunstitution of a State, or
amendment of the Constitution of the United States.
it is imposaibla to effect without ruch a sifting and
analynis of itamerits, as will aubject it to an ordeal ton
savara [or it to endure, if it contains more of evil than
wood; unlese, indeed, it is pre-.conocived and pre-de-
termined by public eorruption. As yet, there ia con-
servatism encugh in the Sonth to defend from vio-
lence the reatriotious upon license in the nums of lib-
erty, by which our government is protecied and
mainteinel. Bat in the North thers are desperate
demagogues, who, il they ever have the power, the
nomerical majority in tha councila of the nation
Iurge enough, will either disregard the Constitution
altngether, a8 a piece of parchment davoid of au-
thority, or will so remodel it 83 to render our govern.
ment an unstable and impotent oligarchy at the die-
tation of ambitious movers of the mob. Abolish, or
aven circumacriba slavery, through the agency of
the Federsl Government, sod the gronndwork upon
which our institutions etand e destroyed. Asthe
United States now exist, negro slavery is entitled to
extend into any territory, and into any State in which
it is not expreealy prohibited by the people in their
capncity as A separate soversignty, supreme in all
matters pertaining only to their own domestic inte-
reals.

Every county or corpJration has its peculiar Inws
for the regulation of such of ita afTnire &1 specially
and exclusively come within ita province and be.
long to thoes who are included within boundaries
dividing them from other eubdivisions of the
same State. And eoeh is  the beautiful gra-
dation of our system of self government, that thus,
from so election of Magistrate or Constable to
the choice of a President of the United States,
from the ordinauces of 8 village of five hundred
inhabitants to the enactments of Congress, each
individual vote is exercised with regard only to
that in which the voter 18 immediataly interested,
all the power of the people being so arranged
and regulated io its sction aa to allow liberty, fulland
frae, without incurring that terrible tyranny of & ma-
jority unrestrained by 1aw, by reason, or right. Dut
it has been the steady purpose of the enemies of
slavery to revolutionize this beautiful and harmoni-
ous arrapgement and apportionment of the different
apheres of legislation, into which our government is
divided. They propose to invade tha privacy of the
States in their own domestic matters, and to allow
the General Government to control nffairs over
which it has no suthority, snd which in nowise
affeot the objects of the agemey with which it
is entrusted, They seek to make an outeide msjori-
ty, legisiators for an inslitutivn belonging exclusively
to the-people of the States in which it exists, and
who, #o far aa slavery or any other atrictly State mat-
ter alone is conrerned, are 88 amensabls to the Czar
of Russia as to the Federal Government of the Uni-
ted States. \Whether this proposed perveraion of our
system of government ia to takn place, or whether
the American people will prove their understandiog
and apprecintion of constitutional liberty, remains
10 be decided, either by the overthrow or triumph of
the anti-slavery party. There i=no other question that
oan arise, which so palpably and positively places
dtateoversignty in ita true position, in contradistine-
tion to the powers of the Federal Government. All
other matters of legislation belong moro or leaw alike,
and are common to every State in the Uvion, nnd
are, theretors, directly or indirectly related to the ace
tion of the Geoeral Government as the agent of each
and all. And, henee, the maintensuce of the right
of the several States to exclusive contral over the in-
stitation of alavery, is indispensable to the existence
of the government as It was origioated aud is now

conduaoted.

The elaction of Prasidont in 1860, will, in all proba-
bility, determine the lesue. The criels now maturing
will hava come, to deoide the desting of the only re
publie, which has ever presented a model worthy to
be imitated by thelovers of liberty in any conntry and
any olime. Even if the Southern people had not the
spirit to rezist such an outrags upon their rights, euch
a usurpation of authority by the Federal Govarnment
would amount to an overthrow of the justitutions
which the fathers of the republic bequeathed to pos.
terity. If it would be beueficial to the South pecan-
niarily, to offer no resistance to the fuderal lawa
agninst elavery, we would be reoreant to the epirit of
the government nnder which we live, and which we
uphold, to submit to such & violation of the very
prinoiples whiob give it vitality aod rendasr it praeti-
cable. Let the institation of elavery be brought uo-
dr the control of the Federal Government, whether t0
abolish or extend it,aud the States are st once nothing
more than the geographical divisions of & great con-
solidated nation, at the mercy of demnagogues, and
without chart and compase. DBut when the crisia
comes, the rights of the Statos must be reaflirmed by
1 condemnation of the daogerous doctrines of aboli-
tlonism, or the South will secede at once, and save
onr system of guvernmnent from destraction, by pre-
servipg it elements aod re-formiog them into 8
Bouthern republic.

