Never, perhaps, at any previous period io the politi_
cal history of this country, bas thera been 2o urgent a
necessity, a8 now, for calionees and inoderation on fhe
partofthe people of both sectinns of the Union. A crisis
lias come, and upon its iszue depends the peace and
annperilyoft!:ucuuutry.orl]le convulsivn and disrup-
tion of the confaderscy. The result of the Presiden.
tinl election in 1860, will probsbly determine upon
one or the other alteruative. Inthe South and inthe
North, we believe there is an immense majority in
favor of the perpetuity of the Uvion. In both sec-
tions thers are antipodal ultraists, who would sooner
saa_ & severance of the confederacy than desist from
agitation. Thw fanatics of the North have placed
themeelves Leyond the pale of argument, Denun-
cintion is the ouly weapon that can wound or weaken
them.  But the ultraists of the South err on the side
of right, and it is to be hoped they are not inaccessi-
ble to rewonstrance sud reasun. There are few dis-
unionists per se. It muy be said, indeed, that the sb-
sorbing object nuw in the American inind, is the safe.
ty of the Union with securily to the South,

The slave-holding States have never contended for
any other right than inose guarantied to them by the
Constitution. They only ask that the agreement be-
tween the States, the compact of confederacy, shall
be obeerved strictly nnd impartially. But this they
demand strenuourly snd justly. There have besn
instances in which the Coualitution waa grossly vio-
lated, and with injury to the interests sod insult to
the honor of the South. Then we were warrant.
ed in demanding reparation by the repeal of the ob-
noxious laws, and in making war upon those who en-
coursged them with their counsels, or shivldad them
with connivance. DBut under what grievance, we
ask, i3 the South now suffering? la there any enact-
ment of the Federal Government still standing on

They disclose
the satiefactory fact that, whils the spirit of the gifted
Craw(lord will soon wing ite flight to a higher sphere,
he hastaken care so to impress his genius on those
in Lis employment, that his decigne will be faithfully
earried out in the completion of his great work.—
For the fatal illness of Crawford himself, whetber we
regard him as & friend and & man of lofty genius and
noble qualities, our heart truly bleeds. We cannot
expreea our feelinge at the approach of the sad event,
more appropriately than in the following besutiful
and touching langunge of the New York correspon
dent of the Boston I'rauseript :

“Urawlord, our celebrated sculptor, is at the point
of death in London. Nature has sunk under the long
agony of a disenso which surgical art could not eradi-
cate nor medical skill do more than alleviate, He has
long known hia impending fate and has mads the most
systematic and judicious arrangements in regard to hie
affaira and become reconciled to leave a world where
the highest success in a noble vocation and the most
1epder !'t-lntlon.a ot domestie life, where fame, fortune,
wife,children,and frisnda—an art he passionately loves,
and the prime of high faculties and fecling—combine
to attach and constrain him fondly to lioger. But,
knowing it was not thus to be, he set about 8 calm and
wise preparation. His religious, artistic and businees
friends—each in turn have come to him; with the one
he partook of the communion and revealed himself as
wenned frown earth and purified through suiering and
faith;to the second he confided his professional wishes -
#0 that his own workmen,under proper éupervison, can
ﬁmsh'the_ large and valuable amouot of incomplete
work in his studio: and to the last, he gave directions
for the settlement of his dpncnniary affairs. What
an affecting picture is afforded by these scanes—~thus
calmly and patiently to suffer, thus without repining,
to die, in the midst of 5o fortunate a career; the vigi-
lant,«:f-possessed and heart-broken wife,and the devo-
ted wister—ever at his bed side—the children in this
country, unconecious of their imminent loss—the ar-
tist community in Rome full of eympathy and sorrow;

The dimen-
sions of the case are 20{ French feet loog, by 1G]
feet) wide, snd 7} feet deep, and weighs 15,000
pounds. The heaviest part of the case is on the side
Inarked “foot.” As the case ia composed of two

arts, the amaller part, or head side, must not be sub-
jected to too great & strain of windlass, the long tim-
bers, also, which are screwed on to both sides of the
case, must not be removed uetil it reachies the site of
the monument, 88 they are the meain stays which
keep the two parte of the case together.

(On the way from the ship 1o the place of erection,
[ should wieh the case kept carefully sheltered from
rain, in order that the bright metal insy not be stain-
ed by any moistura that might penetrate through the
tarpauliv. In order not to eubject to too great &
atrain the two legs of the horee, which alons have to
benr the whole weight, I request that the erection
inay ba aflected together with the cse, and that the
statua mey only be unpacked when it is Plnoed in an
upright position under the seaffolding. 1 should also
wish the horse's tail to be inserted befure the etatue
ia quiteunpacked. Thetail is contained in the trisn
gular cags, which accompanies the ather, and i3 easi-
Iy fized in its place. A pob cast in oné piece with
the tail, fits into the horsse™ back, and ia secured by &
bolt. I have had the whole group sewed up in can-
vus, which I should like to have kupt over it until
placed upon the pedeatal, as [um afraid of the dirty
hands of the work-peopls which always oceasion
ugly etains.

()n the back of the lorsa and at the saddle bow
are two iron rings, by which the group can be sus
pended. When hoisted up, the iton and bronze fas-
teninga, which are to secure the group to the granite,
will be found beneath the plynth in the caes. The
iron bars muat be lengthened 1o the extent required
by tha construction of the pedestal. THere 1 eannot
ton much dwell apon the neceesity of ths most com
plete snd perfact union and consalidation of the plynth
with the granite, for if thia plynth 13 not thoroughly
and #olidly united ta the stone, there will be a parps-
tual movement of the plynth going on, which at last
might become dangeroue. i

Once securely fized in its place, the two iron sup-
ports &t the feet may be upserewed. The bronze
screws to fill the holes are tied to the iron onee, and
must take the place of the latter, to prevent any wa-
ter penetrating into the interior of the figure. The
{wo reine, also, which, owing to the iron ring st the
pummel of the eaddle,
may now be screwed on. They are packed benesth
the right fore foot of the horee, in the large cass.

A case packed in straw and canvase, contains the
window to be ecrewed into the plyth; the two other
cases contain the Lhirteen stars an
wreathe. .

As the color of the metal imparts 6 peculiar beaaty
to works of art, I think it not out of place to
state the method of cleaning bronze which hLes got
stained by rain or other causes.

Take common red argol and p
scrub the dirty parts well with s hat
water. The parta so serubbed will bacoms 8 good
denl brighter than the rest, bot this brightness ix ea-
sily redaced again by the spplication of n little sweet
oil with 8 Camel's hair brash, rubbing it over after-
wards, Gresl care, however, muat ba taken not to
soil the atatuw all over, when using the nrgol water,
as that would only be making bad worse. A careful
workman. after one or [wo triale, will soon under-
stand this. It is dooe oxactly aa copper kettles are
clennnd, ouly that instead of sand. w« use argol pow-
der, as that causes less brightoes: in the_mstnl. The
two statues of Henry and Jefferson might be quite
restored again by this method, for I onderstand they
are very dirty now.

I have still to recommand that the etatue ba close
ly examined after the first gale of wind, in order to
ascertain the extent of oscillation and fo see whether
the group cau eafely remain on the two legs only,
witbout additional support under the second bind leg.
Any practical man will easily be able to judge of this
by observiog the etatus carafully during & storm.—
