STATEMENT OF MR. HK.nrv H. CHILD*.

We left Havana September 8tb, having had delightfulweather, and a calm sea from the time of

leaving Aspinwall. In the afternoon of the day of

sailing from Havana, a fresh breeze .sprung up. and,
on Wednesday morning, the 9th, it commenced blowingvery strong. The gale continued all day, and at

night it was still increasing, and raining Id torrents.

On Thursday the wiud blew a complete hurricane,
and the sea ran very high. Through Friday the
storm .aged with unabating fury, and at 11 o'clock,
A.M.,it was first known among the passengers that
the steamer had sprung aleak and was making water
fast. A line was formed, and all the men went to
work, bailing from her engine-room, the fires having
been already extinguished by the water.

TO TIIE PEOPLE OP TENNESSEE.
In placing myself before the country es a candilatelor United States Senator, I feel that it is not

I'o the reports of Gen. Scott, my immediate ami only
uperior in the artny, with which I fought, I refer, for
he manner in which 1 bore myself in command, and
ustaim-d the honor of Tennessee upon the many
tattle liulds of Mexico.

A long investigation of the charges preferred
gainst me. resulted in the triumphant vindication of
ny reputation, and in overwhelming my euemiee
nd persecutors with shame aod falsehood.
