MERCHANTS AND POLITICS.
In the absence at the Democratic Convention,

of the local and political editors of the "Enquij
rcr," the commercial editor finds himself seated
in the chair of the latter, and although a novice,
he intends an attempt at a political editorial..
If it should not be so thoroughly political or

so entirely orthodox as the reader has been acjcustomed t<> find in the emanations from the
chair he has assumed, ho trusts such allowianccs will he made as arc usually accorded to

novitiates.
Every man in this country is one of its sove,

reigns, and responsible, more or less, according
to his influence, for the laws which govern. .

Xo class of our citizens are in such a position
of influence as the merchant. Of the millions
of our population there is none so isolated as

to preclude hiin from intercourse with the merchant.Collee, and cotton in the shape of yarn
or cloth, have become absolute necessaries,
and these can be procured only from the merchant.andevery article of surplus product,
whether great or small, passes from the producer
into the hands of the merchant As a class, the
standard of intelligence is higher among them
than is found in any other large class. This
arises from the necessities of their business,
which brings them in contact with all kinds of

purchasers in the sale of their wares and merchandise,and with other merchants in making
their purchases. It is necessary, also, to his success

that he should inform himselfof the sources
of supply of his merchandize, and the best marketfor the sale of the produce which passes
through his hands. It is this constant seeking

trade, that brings mind in contact with iuind,
and thereby raises the standard of intelligence,
begets friendships and establishes a community
of interests so universal as to bind together
not only our entire country, but the whole
civilized and even semi-civilized world, so that,
in every treaty between country and country,
commerce is regarded its the chief point of interest.The statesman regards commerce as

the promoter and preserver of peace, the missionaryregards it as a pioneer and co-worker.
In quiet, self-denying charities, in works of

benevolence, in founding hospitals and colleges,
in hearty support of Bible, tract and missionary
societies, in the promotion of the arts and
sciences, in public spirited enterprises, such as

building steam ships, rail roads, canal.- and
cities, in every enterprise.material, intellectual,

moral and religious, he is the foremost
and most liberal. To these he freely give- his
time, means and influence.

There is one single department in which he
does not exercise the influence to which his intelligence

and position entitle him and his
ramified interests demand; and that is in

making laws and giving practical shape to
1^*1ami Pnncrrf»c<ir»rml lt?ffillation.

There is not a single interest, of the humblest
customer of the remotest merchant, or the

largest producer or manufacturer, that is not
well understood by the merchant. With very
slight modifications, tho material interest of

every part of our country is the same; and
while every class suffers, none is more injuriouslyeffected by bad or unwise legislation than
merchants, and there are none more capable,
from their practical intelligence, to make good
laws; and yet how few merchants are found
in our Legislative councils, and how little political

influence do they exert ?

It is a well known fact, that all our political
movements, from the primary meeting in the
smallest precinct to the highest places, are controlled

almost entirely by professional politicians,
who are too ready to pander to any sectionalexcitement however prejudicial to the

country, so that their own advancement may be

secured. In how many instances is it the case

that an insignificant demagogue, without the
stake of the smallest substantial interest,
wields an influence a thousand-fold greater
than the merchant, whose transactions are

counted by millions, and the ramifications of
whose business extend to the remotest parts
of the earth.
Whether the reason of their indifference

to politics he found in the absorbing interestof their own immediate business
affairs, the modest appreciation of their
own merits and influence, or their unwillingnessto resort to the truckling required, in

many cases, to insure their election, we will
not now enquire, but only call attention to the
existence of this indifference, and urge every
merchant reader, to the serious consideration
of his duty in view of the responsibility imposedupon him by his position. It may he a

sacrifice of apparent present interest to take un

active part in politics, or become a legislator,
but no one better understands the importance
to tlie whole people of wholesome legislation;
nor is any one better qualified than he !< legislatewisely.
From the days of John Hancock to the present

there have been some commercial men in
our State and national councils, and their
influence has always been felt, and the advice
and counsel of the most intelligent have been

sought in all important business matters.

