‘The Enemy In Virginla Mountalns.
The eampaign in the Virginia mwounizing
has been oneof grest discomfort and suflering
to both armies. A eorrespondent of the Cine
cinnati *“Times” gives o terrible picture of the
suttering in the Northern camp, particularly
on the night of the 26th of September, when
a terrible rain storm burst upon the arnuy.—
Two regiments were exposed to it without any
shelter. “The stoutest men fuil, completely ex-
hausted by the rains and blasting winds.—
Hundreds wera strack down by the chills. The
fort and all the reliable places of shelter were
filled with thesick. “The horses sullered fully
as badly as the men. =

“The weather grew colder during the night.
A number of the stragglers were found unuble
to waik, and were brought into camnp.
