LATER FROM CALIFORNIA.
ARRIVAL OF THE EL DORAWK

New York, January 15.
The steamship El Dorado, from Chagrea,

arrived here to-day. She brings one Million
four hundred thousand dollars in gold.

News one day later, but unimportant.
Tha steamer Panama, from San Francisco,

brought down a million and a quarter dollars
worth ofgold.

A plan had been proposed for diverting the
Yuba from its p.eseut bed, aud making it flttw
through tire gold diggings of the adjaaent re-
gion. The coat of the execution of the project,
it was supposed, woulJ be three millions of
dollars.

The mining intelligence ia favorable.
Flour was advancing.

CONGRESSIONAL.
Washington, Dec-13.

In Senate nvJny, Mr. Clk.xens presented
resolutions, adopted by the Alabama Legisla-
ture against intervention of the United States
Government in the contests of other nutions.

Mr. Fish presented the memorial of E. K.
Collins, asking additional facilities for carrying
mails in steamers. The memorial praying the
restoration of flogging in the Navy, was again
taken underconsideration, and the debateupon
it continued.

In the Hoi'se. A bill was reported for regu-
lating the mileage ofmembers ofCongress. A
joint resolution was presented providing for
the election of United States Senators by she
people.

A bill was proposed for the improvement of
Illinois river. Itsreference was moved io the
Committee on Roads and Canals. This motion
was regarded as a test question with reference
to internal improvement by the general govern-
ment. The motion prevailed by avotd uf 113
to 70.
