, 'J'[.customary at the beginning of the yearfor Editors of papers to salute their readersand offer their congratulations.

We think the time not unfit for some otherthings which we shall briefly notice. For our-selves, we have not much to say, being unableor rather unauthorized, as far as we now seeto promise any great improvement in the*Southern Plunter.
Though we have added about a thousandnames to the subscription list, thereby increas-

ing its circulation about thirty per cent, its
means are yet too small to justify an attempt
at the improvement that we, orany other munjust as well as we, could easily make. But
its limits must, for a while longer, remain too
narrow for that increase ofreading matter, and
that sort of intellectual food which we could
wish to provide for the farmers of Virginia,
and which they rcquiie. So, lor the present,
we are restricted to the purely practical, butstill useful routine, that has heretofore marked
the progress ofour"little book." As we havesaid before, to obtain subscribers is as much
labor as we can undertake; and it is «ur first
duty. That close view »f self-interest whichmarks the Northern fanner and the Yankee,and is sufficient to induce thirty thousand olthem in New York alone, without the inter-
vention of a paid agent, to subscribe to one ofthe several farm journals of that great Slate,
has not yet animated our people. But it willanimate them, sooner or later, and then we orsome other editor, can work with blighter
hopes and better fortune. "VVe believe in"the intelligence and energy of Virginia farmers. They have done well; they will do stillbetter; they will regain for Old Virginia thestand she has lost, not in character, thankHeaven, but in physicul superioriiy,But, before they can produce such consum-mation, there is much to be done for themand by them. They arc to be taught not only
to increase their already considerable knowl-
edge in the processes of their profession, but
to take an eularged view of its duties, to medi-tate its bearings, to contempluteits importanceand its dignity, to know its wants, to under-stand the weakness of isolation and the strengthof concert, and to learn upon what they shouldcombine?in one word, to ascertain what is tobe done for their country, as well as them-selves, und to do it with patriotism and publicspirit.

There are several such things that nowupon up, and demand discussion.YVhat more vital subject, for instance, thanState internal improvements? Virginia hasgone backwards in the track of commerce un-til she ranks behind a State she gaveNew York enterprise "has turned the com-merce of the St. Lawrence down the Hudson,and placed the mouth of the Mississippi asmuch at Sandy Hook as it is at the Bulize:"whilst our equal advantages ure unimproved,our resources as yet but partially developed,our mineral treasures dormant in the earth, ourrichest landsbut little better than a desert?allbecause our means are wasted, our improve-
ments conflicting and, unproductive, und, insome cases leading out of the Slate. Howfew of us understand these things: how fewsee the reports in which such things are getforth : and how many, when they do see themin the columns of a newspaper, pass them by
to rend the election news! But twomonths ago, majorities in two counties ofwealth and respectability, one Whig and oneDemocratic county, both containing lands of
great fertility, now unproductive for want of
a market, threatened armed resistence against
a slight railroad impost, aud vowed to destroythe work! Scarce a man among us criedshame on their folly !

Greatimprovementsnre projected. It is de-monstrated that they will benefit the wholeState, every part of it, that they will bring
commerce and enrichment from beyond ourbounds, that their revenue will relieve us of
taxes, and givethe means for further improve-
ment, and people our wastes. What next?
Companies are charteied?the whole conduct
of the matter is entrusted to them, the peopleshut their eyes, even stockholders become lan-
guid and vote by proxy?until we wake up to
find that thousands and millions have been
squandered upon the schemes of visionary
presidents, and the theories of scientific engi-
neers ! What next? We shut our eyesagain,
and "let the Legislature work it out for us!"We hold conventions toproduce direct trade.We make speeches and reports, we "resolve,and re-resolve, then die the same." Whv?Because it takes produce to make trade,'a
back country to build up a commercial city.And we, the farmers ofVirginia, more empha-
tically than at the North, the bone and sinew
of the State, because we own so large aportion
of its labor, we do not consider thut fact, and
rest satisfied that we have spent, or misspent
our money.
"It is not in our stars, but in ourselves, that we are

