Tht Lmtc Robbery at Portsmouth.
Tiie Norfolk Herald gives the following ac-

count of the manner in which the Bank at
Portsmouth was entered and robbed.

"Tlic entrance into thebuildiugwas made at
O back window, the fastenings of which gave
them but little ttouble; and having thus gained
admittance tbey deliberately commenced their
Operations upon the vault, which was built of
hard bricks, to a thickness ofabout two feet,
and completely surrounded on the inside by a
grating of iron bars. Having picked a hole
through the brick wall they applied their drills
to the iron work, and succeeded in making an
aperture sufficiently large to admit a man.?
They then had access to the money,and helped
themselves to all the notes and gold theycould
find, leavmg the silver scattered about on the
floor, together with some of their tools."

The Board of Director* have offered a re-
waid of $u,OOO, which U the same promulga-
ted by the Bank here. The Herald thinks
tha: from the great ingenuity displayed in get-
ting into thin Bank,and also in the attempted
robbery of the Savings Bank in that city some-
time since, a plan for increasing the strength
of vaults and safes will have to be adopted.?
That i 9 vary well ; but the greatest security
ia a vigilant guard. No precaution thut can
be adopted can be b complete protection not
accouded by the vigilant eyes of the officers of
the Bank mid a guard One mode of strength-
ening vaults would be to wall them in with
granite. The removal of bricks is an easy
operation. A precaution, which might help to
disconcert the plans of thieves, would be for the
outer door of the Bank to be opened by some
oftiecr o:ice every Sunday. He could Jtake
a look iinidc and see that the door of the
vauit was not disturbed, and that burglarious

operations were not going on. Thieves gener-
ally select Saliuday night for Bank robberies.
If they cu;i get through in one night?very
well. They cau have all day Sunday for es-
cape before their robbery is known. If they
should not ?e| through, why they are perfect-
ly secureSunday, and cau go on without mo-
lestation to complete tln ir operations in a
?masterly style. We have very little doubt
that the robbers of the Portsmouth Bank weie
all duy Sunday at work. They certainly made
very clean work?effecting, with perfect suc-
cess, the largest Bank robbery we think we
over heard of.

A friend suggests that probably the robbery
of the Arch street Bank ofPhiladelphia may
have been a larger one. We do not remem-
ber. That robbery was effected by means of
the culvert. The robbers walked from the
irivcr along the culvert (which gives to the
street the mine of Arch-street) until they
reached the Bank, and there they entered by
d'e£' flK their way under and into it. We would
be obliged to some friend, who may have some
account ofthis robbery, to furnish us with it.
One curious incident we remember was the re-
spect the robbers paid to a special depo.ile
made by Gen. Scott, which they left unmo-
lested, while they rifled every thing else.

We understand that the Banking-House at
Portsmouth was a strongly built, small edifice
apart from any other building. It stood oppo-
site the Court House, aud no one slept in it.?
Tliese-cin:'.iinstances favored the operations of
the burglnrs. In and around was quiet, and
opposite was the vacant Hall of Justice?ter-
rible to them when arraigned for crime; but on
the Sabbath day, deserted as it was, it was
their best friend. The vault is said to have
been strong; but it was surrounded with brick,
which from the days of Pyramus aud Tliisbe,
.yield very easily to lovers or robbers.

Tut Portsmouth Bank Jobbery.
It is reported here that two persons have

been urrested iu Portsmouth on suspicion of
being concerned in the bank robbery there.?
-A buttle left by the robbers, was recognised by
au old lady who kept a grocery in the neigh-
borhood, as one she had filled Sunday, for one
of the liieii arrested. Some other little inci-
dents coiicuried in fastening suspicion upon
them. Lame stories were told by them, and
they were detained in custody ; but none of
the money had been found.

box with the reins tightly clenched in his be
UUUibed hands. He was lifted from his seat,
the reins being taken fiotti his hands with some
difficulty. Everything was done that wus
deemed proper to restore him, but it was
feared he. would never entirely recover. His
left »ide, which w as inest exposed to the wind,
#as completely paralysed for some time.

remarkable letter elicited in the coaraeof the
Forrest trial. It is a letter from Mr. Johk W.
Forhey, the present Clerk of the House of
Representative*. Mr. F., we would conjec-
ture, must be a rery sociable and agreeable
gentleman, one who accomplishes much
through sociability. We were struck with
familiar and endearing lerms employed by wri-
ters speaking of bim pending the canvass for
the Clerkship of the House: "Ourfriend For-
ney"?"My friend Forney." See. The letter
to which we allude is written by Mr. F. to Mr.
George Roberta of Boston, the editor of the
Boston Times. It hasbeen acknowledged by
Mr. Fotncy as having been written by him. It
discloses apian which Mr. George Roberts is
urged,by an ap|teal to bis friendship, to execute,
by which he was very much to endear himself
to Forrest. Mr. Forney informs Mr. Roberts
that Mr. Forrest had discovered a very suspi-
cious intimacy between his wife and Mr. Geo.
Jamieson, and had determined to separate
from her. To obtain a divorce, however, he
wanted proof of the illicit nature of this inti-
macy ; and Mr. Roberts was urged by Mr. For-
ney to procure it in the following manner:?
(We quote from Mr. Forney's letter:)

" 1 named youj to him, (Forrest,) as a safe,
steady and intelligentfriend, and he will never
forget what you may do for him in this, to him,
most vital matter. He suggests that yon might
institute intimate relation* with J., and then
induce him, either in your presence or in com-
pany, to admit a* a thing to be proud of, his
connection with Mrs. F. He itjondof aglass,
andpossibly in a convivial mood might be-
come communicative. No harm will come to
him; he is game too small for Forrest, and
any admission he may make may be impor-
tant only as niding an injured man in getting
relieved from a hateful bond.

