RAILROADS IN ALABAMA.—Alabama is moving
actively in the construction of railrosds. Those
already projecied and which are ¢c Jmmended to the

sideration of the Legislature, are five in num-

ber, viz- :—

The Mobile and Ohio Road, thirty three miles of
‘which, commencng at the Mobile terminus, arein

peratien ; the Alab and T River Rail-
road, which will be an important link in the chain
of railroads either already constructed or project.
ed, connecting the Guif of Mexico with the Middle
and Northeastern Atlantlc States; the third of the
series is the sectionin Alab of the Mewphi
and Charleston Rasilroad; the fourth, a line 150
miles in length, connesting the latter named with
the Memphis and Charleston, Ohio and Mobile
Roads, in Eastern Mississippi; and the fifth is the
Mobile and Girard Koad, cennecting Mobile Bay
with Columbus, Ga. The whole extent of these
five principal lines, requiring an expenditure in
Alabama, is 864 miles, and the estimated cost £13,
062, 000.

SPEED OF THE MaGNETIC CURRENT.—A long
ience of the Coast Survey with somne dozen
ferent lines of telegraph, establishes the fact that
the velocity of the galvanic current is about filteen
M hundred miles per second. The time
of traneit between Boeton end Bangor was recently
measured, and the result was that the time occupied
in the transmission was one sixteen-thousandth of a
second, and that the velocity of the current was at
the rate of sixteen thousand miles per second, which
is about six hundred miles per second more than the
average of other experiments. If desirable, the
Yankee can be found who will make an eftort to imn-
prove upon this speed.
