WasuineToN City, Jan. 22,
The joint resolution making Land Warrants
assignable, passed the Senate yesterday by a
decided majority. No doubt exists of its pas-
sage by the House. This action of Congress
will considerably enhance the value of these

‘warrants.
You will have observed that a change re-

cently took place in the editorial department
of the Duily Telegraph of this city. General
Duff Green now edits the paper. For the past
month or two its columns have been teeming
with the most acrimonious and disgusting at-
tacks on the distinguished Secretary of State;

Mr. Webster in regard 1o the payment of the
last instalments to Mexico.

Mr. Green contemplated “ putting money in
his purse” by a certain transaction connected
with the paymentof these instalments; butthe
action of the Secretary supervened, and hence
the dissipntion of his golden dreams. Mr.
Bayly, too, as Chairman of the Finance Com-
mittee of the House, comes in for his share
of Gen. Green’s wrath, for defending and vin-
dicating the action of Mr. Webster. The
subject was before the House on yesterday,
and debated at some length.

Itis worthy of remark that, in conversation
with many gentleman, of both parties, not a
wish or hope have I heard expressed adverse
10 the re-election of our distingui-hed Senator,
R. M. T. Hunter. No man enjoys the confi-
dence and respect of the Senate, in a greater
degree, than does Mr. Hunter, and the news of
his re-election, which may now, I imagine, be
considered a “ fixed fact’”” will bereceived with
cordial delight in this city.
¢ The friends of the President have prevailed
upon him to take kis chances for the nomination,
and thus we have added to the Whig list Mr.
Fillmore’s name as a candidate for the Presiden-
cy. The more the merrier. How very harmoni-
©ous promises to be the sittings of the two Con-
ventions. We have on the one hand, Cass,
Buchanan, Douglass, Marcy, Butlerand Wool;
andon the other, Fillmore, Webster, Critten-
den and Scott, all patriotically anxious to serve
their coantry. Somebody will be disappointed
on the second Tuesday of November next.

The Baltimore Delegation, appointed te pre-
sent to the President a memorial with 15,000
signatures attached, in behalf of the * lIrish
Exiles,” arrived to-day in the 11 o’clock train.
T'he delegation, including the Committee and
other citizens of Baltimore who accompanied
it, numbered about three hundred Eersons.—
They waited on the President at half past 3
o’clock this afternoon ; the talking oun the oc-
casion will be given in the morning papers.
