Kossuth, Captain Long and Contul Hodge.
The New York Express, commenting upon

the late publication in the New York Times,
(which was transferred to this paper,) says:

The Consul, it is to be liome in mind, (a fact which
does not appear in this correspondence.) had inter-
ceded in the first place to obtain permission from the
authorities at Marseilles for Kossuth to land, and he
had pledged his word that no disturbance should
grow outof this. He naturally felt sensitive of the
etfect of the scene portrayed at Marseilles, and the
consequences which it might produce there. Be
that ai* it may, the Prefect, as the officer of the Gov-
ernmentwas alarmed,and felt that the appearance ofKossuth nt Marseilles had giventhe occasion for anexcitement, which might end in something more se-
rious than popular ovations.

Therew another fact morefully developed bythis
correspondence,?end that is that it was Kossuth'spurpose to leave the rhip Mississippi upon his arrival
at Marseilles. This purpose was communicated in
his letter askiug permission of the French Govern-
ment pass throughthe territory ofFrance. 1hose,
therefore, who say hewas drivenfrom the ship bythe
treatment of Capt. Long or others falsify the record.Kossuth's own letters also answer theslander as to the
unfavorable relations existing between Kossuth andCaptain Long, at the time the former left the Missis-sippi

But the Times now raises a new issue. It declare*
that Capt. Long, CommodoreMorgan and the Consulat Marseilles, were all opposed to haviug the Missis-sippi sent for Kossuth?and it does this with a liberalsprinklingol abuse upon each of these "three official
personages." We see noevidence of all this, how-
ever, nnd none is given in 'the important disclosures'which commenced with the Attaches' letter, and ofwhich we new have the second edition in anex parte
statementof facts.?Editors Express.

It should be recollected that the famous let-
ter "from an Attache," at Marseilles, in which
the conduct of Kossuth was first arraigned, and
which has been since attributed to Mr. Hodge,
was first published in the Times.

Virginia Legislature.

Thursday, Jan. 29th.
Senate.Mr. Thompson presented a memorial of the

Agricultural Society of Brunswick county,
w jiicli, on his motion, was referred to the Com-mittee of Agriculture and Commerce.

Mr. Daniel called for the reading of the me-morial, which refers to the neglect by the State
hitherto of the agricultural interests. It con-lends that more light is needed on the subject,and that it is essential for the success of the
internal improvement schemes, projected and
contemplated, that some attention should be
paid to agriculture. The memorial recom-mends that the State commence at the begin-ning, and afford encouragement to the agricul-
tural interests.

On motion of Mr. Brent, the report of the
select committee, dividing and referring the
different portions of the new Constitution, was
taken up, considered, amended in severul par-
ticulars, and adopted.

The Senate adjourned, to meet at I o'clockeach da_v, until otherwise ordered.
House of Delegates.

Without prayer, the House proceeded to
business.

Bills were reported: Giving the consent of
the State to the purchase, by the U. States, of
a place fur a Custom House iu the city of Nor-folk.

A bill to provide for the appointment of a
Private Secretary to the Governor of the Com-
monwealth?his salary not toexceed one thou-sand dollars.

A bill to incorporate the South-Quay Bridge
Company over Blackwater river.

A bill for further extending the time forcom-
pleting the Seaboard and Roanoke Railroad.

Various reports were made from Commit-
tees, adverse to the subjects referred to them;
amongst them, against requiring Trustees sell
in? property under deeds of trust, to execute
bond, with security, in the same manner as
Commissioners in Chancery ; and also against
extending the jur.sdiction of Justices of the
Peace.

Various bills were put upon their second
reading: amongst them,A bill concerning the Manassas Gap Rail-road Company.

A bill to authorize the Board of Public
Works to construct a railroad from Covington
to the Ohio river, on State account.

A bill to authorize the Orange and Alexan-
dria Railroad Company to extend their road to
Lynchburg?and

A bill to increase the capital stock of the
Soutii-side R. R. Company. A long debate oc-
curred on a proposition to fix a day for the con-
consideration of this and other internal improve-
ment bills. Some of the members favored early
action onthe bills; others were in favorof giving
county organization and other subjects prece-
dence, and named a day as late as the Ist of
April toconsider internal improvement ques-
tions. Finally, the subject was laid on the ta-
ble, together with the bills,?to be taken up
at the convenience of the House.Mr. Imboden presented a long preamble and
resolutions, on the subject of the reception by
Virginia ofwhatever may be due her from the
sale of public lands by the. Federal Govern-
ment, and asking that the question ofreception
may, in a certain contingency, be submitted to
a vote of the people of Virginia. Upon his own
motion the resolutions were, for the present,
laid on the table, and ordered to be printed.

The following resolutions of inquiry were
offered and adopted by the House :

On motion of Mr. Jone9, of Chesterfield,
That the committee on County organization
inquire into the expediency of establishing a
precinct election in each of the districts into
which the respective counties of this Com-
monwealth shall be laid off, and of discontinu
ing all of the existing precincts not necessary
to effect tRe above object.

