New Yorg, Jan. 27.

The death of Dr. A. SipNyey Doang, the
Health officer of this port, was announced this
morning. The Doctor met his death while on
a visit of inspection to a packet-ship filled with
immigrants, from whom he received the taint of
typhus fever. Afier several days of suffering,
the disease having assumed a malignant form,
Dr. Doane expired at 6 o’clock this morning.
He was an estimable man and a good officer,
and his loss will be sincerely lamented.

Dr. Doane was a native of Boston, and was
aged 46 years. He leaves a widow and six
children. The post of Health Officer, now
vacant, is supposed to be the most luerative in
the gift of the State, yielding some $20,000 a
year.
