CHARLESTON RACES.

WASHINGTON* COURftK?FOUR MILK DAT.
Unparalleled Time Made?Exciting Contest.

Yesterday the Charleston Race* commenced,and the moat brilliant meeting of the members
ofthe Club, strangers and visitants, took place
on the turf, that haa greeted our eyes formany
a year.

The weather, as farastemperature was con-cerned, could not have been more favorable.?The aun shone with ihe ex-
ception of the dust, a more pleasant day than
yesterday could hardly have been desired.?
The attendance was unusually large, and allwho were on the ground appeared exhilerated
at the prospect of goo I sport, and the result
proved that they were gratified even beyond
their expectations.

Circumstances prevented the President and
Vice President from taking their accustomedstations; but the gentlemen who were charged
with the fulfilment of their duties performed

Senate.

On motion of Mr. Meredith, the bill from theHouse in relation to the Virginia Fire andMarine Insurance Company was laid on the
table. The others were read and appropriate-
ly referred.

Mr. Carrington, from the Committee onBanks, reported .House bills, entitled "An
Act to reduce the capital stock of the Mer-
chants' Bank ofVirginia" at Lynchburg, withan amendment; and "An Act concerning the
Fairmont Bank"?which were read the thirdtime and passed.

Onmontionof Mr. Paxton?Resolved, Thatthe Committee of Courts of Justice, consider
the expediency of providing by.law for hold-
ing the Supreme Court of Appeals at but one
place in the Commonwealth.Mr. Parker offered the following resolution,which on his motion was ordered to lie on the
table:

Resolved, That in adjusting a system oftaxation, according to the provisions of theConstitution relating to that subject, regardshould be had to the following principles :

1. There should be observed, in the ratio oftaxation, a discrimination between differentkinds of property, so as to imgpse upon such
objects as are of necessary consumption, and
whiah are connected with the productive labor
of the State, a rate of tax lower than that
which should be imposed upon such articles
aspartake of the nature of luxuries, and whichare unproductive in their character.2. A portion of the taxable property of theCommonwealth, other than slaves, should be
exempted from taxation. In makingsuch ex-
emption, preference should be given to such
property as is most generally used for the
common purposes of life; and to give effect tothis principle, there should be fixed a certain
gross amount, in value, of property whichshould not he subject to taxation.

3. Provision should be made for the exemp-
tion of taxable polls in cases of bodily infirmi-
tv. whether produced by age, accident ordisease.

Bills of a private or local character, were
reported from several of the Standing Com-
mittees ; after which, many resolutions of in-
quiry, relating principally to matters not of
general interest, were presented, and referred
to the appropriate committees, amongst them
the following :

By Mr. Imboden?For providing that the
Sheriffs in the State shall keep an officer at the
Court House of their respective counties, and
keep therein official records of the public bu-siness transacted by tlieui.

By Mr. Stevens?To provide by law for the
publication of a synopsis of all the general
laws, and a statement of the receipts and ex-
penditures of the State, in the public newspapers.

Mr. Rives, of Albemarle, offered the follow-
ing resolution, and accompanied its presenta-
tion with a brief speech, remarkable for its
neatness, good taste, and eloquence, in supportof the object of his resolution :

Resolved, by the General Assembly of Vir-
ginia, That the Governor of tl.e Common-
wealth be requested to cause to be erected overthe grave of Gen. Thomas Nelson, at Fork-
town, a monument,with a suitable inscription,
commemorative ofhis eminent public serv ices,civil and military,*in the war of the Revolu-tion, and of the grateful sense entertained of
them by the' people of this State.

The resolution was adopted, and sent to the
Senate for the concurrence of that body.

Mr. Martz expressed his intention ofoffering
a proposition fora similar mementocommemo-
rative of thepublic services of Thomus Jeffer-
son and James Madison.

Mr. Leyburn presented a petition from citi-
zens of Rockbridge county, asking for a revi-
sion of the laws relative to the sale of ardent
spirits to slaves.

The following bills were read a third time
and passed:

A bill authorizing an inspection of tobacco
in the city of Norfolk. Also, one in the town
of Portsmouth, and one on the lands of Ro-bert B. Thompson, in Putnam county.

A bill authorizing the Union Potomac Com-
pany to reduce the par value of their stock.
Also, the same authority to the New Creek
Mining Company.

Many bills, on their first and second reading,
were, acted on. After which the House ad-
journed.

THE NEWS FROM LIBERIA..
The New York. Commercial Advertiser hap

received a file of the Liberia Herald to the
11th of December, from which it has compiled
an account of the attacks on Fisbtown and
Bassa Cove, by Grando, the African chief.
Who was joined by Prince Bayer in these pre-
datory attacks, which are said to have hern
Stimulated by some foreign traders, and espe-
cially by two of them named Lawrence and
Murrav, the purpose being to weaken Libena,
and compel her to relaxber revenue laws. An
attack nude on Bassa Cote on the 12ih of fto*
vember «ap speedily repulsed. On the morn-
ing of the 15th of November a much moie
serious assault was made on the town, fight-
ing having been going on in all parte of the
Bassa country since the attack on Fisbtown,
Tbe assault commenced at aeren o'clock.?
The assailants were very numerous. The
Cove had been fortified to the best of the means
at hand, andamong their armament were two
piece* of cannon. These, however, for a
while, produced little eflect, the natives rush-
iac up almoet to the month of tbe cannon and
firin?. At length Grando'a principal warrior
Turplnn, was killed. "When he fell, and bia
war bora ceased, there waa a general panic, and
a few mure rounds put them to flight.*' Mr.
Benson says he "baa the fellow'* beadat his
(arm," and iutenda topreserve tbeak oil fore*»
ainitiation, "for there must Imm been something
extraordinary about the man."

Death or a Remarkabm Ma* at NoraScoTiA.--At Shipbarbor, on the 29th of De-cember, died Mr. Daniel Weekes, in the 117th *

year of Ins age. Mr. Weekes was born onLong Island on the 3d ofDecember, 1735, andserved in the British army in which ffae gal.
lant Wolfe fell, September 12th, 1758, at which
time he was 24 years old. He adhered to theloyal cause at the time of the revolution, aud
received a grant ofland at Sbipharbor, on whichhe has since been settled. He brought op afamilyot'2l ckildieu, whose offspring to the thirdand fourth generation are settled aroundhim,and scattered in many parts of the world,numbering several hundreds. In 1838, be en-joyed his second sight, and up to a couple ofyears ago, went dailybareheaded into thewood*
to cut wood and timber, an occupation be pre-
ferred above all others.

These are destroyed un-less they contain enclosures ofsome kind; and
often information of value to the persons addres-sed, or their friends, is destroyed with them.We see it stated that in a new edition oftheregulations of the Post Office, about tobe pub-lished, it is provided that in every case wherethe writer ofa letter chooses, to protect it fromthe chance of being opened at the Department,
and destroyed asa dead letter, he can do so by
pre-paying the postage and writing legibly onthe sealed side the words, "to be preserved;'*
in which case it will be rescued from the lia-bility ofbeing committed to the flamed, and its
seal will remain in tact.
