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INTERNAL IMPROVEMENTS.
The exteasion of th-* Manasaas Uap Rail-

road is the next in order, among the four great
improvements noticed by the Report of the
Bwsrd of Pnblic Works. This extension it
is propooad to begin at its present terminus at
Strasbnrg, and to continue to a point upon the
Baltimore and Ohio Railroad, equi-distant be*
twecn Baltimore and Parkeiaborg, snd about
seventy-five miles West of Strasbnrg. This
road would place Alexandria in direct com-
munk-ation with the Ohio River at Parkers-
burg, and, as a matter ofcourse, with Cincin-
nati, and the whole system of railroads and
canals which intersects the State of Ohio.?
By making a rosd only twenty-five miles in
leogtl>, from Fredericksburg to the Orange and
Alexandria Railroad, we should havn a con-
tinuous line of Railroad all the way from the
Ohio River to Petersburg, passing through
many of the principal cities of the Stale.?
From Petersburg it would be extended to Nor-
folk by the South-Side Railroad. The Report
says that the whole distance from Alexandria
to Parkersburg, is 367 miles, and that all of it
haa been provided far, except the portion be-
tween Strasburg and Paddytown, the point on
the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad alluded to,
that is to say, seventy-five miles.

There is no doubt that the road from Paddy-
town to Parkersburg will be completed early
in the year 1855; and it is a matter of deep iu-
terest to have the communication between
Strasburg and Paddytown ready for use at the
same time. As soon, then, as Baltimore shall
have reached the Ohio, Richmond and Peters-
burg will enter the field with her, as a competi-

? 4or for thu trade of the great Ohio valley. The
trade this sids of the valley is also large, and
far this trade we shall enter as rivals with Bal-
timore. The best bituminous coal to be found
in the world lies on the Atlantic slope of those
mountuins which this improvement will pass
through, and by means of it we shall be ena-
bled to obtain it in the largest possible quanti-
ties, direct from the beds. Those who kuow
bow difficult it is to obtain coal here, when the
weather is very hard, will hear ofthis prospect
with the greatest pleasure.

Such are the grand outlines of our present
system of railways. There is, first of all, a
base running North and South. Then there is
\u25a0 liue penetrating the great tobacco region of
North Carolina and Virgiuia, and connecting
with a system which gives us a railroad lo
Montgomery, in Alabama, with the exception
oftwenty-five miles. A second branch passes
through (he Southwestern portion ofoar State,
reaches the Mississippi, after connecting with
the Tennessee system, and places the cotton of
the South and the tobacco of the Northern por-
tion of the Mississippi valley in onr reach. A
third passes through the entire length of the
Stale, to the valley ofthe Ohio, and places us in
communication with the entire Northwestern
territory. A fourth penetrates the Northwestern
frontier of Virgiuia, and places us in commu-
nication with the Ohio at a point much further
North than that at which it is struck by the
third.

There never was a Statesoadmirably placed
for commandingall theoutletsofcommerce us
Virginia. Midway, commercially speaking, be-
tween New York and New Orleans, she can en-
ter into a rivalry with the former for all that
trad<* of Ohio, Indiana, Illinois and Michigan
and has the advantage over her ofbeing acces
eible at all limes, whereas in the winter, the
caunot be approached on nccount of the ice.
She may divide with the latter the inspection
of cotton, and take from her the entire tobacco
trade.

JAPAN.
The New York Express quoted the follow-

ing paragraph from this paper, alluding to the
fate of the Japanese Governor, who ripped
himself up when the English vessel entered
the port of Nagaraki in 1810:

Tlfts deplorable catastrophe, we fear, will
have ifs mate whenever the American vessels
present themselves in a Japanese port. Yet

. the safety and rights of our seamen must beprotected by the government.
And adds;
Well, we hope that Commodore Perry, andall who may accompany him. aa well as iheunoffending Fort Governor* of Japan, may bedelivered from the toy Aire,?hut how Bhafl we" aecure the safely and rights of our seamen."Will peaceable measures prevail with a pow-

er which requires her officers, for no fault oftheir own, literally to disembowel themselves?Will peaceable measures influence a powerwhich forbids the return to their homes andcountry ol one of her subjects, who may havebeen shipwrecked and picked up by a foreign
*®ssel, or will a power which imprisons and mal-treats those who have been cast upon her in-hospitable shores by the winds and waves of
Heaven T

Hith regard to the method in which we are
to preserve the rights of our aeamen, we an-
swer, by war, if necessary, and we meant it to
be so implied. The tenor of our article suffi-
ciently explains our feeling upon that subject.
We merely wished to show the difficulty of
forcing these people to trade unless they wish-
(dtsdsitt idil iln consequences that would
mult from aa attempt to force them, involv-
ing the death of innocent and unofending per-
sona. If, th'en, a cause of war had not arisen
from the detention ofour seamen, we thought
k anadvisnble to send a squadron there. Ifit
kid, then we, of course, approve of tbe mis-
?ion of tbe squadron, for we are of that num-
ber wbo think that it is the duty of Govern-
\u25a0teat to protect its citizens at all hazards. We

?\u25a0ijr doubted because the Express, itself, did
Mt appear to know whether all oar sailors
had been reclaimed ornot.

