Mr. Buchanan?Memorial to Congrtt*?
la>lo Montei?Presidential Candidates, tfc.

Washington, Feb. 9.
Mr. Buchanan is expected in this city to-mor-

row. and will, in all probability, be in Rich-
mond at an early day, to respond, in person, to
the invitationfrom the Democratic Association
of that city.

Our papera contain a memorial to Congress
signed by Messrs. Peter G. Washington, J. C.
Fr. Salomon and Win. Selden, on tlie subject
of supplying the city with pure water. Tney
state that "the day is not far distant when the
District will become what the great founder of
it wished and intended, the happy and indisso-
luble bunds of union and affection among our
confederated States." To provide this com-
fort and security to the District, was the favo-
rite desire of the Father of his Country when
he founded the city which bears his name.?
Not to the resident population alone would
such an improvement prove highly beneficial,
but the representatives of the people, them-
selves, as well as the floating population, are
deeply interested in the success of the project.

The city is all agog with excitement conse-
quent upon the fact that Lola Monies makes
her first bow to a metropolitan audience to-
night. The weather is most propitious, and
judging from the numbers collected about the
ticket office of the theatre this morning, the
rush to-night will be unprecedented. The
Countess, during herbrief sojourn at the Irving
Hotel, where she put up on her arrival, has
certainly created a favorable impression on
those who have personally paid her their re-
spects, and among the number are several
potent, grave and reverend signors of both
houses of Congress. Your correspondent pro-
poses to witness her detut, and if not entirely
fascinated, bewildered and bewitched, will en-
deavoi to speak ofherperformance in my next.

We have no local news of any interest, nor
anything of a public nature that would prove
interesting. The city is filled with rumors
and surmises connected with the probable
chances of the several rival candidates for the
presidency. In the opiuion of many, the can-
didate of the Whig party is pretty well deter-
mined on, hut our Democratic friends are at
sea in regard to the man who, among the list
of aspirants, would prove the most available;
and 1 should not be surprised if, as in 1844,
the Convention, at one fell swoop, dashed the
hopes of the present candidates for the nomi-
nation, as a means ot reconciling conflicting
interests, and brought into the field a new man,
wholly unthought of at this time.

Since Sunday, we have hadpresented toourview, the beautiful phenomenon of FrostedTrees, the most astonishing and brilliant thatI ever remember to have noticed. The previ-

ous storm and mist bad thickly covered every
exposed object, the loftiest trees, the minutestblade, hill and dale, with the icy garment.?This transparency was most perfect, defining
every form and ramification into exact models
of the entire body, brunch or limb. Dwellings
and barns were incrusted by the chilling va-
por. It hung upon the manes of the cattle,and decorated wherever seen, the humble grass,
which appeared bending, like threads of crys-
tal. The small bushes were indescribablybeautiful, and seemed as if chiseled out of the
whitest marble.

As far ob the eye could extend, over brooks,
fields and woods, the same striking and s.ngu-
lar sight was universal. I could not remain
contented in the house, and towards sunset
hastened away, where the view might be freeand uninterrupted. Here the scene, ifpossible,
was more impressive and interesting. There
was scarcely a breath of air, and the general
silence wus only interrupted by the occasional
flght of some winter bird, who, alighting on
some limb, would shake down a thousand
feathery showers, until he seemed frightened
at the unusual souud. The forest trees made

were completely iced over, not the smallest
particle escaping the penetrating and congeal-ed ether. It was tmly astonishing to examineits thickness. On some twigs, not larger thana wheat straw, the ice measured half an inch
through. Few imagine what an immense weightof the frozen mass a tree will sustain, before itbreaks under the unusual load. Many branches
were bent so low that I could reach them with
my hands; and shaking off their frosted barks,they would instantly spring fur above my reach.Every now and then I was startled by the rat-tling noise of these falling icicles frum soineneighboring tree or grove.

Just when the sun went down, there was nota single cloud to be seen in the horizon, andhis cold bright setting rays brought out onevery frozen gems, diamonds, rubies, and
sapphires, in every possible prismatic beautv,wherever his departing beams fell. Presently
the moon bathed the whitened earth, and every
congealed drop, in her soft light, burnishingwith dazzling icy brilliancy trees, dwellingsand streams. lam an ardent lover of nutureand her scenery, and have often, delighted,gazed upon the Queen ofNight; but never did
I behold such a brilliant moonlight night asthis wintry one. Who could help bringing tomind the sublimities of Job and of David?
"The of heaven, who hath engen-dered it ? The waters are'Tiid, fts witlnr stone,and the face of the deep is frozen,"?"By the
breath of the Mighty God, ice is produced, andthe waters which w'ere spread on all sides, areheld in chains." (Job.) The Psalmist says"He giveth the snow, like wool, he scattereththe hoar frost like ashes. Wash me, and 1shall be whiter than snow."?Well may poets
look to the falling snow flake for their images
of purity and innocence, ere it receives the
stain ofearih. I know ofno fitter emblem.

Great Land Case Decided?Difficulty
Apprehended.?The Louisville Journal says
it has been permitted to make the following
extracts from a private letter written by a gen-
tleman formerly of that city, who has been
residing at Hot Springs for several years :

"The great Hot Springcase is at last settled,
after a law suit of thirty years' standing. It
has been in litigation ever since this country
belonged to the Indians. Ludovicus Beld-
ing's heirs have proved up a pre-emption claim,
and have entered the quarter of a section that
covers all of the Hot Springs?eighly-odd in
number?and the whole of the town of Hot
Springs, which contains about 150 or 200 in-
habitants. The greatest excitement prevails
here; every rr.an and almost every woman is
'armed to the teeth,' and swear they will die
before they will give up their homes, some of I
whom have lived here iweutv-one years.

"Major W. H. Gaines, who married one of
the heirs, hus carried on the suit and brought
it to a successful close: for which he receives,
for his wife's part, one half of the property.?
Major G. is a brother of Jno. P. Gaines, Gov-
ernor ofOregon.

"The Hot Spring property is worth at least
$200,000. In its present unimproved condition
the rents amount to $7,000 annually. Gaines
and his lawyers left here on Saturday for the
county seut'to issue writs ofejectment against
the settlers. They will be served by the U.
States Marshal this week or next, and then a
difficulty is apprehended."
