Of all the despotic acta of Louis Napoleon,none has probably done him more damagetrinn the confiscation of the vast Orleans pro-
perty, held by the family 0f L oui a Philippe.?

1 o eeiz, by a bold coup de main, on estatesworth fifty millions of dollars, is a stroke cal-culated to awaken the apprehension of mil-lionairei, and create a eencral nlarm atnoneall holders ofproperty, ftluchoftheex King'swealth|was no doubt acquiredin a rathereqivo-cal manner, and may do more good when ap-plied to the purposes to which the president
lias doomed it; but the end in this case cannot
justify the means, for his act strikes at the
great principle of security on which all pro-
perty rests. Certainly, nobody will suffer by
the decree,but some of the representatives of
royalty in Europe. The injustice on that
account is not less; but its victims will suffer
a double misfortune?that of being robbed,
and of having none to sympathise with them.

But what a pitiful outcry these despoiled
princes and princesscs, their husbands and
their adherents, are raising against this high-
handed act of despotism! Not a word did
they utter when the audacious dictator tore the
French constitution into shreds; they looked
with complacent silence on his wholesale mas-
sacre of unoffending citizens; they raised not
murmuragainst his many outrages in theMine
of ' order;" but now they get angry, and enter
urgent protests?proving that even royalty is
not exempt from the application of the com-
mon maxim, "If you touch my ptirse, you for-
feit my friendship!" The King of Belgium,
in behalf ofhis wife, the Queen of Spain, in
right of her husband, and, in fact, half the
crowned and semi crow ned heads ofthe smaller
states ofcentral Europe, object with a vehe-
mence proportioned to their pecuniary loss.

too?some "excitement"' for the scandal-lovers
?something "rich," which lor a time at least
may draw the attention of Paris even from the
acts ofLouis Napoleon himself. It seemsthat
since the decree confiscating the property of
the Orleans family, tin re is a general revival
ofclaims ofprevious owners, of their descen-dants, to the greater part of Louis Philippe's
acquisitions?especially to the immense estates
belonging to the Conde family. Many of our
readers will recollect the circumstances attend-
ing the strffnge death of the last of the Condes.
That lively old gentleman had taken, to soothe
the sorrows of his senility, a mistress?a dash
iug Englishwoman, known originally as Lucy
Dawes, but at the period we speak of she wasthe Baroness de Feucheres. This imperious
female kept the paralytic old Conde in a state
of vassalage and terror?a mere slave to her
will. She was n particular pet of Louis
Philippe, who had just then ascended the
French throne. He conceived a kind ofpater-
nal regard for her, and by a subtle course of
flatteries and attentions, acquired a complete
ascendancy over the exemplary woman. It
was a matter of great surprise at the time,
that a notoriously abandoned woman should
receive the peculiar patronage of this model of
royal morality, this pattern of all the regal do-
mestic virtues.

One night the Conde was heard whining
nnd supplicating for mercy at the hands ofhis
virago, who, in a moment of passion, had em-
bellished his illustrious face with a pair of
black eyes. The next morning theold gentle-
man was found dead, suspended from his bed-
post. At first his friends lamented-his hard
fate, which had driven him to suicide to escape
from the persecutions of his shedragon; but
a little reflection served to convince them that
a man who from paralvsis had entirely lost the
use of both arms, could not easily hang him-
self, and the dashing Miss Lucy Dawes was
suspected as his murderess. This suspicion
gained strengh from many collateral circum-
stsnces; and when it became known that the
will of the deceased had been made just before
his death, dividing his prorerty between this
woman and the king,s son, the Due D'Aumale,
(she getting thfe bulk of the money, and the
duke the estates, itrequired all Louis Philippe's
power and popularity to suppress a violent
outbreak of popular indignation. The rela-
tives of the Conde, the Rohan, who were cut
off without a dollar, brought their action at
the time; but, from court influences, then well
understood, were defeated.

These influences no longer exist, and the
Rolians are again bringing forward their claim
to the estates, the largest in France. The
supposed murderess is dead, but several wit-
nesses, and the advocates on both sides, are
living,and additional evidence, stronger than
any yet produced, can, it is said, be brought
forwarJon the part of the Rohans. The rela-
tionship between the harridan and the murder-
ed Conde have never been questioned; nor
has itever been denied that the virtuous Louis
Philippe was in the closet alliance with the
feminine infamy for no other possible purpose
than that of fleecing the imbecile owner of the
greatest name and fortune in the country.?
Such is a sketch of the interesting "develop-
ments" to which the gossips of Paris are look-
ing forward. It remains to be seen, however,
whether Lcuis Napoleon will permit the Duke
D'Aumale to enter France to defend his estates
or the memory of his father; or if the dictator
will allow the trial to proceed at all, as its issue
might perhaps interfere with the sequestration
of the propei ty.
