IMPORTANT FROM CHILI.
SEIZURE OF YWo AMERICAN SHIPs, WITH

dated Valparaiso, Jan, 26, states that the late
revolution has been put down and peace re:
stored, butthe writer adds—

There has, however, recently heen a terrible
commotion among the state prisoners at the
Straits of Magellan, Banished from their
homes on account of political uud other offen-
ces, they got up a revolution there among
themselves—Kkiiling the governor, taking the
garrison, and declaring themselves free and
independent of Chili.

The American barque Florida, which I men-
tioned in a former letter as having been charte-
red by this government, and freightéd with a
full cargo of revolutionists, was forcibly seized
while at the Straits, and is now in possession
ofthe prisoners. Official information hasalso
been given tothe American Consul here, that
another American vessel, (name nnknown,)
bound from Californa to New York, with a
large amount of gold on board, had been cap-
tured by these renegades, who have sailed
with both vessels for “parts unknown.” There
being, unfortunately, no American man-of-war
on this part of the coast at present, the English
and French admirals have both despatched
ships in search of these daring pirates, and we
hope soon to be advised of their caprure.

A similar outbreak has recently occurred
at theisland of Juan Fernandez, and attempts
made to take the American barque Eliza, which
was freighting with wood there at the time; but
she succeded in putting out to sea before they
accomplished their designs. This island is at
present one of the depots for Chili prisoners.
Owing to the recent political disturbances
here, for fear of being pressed into the army,
large numbers of the laboring population have,
and are still, emigrating to California. Some
3,000 are reported to have sailed from this port
aloue, within the past three months.

The best brands of Chili flour is held at $8
50 per bag of 200 lbs., at which valne Ameri-
can flour, uuder the new tariff, is admitted free of
duty.

SMUGGLING ON THE STEAMER AMERICA.—

came for the dirty linen, and were wrapped
up in clothes. An investigation by the agent
showed that the guilty party on board the boat
was one of the head waiters. The America
