THE SPRING TRADE.

Our merchants are prepared, and are con-
tinuing further preparations for the Spring
trade, that will make this city better able than
ever to supply the various departments of inte-
rior trade in American and Foreign goods. In
the grocery line, there is no better market than
Richmond for the purchaser, while in the dry
goods aad other departments, we with confi-
dence advise the merchants of the interior to
invest their money here. By going further
they may fare worse—while by staying they
will be certain to obtain their goods at low
rates and on good terms. They will, besides,
be assistinz our own people along—be ad-
vancing the enterprize and commerce of Vir-
ginia and the South by so doing. Besides
the supplies already laid in, two ships sailed
from Liverpool last month for City Point, well
freighted with valuable goods for this city.—
We suppose they will soon be here.

The trade of the Southern merchants with
the more Northern cities, it is understood, is not
8o large as formerly. New York is complain-
ing; but New York is attributing the falling
off’ to other motives than a spirit of Southern
enterprise. The Dry Goods Reporter of that
city, which is well posted in the matters of
trade and the opinions and plaus of the mer-
chants of Gotham, attributes the falling off to
the heavy debtof the South to New York. It
aays Southern merchauts are in debt,and can’t
pay the New York merchants, and that as it
would “be an unpleasant business to negotiate
new purchases with their creditors, they are
fain to listen to favorable terms as to credit,
offered by jealous competitors” of the New
York merchants. We trust that there are
some other considerations influencing South-
ern merchants. At all events, let them beware
how they lay their reputations liable to impu-
tations of this kind by becoming the debtors of
the North, where there is no great amount of
sympathy with them beyoud the question of
how muck is to be made out of them'

Independent, however, of all considerations of
a sectional character, the true policy of indivi-
duals, of Counties, of Districts,of States, is to
advance, in all proper modes, their own pros-
perity and independence:—To live as much
within their means as possible, and to increase
their menns as rapidly, as well directed ener-
gies will enable them. This is the system
which will secure the greatest amount of hap -
piness and prosperity to losalities and sections,
and the greatest amount of strength to the
whole confederacy. This has not been the
policy of the South. She has been wasting
her means and her energies, while the North
nas been profiting on them—the South has
be n bestowing on the North the means by
which the whole couutry there has been en-
riched, improved and beaut’ fied—while she has
been wenkening herself. So, that in regard to
the Union, the whole strength and grandeur of
that is impaired by the comparative weakness
of the South in the matter of general prosperity
and improvement. It becomes the duty of the
South, to herself and to the Union, therefore,
irrespective of all sectional antipath’es to do
all she can to promote her own commercial
independence, and thus to add so much the
more to the national wealth and strength.

People of the South must learn to encourage
their own gities—to keep their means as much
a& possible at home—or they never can reach
the point of cial independ of which
they taik so much.

CASHIER OF THE FARMERS' BANK.
After considerable delay, and keeping a
- number of expectants on the rack for a number
of days, the vacancy in the Casbiership of
the Farmers' Bank, occasioned by tbe death of
the late John H. Cook, was yesterday filled.—
Mr. Joux Apams SmitH was elected to the
office. This appointment is one which will, we
are sure, be generally approved. Mr. Syite
had, for very many years, discharged the du-
ties of Assistant Cashier in the Bank,in which
situation he also discharged the duties of the
Cashier for a considerable portion of the last
five or six years, owing to the condition of the
health of the two gentlemen who last filled the
office. His experience has thus given him a
perfect familiarity with the duties of the respon-
sible station.

We make no doulit but that Mr. Smita will
acquit himself to the satisfaction of all con-
cerned. His appointment, too, is a case of the
recognition of the claims of the officers of the
institution to promotion. This is the recogni-
tion of a very important principle ;—destroy
the hope of promotion, and you take-uway one
of the strongest incentives to the efficient and
zealous discharge of ofllicial duties, We are
a little gratified, also, at the appointment of
Mr. SmiTH, because in the honor conferred on
him, there is paid a kind of tribute to a fami-
ly of the oldentime on which devolved the re-
sponsibilities and trusts of the State in days
gone by.

