The Cuban Prisomers to the Public.
At a meeting of the Jiberated Cuban prison-

ers, held at the North American Hotel, on the

16th inst.,, Mr. Thomas Hudnall, in the Chair,
the following preamble and resolution waus
adopted :—

Whereas in view of the many publications
and remarks which have been made concern-
ing the object of, and the individuals who com-
posed the Cuban expedition, calculated to
detract fiom their character, therefore, be it

Resolved, That a committee of three, be ap-
pointed by the President, subject to the appro-
val of this meeting, to make some publication
in answer to the above named articles and re-
marks, for the purpose of showing their object
in engaging in the enterprise.

The President appointed Messrs. John G.
Bush, James D. Baker, end S. H. Purnell, to
constitute said committee.

In view of the opprobrious epithets con-
tained in the remarks of Aldermen Sturtevant
and Denman, the Cuban prisoners have deemed
it advisable, through the undersigned, their
committee, to notice such of those remarks as
have a_direct tendency to cast a stain upon
their hitherto fair character. We have seen.
with deep regret and chagrin, the harsh, un-
feeling, and detracting language used in rela-
tion to ud, the survivors of the late unfortunate
expedition. Messrs, Startevant and Denman
have not spared the English lauguage to brand
and hold us up to the public gaze in the black
est and most perfidious characters. They have
applied to us the titles of some of the greatest
crimes contained in a Newgate calendar.—
They call us little less than pirates, and not
entitled to the sympathy of soldiers; rogues,
vagabonds, who “left their country for their
country’s good ;" who, if they had never re-
wrned, would have rendered an essential ser-
vice to their country. The 7%imes has also
chimed in, and leut its equivocal voice to the
vote of these uncharitable Aldermen. This
paper does not exactly call us “rogues and
vagabonds, who left their country for their
country’s good,” but says, that the universal
sympuathy felt for us by the people, proves the
contrary ; but it charges us with havirg vio-
lated the laws of our country, and considers
us in the light of criminals, undeserving of the
assistance of our countrymen. it also objects
to our wearing badges, ““in memory of our lost
comrades”; stigmartizes us as public beggars,
aud advises us to obtain some honest employ-
ment, and “work out our own salvativn with
fear and trembling.”

In the first place, we assume it as an axiom,
or sell evident truth, that what these two fate
bellied, epicurean uldermen inay have said, in
the heat of discussion in the council chamber,
is not an axiom or self-evident truth; but on
the conirary, we think, that these gentlemen
may have been so influenced by their preju-
dices and political inclinations, as to lead them
to step beyond the bounds of truth, nay, to
degenerate into mean and downright false-
hood. Forinno otherlight can we view the
opprobrious calumuies they have thrown out
aguinst us. We deny the charges, and pro-
nounce them base and slanderous libels. We
are extremely sorry that we are forced to say
so; but we could not, in duty to ourselves and
those who have formed wmore fuvorable opin-
ions of us, pass this “fell swoop” at our
characters and all that is dear to us on earth,
viz : our repulations, without at least a denial,
and some litile defence of ourselves.

We are not “pirates,” neither did we go to
that beautiful island, which has been oppress-
ed for years by a galling tyranny, as thieves,
plunderers, murderers, &c., which these gen-
tlemen have been pleased 1o style us. No
one’s property was violated—no life taken,ex-
cept in gelf defence and in houorable combat;
the rights of all were respectad—those of ene-
mies equally with those of friends. In fact,
such was the nature of the enterprise, thata
general order was ssued the first day of our
landing, by General Lopez, procleiming that
the first man caught thieving, or guilty of any
act of atrocity, should be summarily punished.
Even at Los Posas a guard was stationed over &
paltry quantity of mengo fruit.

We went to the Island of Cuba for the noble
purpose of assisting the inhabitants of that
beautiful isle to throw off’ the galling yoke of
tyranny. This was the true, und not the os-
tensible purpose of the expedition. Ourobject
was to aid the unfortunate Creoles in their
efforts to emancipate themselves frum the
thraldom of despotism. Assoon as we landed
upon the 1sland we unfurled the ﬂag of Liberty,
and offered peace, plenty and happiness to the
down trodden people of Cuba. The Times
states that we have violated the laws of our
country. True; but what was said of our
noble ancestors when they struck the firstblow
for the great cause of human liberty, and de-
cided 10 rebel against the tyrasnic power of
the mother country.

