The injuries sustained, at the collision of
last week, upon the Harlem Railroad, bave,
as usual, resulted fatally, in one case atleast.
John Spence, the baggage master, has died
from the effect of the contusions he then re-
«<ceived. The conductor of the train, 1s not ex-
pected to survive. The Coroner empanneled
a Jury, and proceeded to-day, to an investiga-

tion of the causes of the accident. The cul-
pable negligence of the conductor of the up-
train, seems to be the only actually cause of
blame. The investigation is adjourned until
15-mOrrow. <o ¥

MEeLascuoLy SuicipeE.—Yesterday mor-
ning a Southern gentleman, named David Kyle,
temporarily residing at No. 29 Broadway, com-
mitted suicide by cutting his throat from ear
to ear with a razor while alone in his sleeping
apartment. Deceased has a wife and only one
child, and for several months has boarded with
them at the boarding house of Mrs. Towsend.
He came home at a late hour of the night,
and was obeerved by his wifetobe rather
flighty, and go to the bureau drawer, where he
doubiless found the weapon,and before Mrs.
K. could get near him he had cut his throat.
The deceased was 45 years of age, and we
learn he leaves a fortene of some $100,000 to
his family.—N. Y. Times.
