REMARKABLE DEVELOPMENTS:
CoNCERNING THE ROBBERY oF $40,000 From
HENRY WHITTIEK, MESSENGER OF THE
TraamEs BANK orF NorwicH, CoSN.—AR-
REST oF CHARLES H. BREWER, TELLER
oF THE SUFFOLK BaNK, Boston, ETC,
Aboutone yearago, Henry Whittier,a young
man only twenty years of age, who was em-
ployed as a bank messenger of the Thames
Bunk ot Norwich, Conn., reported that he had
been knocked downon a certain night, at the
Norwich Railroad station house and robbed of
£40,000 in bills upon that bank. which were in
his possession to deliver to the Boston banks.
Since this reported robbery, the officers of the
bank have been on the lookoutfor any discove-
ry that might lead to an explanation of the
affair and the punishment of the offenders.—
At many different times, they have been on the
point of arresting some of the best men in the
community, but have withheld from doing so
on further inquiry. Within a short time past,
Charles H. i!rewer, the receiving teller of the
Suffolk Bank of this city, who is a brother-in-
law to the above named Henry Whittier, has
visited Norwich, Connecticut, and has employ-
ed Whittier and Mr Alkert Converse in ex-
changing large amountsin paper money for
gold, at Norwich. A rumor had also gained
currency in Norwich, that a person was about
to leave in a steamer from New York for
Europe, witha large amount of money; this
rumor was so well grounded as to induce the
President ofthe Thames Bank to leave for New
York, accompanied by Mr. George Bliss,
Sheriffof New London county, Counecticut;
and it appears that on_their arrival in New
York, they employed officer Robert W. Bow-
yer, of the Chief’s force, and officer William
H. Stephens, of the Tombs, t0 go with them on
beard the steamship Asia, on Wednesday,
which was anoounced to sail in the afternoon
for Europe. They found on board the vessel
Mr. Thorndike Rand, head book-keeper of the
Suffolk Bank, who had left Boston some days
before, under the plea that he hud received " a
telegraphic despatch stating that his brother
was quite ill at New York, and who had been
seen in company with Charles A. Brewer, the

New York, who was also on board the vessel.
It was also ascertained that tickets for Europe
had been purchased by both Rand and Brewer
by Albert Converse,of Norwich:

The dispatch, which appeared in the even-
ing’s edition of the Mail of yesterday, was
sent on to the president and cushier of the
Suffolk Bank of Boston, asking for an imme-
diste answer, if the bank matrers were all right,
and stating that two of the officers of the bank
were on board the steamer. Unfortunately
the disputch was not answered in season to
effect the arrest of Rand, who sailed in the
steamer for Liverpool, as it is suspected, in
possession of a large amount of funds. The
officers being only 1n pursu't of Brewer rela-
tive to the Norwich rotbery, they did not feel
authorized to detain Rand_without authority.
They however, brought Brewer to Boston,
and retained him in a rvomn over the Suffolk
Bank, after his arrival yesterday morning, till
3 o’clock in the afternoon. Meanwhile the
officers of the bank went through the exten-
sive operation of counting all the specie and
bills in the bank, and examining the accounts
wilth the city and country banks, a business
that required the labor of some fifteen or twen
ty clerks, under the direction of Mr. Jefiry
Richurdson, the President, for twenty-four
hours, in which time the astonishing feat of
making a satisfactory inquiry was performed.
The nature of this herculean task will be ap-
preciuted from the fact that the Suffolk Bank
doeg, on a capital of $1,000,000, the business
of all the other banks of the city with the
country banks. Theinquiry was pursued as
far s it could be, the ouly remaining investi-
gation being the comparison of the depositors
pass-hooks with the receiving telier’s accounts,
which cannot well be done, except at the end
of each and every month. This enquiry may
develop a fraud, but as yet no clue or suspi-
cious circumstance has been developed by the
labors of the elerke, except the fact that the
$140,000 in funds which were found in the
receiving teller’s truuk at the bank, was all in
specie excepta $1,000 bill. 4

This circumstance, taken in connection with
the fuct that Mr. Brewer, the teller, had been
industriously engaged forsome time inchang-
ing money into specie, leads to the suspicion
that it was his intention to have taken with
him in his flight this large amount, which it
was quite easy for him to have done; why he
not undertake it, is somew hat mysterious, if his
intention was to defraud the Scufiolk Bank.

