NEW JERSEY.?SIR. WEBSTER.?COM-

Friday lost, Mr. Webstf.k, wlio was in Tren-
ton, attending tiie discussion of the great IndiaRubber case, was formally received bv the
New Jersey Legislature, then in session. In
the course of his brief reply to the welcome
addressed to him, he made the following allu-
sion to the connection of New Jersey with Re-
volutionary history:

Allow me to say that there is no Stat% in the
Union?not even that in which I was born, northat in which I have so long lived, ar.d which
has honored me by maintaining me in the pub
lie councils of the country?whose soil I tr> ad
with more exciting recollections of revolution-
ary times, and the subsequent struggles of our
country, than of New Jersey. At an early
period of my life I traversed your State from
end to end, and through every spot where the
blood of Americans, and of the son 9 of New
Jersey, was spilt in thedefence of their libertyI feel a hallowed regard for those scenes. 1 feel
the deepest sympathy for the sufferings of the
men of New Jersey, and of other States, who
were obliged, in the march of the American
Army, to track a pathway of blood. It is im-possible I should forget how much, at the mostcritical period of the revolution, is on ing tothe indomitable patriotism and sufferings ofNew Jersey.

Commodore Stockton, after Mr. Webstkr
retired, was called upon for a speech, end he
complied. He nmde an tuldress, having some
remarkable points, which we deem ofsufficient
interest to cop} - . We select first his warm
tribute to Mr. Webster:

This venerated hall, distinguished so longfor the services of so many eminent men, andearly associations of the State, has this davbeen honored in a way, which, if the spirits of
our fathers hovered o'er us, wouldrejoice (hem.

Friends, if there is any thing that can excitethe mind, it is the contemplation of the affection bestowed upon the possessor of high vir-
tues and lofty intellectual attainments.

This is a proud dayfor those here assembled,and New Jersey. 1 feel it as a New Jersey-
man? a 9 a man?as a patriot and christian.?Whenever I contemplate Mr. Webster, my
heart goes in devout aspirations to heaven, that
it has endowed one of our species with such
virfue and intel'ect. It is not simply for his
manly form, that noble brow which seems
placed there as a crown by the Almightly; but
the virtue of the man. I have known him for
thirty years; I have seen him sitting among the
wise and good in the councils of the nation; I
have sat a- a boy and heard the words of wis-
dom fallingfrom those lips, which I deemed in-
spired. And 1 say it before this assembly and
before the world, that ifthere is a patriotic heart
in any man that heart is in the body of Daniel
Webster. I have heard him at various times
discourse of public affairs in private, and I have
never beard a word that might be construed
against his country or her interests, or that
should not emanate from a great and pure
man. I have seen him in the sports of the
fidid, with his gun upon his shoulder, following
my own dogs; whenever and wherever 1 have
seen him, he was the same great and pure man.

He then referred to the State of New Jersey,
her interests, and what are necessary to de-
velop and protect them. He said:

When you como to look at her history you
would be amazed at what she h:is accomplish-
ed, and astonished, at how little had been done
for her. Her immense resources are inexhaus-
tible. Her hills, filled with iron and copper
are lying deed, and they have been dragging
the money out of your pockets in conse-
quence of an eternally fluctuating revenue
system. I shall not be a beggar at their doors.
I shall not be mealy mouthed in telling them
what we want. I shall insist?that is good
democratic doctrines, at least now a-davs?l
shall insist upon dragging the iron out of our
mountains and transpoiting it to the sea
coasts. lam aware that lam about to tread
upon delicate ground, and I hope that no one
will take offence, for I mean none. Idoit on
the principle that the operations of the gene-
ral government shall contribute to the devel-
opment of your resources as they have done
for other States. I intend to get this of iron
as well of glass included in a tariff system, if
they will pass it. The question of a protec-
tive tariff was always a democratic measure in
New Jersey. The first resolution on thissub-
ject was introduced by Mr. Wilson. No one
will doubt that he was a Democrat?a man of
eminence and of worth?the leader of the
Democracy in New Jersey. But soon after
that (he party split. One side went off carry-
ing the thunder with them, and it was all the
thunder they had, and they would not let the
matter be settled, aud it became a party ques-
tion.

With an annual expenditure of $50,000,000,
staring us in the face, is there anything more
ridiculous than to talk about the vagaries of
free trade? To raise this amount it would
require 33J per cent on all our imports, and
when we alt know that this sum has been
raised, it is folly to talk about free trade.

