REALLY! INDEED! IMPOSSI-
BLE!

Daring: a prolonged summer sojourn withkind friends resident in a quiet country town,
we became quite interested in the tactics of
the neighbors, und acquainted with their
social condition.

"I think we have almost exhausted our
visiting round," said our hostess, Mrs. Smi|h,
one morning, as she replenished her car-case, "with the exception of Really, Indeed,and ImpottibU, to whom we must introduce
you.
