BREACH OF PROMISE OF MARRIAGE.

Lucas sued William Blakey. The declaration
stated that the defendant promised to marry the
plaintiff, and that bhe broke his - promise by
marrying another woman. Defendant pleaded
that he had never promised at all. Mr. Ather-
ton stated the case. The plaintiff was a young
woman, (wenty-two years of age, and of con-
siderable personal attractions. She resides at
Lockw. od, near Huddersfield, with her moth-
er, who is the widow of Mr f.ncu,l house-
painter. The plaintiff is & milliner, and the
defendant is a cloth-finisher at Huddersfield.
In the lpnns of 1849 Mrs. Lucas resided in
Huddersfield, andit was then that the defen-
?i‘ﬁm firstbegan to pay attention to the plain-

He applied to- Mrs. Lucas for her consent;
»on making some inquiry as to his charac-
ter, she granted it, the defendant declaring fhe
was cincere, and that,in seeking a; wifeg he
did not want a elive but a companion. He
was not in quest of a fortune, and he had more
than once declined the_opportunity of marry-
ing with a fortune. He cominnec{ to pay his
addresses to the plaintiff from May, 1849,
down to November in ‘last year; and in the
latter month he, in-g manner that appeared to
aggravate the chaigcter of his conduct and its
injustice, without @aking any communication
whatever to the plaintiff, or her mother, orany
member of her family, contracted marriage
with a Miss Lister, and he did not disclose that
fact until concealment became impossible.—
The defendant had written several letters to
the plaintiff, the first of which was dated June
15,1849:
- “Dearest Hannah. You will think 1 have
forgotten you altogether, but I assure you,
love, I have not; for with the poet, I can truly
exclaim,
‘Absence makesthe heart grow fonder I"”

[Laughter.EIn another letter he wrote: “Nev-
er was the sign of aninn more weleome toa
weary traveller than yourletter, which I re-
ceived on Sunday last, was to me. AsItrac-
ed the characters, [ could almost imagine that
I heard your sweet voice repeating the words
it contained. the sound of which still echoes
in my ears like distant music.” [Loud laugh-
ter.

In a third letter the defendant stated that
the plaintiff was dearer to him than his own
existence, and signed himself *Your affection-
ate lover, William.”” These werespecimens of
the defendant’s letters in se; but he after-
wards found that he could not dojustice to his
subject in' prose, andtherefore he resorted to
the sublimities of poetry. He then addressed
her in the following acrostic:

“W hen wilt thou return, my love?
I mnnocent as theturtle dove,
L ike thatlambkin full of play,
L. ightly skipping on the va
1 n the groves waere war ilers sing,
‘A 11 harmenious to the spring,
M ay we jumn the joyful ring.

[Laughter.] 'After this the defendant re-
turned to prose again, and then he broke out
in another poetic strain similar to the above:
