Gault »«s subsequently examined and com-
milted to jail. The Sun says:

During the examination, Gault behaved
mote like a demon than an intellectual being.
Me persisted in smoking a very common and
offensivecigar, and repeatedly swore, taking iu
ia;ii the name of the t'reator, notwithstanding
the justice rebuked him severely. He is a
fellow oflow statureand deeply pocked mark-
ed. He seemed perfectly callous to his fate,
ami begged the justice to seod him to jail.

Ou Monday morning at one o'clock, the
wounded man was about breathing his last,
surrounded by his weeping family.
