ABBOTT'S LIFE OF NAPOLEON?THE
BATTLE OF LODI.

There is now in course of publication a life
ofthe Emperor Napoleon by the Revd. Mr.
Abbott, a gentlemanofsome distinction in the
literary world. We can hardly be induced to
believe that a parson is the beet person in the
world to write the life of a great warrior, es-
pecially ofsuch a warrior as was the remarku-
ble person whose life he has undertaken. The
book is accordingly, us far as it has gone, a
rhapsody rather than a history. The style is
exaggeiated, the sentiments are often absurdly
awollen, and there is a sort of cant running
through the whole that renders it, to our taste,
supremely disgusting. Not Mrs. Gaines her-
»elf(we beg pardon for introducing the name
ofa lady, and should not have done so but for

her own apparent willingness to keep always
before the public) could have discoursed more
eloquently, or if the reader choose, more ridic-
ulously upon the horrors of war than he has
done. Yet he is relating actual occurrences,
sot preaching a sermon to prevent any ol these
horrors from taking place. Ifhe undertakes to
write a hitiory,surely he ought to inform him*
aelfbeforehand ofthe fact that cannon bulls will
hill?that shells will destroy houses and their
inmates?that men when they go to war mean
t»hill eacb other?and thata battle must inev-
itably result in a vast deal of wholesale murder.
AU this, we say, ought to be known to the his-
torian, aswell as to the moralist; it is known,
weshould fancy, toevery human being. The
folly of many wars, and the trickednex* of all,
when the preceptsof ourSaviour are taken iu-
to consideration, cannot be a subject of(Joubt
to any man who is a christian, that is to say,
wbo has been educated in a christian commu-
nity. Why, thee, when writing the life of a
man whose whole reputation is grounded upon
a continual violation of the commandment,

**Thou shalt not kill," preach everlastingly
about the fact tbuthe actually did kill T

This, however, was not what we aimed at
when we commenced this article. Mr. Abbott
?eeina to have been at Hale trouble in obtaining
his facts, and the consequence is that they are
not always of the "first water." His,account
»f the battle of Lodi, for instance, seems to
have been taken entirely from Scott's life of
Napoleon, nor does he appear to have consult-
ed any other. He states that the loss of the
French atLodi was two thousand. Napoleon
?tated it at two hundred, and it is literally itu*
possible that it could have been much larger,
if all the circumstances stated by liimeelf, and
neversince contradicted, are true. Those cir-
cumstances wehave betore spoken of; but as
they are of lasting interest, we do not hesitate
to repeat (Item.

The French army had beaten the Austrians
in one or two battles, and were attempting to
eat them off from Miian. The river Adda lay
between them and Milan; and the town of
Lodi (an ancient city ofmiddle-age celebrity,
the name being corrupted from the two Latin
worda 'Laus Dei,') offered the point at which it
waa most convenient for both parties to cross.
There was a bridge across this river, and the
Austrian* having crossed it, it was of great im-
portaoce to theia to cut it down, aud leave the
tmmy on the other side. The French, on the
raatrary, did not wish themto cut it down.
lathe mean time they had brought thirty pie-
les efartillery tobear upon it, but they placed
heir infantry and cavalry so far in the rear of

But to magnify the lose of the French, now
elements have been introduced. Sir Walter
Scott, drawing on bis imagination for his
facts, talks about a desperate fight that took
placeafter the French had crossed, fee. There
was no such a fight, or at least if there was,
Napoleon has said nothing about it. He de-
scribes the battle aa a simple rnsh forthe guns.
They were seized, and the enemy gave it up.
As for the operation of Beaumoot.whocrossed
with his cavalry below, at a ford, to turn the
flank of the Austrians, Napoleon attributes no
part of the successof the action to it, though it
mighthavebeen rendered very formidable. But
Beaumont either lacked courage to execute it
aa he should have done, or he had not the in-
telligence necessary to the occasion. He did
nothing, and Napoleon was so provoked with
him, that in allusion to him, he wrote to the
Directory say ing "Send me some Generals lor
the cavalry, who do notpride themselves upon
making skilful retreats."

