WRECK OF THE BIRKENHEAD.
From theLondon Times of April 7.

Another terrible disaster has happened at
sea. At ii o'clock in ihe morning of the 26th
ofFebruury her majesty's steamer, the Birken-head, was wrecked between two and three
miles from the shore ofSouthem Africa. The
exact spot ot which the calamity happenedwn
Point Danger. Off thisPoint «lie struck upon
a reef of sunken rocks. The ship was steam-
ing eight and a half knots at the time. The
water was smooth, and the sky serene, but
the speed at which the vessel was passing
through the water, proved her destruction. The
rock penetrated through her bottom just aft the

and in twenty minutes time there
were a few floating spars and a few miserable
creatures clinging to them, and this was all that
remained of the Birkenhead. Of 638 persons
who left Simon's Bay in the gallant ship hut a
lew hours I»efore,only 184 remained to tell thetale. No less than 464 englishmen have come
to so lamentable an end.

Tiiere is no mystery about the calamity.?
We are not left, as in the case of the Amazon,
to conjecture the origin of the disaster. Justwhat happened to the Orion off the Scottish
coast, or to the Great Liverpool off Finisterre,has happened now. Ciptain Salmond. the
officer in command, atixious to shorten the run
to Algoa Bay as much as possible, and morethan was prudenj. bagged the shore too close-
]> ? Four hundred and titty-four persons haveIjst their lives in consequence of his temerity.As soon as the vessel struck upon the rocksthe rush of water was so great that the menon tiie lower troop deck were drowned in theirhammocks. Their's was the happier fate; atleast they were spared (he terrible agoov ofthe next twenty minutes. At least the man-ner of death was less painful tiiau with others,who were first crushed beneath the fallingspars and funnel, and then swept awav to bedevoured by the sharks who were prowlinglound the wreak. From the moment the shipsiruck, all appears to have been done that hu-man courage or coolness could' effect. Thesoldiers were mustered on the afterdeck. Theinstinct ot discipline was stronger even thanthe instinct of life. The men fell into place
as coolly as on the parade ground. They
were told oti into reliefs, and sent?some tothe chainpumps, some to the tackles of thepaddiebox bouts. Crptain VVright, of the9lstKegiment, who survives to relate the dreadlulscene, tells us,?"Every man did as be wasdirected, and there was not a crv or a marineramong them until the vessel tnatie her final
plunge. | could not name any individual offi-
cer who did more than another. All receivedtheir orders, and bad them carried out as ifthe men icere embarking instead of point? toItie boilohi; there was only this difference, thatI never saw any enabarcation conducted with
io little noise or confusion." Poor fellows!Had they died in battle lield, and in their
country's cause, their fate would have excitedless po.'gnant regret; but there is somethinginexpressibly touching in the quiet, unflinch-ing resolution of so many brave heims strug-
gling manfully to the last against an inevita-
ble disaster. I; is gratifying also to 2nd thatthe womeii and children were all saved.?I hey nad beeu quietly collected unuer the
poop awning, and were as quietiy got overthe ship's side, and passed iato the cutter.?i he boat stood ofi about 150 yards from theill-starred Birkenhead, and all were saved.?1 here is not the name ot a single womau orchild upon tiie list of persons who perished.?

1 lie other boats, as is usual in such cases,
were not forthcoming in the hour of ueed.??
One gig and two cutters were all that could
be rendered available. In one account we find
that when the men were ordered to get thepaddle-box boatsotit, the pin of the davits was
rusted in and could not be got out. Captain
Wright, on the other hand, tells us that whenthe tunntl went over the side it carried away
the starboard paddle box and boat, and that
the other paddle-box boat capsized as it was
beitg lowered. Ol the 184 persons who were
saved, 116 made their escape iu the thiee
bwuts which succeeded in getting clear of the
wreck.

Never was destruction more eudden or more
complete. Within fifteen minutes after the
ve?»cl struck the bow broke short off. Five
minutes more elapsed, and the hull of the ves-
sel went in two, crosswttye, just abaft the en-gine-room. The stern part of the vessel ina
mediately surged,filled, and went down. The
only hope of the survivors lay in the maintop-
mast and maintopsail yard, which still showed
above the water. There were sotne fragments
of the forcastle-deck still tontine about j there
were a few spars, und driftwood. About 43
people clung to the yard, and, after remaining?there until 2 o'clock the following afternoon,
were picked ofli by the Lioness, a schooner
which was providentially at band. Captain
Wright asserts, that of persons, more,
or lens, who were clinging to the driftwood
when iie got away, nearly every man might
hate been saved had one tf the ship's boat's
done her duty. Into this boat tb« assistant-
surgeon had got with eight men. They im-
mediately polledaway, and landed übout 15
miles from the vessel.

i be fact appears to have been, that the poor
ereaturea who were clinging to the driftwood
had been carried by the swell in the diiection
of Point Danger. There they got entangled
among the seaweed, which at this point of the
coast is thick and of immense length. Capt.
Wright's opinion is, that had not the assistant
surgeon carried off the boat, or even had the
boat pulled back tc the scene of the disaster
after landing the medical gentleman in safely,
the majority of these persons might have been
picked off the seaweed. It only remains for
us to mention here that Capt. Salmond, who
appears to have his duty alter ibe reasei
struck, has not survived the calamity. When
last seen alive he was swimming from the
stern-post of the ship, which had just gone
down, to a portion of the forecastle deck, which
was floating about 20 yards from the main
body of the wreck ; something struck him on
the back of the head, and he never rose again.
