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THE EUROPEAN NEWS BY THE ARC-

TIC.
We published yesterday a continuation of

this news. Taken in connection with what we
bad before published, it will give the reader a

tolerably lair notion of what is going on in the
Old World.

The most important item of intelligence re-
lates to Louis Napoleon. \Ye predicted long
Ego that he would make himself Emperor of
the French, and certainly our prediction seeins

in a fair way to be verified. The press already
speaks in favor of the project, and as there are
now no newspapers in France which are not
his tools, it is easy to see from whom they re-
ceive their cue. In connection with this fact,
the interview of the Bourbon heir to the crown
with a Russian Grand Duke, is significant.?
(n spite o! Russia, however, and of all the
world beside, ifLouis Napoleon be supported,
as he has hitherto been, by the French people,
be will be "Emperor of the French."

The death ofPrince Schwartzenburg is an
event of the utmost importance to Austria, to
Francis Joseph, and probablv to all Europe.
He was a roan of great ability, whose place it
will be most difficult and most important to
Supply. Theyoung Emperor is but a tool in
the hands of his Prime Minister, who is. so
far as power is concerned, the actual monarch.
A weak minister might give such a direction
to the policy of the government, as would
prove disastrous to all Europe.

The news from the Australian gold mines
throws California entirely in the shade ! For-
ty millions of dollars in one year, all in solid
gold! The mind staggers beneath the tre-
mendous reality. What are to be the results
of the new impulse to commerce and emigra-
tion which these new discoveries will give, it
is impossible tosay. It will probably turn the
tide off migration back to the East.

The French press approves of the American
expedition to Japan. The ground upon which
it is placed by President Fillmore removes all
the objections we may have had to it, and we
hope to see it succeed. All Europe is looking
to it with the deepest interest. We have all
the confidence possible in our brave tars.

OYSTERS.
We have but one objection to the ocean

steamers, und lhat is that they are fastdestroy-
ing the dclicious foo<] at the head of this arti-
cle. They carry them by the hundred barrels
to New York, and thence they are shipped in
all directions through the country. The New
York Herald says that, in November last, a
gentleman met five hundred barrels of oysters
on theii way to Wisconsin, and that they ex-
pected to reach Milwaukie in four days from
the lime when they were taken from their
beds. The Herald denounctes, with great bit-
terness, tl-ose of our countrymen who, instead
of planting thoir own beds and protecting
them, actually send their boats to assist the
Northern vessels in getting them away, thus
selling tbeir birth-right for a mess of pottage.

THE LOSS OF THE BIRKENHEAD.
This catastrophe, one of the most terrible

that has ever happened upon the ocean, seems
to have been caused entirely by the reckless-
ness of(lie captain, who, in order to arrive at his
destination a lew hours earlier than he wonld
have befii able to do by the safe and regular
route, chose to uttempt a passage full of dan-
gerous obstructions. His temerity cost the
lives of 454 human beings, who went down to
their watery gi aveß, many of them, while thev
wore fast asleep in their cells, and all of them,
before they had time to address a prayer to the
throne of grace for the salvation of their souls
It is awful to think that the heedless, headlong,
careless rashness of a single individual, should
th#s have Ihe power to destroy, in an instant'
aotnany human beings, some of them, proba-
bljTj through nil eternity.

The account given of the catastrophe by
Captain Wright, of the British Army, who
was on hoard with a party ofsoldiers, as de-
tailed bv the London Times, is most affecting.
The reader will find it on the outside page.

THE ENGLISH IN INDIA.
English encroachments in India are still in

full process. They have now managed to get
up a war with the king of Buruiah, upon what
pretext we know not, probably upon the pre-
tence that certain English subjects have been
badly treated. The English, in India, certain-
ly must be the worst treated people on the face
ofthe earth. One would think that, knowingtheir tremendous power, the native princeswould be loth to oppose them in any particular,but the contrary seems to be the fact.The papers of India speak with great exul-
tation of the powerful fleet which is about toascend the Irrawaddy, to burn Rangoon, and
appear to think that the deed »ill be a high andholy one. They furnish something like a key
to the motive of the governmentwhen they firstask, what shall we take by way of indemnity,and answer themselves by saving, a "slice of
territory!"

JAPAN.
The general impression is. that there will be

*ouie fighting at Japa?. Y\ ehope no, wi, h a] ,
oar hearts ; but if there should le, we have nodoubts as to the result. The Japanese cancontend with us no more than the Chinese-could with the English.

In thifi connection it has been asked, "Isournary now what it was during the last war?"We answer certainly, in aur opinion, it is atleaat equal to it. There is the same esprit de
cerp*, tbe mine discipline, the same courage,
and. we Kuapecf, a vast deal more of skill.?
la the event of a war with any nation on the
face of tbe eartb. we venture our words for it,
tbat tbe navy will not disgrace herself. We
hope they may not be called to exercise their
valor upon tbe Japanese ; but if they are so, we
?bail certainly hear that iliey have conquered.

THE ATLANTIC STEAMERS.
The letters by the Cunard line, and thoseby

fhe Collins line, were delivered in Washington,
and we suppose here also, on the ssme day.?
The America (Cunard) sailed from Liverpool
four days before the Arctic (Collins.) This is
one of the greatest triumphs that has yet been
achieved by the daughter over the mother. It |
indicates, we think, very fairly, the relative
excellence of the sailors and ship builders of
the two nations.

