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COMPETITION BETW ENGLAND
AND THE UNITED STATES ON THE

OCEAN.
It is very common for English statesmen to
pass compliments upon the enefgy, enterprise
and ingenuity of this country in Parliament—

s0 great that even the oldest of profane histc-
rians could ferm no conception of the time
when they were built. On goes the untiring
iron horse by the tombs of the Pharachs, und.
over catacombs where repose thousands
mummies. It seems like memﬁﬂ.l thus
to disturb the sight of so l:“, centuries. We
uld almost fear that :
:’E‘ypt. those Pharaob’s so celebrated h
scriptural history, would be rm\nd from _their
last resting places in the pyramids, to demand
who it was that was bold enough to distwrb
their rest.
The present Pasha, like his predecessor, ap-

ments, and for literary men of all descriptions
€0 join in with the press and the politicians.—
Yet there canoot be a doubt, that there exists
in the minds of Englishmen, of all classes, to-
wards this country, a spirit of deep and in*
tense rivalry, a rivalry as strong and as bitter
as though we were actually engaged A
It is fortunate for both parties, that war is not
considered quite sotrifling a matter as itseems
to have been one hundred years ago, or we
should now be engaged in mutual destruction,
both by sea and land, instead of a peaceful
struggle, which can injure nobody, and must
be beneficial to the whole world.

It seems to be, in modern times, a sort of
axiow, that the nation which rules the sea can
rule the world. From the day of the battle of
La Hogue in 1699, down to our own time, Eng-
land way be literally said to have “ruled the
waves,” according to the words of one of her
own poets. The Dutch had alréady surrender-
ed the trident,forty vears before, and the French
were heaten out of all hopes of obtaining it
from that moment. True it is, they made many
a gallant struggle afterwards, but from La
Hogue to Trafalgar,from 1699 to 1805. their

v maval history is the history of aseries of disas-
ters, such as can hardly be found on record
any where else. It was not until the United
States “set up for themselves,” that the naval
supremacy of England was shaken—that she
could be taught to believe that there might be
a time wheo she would be obliged 10 surrender
it to a younger and more vigorous rival. Paul
Jones, and Biddle, and several others, had
taught her in the revolutionary war, that it
was mach easier to beat the French at
sea, than it was to beat the Americans;
but she had forgotten the lesson until it was
recalled 10 her mind by our brilliant naval vic-
tories of 18312-'13-"14. Now,within the last few
years this contest for naval supremacy has as-
sumed another shape, and itis at this moment
going on, with an intensity of excitement fur
exceediug any which usually attends upon ac-
tual wer. We allude, of course, to the contest
for supremacy on the ocean, in plogress, be-
tween the English and American steam ves-
sels, and particularly between the Collins and
Cunard lines of steamers. The English had
the ad/antage of a fair start—they had no ri-
valry for more than ten years—they enjoyed
a monopoly of all the benefits which could be
derived from ocean steamn navigation—and it
was not until Mr. Collins entered the field that
they had the slightest shadow of competition.
He came io suddenly and quietly, and he out-
swipped their whole fleet at once.

Never was there more intense excitement in
England, not even while Wellington was gain-
ing bis victories in Spain, nor while we were
beating their frigates and sloops at sea, and
capturing their fleets on the lakes. Statesmen
of Great Britaiu evidently look upon this con.
test asa struggle for the command of the seas,
and they believe that whoever shall succeed
will be mistress of the ocean. This is proved
from 1he vast amount of money whjch has been
spemt upon the Cunard line of steamers, by
act of Parliament, and from the unusual facili-
ties of every description which have been af-
forded them. Inferences not less decided may
be drawn from the numerous obstacles which
the British authorities on both sides of the wa-
ter have thrown in the way of the Colltns line.
Plans have been resorted to, underthe patron-
age of the British government, to monopolise
oot only the mails, but the freight also, and
these plans have been conducted with so
much secrecy, so much forethought, and so
much energy, that it is paying the highest
compliment to the proprietors of the Collins
line 10 say that they have not succeeded.

