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JAPAN.
T?:e proponed expedition to Japan has be-

come the great topic of the whole civilized
world. It is. probably, the only cause in
which every nation upon the earth wishes us

to be successful, for aucces will redound to the
benefit of all.

Japan, as Mr. Webster in his instructions to

Commodore Aulick observes, is the last great
link of occan steam navigation. That estab-
lished, oursteamers, and those of all other na-
tions, may traverse the waters of the entire
gloi*, trading with whatever nation they may
pass in their passage.

The New York Herald publishes * portion
of the narrative of Capt. Galomin, of the Rus-
\u25a0ian nary, who was long a captive in Japan,
and had oveiy opportunity ofstudying the fea-
tures of the country, the genius of its inhabi-
tants, its soil; productions and manufactures.
TliC productions «f this country are extremely
diversified,for, according to Capt. G., though
its territory is comparatively limited, yet, from
the peculiarity of its position, it has every vari-
ety of climate. An enumeration of its princi-
pal productions will prove its vast capacity.?
Kice, fish, radishes, salt, cotton, silk, copper,
iron, timber, tea, tobacco, horses, ox?n, hemp,
and a tree, which they call Radzy, gold and
silver, lead, quicksilver and sulphur. To
thsse we might add coal, which is said to be
more abundant there than in any otherpart of

the world. Thus, it appears, the Japanese are
blessed witlra country, where the surface and
the bowels of the earth, not less than the wa-

ter, contribute to pour their riches into their
lap?.
If the government of the United States

should succeed in penetrating the deep veil of
mystery that has hung over these secluded
people for twenty-four centuries, that success
will form a most memorable epoch in the his-
toiy of the world- For that length of time the
Japanese have regular historical records, tho'
they lay claim to much greater antiquity, and
durin* all that time, they have been the won-
der and the subject of curiosity of the world
?the Free-Mason among the nations ?as

mysterious, as incomprehensible, as incapable
ofbetraying their secrets, as the biethren of
ths ' mystic tie." The Jesuits, whose zeal in
makingprosalytes is one of the most extraor-
dinaryfeatures of modern history, were allowed
to enter Japan in the 17th century, but they
were afterwards expelled, and a great number
of them iiiassucrc j by the infuriated natives.?
Since that time, the curtain which had been
lifted for a moment, has fallen again, and all
again is dark.

in connection with this subject, we subjoin
the letter of Mr. Webster to Commodore Au-
lisk, which we find in the New York Herald,
and which was furnished to the Senate in pur-
suance of thew- resolution of 4th of March. It
develops, in soir.e degree, the views of the
President in despatching the squadron to Ja-
pan :

Washington, 10th June, 1851. )

Com. Johs H. Aulick?Sir?The moment
is dear when the last link in the chain ofocean
steam navigation is to be formed. From China
and the East Indies,to Egypt,thence through
rha Mediterranean and the Atlantic Ocean, to
England, thencc again to our happy shores,
and other parts of this great continent; from
ourown ports to the southernmost part of the.
Iflhmus, that connects the western continents,
and from its Pacific co tat, no,th and south-
wmd as far as civilization has spread, the
steamers of other nations, and of our own,car-
ry intelligence, the wealth of the world, and
thousands of travellers.

It is the President's opinion that steps should
be taken at once to enable our enterprising
merchants to supply the last link in that great
chain, which unites all nations of the world, by
th> early establishment of n line of steamers
from California to China. In order to facili
tate this enterprise, it is desirable that we
should obtain frora the Emperor of Japan per-
mission to purchase from his subjects the ne-
cesrtury supplies of coal, which our steamers,in then cut aud inward voyages may require.
The well-known jealousy with which the Em-
pire lias, for the last two"centuries,rejected all
overtures from other nations to open its ports
to their vessels, embarrasses all new attempts
to change the exclusive policy of that court
try. ?

