THE Froop 1¥ THE RaPPAHANNoCK.~The
Fredericksburg News says the amount of dam-
age to the Reppabannock Canel will not ex-
ceed $1500.

Capt. Young (Commander in Chief of a
fleet of boats on the Rappahannock Canal)
lost one of his boats with flour, and his pocket
book containing $100—himself and crew bare-
ly escaped with life, after swimming a long
distance and suhjected to several duckings. A
boat and 180 barrels of flour were lost on Ha-
zle river where serjous damage, we learn, has
been done the cunal. Two wagons earrving
merchandize to Culpeper, camped near Ely’s
Ford. When asleep at night, the water rose
above their encampument, and eroused them
from their slumbers not until they were im-
mersed in the reviving beverage. With great
difficulty the horses fastened to the wagons
were rescued, the wagons then floating, drawn
out by the drivers with all the goods seriously
damaged.

The
water flows out with such force, that if pieces
of stone as large as an jegg, ora half-dollar,
are thrown in, they are immediately ejected.
The sand, gravel, &c., made by the auger, are
also forced out by water, which is perfecily
clear, limpid, and pleasant to the taste. The
diameter of the well is a little over six inches,
and it is Mr. Matthews’ intention, as soon as
he has had it tubed the entire distance now
completed, to have the boring continued to a
greater depth. This will make it, it is be-
lieved, the most wonderful Artesian Well in
America. -
