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INTERNAL IMPROVEMENT

Itis asserted that there has beena very
great waste of the public money, in the prose-
cution of the Internal Improvements of the
State. We have no doubt that the sxafement
is correct ; but admitting it to be $0,18 that
any reason why the system should be abanden-
ed? There have been, before NoW, repeated
instances of waste in the appropriations made
by Congress for almost every department of
the public service. There have been defalca-
tigns in the Navy. Isthatany reason why all
the ships of war should be dismantled, and
our commerce left w

ithout any protection '—
There have been heavy failures in the Army.
Are we, on thataccount, to disband our small
military force—to let the grass take possession
of the immense works which were erected at
an enormous exyense to protect our sea coast—
to tuen over our frontier settlements to the ten-
der mercies of the savages? There is no in-
etitution whatever, which is not liable to
abuse. There is no business, in private life,
which is not subject to losses, from neglect
and roguery. Are we, then, to abandon all
civil government, to give up all private indus-
try, because the possibility is, that the public
may be defrauded, or the individual robbed by
designing and unprincipled agents?

We hear much said about economy, in con-
nection with the proposal te cut short all the
public improvements of the State. Ifit had
been determined before they were entered up-
on, that they were too expensive to be under-
taken, imasmuch as no money would have
been spent, there might have been some sha-
dow ofcommon sense in the plea. They who
might have offered it, would have had some
pretence to call it economy. And it would
have bagn ome kind of what is generally un-
derstood by that much abused word. It
would have been economy of the same kind
with that which induces a man to starve upon
2 miserable poverty-stricken piece of land,
rather than expend enough money to buy a
few tons of guano, or a few bushels of clover
seed. It would have been economy of the same

character with that which has kept Virginia
80 long in the rear of her sister States. But
the option is no longer left us. Vast sums
have already been expended upon the works
as far as they have gone. Isiteconomy tolet
them drop? To sacrifice the whole at one
fell swoop? To put an end to all possibility
of ever receiving any remuneration therefor 7—
The farmer puts his corn crop in the ground.
He has to pay for making and mending his
ploughs and his hoes. He determines not to
have them mended, for he is bent on economis-
ing. He hashis money in his pocket, and he
regulates his conduct by the old maxim, that
#ig bird in the hand is worth two in the bush.”
His ploughs and his hoes soon become unfit
for service. He will not have them repaired,
and he loses his crop. Isthat economy? The
original proprietors of that immense body of
coal, known as the Midlothian mines, were en-
gaged two years in sinking their first shaft, at
that time the deepest that had yet been sunk
in Virginia. The art of mining had not then
been brought to its present degree of efficien-
¢y, (at least in this country,) and the progress
was not only slow, but exceedingly expensive.
At the distance of five hundred feet from the
surface, enormous sums had been expended,
and yet the coal had not been reached. They
knew it was there; but supf)ose, being fully
convinced of the fact, and convinced, moreover,
that if they could but reach it, their fortunes
were made, they had abandoned their works
at that stage, on the plea of saving money.—
The cnnsequence would have been, that they
would have lost, without the hope of redemp-
tion, cvery cent they had already expended,
and would have been laughed at by the whole
world. They persevered, and the result was,
that they were rewarded ten fold for what they
had spent.

Are not these instances, drawn from the oc-
currences of every day life, to the point? We
think they are, most decidedly. No rational
man at this day, can doubt that,if the Central
Railroad be carried to the Ohio, if the Virginia
and Tennessee joint improvements be pushed
to the Mississippi, if the Danville Railroad be
extended to the borders of North Carolina, and
be made to form the connection at Greens-
boro’, if the James River Canal be placed in
communication with the streams which empty
into the Ohio, if the South Side Railroad at-
tain its terminus at Lynchburg, if the Manas-
sas Gap Railioad tap the Baltimore and Ohio
improvement, the result must be the enriching
of our State to a degree almost incalculable.
It is impossible, indeed, not to know that such
must be the consequence, if we only look on
the effect which a western trade, comparative-
ly limited, has already had upon those States
which have secured it—upon Pennsylvania,
upon New York, upon Massachusetts. 1t
must be apparent, to every man who reflects
upon the immense capacities of the Mississip-

pi valley—upon the rapidity with which they
continue to be developed—upon the fact, that
jlmense as its resources are, .s development
hes but begun—upon the certainty, that in
fifty years, it must, at the present rate of in-
crease, contain at least 30,000,000 of people—
the population” of an immense empire. The
most narrow-minded eanti-improvement man
that ever stood up for the policy and propriety
of going to mill with corn in one end of the bag
and a big stone in the other, Lecause forsooth
our fathers did so before us, cannot but be
areused to the suspicion that there must be
some great prospective benefit to be derived
pening & comm tion with this coun-