It is to be boped, bowever, for the sake of the

Union—fcr the sake of the Northern defenders of the
South—for the sake of humsniry, that fanaticism will |
tail to seoomyplish ity ends, und that the States will
stand upited furever.

THE ATTORNEY-GENERALSHIP.

Delegates to a cunvention in Richmond, for the
purposs of nominating the Democeratic candidate fur
Attorney-General, have been appointed in many of
the counties of the Stale. But thera are still some,
in which s yet no setion has been token in the mat.
ter. Aund we would remiod them of the impropriety
of an umirsion altogether in acerediting representa-
tivea either by a direct delegation, or through alter-
nutes. It is highly desirable that the voice of the en-
tire State khould be hesrd on 8o important an ocea-
gion. The post ef Attorney-General requires qualifi.
cationes of uo ordinary stamnp. A number of gantle.
men, all of whom, without exception, sre posseessed
of every requiaite, have bean suggested forthe office.
And there may be othiers of whum we huve not heard,
whoee names ray be brought furward in the Conven-
tion.

Like the Governorship, the office of Attorney Gen-
eraliafor the common iuterests of the whole State;
in the exercize of its prerogatives, and in the per-
formance of its dutiva, impartial to all portious, sod
avery section of Virginia.

Therefore, the candidate should be chosen with
n view ouly to the loteresta of VimaiNia, with-
out regard to the claims of Traus-Alleghaoy, the
Valley, Piedmont, Tide-Water, North-West, South-
Wast, or any other division of the State. Wa hope,
in conaideration of this fuot, that there will be a full
attendance from every city, town and county at the
Convention, in Ricbmond, on the 13th of May.

FRONTIER TROUBLES.

The last lingering veetiges of the aboriginal inhab.
itanta of America, serva still to awaken recollections
of the ssuguivary struggles with which the early
history of our country ahounds.

Late accounts frow LLe North-Western frontier, re-
present the Sioux, & formidable tribe of Indians, s
having committed recent depredations upon the per-
sons and property of the white settlers in portions of
Towa and Miuoesota, worthy the wurfare of more
tarbulent timee, when every inch of ground was die
puted by the red man against the advancing civiliza-
tion of the hardy pioueers of the pew world.

This race of peopla presents an enigma, which no
philosopher can explain.  Wild a4 the wild deer they
chas#, and almost ae ferocivus in dieposition as the
panther or lion, they sre possesaed of traits which
would seem to flt them for civilization, And yet it
has proved impracticabls, except in rare instances,
to assimilste them to the hahits of white men, or to
aducate them in the arts and improvementa of a
nphere of existenoe higher than that of roving rob-
bers and huntera.  With ideas of divinity not exalt-
ad above the ivstinets of that pature which waros
avery creature endowed with reason, that thers is &
God; indiferent to all other lawathan those of ne-
oamaity; with tiger heartsa and sinewa of steel, they
would really acem to haveheen designed only as oceu-
pants of earth, uotil & euperior race appeared to
aupply their place.