It is due to himself, it is due to the class

to which lie belongs, it is due to the country
and to the world that the merchant should aspire

to that rank in politics which he occupies
of..,,' ntlwr relation.

To the people at large, and especially to those

who complain of high taxes and bad laws, we

commend the serious consideration of their

duty in the premises. The remedy is in their
own hands.let them elect to their councils
good, practical business men, such as are found
in all trades, callings and professions, but especially

among the merchants.
We d<> not, in anything we have said, desire

to tlattcreverv one who sells "tape," into the beliefthat he would make a wise legislator, nor

the people into the foolishness <>f voting for

every merchant who may choose to oiler himselffor their suffrages,.a wise and prudent
discrimination should at all times be exercised.

number of votes reported for Messrs. Dejarnett,Cruchficld and Kemper, does unavoidable
injustice to the compliment received by these

Convention. After the vole was taken and beforeit was scaled, a large quota was withdrawn
from these three gentlemen, to he bestowed on

the leading candidates. We will hereafter

publish the vote as it -tood before delegates
were permitted to change their votes.
The names of Messrs. Dejariiett, Crutchfield

and Kemper were withdrawn before the vote

was taken on the second ballot. After the
voting commenced, the name of Dr. Harriswas withdrawn, at that gentleman's own

RAIL ROAD CONVENTIONS.
Two Rail Road Conventions were held during

the past month,
The Cleveland Convention was composed of

delegates from nearly all the roads in the
'six Northwestern States. Of the Eastern
i roads, only the Erie, Pennsylvania and
Rakimorc and Ohio Railroads were re1presented The object of the meeting was

to establish a basis of mutual harmony
and self-preservation. To the disastrous competitionof the leading lines of the Northwest,
aggravated by their mutual violation of halfmaturedand indefinite agreements, is to Ik* attributed,to a very groat extent, the ruin of
some of them, and the embarrassment of many
others.
The "rules ami regulations adopted by the

Convention arc strictly commercial in their
character, and appear, as a whole, to embody
all the necessary provisions as to rates, classificationof freights, advertisements, runners,

agencies, Ac.," and if the companies, who are

1 parties, will faithfully adhere to tliein, they
will unquestionably be enabled to "maintain
charges for transportation, graduated so as to

produce the largest amount of revenue, with
the lowest expenditure, securing t<> each the
proportion to which it inav he justly entitled."
The territory covered by these "rules and

regulations" reaches Kastward to the Western
terminus of the four great Eastern lines and
includes these lines, and Southward to the
Ohio river, and North and West indefinitely.
It is divided into three districts, each of which

i is to nominate a commissioner to a General
Convention which is to meet annually. These
Commissioners are to "carry into force and cf!
feet all the orders of the Conventions of roads
in interest; and are to regulate the freights
and fares on competing roads, to and from common

points, being guided by a maximum and
minimum rate by the Convention*."
"The organization may be dissolved at any

time unon a vote of a majority in interest."
.

We do not approve of chartered monopolies,
much less such a combination of them. With

J an organization apparently so complete, it will

always he in the power of the loading lines to

compel all minor ones to conform, upon pain
of being crushed, to any rite of fare, however

unreasonably high.
Railroads are entitled to a fair remuneration

for their services, and for the capital honestly
expended in building and smoking them, hut
have no right to levy a tax upon the people at

large, to meet their losses occasioned by fraud,
defalcations or recklessly extravagant management.

ruder the management "f honest and coinipotent business men, rail roads should have no

r,...r «r i-ntnnetiilon than* merchants and
manufacturers have. In the hands of such
men the competition between rival roads would
be honorably conducted, and such a system
of economy introduced as to preclude the

necessity of high rates, and an accountability
that would secure the revenue from waste and
defalcation.
The t "hattanooga Convention assembled on the

25th ult., and was composed ofilelcgates from the

Philadelphia, Baltimore and Washington Railroad;Richmond, Fredericksburg and Potomac;
Orange and Alexandria, Richmond and Pan

ville, South-Side, Virginia and Tennessee, East