underlings."
It is our fault that New York City ha 9 out-stripped our cities; nnd it is our duty to see
how it lias been done, nnd to take counsel howit shall be wz/done. What place, did the libe-
rality ol farmers justify it, more appropriate,
to discuss and mature plans for this purpose
than a papei devoted to their concerns; which
not only seeks to improve their lands, but also
to enlarge their sphere of action, and into
which politics canuot enter lo distract atten-
tion orlo excite prejudice. Closely connect-
ed with commerce, as showing tile locality,
extent and value of our mineral and other
tiensures, and the practicability' of getting
them to market, or rendering them available,
and still more intimately related toagriculture,
are the questions of geological and topogra-

e. minute geographical,) surveys,?
An accurate geological kuow ledge is the basis
of an enlarged, or national,system of agricul-
ture, because indispensible to a correct classi-
fication of soils. Information of the geologi-
cal structure of particular district* would of-
ten enableplain farmers to detect the quackery
of "consulting agricultural chemist", and to
supply the necessary ingredients oftheir soils,
or, that being, from any cause, impossible, to
adapt the crop to the soil. The sume sort of
information, as to the State at large, is a great
if not necessary, aid to the scientific mm in
analyzing soils. Yet we have put the cart
before the horse, and appointed a State Agri-cultural Chemist before we order a geological
survey. True, we commenced one, some
years ago, which was pronounced complet*
and masterly as far as it went. Maps of par-
ticular districts, and other materials of great
value were laboriously prepared by Professor
Rogers which now slumber on his shelves, the
members of the Legislature, possibly Irom
ignorance of its importance, having become
indifferent to the undertaking, or fearing to
proaecute it leat their constituents should be
offended?constituents who quietly stood by
auw many hundred times more dollars than
would have finished the work, heedlssly wast*
ed upon conflicting schemes of internal im-
provement?constituents, who, if their repre-
sentatives had properly explained this tbing.
would have insisted on irs completionat dqublo
cost, and who, apart from all idea of tfireel
utility, would have gloried in presenting It to
the world as alike the evidence oftheir science
and the schedule of their possessions. Truly
ourLegislature, though it is not fealt,

Whatprotection have farmers under her statutes ?Thousands of worthless docs keep out hun-dreds of thousands ofvaluable sheep, by loneodds the best stock for a slavebolding farmer.But the Legislature will not remedy theTalk to the members, and they tell you that?policy, which m«an» the success of them-selves, or of their party, policy forbids. YetOhio, the very hot bed of demagogues, cantax her dogs, and defy her vagrants. Why TBecause her wool growers exporteightjmil-lions of pounds of wool, and can commandrespect to their petitions.

With materials, in great part, of the mostperishable nature, we are taxed to surroandour lands with an enclosure five feet higlf,when four-fifths of that height, and one-halfthe materials would answer quite as well, andsavean immense item in the aggregate expen-diture. A branch, whether by accident or se-cret trespass, 13 made in the fence. The far-mer, who has already given up ten per cent,of his labor to the fence must submit to theloss of as much more of it as may be causedby the entrance of stock through the breach.With him "eternal vigilance is the price of"his harvest. Try to change this thing. Itwill be found that the policy of our system,
which, in all ather cases, requires every man
to take care of his own, and so to use it as tohurt no oiher man's, is reversed in favor of
"the poor man's cow!"

We want an Agricultural Society liberally
endowed. The state is ready to give us aid.
But we cannot agree upon the mode in-whichit shall be given?cannot arrange the details.We have never thought of the matter?never
discussed it with one another?never digested
it, and do not know what we want. No won-
der. We have no paper which serves as a me-
dium for discussion?no common newspaper
ground to meet upon.