" Can you manage this thing my fiiend ? It
trill require skill and caution, and if success-
ful, will warmly endear you to Forrest. He
is nearly crazy at the idea ofbeing placed in
his present position : but lie tcill upend halfhe
i* irorllt to be released from it. This marter
must be kept secret. Above all, do not name
vie in connection irith it?excuse me for trou-
bling you to regard to it. My ardent at-
tachment to glorious Forrest must be my ex-
cuse. Now, won't you help to relieve him?"

As a further means of accomplishing the
plan, Mr.F. suggests that oneJohn Green, an
actor, who is a devoted friend of Forrest, may
know Jamieson, and might help to beguile
him. This is one of the coolest plots we ever
read of. It seems to have been copied from
lago's scheme to ruin Cassio. This plotting
of Forrest and Forney?this making a man
drunk to draw from him confessions pleasing
to his vanity of what may or may not have
happened, will hardly elevate either in stand-
ing and respectability.

Relations tcith Mexico.
A correspondent of the Journal of Com-

merce, writing from Washington a few days
since, speaks of the result of his inquiries of
those most intimate with the retiring Mexican
Minister, Mr. Rosas, in what condition he left
tha relations of his country with the United
States. He says the Mexican government
has determined on two points :

First. Never to give the right of building a
road through their country, to any company of
foreigners. They will never allow foreigcers
to make an! own, and have the management
of, a road across the Isthmus ofTehuantepcc.
The grant toGarray is annulled, and will nev-
er be made valid; nor will any new grant ever
be made.

2nd. They will never relinquish the elev-
enth article of the Treaty of Guadaloupe Hi-
dalgo, never release the United States from the
okl igations of that article?nor iu any way
compromise them. They simply notify the
Government occasionally of the progress made
ill ascertaining the extent of the just reclama-
tions of Mexico under thalarticle. They will,
as they say, stand on these twopoints, and any
Mexican who abandons either of them will be
branded as a traitor.

U. S. Bank.?Among tli3 items of news
which had been prepared for this paper, and
accidentally mislaid, was one concerning this
institution. At a recent annual meeting of the
Stockholders of the Bank, a resolution was of-
fered, the object of which was the winding up of
the institution. It proposed making an assign-
ment of all its effects for the benefit of its
creditors. The resolution was referred to a
committee with instructions to report to an ad-
journed meeting, the 3rd Monday in February.

The Norfolk Beacon states that a few days
since, a negro woman in that city, left her child
sitting by the fire, and its clothes caught on
fire. It ran, frightened, into the street, when a
sailor passing by caught it and extinguished
the flames. Hecartied the child to the mother,
and with the generosity for which his class is
so remarkable, hurried to a store and bought
the child some clothing and gave it to the mo-
ther, whom lie never saw before. The little
child, however, was so badly burued that it
died ill the course ofa few hours.

Large Fire.?We learn from the Charles-
ton Courier, that early on Monday morning, the
city of Macon, in Georgia, was visited bv an
extensive conflagration which destroyed seven-
teen buildings. The loss sustained is estima-
ted «t about $30,000, the greatest portion of
which amount is insured.

Distressing Case of Mental Derange-
ment.?A Washington letter, dated January
15th, says :

Sears C. Walker, the celebrated astronomer,
and, by large odds, the most distinguished
mathematician in our country, lias gone deranged. Night before last, whilst sitting liteat his labors, lie made a discovery, bv which
Logarithms are rendered useless in mathemat-ical calculations. The most intense excite-
meut followed, and he could neither sleep norconverse. lie continued in this condition un-til yesterday, st noon, when his glorious mindgave way. It is hoped that the* misfortune maybe temporary, but the worst is feared.

Much anxiety exists in Philadelphia in re-gard to the new propeller steamer City of Pitts-burgh, Capt. Stotesnury, of that port, whichhas now been more than forty days from Li-
verpool. The Bulletin supposes ihat in con-sequence ofsome derangement of her machi-nery, she bus either put into Fnyul, or is work-
ing her way under sail aloue.

The Martinsburg, Va., Gazette states that aGerman named Frederick Stouffer, who was
confsacd in the jail at that place on a charge of
burglary, on Sunday night lastbroke jail and
escappd. There was also a charge pendingggainst him for the robbery ofa store in Ua-aerstowu, Aid.

The Forney tel-
ler, and the testimony of witnesses produced
to.day, have perceptibly turned the current of
public opinion in favorof the wife. Forrest is
shown to be loose in habits and reckless «f ap-
pearances. So the endless trial wags on.