By Mr. Pretlow?Of constructing a railroad
from the South-side Railroad at Petersburg, to
Connect with the Seaboard Railroad at some
point between the Nottoway and Black-water
rivers.

By Mr. Lewis?Of repealing so much of the
act passed March sth, 1846, "prescribing cer-
tain courts in which suits against public cor-
porations, composed of officers of the Govern-
ment, may he maintained," aa required that
actions and suits then depending in other
courts of this Commonwealth against aoy of
said corporations, should be transferred, to-
gether with all the papers and proceeding, to
the Courts of the county of Henrico and the

THE CONVICT'S BRIDE.

, * dark dreary morning in the Decem-ber of 178-. The ground was covered withsnowt and the bleak wind was blowiof in
rific gusts through the trees. Yel, despite theinclemency of the weather, crowds of personsof all classes, and amongst them, many of theweaker sex, might be seen hurrying towardsthe Place de Urove, Paris. It was the morn-
ing appointed for the execution of Victor
d'Aubigny.

The einmmstances|which had called for this
expiation of life at the altar of justice were
simply as follows?and blended with the strong
love of excitement, so universal amongst the
French, account, in some degree, for the eager
curiosity discernible in the multitude, now
hastening to the awful spectacle of a fellow
creature, in the full flunh of youth and health,
being plunged into the gulf ot unknown eter-
nity.

As they advanced tomanhood, the
success of d'Aubigny in society called per-
petually into play the evil passions ofhis com-
panion, whose feelings gradually changed from
friendship to dislike, deepened into hatred im-
pl.ieuble and bitter, on the refusal ofhis hand
by a lady, who returned, as the reason, a mad
though unreturned passion, for his friend. Au-
guste controlled his resentment outwardly, and
left Paris.

Victor at this period wasbetrothed to a love-
ly but portionless girl, and the day for the nup-
tials was fixed. A few evenings" previous, he
entered one of the gambling establishments
with which Paris abounds. Enough ; he was
tempted to play, and in a short time found him-
self a loser to -double the amount of all the
ready money he could command. He rushed
from the house in a state offrenzy. To whom
could he apply? Auguste, who might have
assisted him, was in England, whither he had
gone to be present at the debut of a danseuse.
He suddenly recollected that his friend had a
large sum at his banker's. Forgetful, in the
desperation of the moment, of every thing but
escape from present embarrassment, he forged
a cheque for the sum required. It was duly
honored ?but his fate was sealed. He instant-
ly wrote to apprise De Biron of what he had
done; pleading, in mitigation, that they had
ofien shared the samepurse, and binding him-
self to return the money at the earliest possible
period. No reply was given to his letter. The
time flew onward?the day for his marriage ar-
rived. The bridal solemnity was over. When
the party were leaving the church, d' Aubigny
was arrested on a charge offorgery !

The trial and condemnation rapidly succeed-
ed and the day ofexecution dawned too soon.
Victor met his death calmly and resignedly.
But it is not with him our tale has to do?it is
with her, the beautiful, the bereaved?with
lsabelle d'Aubigny.the convict'sbride. From
the period when the promulgation of his sen-
tence rang in her ears, to that moment in which
the fatal axe fell on the throat of its victim,
nor sigh, nos word had escaped her. Every
faculty seemed suspended by misery. The
last, long embrace of her husband?the
wild choking sob which burst from him, as
she left his cell the night prior to his execu-

Then came that piercing look
into future years, which sooften accompanies
calamity iu its freshness; when alt that would
have sustained us beneath the heavy load has
been wrenched from us for ever and ever.

'Vainly the friends who surrounded lsabelle
strove to tear her from the bodyof Victor. There
was fascination in the gaze, though horror was
blended in it. Her own, her beautiful, lay a
mutilated corpse before her?he whom she had
loved »ith an absorbing intensity, which would
have defied time to lessen, circumstances to
Change? with whom she had hoped to journey
through existence, partner of his pleasures,
soother of his griefs. And now she was alone
and desolate! Then indeed, did she feel that
fate had levelled its deadliest weapon ; and
henceforth every hour was stamped with stern
unchanging, dreary despair. Grtat misfor-
tunes either strengthen or enfeeble the mind.
When the grave had closed over the body of
Victor, lsabelle?the weak, the gentle, the ti-
mid lsabelle?returned to her lonely hearth, a
calm, stern, determined woman.

All the elite of Milan gathered together in
the magnificent Theatre ofLa Scala. Bea*Jty
lent its attraction, rank its patronage, and
fashion its influence, to grace the farewell
benefit of "La Florinda," the unrivalled dan-
seuse, the boast of Italy, the idol of the Mi*
lanese.

The ensuing week would see her united to a
wealthy noble, and this night witnessed her
parting obesiance to an audience,ofwhom all

women her partisans and admirers. The cur-tain rose, and certainly the appearance of the
heroine of the evening was warrant; enough