We hope tta Espreaa does not include us
amoag those who have misrepresented what it
Mid on this subject. Ws certainly did sowkliout design, if wa have done so at all. Weare well aware, that it doe* not approve the
pttßciples Isiii down by Mr. Adams, and we
wei* therefore a little surprised to see the viewwhich it took with regard to tbe duty of Japantowards us. If, by means ofa war undertakenWk for so sacred a» object as lbs liberation ofm American seamen, J.paa can be throw* openW t* wu commerce, or by any other fair means.

w« ahonM to sec it. At .the same tin*
we cannot snboerfce to &e justice offt war
undertaken far thepnrpaMof farcing then to
tnfe,whether they wiah it ornot.

CAYENNE.
Many of thoae political exiles, hurried by

wboteaale from Franco by Louie Napoleon,
are banished to the French colony of Cayenne,
when ? deadly climate aaraita them and
where the meanaof subsistence are of difficult
attainment. Of these banished victims, the
London Timea says:

To moet of those thus abruptly torn from
their homes, their professions and their coun-
try, exile is total rain. It has even been hint-
ed that sequestrations of property, snd upon
the largest scale, are held in Urrorem over the
heads of those who may be suppose J to be
most boetile to the present state of tilings,
though they no longer inhabit the territory of
France. The unfortunate wretches now on
the poiut of sailing for Cayenne wilj be landed
on a swampy island in South America, cut off
by a river a league wide frotn the mainland
of French Guiana, situated ouly four degrees
north of the 'Equator, and utterly devoid even
of the resources of manual industry. The
population of Cayenne does not exceed 2,000
whites and 5,000 negroes, and the co'ony is
totally unprepared far the leception ofa large
immigration of men who have figured in the
political and social life of Frauce. To call
it a penal settlement would be an outrage on
the farmer Governments of France, for uone
of them would have dared to found a penul
settlement in a climate notoriously destructive
to European life. It is a bapne for liberal
opinions transported within the tropics, aud
tilled with journalists and politicians, not by
the courts of justice, but by the authority of
the police.

Robbery?Liberal Proposition from the Rob-
bed to the Robbers.

The Charleston, Kanawha, Virginian, pub-
lishes a rumor that a gentleman travelling in
a sleigh along the Kanawha Turnpike, in the
neighborhood of Gauley Mountain, had en-
countered a set of robbers, who demanded his
life or his money. The traveller took the latter
horn of the dilemma, surrendered his available
funds, about $800, and offered to execute his
note to the bandits for a like amount at
sixty days, for the privilege of passing on in
safety!

American Exhibition.?The City Coun-
cil of New York have granted to Mr. Riddle,
aud associates, the lease of Reservoir Square
for five years, that they may erect thereon u
building in which will L>e held au Industrial
Exhibition of all uutioiis. The prompt enter-
prise of Nqji York iu this matter will bring
immeuse benefit to all the hotel keepers, trades-
men, &c. It is estimated (hat the cost of car-
rying this scheme into effect will be $200,000,
wh.ch would be quickly reimbursed from New
York only. Many works ofart have been pro-
mised by Prince Albert, Duke of Devonshire,
and emiuent sculptors.

The Nova Scotia Giant.?Among the
various attractions of the'Charleston Race
Course iuay be noticed that of the Nova
Scotia Giant, who pitched a teut just without
the walls, where he held his popular levees,
entertain ng and astonishing the assembled
multitude by his va?t proportions.

I)k. Gideon B. Smith, of Baltimore, who
keeps the run of the Locusts, says they are
to appear this year, in Connecticut,East of the
river, in several counties. They will also ap-
pear iu franklin, Bristol, aud Hampshire
counties, of Massachusetts. He is uot certain
whether they will appear in Rhode Island, but
thiuks it probable they may appear in the
vicinity of Fall River.

A Challenge.?The owner of La Vrai
Reine, Capt. A. J. Minor, of New Orleans,
offers to run her against any horse in Ameri-
ca, for $5,000 or $10,000 a side?s2,soo forfeit
?heuts ol two or three miles ; weight for age.
The mateh to come off over the Metuirie
Course, New Orleans, on the first Monday in
April next.

We see, by a Cleveland paper, that the Rap-
pers have culled a convention of spiritualists
for the purpose of comparing notes, the invisi-
bles having promised that, "should fuch a
convention be convened at Cleveland, they
would be present to give such demonstrations
as would put to rest the doubts and objections
of the sceptical and unbelieving."

Fruit trees und ornamental shrubbery have
suffered in these regions greatly. Some ofthe best peach trees are entirely killed, andmany extensively injured, while the apple, pear,plum, apricot, fig, and even the forrest irees,
mre ail injured to some extent by the coldThe grape vines also have lost much of theirlast seasou's growth. Lsrge crop* ofpotatoes,
not piotected against the unusual cold huvebeen destroyed. In the Middle and NorthernStates, where the root crops are housed, thereprobably has uot been so much injury inflic-ted upon them.