THE GAS WORKS.

We are delighted to hear that the result of
the year’s operations is most satisfactory. The
wnost sanguine advocates of lighting the city
are more than sustained ; 1l their predictions
are surpassed. The works commenced serving
the city with light twelve mounths since with
siaty private burners—there are now about siz
hundred! The revenue from gas, besides
paying expenses of operations, (some of which
were extraordinary) will yield a clear profit of
Jour per cent. on the capital invested! This,
too, does not include the expenses of the pub-
lic lamps. Thecity gets the benefit of its ex-
tensive lights and four per cent. hesides, the
first year.

With such a result the first year, when the
works only started with sizty consumers, what
must it be the second year which commences
with 8iz hundred? In view of these facts,
ought not the charges for gas to be reduced ?
Isit right that the consumers should pay for
their gas and for all that is used in lighting the
city from Rocketts to Bacon’s Quarter? Most
assuredly not. We are clear for putting down
the city as a consumer, and then making the
charges for the public lamps and the private
consumption what would be sufficient for a six
per cent. interest, and a reasonable sinking
fund. We trust the Common Hall will take
the subject under consideration. When they
do so, let them remember that a reasonable re-
duction will increase the consumption still
more rapidly.

RELIGIOUS FREEDOM.

Archbishop Hughes delivered an addreas
at Metropolitan Hall New York, Tuesday
night, the object of which was to disprove the
assertion sometimes made, that this is a Pro-
testant country, and to show that it has no
sectarian character whatever, but that its Con-
stitution and its history alike place allreligious
denominations upon the same footing, of per-
fect and equal freedom. By a detailed exami-
nation of its history, the Archbishop established
the claim of Catholics, as of right and not by
permission or toleration, to share equally in
ull the rights and privileges, civil, religious,
political and social, which are the birth-right
and inheritance of ail citizens of the United
States,

The address is generally complimented in
warm terms of eulogy by the New York daily
press. In the course of his speech, the Arch-
bishop made a reference to the isolated posi-
tion of New Hampshire on the subject of re-
ligious toleration which was received with
wuch applause. The great men who framed
the Counstitution of the United States he said,
saw that the right to tolerate implied the equal
right to refuse toleration; and on behalf of the
United States as a civil Government, they
denied all right to legislate in the premises
one way or the other. They declared in
the Constitution that “Congress shall make
no law ou the subject of religion, or prohibi-
ting the free exercise thereof.

Soon after the adoption of the Constitution,
said the Speaker, most of the States which
found it necessary, expunged such clauses in
their constitution as conflicted with this provi-
sion. New Hampshire, however, still clings to
her old charter, maintaining a clause disquali-
fying Roman Catholics from holding any civil
office. In her constitution, this provision still
stands.

"Tis the lass rose of summer,
Left blooming alone.
All its lovely companions
Not faded but—'‘gone” (Applause.)

The disqualifying clause must be a dead
letter, or there must be few Catholics in that
State.

A RemeDY ¥oR TErLeeraPHIC Hoaxes.—
Somebody, in the Bostou Traunscript, informs
the public that he is cognizant of an inven-
tion, now perfected in all its details, which will
effectually stop all such impositions,—as, for
instance, the Assassination Hoax, (hat put all
Boston in an excitement the other day. By
the apparatus proposed, mails of any weight,
he suys, may be transported between two
places, say Boston and New York, in fifteen
minutes.

If this invention succeed, it will not only be
fatal to telegraphic hoaxes, but to the tele-
graph itself. The Editor of the Trauscript
says:

We had an opportunity this morning of ex-
amining the ahove named invention, and we
could see no good reason why it should not be
practically successful. We are not at liberty
to say much upon the subject at present, but
the experiments which we witnessed were of
a character to inspire confideuce in the suc-
cess cf the priociple, applied even to a dis-

tance of 300 miles or more.” -

Mr. Stuart, from the Special Committeee on
the organization of the Board of Publie Works,
reported three plans for that purpose. which
were luid on the table,and ordered to be printed.