We have all read, while the warm blood
thrilled through our veins, and caused us to
wish for amopportunity toimitate their exam
ple, the eloquent encomiums passed upon the
brave and generous Lafayetie, De Kalb, Steu-
ben, Kosciusko, and other valiant foreigners,
who vio:ated the laws of their country in gal-
lantly rendering aid to ourforefathers in the re-
volutionary struggle for inaependence. When
the first guus were fired at Concord and Lex-
ington, in behalf of universal freedom, were
not our ancestors stigmatized as rebels, mur-
derers,&c.? Was not the patriotism, gene-
rosity, and valor of Lafayette and his brave
colleagues lauded to the skies, after the god-
degs of liberty hud extended her balmy in-
fluences over this land of peace and plenty?
But sach is the incongistency of frail human
nature, that had our efforts on the part of liver-
ty proved successful, we would also have been
extolled in the highest degree.

A BLCODY AFFRAY~ SEVERAL PERSONS KILLED.
The Louisville Courier, contains the following ac-
count of a horrible affair which took place in Lancas-
ter county, Ky., on the 14th instant:

‘,Laet evening, about five o’clock Kussell Hill,
Isaiah Hill Frederick Hill, and twoor three boys
ons of Isaiah and Frederlck, were returning home-
ward from Teetersville, accompanied by Dr. O. P.
Hull, of this place; just as the party got oppositeto
a tobacco house, (which had been {ortified,) on
Scott’s Fork of Sugar Creek, they. were fired upon,
and Ruesell Hill fel', mortally wounded. His
brothers and nephews hestened to his essistance.—
The fire from the house still increasiug, be re-
marked, “You can do me no good, boys: they have
killed me;do the bestyou can,” and expired. The
Hilis then charged upon the house and Isaiah was
zilled just as he was getting overthe fence. The
door of the house wase forced by the remainin,
Hills, and the fight continued with short arms an
bowie-knives. Jobn Sellers was ehotby a son of
Isaiah Hill, (12 or 14 years of age)and fell and ex-
pired after having received five cther shots through
the head. Wm. Crismaa was shot by the same
boy, when in the act of stabbing Frederick Hill with
a bowie-kuife. Crisman died, having on his body
one pisto! shot and fifty-three wounds inflicted with
& knife. A mesn by the name of Alverson, and
another by the name of Samuel Sellers, (of the
house party,) were slightly wounded.

Twe ot the boys (Hill) were wounded with rifle

shots, and cone ot them, a myre boy, lies in a criti-
cal condition. Since dead.
Dr. Hill was not armed, and { understand did not
participate in the conflict He was considerably in
advaace of the party when the action commenced.
He is now with the wounded, ans a party have just
left'town to ascertain further particulars.”

Post OFricE EsTABLISHMENT.—The first
mail route on this side of the Atlantic was put
in operation by the colony of New York, Gov-
ernor Lovelace having established, in 1672, ¥a
post to go monthly between New York city
and Boston and back.”

The colony of Massachusetis ereated the
first post office, the General Court having, in
1677,-appointed John Hayward, “the scriven-
er,” at Boston, “to take in letters and couve
them according to their direction.” In 1711,
1he mails ran between Boston and Maine once
a week, and once a fortnight from the former
place 1o Connecticut and New York. In 1717,
there waus a weekly route from Boston as far
South as Williamsbure, Virginia, and in 1727,
a fortnightly one between Philadelphia and
Aunnapolis. ;

Sixty-three years later, in 1790, “the post
roads in the United States did not exceed in
length one thousand miles, consisting of a long
zig zag route from Wiscasset, in Maine, via
the principal towns on the Atlantic seaboerd,
to Savannah, in Georgia, with & few connect-
ing cross-posts, on no portion of which was
the mail conveyed oftener than tri-weekly, and
on a partof it but once a fortnight. The en-
rire annual cost of the service was $27,702.—
The number of post offices was uvenl_y;,-ﬁve,
and their gross yield $37,395 per ennum

At the period referred to, there were but ten
offices, yielding a revenue of over $1,000 per
annum, viz: Philadelphin, New York, Boston,
Baltimore, Richmond, Petersburg, Alexan-
dria, Fredericksburg, Noriolk and Charleston.
The smazing rapidity with _which the post
office system has advanced to its present state,
is shown by the fact thacin 1851, or only about
sixly years subsequent to the date last mention-
ed the length of routes in operation was 196,290