GRIEF.
The Journal of Commerce has the follow-
ing upon the pathos and earnestness of grief
among the poor—who it seems, after all,

have delicate seusibilities as well as other peo-
ple:

OcHONE!—Thereisa peculiarmelody in this
word of lament which is so freqently used by
the Irish. Some one has remarked that the
English word “alone” is one of the most mel-
ancholy words in sound which any language
affords. The same remark ot course applies
to the word at the head of this article; and
those who have heard it used under peculiar
circumstances, aver that no sound of mortal
utterance is =0 mournful.

A strange contrast and a striking scene at-
tracted the attention of a gentlemun who was
passing through one of the streets in which
many poor persons reside, one pleasant day
last week. His attention was arrested by the
exclamation of despair which an Irish woman
uttered us she stood on the door stone of a
miserable house, wringing her hands and wail-
ing aloud, *“Ochone! ochone!” Before the
gentleman had time to address the woman, a
lady, young and elegantly dressed, having a
quick brighteye, anda very lovely face, paused
and seized the poor woman by the arm,and de-
manded the cause of her grief. The weeper,
not at ail astonished at the interruption, but by
the wild gleam of her eyes, seeming rather
surprised that any one should be ignorant of
the deluge which had swept over her world,
returned the gaze of the young 1ady, and ex-
claimed, “Oh, my darling little Mary is going
to be buried away from me, ochone;’ and she
prolonged the moun till it was painful beyond
endurance. 'The strangers, however, were di-
rected to what they had not before observed, a
rickety carriage standing a little way off, in
which were three man, and a smzll coffin; such
was the funeral train. It was waiting for the
mother’s grief to abate, and when the persons
in the carrriage saw herattention fora moment
diverted by the lady, they would have driven
away, but at the moment the mother ran to the
door of the carriage, opened it, and gazed, with
her shining black eves, as if she sought to
pierce the lid (and do:.btless she did) and behold
again the features of her beloved one. The
young lady (blessings be onher) advanced and
led the mother back to the house. and the gen-
tleman who had watched the whole scene in
silence, passed along. So grief reaches all
hearts. No one inthe city believes that grief
is confined to higher circles. Miseries some-
times gatber so rapidly and thicken so one on
another, that each new one effaces the last.—
But each one is none the lese terrible in itself,
and there are hearts breaking under the worn
forms of the poor in our city, with griefs that
might fail to touch the more refined souls of
those who are in higher stations. For some-
times the poor cling with more fondness to the
blessings which they have, than do those
whose good things are too numerous to be
counted; and love is a plant thatoften grows up
stronger and blooms more beautifully in hard
soil, among rocks, and when beaten about by
cold winds, than when it has the culture of a
garden and the tending of kind friends.

Tue PoeT MooRE.—The poet Moore, whom
some of the American journals have killed off
mere than once, but who was buried in earnest
last week, however idolized during his life,
was not much honored in death. Few poets
have been brought into closer association with
the high-born and aristocratie, than Moore ;
yet aill, from the Marquis of Lansdowne
downwards, were absent when his remanins
were deposited with his kindred dust. The
family doctor was present, as was the late
poet’s publisher, Mr. Longman, but, with one
or two other friends, they comprised the whole
cortege of mourners for one of the most gified
men of the present century. A prosperous
shopkeeper, with a decent connection, would
have had ten times the anount of funeral
honors, which, empty in themselves, nay nev-
ertheless be made to convey an impressive tri-
bute of respect. Nobody, of course, is to
blame ; but the fact has, nevertheless, been the
subject of comment. Latterly Moore had lived
out of the great world, which accordingly
grew forgetful of his existence. The mental
light, moreover, was extinguished before the
earthly tenement gave way, 8o lhul.hm final
release might be viewed as a_ blessing,—the
only alleviation of his sad condition being hn’-,
unconsciousneas that “the glory had departed.