M v politics don't hang very heavy on my
shoulders, and w hen the interests of my coun
try are at stake, I can very easily get rid of
them. I have passed the grand climacteric of
life, and can at the best have but few years to
live, and 1 live but in my children. Il l were to
consult mv own feelings only, a*d wanted to
have a good time, I wopld kick ip a row, and
would be more certain in the confusion to get
into the White House then lam now. But I
speak for my children, for my country, and I
may sav, without profanity, for my God, that I
desire peace. For here is the last asylum of
liberty;destroy it nnd where will be its resting
place ? The most important measure to pre-
serve it, is economy in the public expenditures.
Thev have increased in the last quarter of a
century from thirteen to fifty millions, and if
they go on increasing in the same proportion
fcrthe next quarter of a century, they will
amount to two hundred millions?nearly three-
fourths of the expenses of the British empire
independent of the iuterest on the public debt.
If you don't arrest that enormous increase you
will be ruined. Its consequence will be cor-
ruption, with its hydra-head und all its train
of eviis, and if they have once begun to sap
the foundation of Republican government, free-
dom is at an end.

I want to see ourcountry to coine back to
the simplicity andeconomy of the days of Jef-
ferson. It is not the money I regard, but its
consequences?corruption aud other evils.

These may seem queer sentiments coming

from me, if I did not belong lo the young and
progressive' school. I was brought up at the
leet of Gamaliel?l waa brought up in lha
struitest sects of Federalism. My father was
a Federalist. I waa one. He waa the compeer
of Washington end of H«Milton and other great
men of thoae times. He loved them when 'hey
lived and loved their memory when dead, and
it waa hie religion lo follow in lha footsteps
of Washington wherever «hey led. If 1 bad
lived in those duvs 1 should have done aa they
did. A purer band ofpatriots and more honest
men never lived. Perreonial flowersaball ever
blossom on their grave.-- Thoae are the men
whose principles are my *mneipl«.

Standing here and looking forward for mvchildren and iny country, there ia not thatdanger now which then existed?there is nodanger of a dissolution of the Union. Theonly danger now is from a consolidation of
the states, producing expendituresofan enor-mous amount, which tend to the downfall ofrepublican government. The powers of thegeneral government should never be ?tre«ched. Everything possible should be left to thedirection ofthe State. Its powers sbouia neverbe elonzwed or spread, but its operation,should bcTonnned within the compass of thatsacred volume, the Constitution. Our effortshould be to disembarrass and relieve the Go-vernment from the opportunity of expendi-
ture.

The following statistical comparisons be-
tween the cities of Philadelphia and New York
were read at a meeting held in Philadelphia,
on Thursday, of persons favorable to a con-
solidate of that city and the Districts into
one municipal government:

The county of Philadelphia, from one ex-
treme to the other, extends about twentv threemiles, and has an average breadth of aboutfive and one-half miles. It comprises one city,seven incorporated districts, live boroughs,'and a populationof about four hundred and
ten thousand souls, ofwhich obly 121,417 arein the city proper. The city ahd seyen in-
corporated districts are, to a great extent
compactly coveredwith houses, have the ap-pearance of unity, and contain about threehundred and forty thousand souls. The' re-
motest point of the county from the StateHouse is about fifteen miles. The city ofNew York embraces the whole Island of Man-hattan, extends fourteen miles in length, andhas an average breadth of about one and a
half miles. The rural parts of the island con-tain only the ancient and small villages ofHarlaem and Manhattanville, and the entire
city a population of about five hundred and
fifteen thousand souls. The funded debt ofthe city and county of Philadelphia is aboutnine millions of dollars. The funded debt ofthe city ofNew York is about eleven millions
of dollars. The ratio of tax paid for corpora-
tion and countypurposes varies in the various-
municipalities, but may be fixed at $1.31 per
cent, of value; while in New York, for like
purposes, it is everywhere, not including therural parts, $1.13^.

Death and Bequests of a Wealthy
Man.?We learu from New York papers that
Ephraim Holbrook died at his residence, inthat city, a few days ago. lie was born at
Albany. Thirty years ago be became partnerand principal manager of the New York branch
of the house of Parish, Holbrook & Co., at
Charleston. He lived afterward in New York.He retired from business and went to live atHvde Park,but latterly occupied a cottage inFourth avenue. New York, and employedhisleisure in financial operations in Wall street,by which he made the principal part of the
$400.0(10 which he left behind him. He had
no children, but adopted a little girl as a daugh-
ter, who married a Mr. Lee, and went with him
to the West. Lee died, and Mrs. Lee went to
Connecticut to live. She had a son,to whomMr Holbrook bequeathed $10,000 or $20,000.He left a jointure to his wife, and the balance
?being about three-fourihs of the whole,(three hundred thousand dollars)?he has be-
queathed to charitable an religious institutions,
the Bible Society, the Tract Societv, and several others.

The trial of VV. B. Radclifl", for the murder
of David ftoas, at Milwaukee, was brought to
a close on Tuesday night, and at 3 o'clock on
the following morning, the verdict wasbrought
into court.