Another mistake of a fact personal to Bona-
parte, himself, in connection with the battle of
Lodi, l.as been fallen into by this writer. We
recollect having seen lives of Bonaparte, writ-
ten many years before he ever went to St. He-
lena, in which he is represented as seizing
the colors at the bridge pfLodi. Those prints
had become socommon that they induced Dr.
O'Mearo to inquire of the banished Emperor,
at St. Helena, whether it was at Lodi, or at
Arcole, that he seized the colors. His reply
was, "at Arcole, and not at Lodi." It is shame-
ful in a biographer, writing the life of a man
so celebrated, not to be apprised of a fact so
notorious, or, if apprised, tosacrifice the truth
so palpably to a taste for dramatic exhibition.

GUANO.
The Washington Republic says :
We have received from the Hod. Joan D. Free-

man,of Misfissippi, a note enclosing an
statementof the nature, supply,use,and cost ofthe
article kaown underthe name of guano,extensively
used as a fertilizer in some counties of the State of
Maryland. This statement it trom the pen of the
Hod. Allen Bowie DavU, ot Montgomery county,
Maryland, is addressed to theHon Joseph S. Cott-
man, of the same S.ate, and been prepared.it
would seem, at the request of Mr. Freeman, who
proposes to apply ;hi-> fertilizing agent to the ex-
hausted lands of the State of Mississippi. The Pe-ruvian guauo is stated to oe the best of the various
kinds imported ; and it is believed that the first car-
go ever imported int;the United States arrived in
the city of Baltimore inthe year 1844. Mr. Davishas an exaltrd opinion of the virtues of guano, and
suggests i hat it should oe sowed on poor lands ata
depth of not less than four inches, though some
farmers, he says, think that eight or ten inches is
not too deep. Moisture is found by experience to
be necessary to its full development, and it is well
to mix a peck of plaster ofParis with a bag of the
guano weighing one hundred and sixty pounds. It
is found by experience greatly to stimulate the
growth of wheat, corn, rye, oats, buckwheat, and
garden vegetables.

We shall be happy to give this interesting docu-
ment iu lull at an early period,if the demands upon
our columns will admit of it.

Remarks. That Guano is a wonderful ferti-
lizer, there can be no doubt. That there are
persons who have failed in the application of
it, to particular tracts of land is likewise true.
To such persons we say try it again. Proba-
bly succeed belter the next time, and
wecun give you a very substantial reason for
hoping that such may be the fact. Listen
awhile,and we wjll tell you why we thiuk so.

There is hardly a reader of the Dispatch*
who has not heard of Air. Richard Sampson*
of Goochland, one of the best?we suspect the
very best?of Virginia farmers. We beg par-
don of the gentleman for introducing his name
into the public prints, but his example is con.
sidered of so much value among farmers, that
we do it for the sake of that class of the com-
munity. Well, as we were going on to say,
we happened to be at Mr. Sampson's house a
short time since, and rode with him into his
lower-grounds. He, it is well known, is a man
who always gives every new suggestion with
regard to farming a fair trial. He tried the lime
and he thought it failed to have the proper ef-
fect. He tried the guano on his thin land, and
it acted like a charm. At the same time, from
the same cargo, and under the same circum-
stances, be tried it on his low-grounds, and it
had no effect at all. Very rationally,we think,
he came to the conclusion that nature did not
intend that the low land should bericher than
it was?that it had reached the maximum of
its fertility?and he determined to waste no
more guauo on that portion of his plantation,
but to scatter it all on his high land. It hap-
pened, however,that he had a remnant left last
year, and he scattered it on about half an acre
of his low.grounds, just by way of an additional
experiment, or it might be by way of getting
rid of it. He was amazed at the result. There
is all the difference in the world in the appear-
ance of that part of the field which is guanoed,
and that which is not. He is utterly unable to
account for the reason why it should have
failed so entirely before, and succeeded so tho-
roughly now. He thinks he must have made
some blunder, but he cannot tell what it was.He says that it has determined him to make
another experiment with the lime. Mr. Samp-
son isright beyond all doubt. A great fertili-ser may, by possibility, fail, at one time, and
aucce«d at auother.

WHIG STATE CONVE«TION-2*o MT.
Pursuant to adjournment on Wednesday

night, the Convention assembled yesterday in
the African Church, at 11 o'clock.

Th» Committee appointed the previous eve-
ning, on permanent rnlea for the government
of the proceedings ofthe Convention, reported
in favor of the rulea ofthe House of Delegates,
ao far aa applicable. The Convention adopted
the rulea recommended, and proceeded to bu-
aineaa.