High Price or Provisions.?The New
York Herald and Washington Intelligencer,
both complain of the excessively high prices
of provisions in their markets. The Herald
quotes beef at 15 cents per pound, ham 14,
butter 30, potatoes $1.50, shad 37\ apiece, &c.,
aud attributes the scarceness to "the obstruc-
tion from the West by a long, hard winter,
protracted into spring, and other causes, which
always foice the price of provisions to go up,"
as a part of the cause. The result, it says, is
to drive away from New York some of »he
most industrious and useful of the population.
The Herald calls on the Pennsylvania farmers
to coine to the aid of the Gothamites,and save
them from starvation.

The following we copy from the Intelligen-
cer of Monday:

"At Centre Market on Saturday morning the
people met and perambulated more than usual.
They found marketing of all kinds at very
high figures, in some instances almost at war
prices. Bacon, for good pieces, stood ut 12£
cents per pound; for shoulders little else than
hone, 10 cents; beef 10 and 12 cents; butter
37J cents for anything fit to eat; cheese 15cts.
VV e are at a loss to conceive the cause of these
high prices, especially as the season of 1851
was a fruitful one, aud us no exiraordiuary ex-
portation have occurred that we know off. *

There can be no doubt that one of the
safest and inost profitable investments for time,
money, industry, and intelligence is to be
fouud in raising vegetable, dairy, nnd farm-yard
produce for the Washington Market."

The same rates of prices apply to the Rich-
mond Market, with an exception in that of
shad, which have been selling from 10 to 20
cents apiece. Butter is sold here as high as
37£ cents at retail. The Intelligencer's advice
will apply toour farmers in the interior, in re-
lation to the Richmond Market,as well as that
at Washington.

We find the prices of provisions in the Nor
folk market quoted as follows :

"Firkin butter 37ia40 cents a lb; eggs 14
cents a dozen; fo.vls 75 cents a $1 a pair; oys-
ters, of poor quality, 75 cents a gallon; shad 25
cents each; sturgeon 10al2£ cents a lb; fresh
pork 10cents a lb., and vegetables in propor-
tion.

Youthful Depravity.?On the 17th inst.
Geoige Rouse, Francis Michel and James
Cahill, youths under the age of 14,were brought
before the court of sessions at Charleston, for
raanslitughter.in killing a slave on the 22d Feb-
ruary. and George Rouse for manslaughter
in the killingof Joseph McGortv, a white lad
on the same day. In the case for the man-
slaughter of the slave, the Judges sentenced
each of them to be imprisoned for six months,
and pay a fine of §500, the extreme penalty
under the act of 1821, and in the case of the
manslaughter ofMcGorty, the court sentenced
Rouse to twelve months imprisonment, to com-
mence after the expirationofhis imprisonment
on the former case, and to pay a fine of
§100.

The Quickest Trip on Record.?The
Norfolk Beacon, of Tuesday, states that the
schooner Severn E. Parker, Captain James
Davis, sailed from Hampton lfoads on VVednes-
day last, at 11 o'clock A. M., went to New

A menage was received from the Senate, in-
forming the House of the passage of ? bill author-
izing the establishment of the Merchants'and Me-
chanics' t-'avings Bank of the City of Richmond.
(Committed to (he Committee on Bauks.)

Toe Speaker laid before the House a communi-
cation from the Board of Public Works, furnishing
the information called for by resolutions of the
House ot the 17th inat.,relative to the sale of the
Coupon Bonds of the State by the said Board; of
which, on motion of Mr. Nicolson, was laid on the
table and ordered to be printed.

A bill was reported concerning the Midlothian
Coal Mining Company.

Mr. Mt-DonUd offered the following resolutions :
Resolved, That a joint Committee, consisting of

nine on toe part of the House, and six on the part
of the Senate, be appointed, instructed to report,
Ist, The amountof real and personal properly in
the Commonwealth; 2d. The sum necessary to be
raised by taxation on said property ; 3d. To pre-
pare a bill with no exemptions, »xeept property
held by charitable and religious associations; 4th
Directing the first Auditor, when returns are made
to him by commissioners of ttje Revenue, to levy
a percentum on the returns so made, sufficient
to producethe sum necessary for the support of
government.

On motion of Mr. Martz, the resolution was for
the present, laid on the table.

The bill providing for "the election, qualification,
powers, duties, and compensation of Justices of the
J'eace, C«erka of Circuit and County Courts, Attor-
neys for the Commonwealth, Sheriffs, Commission-
ers of the Revenue. Surveyors, Constables, and
Overseers of the Poor," returned from the Senate
with various amendments, was taken up for con-
sideration.

Au amendment of the Senate, giving to the- Go-
vernor instead of the County Courts, the appoint-
ment of commissioners to superintend the election,
was, after discussion, agreed to.

An amendment of the Senate, allowing S3 in-
stead of §2 a day to Justices of the Peace, was dis-
agreed to; and an amendment of the Senate, pro-
posing to give the Commonwealth's Attorney in the
Circuit Court ofRichmond $.MJO instead of $375,
was also disagreed to; and Senate's amendment
allowingonly $100 to the Commonwealth's Attor-
ney for Henrico Circuit Court, instead of \u25a0'5150, as
provided for in the bill, was (after a speech of Mr,
Griffin against the amendment) also disagreed to.
The House having concluded action on the amend-
ments, thebill was ordered to be returned to the
Senate.