Such is the character of the contest at pre-
sent. England, through all classes of her pop-
ulation, from the sovereign on the thwone to
the psasant in his hut, is alive on this subject,

_while on this side of the water, we are abso-
lutely indifferent to the issue. Tne Congress
of the United States—that body to which are
entrusted the honor and the interests of the
United States—is pertectly apathetic. En-
gaged in President making, orin a disgraceful
scramble for office, the members of Congress
know not, and care not, for the all impor-
tant isue involved in the tremendous struggle
-going on before theireyes. They see not that
the sovereignty of the seas is to be thie reward
of the party that succeeds, or if they do, itgives
them no concern. To them itis of far more im-
portance that some favorite, from whom they
may expect favors, should succeed to the pur'-
ple,than that America should be mistress of
theseas! This we regard as truly deplorable,
for should the American line be forced to go
down, we may consider the contest as decided
in favor of Great Britain, henceforth forever.

The Spiritual Telegraiph will be devoted
chiefly to an impartial presentation of the evi-
dence of intercourse between the natural and
spiritual worlds, and communications of gene-
ral interest from spirits, through whatever me-
dium and wherever they may have been given,
und however diverse the sentiments may be in
themselves, or from those held by mortals; 1o
the end that all the facts in spiritual phenome-
na, and all the sentiments expressed by spirits,
may be brought together in one sheet, and
made accessible to everv person, energizing
thought, progress and social intercourse, and
exert their influence in harmonizing and eleva-
ting the mind.

THE FRESH OF 1771 AND THE MONUMENT.

Since our article of Wednesday last appeared, a
friend has given us some further information touch-
ing the monument on the Turkey Island estate, It
was raised, not to mark the Leight of the flood, but
to commeniorate it, avd is upor ground much high-
er than any tresh has reached. It stands about a
mile from the James River, and abouta quarter of
a mile from the west shore of Turkey Island
Creek, which divides Henrico county from Charles
City. Itissurrounded by a thick growth of young
pines, the successors of the forest treea that flourish
ed in the dsys of the Randolphs, in “ The Park”"—
for a park was once there, with high palings
around it, and dun deer within—asd the name still
adheres to the place. The mouument isan obelisk,
of brick, faced with stone, originally some 25 or 30
feet high ; but the summit, to the extent ot several
feet, has'been broken off by falling trees. There are
inscriptions on three of tke faces of the obelisk, one
of which has been so worn asto be partly illegible.
Wecopy them below verbatim.
On the East Face—*The foundation of this pil-
lar was laid in the calamitous year 1771, when all
the great rivers of this couatry were swept by in
undations never before experienced, which changed
the fuce of nature, and left traces of their violence
that will remain for ages.™
On the South Face—* In the year 1772, this mon-
ument was raised to the memory of the first Rich-
ard aud Jane Randolph, of Curles, by their third
son, to whose parental affection, industry and
economy he wasindebted for their tenderness in in-
fancy, a good education in youth, and smple for-
tune at mature age."”
On the West Face—

“Oh! earth, to him indulgent be,

* % % * cest bestowed on thee,
barren hills with usetul shade,
twinkling ril's esach silent glade,
to wear a thoughtfu! gloom,
Nature’s vernal bloom.”

Among the “ chaoges in the face of nature,” al,
luded to in the first inseription, was the total disap.
pearance of an island at the mouth of the creek,
called * Turkey Island,” which has bequeathed its
name to the creek, and the estate on the main land,
now the property of Cul. Robert Pickett, of this
city. We are struck with the reflection, that in so
short a period as’ has elapsed, great physical
changes have been almost forgotten, and the pos-
sessions of a powerful family bave passed into the
hands of strangers. Littie did the * third son” of
Richard and Jane Randolph, of Curles, anticipate,
when he penred the second inscription, that the
waves of revolution in politics and legislation were
80 800n to sweep away the landmarks of cclonial
aristocracy, with the hereditary acres upon which
they were planted. A gore pleasing thought, how.
ever, is suggested by the filial piety which here
bears witness to the parental virtues of the dead,
and which commazds cur respect in epite of the
quaint violations of grammar which the writer com-
mits.

The prisoners received this communication,
that sounded forth their death-knell, with but
little manifestation . of emotion. Clements
stated that he was not disappointed. They
will be publicly executed upon the scaffold
erected beyond the extremity of Poor House
hill, about a quarter of a mile to the left of the
Poor House, this day between the hours of
11 and 2 o’clock. The sad procession will
move from the Henrico county jail at about 10
A. M., under escort of a large body of infan-
try and cavalry. Itis to be hoped that the last
dying moments of these criminals will not be
marked by disorder or turbulence on the part
of any of the thousands of spectators who may
be in attendance.