T'le interests of commerce, and even those
ofhumanity, demand. however, that we should
make itriotber appeal to the sovereign of that
country, in asking him to sell to oursteamers
?not the manufactures of his artisans, or the
results of the toil of his husbandmen?but a
gift of Providence, deposited by the Creator ofall things in the depths ofthe Japanese Islands,
for the benefit of the human family. ,

By the President's direction, 1 now transmit
to jutto letter to the Emperor of Japan, (withanopen copy,) which you are to carry to Jed-do,his capital, in ycur flag ship, accompaniedby us many of the vessels of the squadronunder your command, as may conveniently beemployed in this service. A Chinese transla-Vi°° j',''B 'e"er will be furnished you by theUnited States Legation at Canton and sent toyour anchorage at Hcng Kong or. Macao.At one of the iatiet places you will probablvitieotjwith a national vessel, detached by thek vn,? ?°n squadron in the Pacific, (as\u25a0 you will perceive by the enclosed copy of a

lo carr> you a number or ship-wrecked Japanese manners, who were somei!nd ag

Th« UP at sea by the bark Auck-ii , ,^T?i r"eu uVOU w,u ,ake *i,h yuu toif dellver * h"*<over to the officers ofthe Emperor, giving them through your inter-preter, the assurance that the American gov-eruainnt will never fail to treat with kindnessany of the natives of Japan, whom misfortunemay bring to our shores ; and that it exyects?titular treatment af such of its own citizenswl.o may be drivecon the coast of Japan.Tba letter of the President to the Emperorof Japan,you will deliver to such of his highofficers ishe may appoint for the purpose ol re-
ceding it. To tfietE you will explaiu the main
object of your visit.

Mineralcoai is so abundant in Japan thatthe gavcrnHfcntof that country can have no
reasonable olgectiot: to supplying our steam-
ers, at fair prices, with that great necessary of
commerce. One of the Eastern ports of Ni-
pbon would be tie most desirable place for
this purpose. Should, however, the govern*
went of Japan persist in following out.its sys- ,
tern of t-Xelustvetiess, you might, perhaps,
induce them to consent to the transportation of
tire coal by their o»x vessels, to a neighbor-
iig isisud, easy of access, *here the steamers
could supply ibetr wants, avoiding thus (he
necessity of an intercourse with any large
number of the people of the country.

It is considered important that you should
avail yourself gf every occasion to impreae on

those Jnpanewofficers with whom you will be
brought in contact, that tbe government ol ttie
United State* (Joes not possess any power over
the religion of its own citizens, and that there
is, therefore, no cause lo apprehendthat it will
interfere with the religion ol other countries.

The President, although fully aware of the
great relnctace hitherto shown by tiic Japanese
government te enter into treaty stipulations
with any foreign nation?a feeling which it is
sincerely wished that you msy be able to over-
come?has thought it proper, in anticipation
of this latter favorable contingency, to invest
you with full power to negotiate and sign a
"treaty of amity and commerce between the
United States and the Empire of Japan.

I transmit, herewith, the act ofthe President,
clothing you with that power; as also copies
of the treaty between the United States and
China with Siam and the Muscat, which may
to a certain extent be of use to you -as prece-
dents. It is important that you should secure
to our vessels the risht to enter oue or more of
the ports ofJapan, and there to dispose of their
cargoes either by sale or by barter, without b»-
ing subjected to'extravagant port charges; and
even more important is it that the government
of Japan should bind itself to protect Ameri-
can sailors and property which may be on
their Rhores. The second article of our treaty
with Muscat, and the fifth article of the treaty
with Siam, embrace these objects.

Every treaty has to be subjected to the Se-
nate, for ratification, as you aie aware. In
consideration of tiie great distance between
the two countries, and unforeseen difficulties'
it would be prudent, should you succeed in
effecting the object proposed, to fix the period
for the exchange of the ratifications at three
yeais. 1am, Sir, respectfully, your obedient
servant, DANIEL WEBSTER.

The accompanying note from the Minister of
the Netherlands here, will also be found inter-
esting.

TRANSLATION".
Note Verbal*..?lt is a matter of public

notoriety that foreign vessels are excluded
from Japan, by ths governmentof that empire.
It was. nevertheless, determined in 1842, that,
if such vessels should tfe cast upon the shores
of Japan, by storms, or come there in want of
provisions, with a view of asking for such
commodities, water, or wood for fuel, those
articles should he granted to them on request.

For fear, however, lest this determination,
prompted as it has been by feelings of humani-
ty, should give rise to any false interpretation,
the government of Japan has solicited that of
the Netherlands to inform the other powers that
the above mentioned resolution does not in
fringe upou, or otherwise imply any modifi-
cation whatever of the system of eeparaiiori
and exclusion, which was tvdopted more than
two centuries ago, by the Japanese govern-
ment, and since the establishment of which, the
prohibition against allowing any foreign \es-
sel to explore the Japanese coasts, has been
constantly in force.