try, when he sees States, long celebrated for a
eorrect appreciation of what is likely to ad-
vance their interest, striving so hard to do it.—
Well, then, we ask, should the Legislature
leave our improvements & dead loss upon the
hands of the State, with a prospect of remuner-
mtion 80 ertain, will they have acted with one
particle more of common sense, than would
have acted our friends of the original Midlo-
thien Company, had they stopped when they
were within tw.. ty feet of the coal, becauss
they hadelread, spent a ery heavy sum of

money ! Merchants and tradesmen 3
than this. Ifa creditor
great deal more sense -y bolio
fail, largely indebted to them—i they
himn to be honest, industrious, sagacious, and
of business habits—if they see a prospect of
his rising once more (0 his feel—'lhey do not
break him down at once. B_y: doing so, they
might get, perhaps, tep cenl's in the dellar, and
might ccnsote themselves with the old proverb
already quoted. But they are not, generally,
contented with less than the whole sum.—
They, therefore, not only allow him to go on,
but in many instances, even advance him mo-
ney, to continue his busivess. If he be such a
man as we have described, they reap their re-
ward, and this we hold to be true economy, in
the enlightened acceptation of the term. .
It has grieved us sorely, to hear revived, in
these latter days, the cry which was ruistfd
when Virginia first began to feel her way in
the march of improvement. Eulightened rep-
resentatives of enlightened constituencies tell
us, that the country from which they come
will not be benefitted by a particularimprove-
ment, and therefore they vote against it. It
would beeasy to show, that whatever adds to
the wealth of a State, adds to the wealth of
every portion of it,even to its remotesgggorner.
But for this we have not space at presefit. We
will only observe, that this argument, if pur-
sued te its legitimate consequences, would
have forbidden all improvement, in every part
of the world. In New York, for instance, the
inhabitants of Lawrence or Franklin might
have voted the Erie Canal afailure, because it
did mot rua through their country. But we
suspect, very shrewdly, that they have long
since found out that it has been beneficial to
them as well as to those who live on the lihe,
though not in the same degres. As for those
who live within reach of the improvements al-
ready begun, we have heard more than one of
them say that they already save, annually, in
the simple article of transportation, to say
nothing of the increased value of their lands,
more than they are likely to lose from any
addition to their taxes, even though those
taxes should be raised one hundred per
cent. When gentlemen réfer to the increase
of taxes as oppressive, they should re-
member, that when the State shall have been
once in possession of the revenue which can-
not fail to accrue from the successful prosecu-
tion of the various enterprises already begun,
it will b in her power, as it will be her inter-
estand her duty, to reduce the taxesto the
lowest possible point.
We will cloge by saying that we are opposed
to appropriations forany new work, until those
which have been commenced shall have been
entirely completed. And we would again call
attention to the fact that they must stop where
they are, if legislative aid be not afforded them.
If the present Legislature should not be will-
ing to grant the full sum necessary for their
completion, at least let them appropriate
enough to keep them in progress until the
meeting of the next. For Heaven’s sake, let
them spare the State the disgrace of stopping
shortin a career which has attracted the atten-
tion of the whole country,and of losing allit
hag already expended.

THE VERA "CRUZ AND ZACATULA
ROUTE.

The New York Herald of Saturday, gives
us a piece of information of which we were not
previously in possession. It is, that Messrs.
Draper and Ramsay, who have secured the
right of way from Vera Cruz to the Pacific
Occan‘fur fifteen years, with the exclusive
privilege of carrying the foreign mails across
the Republic of Mexico, and have obtained an

New York, are now engaged in placing coach-
es upon the route, for overland transportation
to the Zacatula river, from the city of Vera
Cruz. This river empties into the Pacific, five
or six hundred miles above Tehuantepec. The
Herald adds, that steamers will immediately
be placed on both sides of the route, and that
by it, passengers from New York will be en-
abled to reach San Francisco in fifteen or six-
teen days. The shortest route has hitherto
been by Panawa, and the shortest passage, at
least 25 days.

This is the route which Captain Levy was
supposed to favor, when he exerted his influ-
ence to thwart the views of the Tehuantepec
Company.