The sad fats of the poor, persecutad Icdian, driven
from bis native woil, to the far forests of the West,
furnishaa a fruitfui theme for the poer, and an agree-
able antertainment for the iovers of romanee.; Aod io
teuth, the history of the red mun is caleolated to
nwaken intersst and saympathy in the minds of all
who refl=ct npon the records of the bloody daye of
eolonial Amerioa. Dot tha Indian, by his treachery,
hia vindiotivensss, his batrad of all mankind except
his own race, or his owna trike, has brought upon
himaell tho terrible altarnative which furced him to
fly from civilization, when be refused to aceept sud
adopt its

Driven to the frontier, they atill stund unsubdued;
and embracing ungnerded opportunities, they sally
out from their hiding places, aod plunder, burn, and
murder, with noeparing feroeity. Buch outrages
muat eall down upon them, the wrath of the settlers,
aud i often repeated will a0 incense them, as proba-
bly to lend to a war of exterminntion. Mr. Williama,
the eommender of tha volunteer force, raised by or-
der ol Gov.Grimas of Iowa, for the pursuit of the
Indians engaged in the late depredations in that
country, gives an interesting account of the out-
hreak, from which we msle the following extracl:

The Indiaus were koown to have some 20 or 30
head of horses und 8 or 10 mules, taken from the set
tlers.  There indians commenced low downon Little
sioux River, near the South-west corner of Buena
Viata connty, snd procegded to break up and destroy
all the settlements in that coanty, Clay, Dickunson
and Emitt counties; then intended eoming down the
West Branch ns far a8 they dare. Throughout their
whoale coures they have complately demolished every
settiement, killed all the enttle, ravished the womnen
and ot seandalously abused them. They stood
over the men with their guns cocked, while they were
engnged in their hellish outragus.

Anng that river they appronehed, and got into the
honaes throngh protessions of friendship, aod with a
rush suized the men and arms, takiog the propls by
surprise, attackifly in fuch A way that one (amily
eounld not help the other: sl attacked rimuitaneously,
robbed them of everything, and leit them belpless in
the midst of ealdl wanther and deep snowas. They did
not commencs to kil the settlers until they renched
Dickinson eonnty. There, at Spirit Lake, it appears
that the settlers had prepared to defend themselves,
ns well a8 they esuld, and from appenrancea they
fonght bravely for thaeir families, The settlers at
Spirit Laka numbered over 40 souls,not one of whom
ia left to tell thoe tale.  Finding that the troops from
Fort Ridgeley hnl not buried the dend, T detailed 25
men to procesd 19 miles to the Inke, and reconnoitre
that distriet, aml il no Indians wera discovered to
inter the dend, ns an net of humaniry.

(3uidea wers proenrsd, and they sot out under the
commund of Captain Jobueon and Lieutenant Max-
well of company C. They cvuld find vo Indians, but
found their encnmpmeut, and & dreadiol destruction
of property. They performed the sad dury of inter-
ring the dead eo far as they could find any. They
found and buried 29 bodies—found the skulls and
hones of those who wers burned in the ruins of &
house, which, with the one bhuried by the troops
from Ridgeley. made in all 32 dead found at Spirit
Luke—Y killed st Springfield, and 12 missing at the
Luke, certainly killed—it is supposed they are ly-
ing off at & disiance, killed in attempting to es-
cape; Bome Lwo or three were found who had been
ahot in attempting to escape; four of their women
tnken off e prisonare, and thres badly wounded.

[ may sum up as follows: In all, 41 killed ; 12
wnissing, no doubt killed; 4 badly wounded; two, I

toar, mortally; 4 women prisoners, besides severnl
men from Hoone River and counties east of this, |
who erossed the Des Moinea River with a view of
going to Dickinzon county and the Lakes, have
vot yet been henrd [from—supposed to be killed |
on their way. ) )

F'rom all appearances fhe Sioux Indians have de-
termined to wage s war of exturmivation on our |
frantiers, na every thing goea to show it at every |

Spirit Loke, and all other pointa whers wi found |
trnces of them. They had left the most threateniog |
igns, atakes sat up and paioted red, trees barked |
and printed, representing men pierced with arrows, |
&o., &e. At every point they broke up nnd de-|
atroyed all furniture, burnt the bousey, and killed the
cnttle—over 100 head of fine cattls were found shot |
down and untouchwd in any way, but knocking off |
the horna—1 suppose to make pawder horna. Their |
whole cour-e goes to show that they intended to |
brenk up and stop the settiement of that North and
North-West country.