These examples prove our defects. We d»
not make our remarks upon thenr in censo-
rious or repining spirit, but rather, hopefully.
We make them because they are true : every
man who reads them knows them to be true,

feels them to be true; and iftrue, they ought to
be spoken of by somebody witb a view to re-
form. Such defects we know cannot remain.
Amendment will come in time?is coming
now?only rather too much at its leisure; and
we would with all our power, and ten times
more, if we had it, urge our people to accele-
rated speed in the great race of advancement*that so the men of this day might share the
merit of the achievement. Virginia is a great
slate; she will be a greater, but we want her to
be the greatest. Our object should be not to
keep in sight of, or along side ofother States,
but tooutstride them all in energy nnd enter-
prise, as we once did in power and renown.
And when we look back to that " once" itshould be only to gather strength from its glo-
ries, not tostop and boast of its greatnees, re-
membering always that

"Tohave done is to haag
Quite oat of fashion, like a rusty nailIn monumental mockery."

This new year is the commencement of anew era. A more popular impulse has beeu
infused into our government,and will increase
its activity. Uncontrolled it may do mischief;and it behooves us to guide, since we cannot
stop it. Ofi our action now depends whether
Virginia shall rapidly ascend to the meridian,thence to diffuse a steady radiance that shall
pale the brightness of other orbs in our con-stellation, or shall continue for a yet longer
season divided in her projects and sluggish
in her progress, losing, perhaps for ever, her
chance for pre-eminence, and forced to take
position among "the lesser lights."We commend these reflections to ourread-ers. For the rest we wish them all n happy
new year. We wish them that sort of happi-
ness which follows the successful issue ofrvel! directed efforts aud high aims and noble
motives?that sort of happiness which will
only come when men " act well their parts."
We wish them improving{lands, bursting gra-
naries, fat herds, and healthy families. So far
us this world is concerned, we can wish them
nothing more.?Southern Planter.
Message of the Governor of Massachusetts

?His Vietcs Regarding Intervention.
Boston, Jan. 15.?The message of Gftver-

nor Boutwell was delivered in the Legislature
to-day. In regard to Hungary he takes strong
ground. He is not only tor welcoming Kos-
suth as an illustrious exile, but adds, "The
common sentiment ofAmerica is on the side
of Constitutional Governments, but this senti-
ment will not be satiefied with an individual
in official expression.

It will also demand, through the diplomatic
agents of the country, a distinct declaration on
the part of Kussia and Austria as to their fu-
ture purposes. If these Governments shall
assert the right of interference in the domestic
affairs of Furope*n nations, or shall decline to
make a distinct declaration on thut point, it
would seem proper for this Government to
give them notice that we assert on our part the
right to interfere in favor of Republicanism or
Constitutional Government,reserving the pow-
er to judge of the necessity of interference as
events may transpire. We connot quietly
Bubmit to the absorption of smaller States by
the larger and the final subjection of all by
two or three despotisms. Such a movement
will notonly be fatal toour commerce, but the
general industiy and free principles of Amer-
ca."

The financial condition of the State is rep-
resented as unsatisfactory, the expenditures
last year exceeding the receipts by $75,000.
Should a deficit exist during the present year,
he recommends a direct tax.

Kossuth and the Senate of Massa-
chusetts.?The Senate of Massachusetts, in
which the Democratic and fiee Soil coalition
hare the majority, by a vote of 12 to 14,reject-
ed a resolution authorizing the Governor to
draw on the State treasury to pay the expen-
ses of M. Kossuth's visit to Boston. A resolu-
tion to request Kossuth to visit Boston was
also rejected. On these proceedings the Bos-
ton Atlas says :

It will thus be seen that the Senate by their
action have imposed upon the Governor the
mere naked potter to invite Kossuth, but re-
fused to appoint any committee to wake ar-
rangements forhis reception, or to authorize
the expenditure of a dollar, and by a direet
vote refused to "request" the Governor to
make the invitation.