A Special Committee on the subject, reported
in fuvor of the purchase of astronomical in-
struments for the use of the State, not to ex-
ceed in cost $500, and in favor of the employ-
ment of a good draughtsinan, astromomer and
mathematician, at a salary not exceeding $100
per month.

House of Delegates,

Prayer by the Rev. James Baytop.

T'he Committee of Courts of Justice report-
ed against the expediency of giving to the
plaintiff and defendunt in actions at law, the
right of examining the opposite party in person
on oath before the Court or jury. Also, against
authorizing the County and Circuit Courts to
require Sheriffs to act as committees of insane
persons in certain cases—and against amend-
ing the 10th section of chapter 188 of the Code
of Virginia.

The following resolution, offered by Mr.
Rives, of Prince George, was taken up :

Resolved, That the Comnittee of Privileges
and Elections be iustructed in the case of the
contested election from Scott county, to receive
as legal votes all such votes as appear in the
notice and challenge of either party, about
which no evidence has been offered to establish
tkeir legality or illegality, beyond the affidavit
of the parties themselves appended to their re-
spective notices and challenges.

‘Fhe contestant, James Culbertson, was ad-
mitted to a seatin the House—whereupon he
addressed the House in support of his claim to
the seat.

Mr. Imboden, after several members had
addressed the House on the subject, moved
the iundefinite postponement of the resolution
agreed to.

On motion of Mr. Goode of M., the bill de-
fining what property shall be assessed by the
Commissioners of the Revenue for taxation,
was taken up on its third reading.

Mr. Miller, of B., offcred the following as a
ryder thereto:

All manufactured articles, in the hands of
the m,auufuctuner shall be exempt from taxa-
tion.’

‘I'ne Speaker decided that, under a rule
which forbids more than one ryder to be of-
fered to a bill, the motion of Mr.” M. could not
be entertained—one ryder (that of Mr. Lewis,
on Wednesdav) having been rejected.

A motion was then made to reconsider the
vote which rejected the first ryder; but the
House refused to reconsider.

The question then recnrring on the passage
of the bill, the ayes and noes were demunded
and resulted—ayes 81, noes 57.

Aud thus closed the labors of the House
on n biil which has occupied the chief portion
of its time for more than three weeks.

SUBMARINE VESSEL.

The New York Journal of Commerce states
thaton Monday last, a trial was made of a sub-
marine vessel, the invention of Mr. Lambert
Alexandre. The trial was madein the chanuel,
uear the entrance to the dry dock of the navy
yard. Shortly after 1 o’clock, the mahcine, with
a party of three persons, descended to the bot-
tom, and after remaining eleven minutes, a sig-
nal of recall was given. Three winutes after
this the vessel appeared upon the surface—
making the total period of submersion equal
to fourteen minutes. The depth of water was
about twenty-five feet. The Journal states that
all present were satisfied that Mr. Alexandre
had complete control over his massive ma-
chine. Whether it will be able to perform all
the services promised by the inventor, remaims
to be tested by more thorough experiments.

AN IMPORTANT STATEMENT.

FBANCE, ENGLAND AND BeLGIUusm.—The Paris
correspondent of the London Mercantile Gazette,
notices a remarkable and singu'arly significant
change in the tone of Napoleon's official organ, The
Moniteur, upon the question of war with England
For some time past, the Elyseean oracl: has talked
constantly of a collision between the two countries,
us an improbable event, but an event nevertheless,
which “the calumnies inserted by the]foreign cor-
respondents of English newspapers, and tkeir au-
dacious falsehoods,” might one day precipitate. But
of late the tune has changed. What was ull war be-
fore is peace now, and the “Moniteur” announces
to the world that Louis Napoleon thinks of nothing
+but the internal improvements of France, and
yearns to promote peace and good will between
nstions. This change of language, (says the Ga.
zette,) is too remarkable to be without some strong
cause, and that cause is said te be embodied in the
facts, authentically stated, as follows :

Within the last few days a dispatch has been
communicated to the French government, from the
government of Great Britain, to the eftect that, in
the event of asingle French soldier entering the
Belgian territory, the city of Antwerp, with its cita-
del and the forts on the Scheldt, would st once be
occupied by an Engllsh army of 10,000 men. It has
been at the same time announced that the English
occupation would be accomplished with the ex.
press sanction and coucurrence of all the great
powers of Europe, inciudi~g Russia. It appears
that the Russian government,in giving its consent
to this important measure, made it a special condi-
tion that King Leopold should at once dismiss »ll
th2 Po'ish officers inh's service—a condition which
was at once complied wich.