In obedience to a resolution offered the pre-
vious day by Mr. R. E. Scott, of Fauquier, the
several delegations from their respective Con-
gressional districts, proceeded to announce the
name of the gentlemen who bad been select-
ed by said delegations to form a committee of
fifteen to propoae resolutions expressive ofthe
principles or "platform" of the Whig party,
for the adoption of the Convention. The re-
sult was the choice of the following gentle
men for said committee :

Messrs. Joseph Segar, D. Saunders, Andrew
Kennedy, Harrison Robertson, Jas. M. Pres-
ton, J. H.McCue,Charles W. Russell, Robt.
E. Scott, John Ward, B. H. Nowlin, and five
others whose names the reporter's ear could
not catch.

The recommendations were adopted by the
Convention.

Mr. Scott, ofFauquier, moved that his reso-
lution, offered and considered for some time the
day before, be now taken up. Agreed to.

The resolution was read as foliows
Resolved, 'I'hat the several delegations from

the several Congressional districts recommend
to the Convention suitable persons for electors
and assistant electors in their respective dis-
tricts, and for assistant electors in the counties
composing the same. And that they further
recommend two delegates and two alternates
from each district, to represent the Whigs of
this State in the Whig National Convention.

On motion of Mr. John J. Jackson, the reso-
lution was amended so as to authorise the ap-
pointment of three Electors from each district
and three Alternates.

Mr. Tyree Maupin, of Rockingham, offered
an amendment, proposing that the Delegates
to the National Convention be chosen by the
people in Convention, in each Congressional
district, instead of the tnunner proposed by the
resolution of Mr. Scott.

Mr. Maupin advocated, in aspeech of some
length, the adoption of his amendment. He
wus in favor of taking a lesson from the Demo-
crats in regard to the mode of appointing dele-
gates. Cail meetings and stir up the people
on the subject of the next Presidential elec-
tion. It was the only way to enlist them in the
cause ttud get them to work. He w«s opposed
to the Convention doing that which he believed
properly belonged to the people?the selection
of their own delegates to the National Conven-
tion.

Mr. W. 11. Macfarland followed on the same
side, and in opposition to the adoption of the
resolution of Mr.Scott. He was decidedly in
favor of the people selecting their own dele-
gates to represent them in the National Con-
vention.

Mr. lmboden, of Augusta, was in favor of
the appointment of delegates by the Conven-
tion. The people in many counties could not
get up meetings in time to select delegates.?
He did not believe the Convention had the
right to transfer the choice back to the people.
It hud been the practice of Whig Conventions
of Virginia to appoint their national delegates.
The people had sent their delegates here
again to perform that duty ; and, moreover,
he did not believe the people would have time
to hold their meetings throughout the Com-
monwealth, and get up Conventions to select
delegates.

Mr. Scott of Fauquier, was wholly opposed
to the district mode of appointment, and pro-
ceeded at length to enumerate his objections
thereto. The interval between this time and
the assembling of the National Convention was
too brief to afford the requisite time for the ap-
pointment of delegatesby district conventions.
The Convention had appointed a committee
to perform the important duty of expressing
the principles of the Whig party, and he
thought that Committee should have the less
important duty of recommending delegates for
the National Convention. He did not view the
selection by the Convention alone, bat by the
districts as here represented by their delegates
for that purpose. He was opposed to copying
after his political opponents in this, aud nearly
all other respects. He believed the appoint-
ment of delegates at this time was desira-
ble to produce harmony at home and harmony
in the National Convention in reference to the
sentiments of the great Slate of Virginia.

Mr. Scott of Powhatan, was in favor of the
appointment of delegates by the people, and
spoke at some lengthagaiust their appointment
by the Convention.

Mr. Hill Carter advocated the appoiutment
of delegates by the Convention. He main-
tained that it was evident that Millard Fillmore
was the decided choice of the people of Vir-
ginia?and he was opposed to auy proceedings
which might defeat the will of the majority.?
He was opposed to the discussiou which would
arise before the people in efforts to choose de-
legates bv district conventions. No good and
much evil might result from it. Nor did be
think the people had time before the assem-
bling of the Convention in June to act advised-
ly in the choice of delegates.

Dr. Patrick of Kanawha, Mid there were
twenty-one counties in his Congressional Dis-
trict, t|pd he believed they would all favor the
appointment of delegates liy the people. He
was willing to trust the people. Whatever
may have been the mode of appointment here-
tofore, he believed the people were the proper
persons to consider the subject, and lb«n select
delegates to represent the result oftheir choice.