PosTPOoNED —The execation of Jordan Hatcher,
a negro slave, who was found guilty of the murder
of his overseer, William P. Jackson, which execu-
tion was to have taken place to-day, has been post-
poned uatil Friday, the 7th day of May next, the
Governor having respited Haicher for two w'eek'e’
in order to allow him further time to prepare for
his futuve final doom. Hatcher is in good health
and sound mind, and has been visited by several
clergymen of different denominations. The rumor
that he had become deranged is entirely false.

Cizcurr SurrR1oR COURT 0F LAW.—BRFORE
JupGe Crume —Commonwealth vs. B B. Beach —
Burwell Burr Beach, the famous boring buiglar,
was tried yesterday on two indictments, one for
burglariously entering Kent, Paine & Kent's dry
goods store, and steeling a large quantity of dry
goods therefiom, and the other for breuking into
the Theatre and stealing sundry musical instru-
ments Our readers, doubtless, recollect the par-
ticulars of these burglaries. For the first offence,
Beach was sentenced to three years confinement in
the penitentiary, and for the second oftence, to one
year’s confinement in the penitentiary. There was
@ third inmdiotment for bredking into Pairo's Ex-
change Office, which was not trieq, tho Cuiumou-
wealth’s Attorney probably considering that the pri-
soner had been eufliciently sentenced in the other
two indictments, entering a nolle prosequi.

Commonwealth vs. James Martin —Martin was in-
dicted for the murder of Thomas Arrigan, whom he
killed in an affray last month. It will be recollected
that Martin did not inflict the wound which caused

rrigan’s death, until aiter be had been knocked
down twice by Arrigan, and had been Xicked se-
verely by his brother, Thomas Martin. After hear-
ing the testimony and the argumeuts of counsel, the
jury retired, end at7 o'clock entered court,and an-
nounced through thelr foreman that they had been
unable to agree upon a verdict. The sheriffs were
then sworn, and the jury given in their charge.

It was proven
that the ham belonged to the cowmpany, and that
Cornelius took it over to Wosseman's store and
left it there in a bag. When taxed with the com®
mission of the theft, Cornelius at first denied it, but
some severe threats induced him to state that it
was at Wosseman's, and upon going there, Wosse-
man delivered the bag and ham up. The Mayor
ordered Cornelius 39 lashes, and held Wosseman
to bail in the sum of $300 to appear before the
Grand Jury of the Hustings Court, on the 10th day
of May next.

Those letters, ard particularly the letter from Mr.
Webster, secured him an audience with many dis-
tinguished persons, and a weicome to all the pris-
ons in England and wherever he went. He visited
8ir George Gray, Lords Asbley and Lansdowne,
and conversed with them on ths subject of his mis-
sion. The former auswered the letter of Mr.
Webster, which is now op file in Washington. He
found more liberal sentiments prevailing in Eng-
land towards this country than he had anticipated.
There was amongst those whom he visited the ex-
pression of a strong desire that our Union and
prosperity should be perpetusl. Healluded to the
practice of Eng'and seading her criminal and psau-
per population to the U. States. It was not done
by the Government, but by the wealthy persons of
England and Ireland. The owneis of Janded es-
tates would send their tenants away rather than
let them remain on their land without paying rents.
Lord Ashley is the advocate of the system,and stands
at the head of those who pursue that policy ; yet
he found him to be the devoted friend of the poor
and unfortunate, and was indebted to him for much
valuable information. Lord A. would leave his
mansion at late hours of the night and pick up
poor wandering children in the streets, take them
to his homeand afford them food and protection.
His mission was not, the speaker said, to shield
the guiity from punishment. It was to reform
them by the means of education and moral appli-
ances. He was an advocate of education to pre-
vent crime—he was in favor of moral efforts to re-
form the criminal. He was of opinion that school-
houses should be encouraged as the best weans to
avoid the necessity of penitentiaries. He wished
to prevent, and not to shield crime. It costs less
to educate, in his opinion, than to punish and to
build prisons. Mechanics complain of the unequal
competition created by the convict’s labor. Dut
what would be the cost of crime, if the convict
were not made to labor and support himself? Isit
not better, asked the speaker, that he should be
made to support himself than that the people
should be made to support him? Convicts were
obliged to eat and live as well as other people.—
But, to avuid complaint on either hand,sprevent
crime.