The Dutch government has made no diffi-
culty of complying with thisrequest,especial-
ly as the governmentof Japan has no other
means of making a communication of this
nature; and in pursuance of instructions from
the cabinet of the Hague, the Legation of the
Netherlands ha 3 the honor to communicate the
above mentioned facts to the Hon. Secretary
of Stnte of the United States, for the informa-
tion of his government.

LOUIS NAPOLEON.
The correspondents of the English newspa-

pers say thai Louis Napoleon is already issu-
ing patents of nobility, and that another coup
d'etat may certainly be expected in a short
time. They even go so far as to predict the
day of this operation, which they say is to be
the sth of May. the anniversary of the death
of the Emperor at St. Helena in 1821. The
famous letter of Louis Napoleon from London,
which called forth the censureof Gen. Cavaig-
nac, as betraying monarchical principles, was
dated the 11th of Jur.e, the anniversary of the
battles of Marengo and Friedland. The late
coup d'etat was executed on the 2d December
the anniversary of the Emperor's coronation
in 1804, at.d of the battle of Austerlitz in 1805.
Ifthe suggestion of the English papers should
turn out to be true, it would seem to show that
Louis Napoleon has as much confidence in
lucky days, as his uncle is said to havehad.

LECTURE ON NATIONAL BALLADS.

Virginia Legislature.
Saturday,April 24.

Senate.
The Senate to-day receded from nil the

amendments which it had made lo the bid pro-
viding for an assessment, bytlm Commission-
ers of the Revenue, of the taxable proyerty of
the Commonwealth, and then passed the bill
precisely in the form in which it prfued the 11.
ofDelegates. This important bill has thus be-
come a law, afier three months' labor in per-
fecting it. Another hard-fought battle will take
place, when the amount of tax comes to be
fixed on the various subjects of taxation. This
will occur after the Commissioners shall have
listed the properly anil returned to the Legis-
lature ihe result of their labors?a duty which
cannot be performed much before the first of
July.

Houmc of Delegates.
Petitions continue occasionally to be pre-

sented in favor of the Maiue Liquor Law forVir-
ginia. Another was presented to-day by Mr.
Talbot, from citizens of Barbour county. We
do not anticipate, at the present session, the
passage of the law prayed for.

On motion ofMr. Stuart, the bill "to amend
and re-enact nn act entitled an act to incorpo-
rate the Fairfax and Potomac Plank Road
Company," was taken up and passed.

The resolutions, offered some day* sinccby
Mi*. Robinson, of Richmond city, in relation to
the coupon bond 3 sold by Gov. Floyd, on be-
half of the Board ofPublic Works, to Selden,
Withers &, Co,were taken up, on motion of
Mr. Barbour, who addressed the House at
length on the subject, and in reply to the re-
marks of Mr. Robinson, made some days ago
011 the aame subject.

Mr. Goode, of M., followed briefly on the
same subject; and, at the conclusion of his re-
marks, ottered thefollowing resolution ; which,
on the motion of Mr.Robinson,(whoexpressed
a desire to reply to the remarks of Mr. Bar-
bour on Monday,) were* together with the bill,
ordered to lie on the table until that day.

Resolved, That the contract entered into on
(he 11th day of April, 1851, between the Board
of Public VVorks of Virginia, on the onepart,
and Selden, Withers & Co., 011 the other part,
together with the preamble and resolutions re-
lating thereto, proposed by a Delegate from
Richmond, be referred to a select committee,
with power to send for persons and papers, to
make full investigation into the whole subject,
and report to this House such measures as in
their opinion the public interest may require.

On motion ofMr. Goode, of M., the bill to
regulate the Assessment of Taxes 011 Licenses
was taken up for consideration, in Committee
of the Whole, when Mr. G. addressed to the
House along argument in support ofthe bill
and in defence ofthe estimates of the Commit-
teeof Finance in regard to the liabilities and
resources of the Stute.

FRESH IN TIIE POTOMAC.
Au extract from a private letter, dated

Berkley, Vp., Apiil 20th, 1852.
I sit down after an incessant rain of48 hours

to tell you of the tremendous flood and fresh
we have had, arid of the ruin, distress, and se-
vere loss it has brought to many in our imme-
diate neighborhood. -