Pusric MEerinG AT TuE Cr1y Hain —Pursu-
ant toa notice, placarded in the public places of re-
eortin our city, several hundred-of our most pro-
minent and influential citizens assembled in the
City Hall at five in lieu of eight o'clock, yesterday
evening, for the purpose of adopting resolutions
condemnatory of the disorderly cond'uc! of certain
persons that gathered late on Friday evening
around the Governor’s house.

On motion of Mr. R. G. Scott, General Bernard
Peyton w8 elocted President, and J. W. Lewel

len, Secretary.

Mr. Scott then made a few remarks in al-
lusion to the object of the meeting, and stated that
a preamble and resolutions with regard to it had just
been adopted at the regular monthly meeting of the
City Council, which he would beg leave to present
pefore they proceeded to further action. They
were then read, as follows :

The Council of the city of Richmond have
learned that in the case of a slave, sentenced to
death by the Court of Hustings of this city, for
killing an overseer, the Governor ordered a
commutation of the punishment by directing
him to be transported beyond the limits of the
Uuited States ; that on the night of the 7th in-
stant, there was a meeting at the City Hall of
some of the citizens, who disapproved the
commutation ; and that after the meeting ad-
journed, there was, on the same night, a tu-
multuous assemblage at or near the Gover-
nor's house. Whatever room there may be for
difference &f opinion in regard to the proprie-
ty of the Executive action in this case, we
have no reason to doubt that the act com-
plained of was done by the Governer in the
conscientious discharge of his duties, it cer-
tainly was done in the exercise of powers con-
ferred on him by the constitution and the
laws. If for such an actit was the object of
any of the assemblage to offer indignity to the
Chief Magistrate of the Commonwealth, or his
family, we cannot too strongly express our
disapprebation of such conduct. The right of
the people, peaceably to assemble at their
Town Hall, and express their opinion as to
the exercise of the Executive power in this
particular case, is unquestionable. Butwhat-
ever might be their opinion in regard to its
exercise, there can be no justification for the
breach of good order on the grounds attached
to the Executive mansion.

Under the ordinances of the city, itis the du-
ty of the whole of the Police to endeavor to
preserve the good order and peace thereof,
and secure its inhabitants from personal vio-
lence, and their property from loss or injury ;
and the Mayer has a general superintendence
and control over that Police.

Under the law of the State, it was his daty,
as a Justice of the Peace, to go among or near
to any persons riotously or tumultuously as-
gembled, and in the name of the law command
them to disperse, and ifthey did not thereupon
immediately and peaceably disperse, he should
have commanded the assistance of all persons
present, and of the Sergeant of the Corpora-
tion, with his posse, if need be, and if further
aid was wanting, the Sergeant might have re-
quired it from the Commandant of the regi-
ment.

Iu respect to the manner in which the duties
of the Mayor were performed on this occasion,
we have not the benefit of any written commu-
nication from him. From such information as
we have received otherwise, we are well satis-
fied that the civil power was abundantly suffi-
cient to suppress the assemblags; and we are
pleased that the assemblage terminated with-
out any act of violence to the person of any
one,and without its being found necessary to
call in the aid of the military. Whether or no
it was terminated as promptly as it should
have been, is a matter about which there may
be room for difference of opinion, and iu res-
pect to which it ssems to us proper to have
further and more exact information. Under
these circumstances, Resolved, as follows :

1. That the Council are unwilling to be-
believe that any citizen of this city would of-
fer, or desire personal violence to the Chief
Magistrate ofthis Commonwealth, and deeply
regret that there should have been any assem-
blage at or near ti® Governcr’s house which
had the appearance of being intended to offer
indignity to him, or was calculated to annoy
him or his family.

2. Thatthe Mayor be requested to furnish,
in writing, to the Committee cf Police a de-
tailed statement of what was done by him or
others, on the night of the7th inst., ator near
the Governor’s h suse, and.that the said Com-
mittee, after receiving such statementand ob-
taining any further information in theirpower,
recommend to the Council such measures as
in their opinion may be proper to adopt.

3. That good order must be preserved in
!he city,and to that end the Council will exert
its powers and require the officers subject to
its control to perform their duties.

Mr. Scott then moved the adoption of a resolu-
ticnapproving of the prceeedings of the Council.

Mr. leaac A. Goddin believed that 99 cut of every
hundred of the citizens of Rickmoad would ap-
prove and stand by these resolutions; nevertheless
he would prefer, before they took action, that there
should be a more general meeting of the citizens,
which could only be had by a more extended notice
of the time of meeting. The time had been altered
t1 3 o’cleck and thus hundreds would come at the
rogalar hour and be disoppointed in their expec
tatious and perhaps atironted. He preferred that
they adjourn to meet at 4 o’clock to-morrow even
ing, or later if necessary.