The St. Paul Pioneer and Demoorat, the official
paper of the territory, eays that at a public meeting
held in that plsce, & committes was appointed to |
make inquiries of the commundant at Fort Suelling,
whother ha deemed it neceassary or expedisnt that
volunteers should proceed frowmn St. Paul in pursuitof
the Indians, and that oficer replied that such a step
waa neither neceasary nor expedient, the detachment
of troops already sent out being amply sufficient to
punish for the past nod prevent & repetition of the
outrages. The Pioneer adds :

Mr. Editor :—1I hand you herewith, for publication,
A copy of the bill which the Committee of Publie
Lands, in thn Housa of Representatives, agreod to
report in favor of the Alrxandria, Lowdoun and
Hampehire Rail Road Company, and would have re
ported it, hud there been an opportunity, before the
close of the aeesion. The committee was composed
o Mr. Bennet of New York, Mr, Thorington of lowa,
Mr. Brenton of Illinois, Mr Cobb of Alabama, Mr.
Harlan of Ohio, Mr. Woolbridge of Michigan and
Mr. Maxwell of Florida; some of whom spoke warm-
lyin favor of the justice of the application. 1 have
nothing to do with this queetion as a party matter.—
The building and equipment of this great coal roed
of Virginia, would be greatly facilitatsd by the pas
aage of this land bill, It is founded in justice, and
ought to preg Congress at ite next session, if not op-
posed by citizens of Virgivia, representing her inta-
rest in Congrpss. The basis on which the applica-
tion is made iy, that the road will be about 175 miles
long, from Alexandria to Piedmont—its western ter-
minua in Hampshire connty. It being the shortest
wmail ronte of any other now coustracted or proposed
tnthe north-weut, it would, consequently, be the
Kreat mail route from the eeat of government west,
connecling with the Baltimore and Ohio Raiirond at
Piedmont. Puatting down the mail aervice at 300
per mila for 175 miles, would be 232 500 per anuum.
A grant of 700,000 acres of land, at $1 25 per acre,
wonld be $875,000, the annual interestof which would
be s-’lr.!‘_Suﬂ, I understand the argument u-ed is, that
by giving slternate sections to the uew Statea for in-

A Bill granting a portion of the publio land to the
Alexanilria, Loudoun and Hampshire Railrosd
Company, in considerativn of mail transportation
and other services.

Sec. 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the Postmaster-
General be and he is herehy ruthorized and directed
to contract with the Alexandria, Loudoun and Hamp-
shire Railroad Compuuy, incorporated by thy State of
Virginis, for the transportation of the meils of the
Unpited States over their ruilroad, at euch times &4 ay
be required, and oharge for such service; in conside-
ration of which, 700,000 acres of the public lands be
aud they are hereby granted to the said company, to
uid in the construction of theirroad, and as full com-
pensation tur all services so rendered or to be render-
ed; which lands ehall bu selected by suck agents 8s
the said company shall appuint, out of any public
lands, subject to entry at private snle—such selection
to be aubj-ct to the approval of the Secrctary of the
Interior: Prosided, Toat no purt of said graot shall
vest or take «fTect until forty miles of said road, com-
mencing at its esstern terminus, shall be completed
and sctually in use, to the satistaction of the Secreta.
ry of the Toterior; after which auch grant shall vest
and take effect for said forty milea rateably to the en-
tire length of said road, and for each and every addi-
tional ten miles of said road, continuuusly, which ehall
be sn completed and ready for use.

Skc. 2. That the eaid vompany shall also agree to
transport, in consideration of said grant, and asn
condition thereof, whenever required go to do, troops
and munitiona of war, free of charge: aod shall, in
all matters relatiog to such transportation, and to the
transportation of the mails aforesaid, be subject to
the same lawe, rules and regalations, and be liable
to the like punaities and forfeitures fjor peglect or
failure to perform dutiss 80 required of them, as sre
or may be provided by law in cuses of cootracts tor
like serviben.