This is certsiuly & substantial reason for the pro-
clamation of pacific professlons in the Moniteur.
Commenting upon the above picces of news the
Gazelte remarks:
“Itisto be hoped that the lesson afforded by the
events of the last fow weeks will not be thrown
away upon the people of England Aslong as Eng-
land was passive and un?mparod. the danger to the
peace of Europe was imminent. As soon as she
showed that she was preparing to megt the danger
that she was buckling on her armour—the danger
itself disappeared. Let England, however, not re-
lax in her vigilance, for she has a dangerons enem{
to deal with—one who not only considers himself
bound to restore the French empire to its former
extent and power, but one who thinks himself ca-
able of doing so. Let her remember, too, that
ouis Napoleon is a man of fixed ideas. He post-
oues but never abandons his projects, however
Kopek‘sa they may appear for the moment. His
pacific professions are good for to-day; but beware
of putting too much faith in them, as respects the
future. At preseuf Euprope is coales: against
Imperal ideae; but Louis Napoleon “bides bis

LOCAL MATTERS.

BuiLpne Assoctations.—We remarked towards
the close of the articlé in Wednesday's paper, on
thi= subject, that the stimulus to carry out the de-
sign of thess Associations was very grest—inas-
much as by a very small addition to the amount
which a person of swmall means pays for rent, he
would be enabled to becoms the owner of the dwel-
ling he ivhabits in a few years. To illustrate this—
one of the benefits only resulting from the scheme—
by figures:—A, for inst , lives on Shockoe Hill
and pays a rent of $150. The house in which he
lives, together with the lot, may be bought for
$2000--the seller requiring $500 to be paid down,
and leaving the remainder on bond and mortgage
A, baving a thare in the building Association, may
redeem it at a premium of $100, receiving $500 —
He then purchases the house, the Association being
sati:fied that the house will fully reimburse them
for their advance, in case A should fail to pay them.
Fixing the monthly dues at $3.00 and interest at six
per cent. a year, we will have the following result :
Monthly dues on one share,........ $36.00 a year.

Interest on one share redeemed,
“ on unpaid balance $1.500
Insurance,taxes and repairs on house, 50.00

Total o cvsnnimsnacnonsen 821200 “

Thus it will be seen that, allowing the Association
continues in existence eight years, A, by paying on-
ly 866 a year more than he would have paid his
landlord, ac'ually has paid above one-fourth of the
cost of the houseand lot by the time the Associa-
tion dissolves. This rule applies with equal force
to property of less value and of less rent, where
the ehares are fixed at from $200 to 8400 in val-
ne, and the monthly dues attwodollars. We have
merely given the above illustration of the workings
of an Association, and the result of the expendi-
ture of five dollars and a half a month in addition
to the rent paid. By having an iuterest in one of
these Associations the working man, who is now
content with paying his rent and expending bis lit-
tle surplus money very oftea for unnecessary tri-
fles or luxuries, i3 laying up a fund, as it were, ina
savings bank,whieh will bring him in a good reward
inthe future. Itshould be recollected, also, that the
shareholder who bas redeemed his share has an in-
terest in the very premium which he pasid—because
the premium enables the company to attain their ob-
ject and dizsolve $oner than they otherwise would;
and thus lessens the amount of his dues, and in like
manner he enjoys the beneiit of other premiums
paid in.

Tkre aggregation of these small capitals, as we sta-
ted in our last article, in this manner, furnishes the
membera of the Association with loans which, as a
general thing,are conferred oulyby capitalists upon
men of property