Mr. McFarland again addressed the Con-
vention in reply to the objections made by the
several speakers in regard to time, Sea., See.
The National Convention, he said, would .not
meet before July, perhaps not before August;
and he maintained that thAe woe ample time
for the selection of Delegates by. popular elec-
tion. There was no reason why the Whigs
should adhere to ancient usages in regard to
mere matters of policy, unices gentlemen
could point out advantages whichbad resulted
by eueh a mode ofappointment. The experi-
ence of the past, he was of opinion, admon-
ished the Whig party of die propriety of a
change of some usages in reietence to mere
party policy, when no principle was involv-
ed. -L- '

in favor of adhering to aocient uaagea until
some better arguments than any he had yet
heardbe advanced for a departure therefrom.

The discussion was ably conducted on both
aides for two houra, when the vote waa taken
bv countiea according to the representation in

the House of Delegates, and reaulted : In fa-
vor of the amendment proposed by Mr. Mau-
pin 29, against it 89. [A result which waa
claimed by some as indicating the relative pre-
ferences in the Convention for Gen. Scott and
Mr. Fillmore.]

The resolution of Mr. Scott, providing for
the selection uf such delegates to the National
Convention as may be recommended by the
delegations from the several Congressional
Districts of the State, was then adopted.

And then the Convention, at 3} o'clock, ad-
journed to meet again at 8 o'clock, the same
evening.

NIGHT SESSION.
When the Convention met, Mr. Scott, from

the Committee of 15, reported the following
resolutions:

1. Resolved, Thatwe regard the acts of Congress,
commonly Known as the Compromise, us a final
settlement and adjustment of ibe questions involv-
ed in them, and we will consider any attempt to
disturb them, as a blow aimed at the peace ot the
country and the integrityof the Union.

2. Tnat we approve the administration of Presi-
dent Fillmoie, oeiieving that by bis wisdom evinc-
ed'in the conduct of our National Affairs amidst
embarrassing difficulties, his loyalty to the Consti-
tution,his firmness in the ma.ntenance ot the laws,
and his justregard for therights of the States, he
ha? eminentlyfulfilled our expectations, and justly
entitled himself to our continued confidence and
support.

3. That we prefer Millard Fillmore a* a candidate
for the Presidency over all other persons who have
been proposed for that high station, and if he shall
be nominated by the Whig National Convention,
the Whiga of Virginia will give him their cordial
support.

4. That the Whigs of Virginia will give the like
cordial support to any other true Whig who may
become the nominee ol that Convention, who has
stood by and does stand by the Compromise, out
and out,and r- gards it and stmds oy it with unalte-
raoie determination as a noal settlement and adjust-
ment of the measures involved in it.

5. That the wise maxims of Washington respect-
ing the foreign policy of this country, wnicn nave
been practically illustrated in the administration of
President Fillmore, ought ever to guide the Federal
Government in its intercourse with toreiga nations.

6. That the public lands are the common proper-
ty of all the Slates?that such disposition should
be made of them as will enure equaliy to the bene-
fit of all, and that an equitable portion of them in
kind, or a like distribution of the proceeds of their
sales among all the States, is not only clearly withiu
the constitutional power ot Congress, but is tae
wisest and most righttul disposition that can be
made of the common fund.

7. That whilst we are opposed, as to a Taiitf, to
excessive curies, and, as to Internal Improvements,
to lavish appropriations, we are content, by a ju-
dicious arrangement of duties necessary tor an
economical admii;istratien of the government, to
encourage our domestic iodustry, and to provide,
in time of peace, such improvements of our har-
oors and principal rivers, as may be necessary to
assureour strength withinand secure our safety
witaout.

8. Thatwe hold the uniou of the States to be a
primary obj-ct of patriotic desire and the federal
government to be indispensable to its efficiency and
permanency; as this sprung only from a compro-
mise and mutual concession between diverse iuter-
rest i,so we believe it can only be successfullyadiniuistered in the same conciliatory spirit which gave it
birth; aud we consider respect for its just author-
ity aiid acquiescence in its constitutional measures
as duties required by the plainest considerations of
national, State and individual welfare.

These resolutions were adopted unanimous-
ly, and in the midst of the greatest enthusi-
asm. \u25a0

An Electoral Ticket and delegates to a Na-
tional Convention were appointed. Also, a
Central Committee.

Stanard,are the delegates from the Richmond
district to the National Convention.

After a harmonious session of two days, the
Convention adjourned at about 11 o'clock, lastnight, 'sine die.