Moral efforts had been made with much success
in England to reform criminals. Lord Ashley,
with this view,got up a theives’ Convention in Lon-
don. Hehad become familiar with many of the
numerous rogues of that large city, and he pro-
cured an attendanc2 of more than three hundred
avowed thieves as members of his Convention.—
None were admitted by the doer-keeper until they
hud satisfied him that they were rogues, Lord A.
wus Chairman of the Convention, the proceedings
of which have been published in the speaker's pe-
riodical, printed in Boston. He related some in-
cidents of that remarkable Convention. The
Chairman selected from amongst tae members a
notorious thief, who declared that he was without
money and had no home, and gave him a £5note
to go out and get it changed, in order to test his
bonesty. He promptly returned with it, to the
surprise and admiration of the other members of
the Conveation. It proved that there was such a
thing as honesty among thieves. Various ques-
tions were propounded to the thieves in reference
to their education, habits, &c., in order to elicit
information useful in the work of refurmation ;
and they were appealed to, to answer whether they

would go to work and become good citizens, if
sowe awa were afforded them in carrying out such

a purpose. Efforts were made to touch a ike their
pride and moral sentiments, There isa chord in
the breast of every human being that can be touch
ed and made to vibrate wita wvoble and generous
impulses. Those chords were touched, and with
marked effect. He advocated what he believed to
be the true system in producing such results. He
was termed “the prisuaers’ friend,” because he
aimed to reform them by kind and moral means.—
His doctrine he believed to be embraced in the true
philosophy of religion.

While in London, he visited some of the “rag
ged schools.” In one sehool he found seventy chil
dren who had o home. They were keptthere up-
om scanty subsistence, and crowded into listle cribs
without those comforts which he believed essential
to moralinduence and instruction. If you wish to
operate ou the mind, you must pay some attention
to the body. To operate effzctually upon the reli
gious feelings, a certain degree of comfort to the
body was y. The sp took to his
house in Boston, a d=stitute convict just discharged
from the Penitentiary. He allowed him to eat at
the family table, and tried with a great degree of
succees the effect of kindness and moral persua-
sion upon him. After he left him, he fell a victim
to drunkenness, but not to further thieving. He
believed more good could be effected by kind and
moral means, than by corporeal punishment. He
was in favor of regular preaching to prisoners, and
of visiting them in their silent cells, for the purpose
of imparting moral instruction and advice. He was
opposed to sectarianism ard bigotry, and in favor
of religious toleration in the broadest sense. He
wished to see Catholics, Methodists, Presbyteriaus,
and all denominations enjoying equal privileges,
aud all uniting in the work of criminal reformation,
He visited the prisons and the hospitals of Prance,
and there saw as many as twelve hundred prisonera
inasingle prison, many on the tread-wheel, and
others moving cannon balle from place to place, as
a punishment, or for exercise. The prison houses
of England and France exceed those of the United
States in cost and proportion, but the people of
those countries admit that their Pprison discipline is
far inferior to that of this country, notwithstanding
they Lave officers whose special business it is to
visit the various prisons throughout the country
and regularly report the result of their ob-eru:
tions, in order to obtain a kaowledge, and to unite
all the advantages of prison discipline. He eulo
gized highly the numerous Catholic women he met
with in the hospitals of France, ministering relief
to the sick and dying poor. This tribute was due
to them, although he was a member of another
Church. He alluded to the large Halls of Science
which he met with in France, filled with splendid
paintings and other specimens of the fine arts, of
free access to all persons.

The speake: stated that there were in the United
States thirty thousand persons at all times in
prizon, and for the improvement and benefit of this
class of persons, he was laboring; a work in which
(as Mr. Horace Mann reminded him, « few days
ago, in Washingtoen ) he had no rival, He was the
ouly person in this country who had as yet thought
proper to turn his particular attention to the sub.
Ject. He did not believe all of the WOorst men were in
our penitentiaries. The greatest rogues are those
of the greate iug, and thus escape detection.
The big fish escape, while the little omes are
caught in the meshes of the net. There were many
men of talent and fine sense within the walls of our