* * .*.* Everything
is still under water, hut as it is receding quite
fast, we hope the mischief is all adone, and no-
thing more to be dreadedsave the exhibition of
the ravages of this flood of floods. I trust we
shall hear of no loss of life. So far, we have
not, although a house passed last night, after
daik, >eith alight burning in it. Our neigh-
bor, Mr. , has lost almost every thing. All
his lumber, consisting of valuable logs, aud
sawed timber of every kind; his smoke house,
full of meat; his corn house, filled with corn ;
carriage and carriage house. His saw mill
was taken up, turned upsi«le down, and lodged
against the oid mill a snort distance below.?
All his furniture was dreadfully damaged, as
the water covered his dwelling house to the
roof. The whole village of Georgetown was
submerged, aud the families compelled to de-
sert their houses. Mrs. , who lived on the
peninsula,on which 's buildings were, lost
her house and every article of furniture in it;
in short, her all. The old warehouse was
swept off, together with the small houses on
the opposite side of the road. The new house
near the bottom of the hill floated off just two
hours after its occupants left it. The wife of
the occupant ou Sunday night gave birth
to a child, and on Mouday morning had
to be taken out by men who waded in
above their waists. They lost their little all.?

sido, lost his warehouse, with 300 barrels of
flour. Barnes, wheat ricks, rye stacks, hay
stacks, tails by thousands, shingles, timber in
every variety, were incessantly passing for
twenty-four hours. About noon yesterday,
eleven railroad cars (burtheu) passed, which
makes us apprehend a great deal of damage to
the road audbridges above. Thecanal, I fear,
is dreadfully torn to picces.

The Excitement in Grayson County.?
The Lynchburg Virginian publishes a letier
from a correspondent, giving the particulars of
the abolition excitement in Grayson county,
from which we extract the following :
I learn from an authentic source that the

Circuit Court that was to sit in Grryson coun-
ty during last week, was dissolved by violence.The circumstances were these. After the ex-ecution cf the negroes in that county, sometime ago, who had been excited to rebellion by
a certain Methodist Preacher by the name of
Bacon, of which you have heard, the citizens
held a meeting, and instituted a sort of inqui-
sition to find out, if possible, who were the ac-
complices of said Bacon. Suspicion soonrested on a man by the name of Cornut, and
on being charged with being an accomplice,
he acknowledged the fact, and declared his in-
tention of pyseveririg in the cause. Upon
which he was severely lynched. Cornut then in-
stituted suitngainst the parties, who afterwards
held a meeting, and pussed resolutions, notify-
ing the court and luwyers not to undertake the
case upon pain of a coat of tar and feathers.?
The Court, however, convened at the appoint-
ed time, and true to their promise, a band ofarmed men marched around the Court House,
fired their guns by platoons, and dispersed the
Court in confusion. There-was no blood shed.This county and the county of Wythe, luveheld meetings and passed resolutions sustain
ing the movement of U»e citizens of Grayson.

The Miiitabv at the Execution.?There is
a rumor in very general circulation, that the mili-
tary on the day of the execution did not show a

sufficient degreeof apirit, and this rumor seema to

have grown out of the fact that the line was broken
by the rush of the crowd when the horse, alluded
t* by ua, broke looee among them. Now, nnder
the circumstances, we cannot see how any troops
on earth, even veterans of a hundred tights, could
have stood their ground. For troops to resist an

enemy, it is at least necessary that they should be
brought facc to face with him. In this case the mi-
litary were still facing the scaffold, Hot having yet
received the order to face outward. The rush and
the pressure, then, coming upon their rear, they

were perfectly defenceless. It was so great 68 to

overwhelm every thing in its passage, severalother
persons, besides those belonging to the military,

having been thrown down and run over.
Would those who are disposed to make them-

selves merry at the expense of the military have
made any better stand ? We doubt ii. Another
thing ought to be taken into consideration. These
men were not enemies. They were a huge mass ol
frightened beings,thefellow cit'zens of the military,
who probably had among them, brothers, sons and
lathers. Were the military to fire among these peo
pie ? Had they done so and killed a number of
them, coald murder have been more black, more

diabolical ? Was it not better to give way with
thefrightened multitude, than to shoot them down
or bayonet them, simply far the offence of being
frightened t Could there have been any bravery in
such a murder as this would have been ? In this
view of the case, to retreat was not only the wisest
aud most humane, but it was the bravest course
which it was possible for the military to pursue.

The volunteers of the city are abodyof men who,
at great expense, and from purposes purely pa-
triotic, have formed themselves into military com-
panies. If there should be any danger, they will be
the first to encounter it. Under such circumstances
it is cruel tomake them the subjects of scandal, or
distort an unavoidable accident into a want of sol-
dierly qualities.

We take this occasion to say, that what was s*id
in theDispatch was by no means intended to con-
vey any imputation upon the conduct of the mili-
tary.