Mr. Mayo then rose and stated that he would free-
ly endorse the proceedings of the Council if they
simply condemned the disorderly conduct at the
Governor's house, Friday night. He advocated in
the most earnest manner the right of the people to
assemble peaceably and express their opiniens of
the acts of a public functiovary, and emphatically
declared thathe would in no wise consent to cast
any etigma upon that meeting, The conduct of a
number of turbulent boys at the Governor’s house
he would condemn in the strongest terms, and
would punich with the utmost rigor of the law.

Messrs. Bouldin and Grattan expreesed views cor-
roborative of the sentiments of Mr. M., and cen-
sured the hasty action of the House of Delegates,
on Saturday, bearing testimony, however, to the
temperate course of the Senate un yesterday, in
the matter,

Mr. Scott expressed himself in favor of the freest
public diecussion, and desired a marked disappro’
bation of the disorderly conduct at the Govern-
or's house.

Mr. Mayo adverted to his action that day in call-
ing the attention of the Grand Jury to the disorder
—desired the rowdy characters to be punished,and
teetified to the active exertions of the Mayor in dis-
persing the mob of noisy boys.

The resolution endorsing the proceedings of the
Council was then adopted unanimously.

as ] havehad occasion to say before, [are often the
scenes of violation of law in the act of selling
liquor itself ; at them also quarrels often commence
and blood is shed and affrays take place that result
in murder ; and of such houses I ask your particu-
lar attention and reprobation.

Again, gentlemen of the jury,itis made my duty
by the law of tbe Commonwealth to call your at-
tention to the law that prohibits paseing or receiv-
icg bank notes of a less denomination than five
dollars. Ido this becauee if the House of Dele-
gates pass any law that is constitutional it is my
duty to present it to you, the Grand Inquest of the
communiry, and therefore I call your attention di-
rectly to the fact that it is a violation of the penal
laws of the State to pass or receive bank notes of
a less denomination than five dollars.

1 would also direst your attention to the slave
laws, and I might detain you until night by enum-
erating a list of enactments of a minor grade, but
have often urged vpon you these laws, and I feel
assured that by this time you are thoroughly con-
versant with them. 1simply direct your considera-
tion to them specially.

Gentlemen of the Jury, besides the statute law of
this State, there is another law which y wu are just
as much bound to enforce, and to have executedin
bringing offenders againet it to justice, as the statute
law itself—it is the common law of the land, and
among the common law offences which are punish-
able to a certain degree by the new Code, are
houses of ill-fame. You have not only a right, but
it is your duty in this respect to inquire into the
condition of the city—not only with respect to
houses of ill-fame, but to persons of ill-fame, and
such as are amenable to the criminal justice of the
country. (Mr. M. further referred to the duty of
the jury to enquire whether the action of any of
these places or perscns tended to corrupt the
morals of the city ; also, in view of the approaching
sickly season, to investigate the faithfulness of the

health and police officers in the discharge of their-

respective duties—and to present all nuisances and
street obstructions. Upcn this last point he re-
marked that he thought it strange that there should
be reported to the public at large scme 2 or 300 of
these obstructions, and that thus there should be the
same number of nuisances existing in the streets —
and be urged the duty of strict enquiry upon thein-
quest in this respect. He then proceeded.)

Gentlemen of the Jury, itis proper for me, as [ am
here as part and parcel of the executive of the
State—for every Commonwealth’'s Attorney is an
executive officer of this commonwealth—to present
to you all the laws of the commonweelth fuliy and
impartially, and I now cal! your attention,as Iam
bound to cali your attention, and as it is right that I
sheuld—to whatis the law concerning “riots, routs
and unlawful assemblages.” And lest I might say
something that is not law, T preeeut to you what
the established Jaw authorities call ‘‘riots, routsand
unlawful aseemb! (Mr M. here read the law
setting forth the character and punishment of ua-
lawfui assemblages.)

I call your stiention, gentlemen of the Grand
Jury, st this particular period, especially to this
sabject. My reason for doing it is, that there has
been a vielation of the general law of this common,
wealth upon this subject, and that you should act
upon it; and elthough I am perfectly aware that
it is not your wish to escape any €uty devolving
upon you—yet you will not escape, you could not
escape it while I stand here a public functionary, for
I never will permit eny <ffence or any violation of
any law whick I think proper should go to you,
to escape me. You know to what 1 allude, and as
