SOULOUQUE.
This individual was crowned Emperor on

the 18th April, by the title of Fuustinl. The |

intelligence was brought to New York by the
brig Milton, which arrived at that port on the
13th inst. The Herald says:

His august Majesty and his royal consort
were crowned with all the pomp, and forms,
and ceremony necessary in the grand opera-
tion, in his capital of Porte au Priuce, on the
18th of April. The crown which adorned his
royal pate, and the splendid robes which cov-
ered his glossy hide, were manufactured for
him in Paris, according to the most approved
pattern and design. The arrival o
blems of royalty—his crown and
was celebrated in his dominions with sal
artillery and general illuminations.
were conveyed in grand procession from the
dock where they were disembarked, to the
vaults of his palace, and sentries were placed
over the precious commodities until the day
of the corcnation. The gems which glittered
on his diadem were taken from those of his
loyal subjegts who possessed theni, and the
jewelry which shone on his spangled robes
was also procured by the same right royal
means. But Solouque, following the custom
of European monarchs, rewardea those whom
he had thus despoiled, by bestowing on them
for their services to the State, titles, and grand
crosse &, and ribbons, without limit.

The coronation was fixed to take place on
the 11th of April; but her Majesty the Em-
press, determined to enact her part with as
-much splendor as became her rank, was dis-
satisfied with her share of the jewels, and
kicked up a grand muss with her imperial con-
sort, from whose head she snatched a large
share of its nacurally woolly ornaments. A
postponement of the ceremony was the conse-
quence, and in the interim, great exertions
were made to gratify the desire of her Majesty.
But Soulouque’s attempts had completely
““despoiled the Egyptians,” and there were no
jewels to be had among them. Inthis critical
emergency, however, the foreign merchants
and consuls, and residents were petitioned to
give their assistance, and through them the
vanity ofthe Haytien Ewpress was satisfied.
Then came the great and eventful morn of the
18th of April, a day to be commemorated in
all the annals of royalty. It was ushered in
with the roaring of artillery, the display of im-
perial flags, and a grand military and civic
procession. Soulouque and his smutty con-
sort were escorted with great pomp to the
tent which served as a cathedral, surrounded
by princes, and nobles,and generals. Having
entered, they took their seats under a royal
canopy, and before them knelt their son—the
heir of all their greatness—the illustrious
Prince Bobo. The solemn high mass was
chaunted, and the representative of Pio Nino
poured on the woolly head of his Majesty the
sacred oil, and placed upon it the imperial
crown. Prince Bobo then invested him with
the sword and sceptre; the ceremony was con-
cluded, and the roof rang with acclamations of
“long live Faustin the First, Emperor of Hay-
1. The shout was taken up outside—the air
echoed to the loud blasts of the trumpets, and
the virvas of the loyal Haytiens—the cannons
joined their thunders to the general uproar,
and Faustin the First was proclaimed Emper-
or throughout his wide dominions. The fes-
tivities ceased not with the day, but continued
throaghout the following ten days, which were
declared a time of jubilee. The Euglish and
French Consuls received the worth of their
jewelry in crosses and ribbons, but the repre-
sentutive of the United States was not so  hon
ored, he not having bad the wherewithal to
supply the demand for trinkets. A cross of the
Legion of Honor is to be sent to Chevalier
Geo. C. Downing, the New York oysterman,
for his defence of the negro race aguinst the
pale faced Anglo-Saxons.

A letter from Porte au Prince says that
there was no house large enough for the cere-
mony, oud that their Mujesties were crowned

in a huge tent. Thelettersays :

As early as twoo'clock, A. M., the troops |

assembled and formed into a squure. and a
double file was stationed along the route lead-
ing to the pulm:o_, thus |v1}>‘u-rli|.g their ebony
majesties from violence. Then came
ators and deputies, dukes, earls, and ladies of
honor, who were ledto the place assigned for
them by the master of the ceremoni Their
majesties were 10 muke their appearunce at six
o’clock. A. M., but, with true negro punctu-
ality, they did not anive uutil nine. They
were announced by the discharge of artillery,
music, und loud and long rivas from the spec-
tators, aud none shouted more lustily than the
foreign merchants, while, at the same time,
they inwardly cursed him and his government
for ruining the commerce of the country.—
Their majesties were preceded by the Vicur
General (whom the Pope would consecrate
Bishop at the request of Soulouque, after all
the concessions he promised to make.) and
about twenty priests. Her majesty first made
her appearunce, attended by the ladies of hon-
or, under a canopy like that which is seen at
Roman Catholic ceremonies on the occasion of
the procession of the Holy Sacrament. She
wore on her head & uars, and was robed in the
most costly apparel. You are aware that pre-
«ious to her husband being elected President,
she was a vender of fish, aud had the reputa-
tion of being a correct woman (a miracle in
this place.) But Soulouque resolved (as the
Irish express 1t) to iake her an honest one,
by marrying her on Saturday night last. You
could not, in your city, produce a woman in
any of your markets who could walk with such
a stately step or play the part of Empress bet-
ter than she did on the occasien. Soulouque
then followed, accompanied by all the distin-
guished nobility;under a similar canopy, wear-
ing a crown that, it is said, cost $30, having in
diis hands two sceptres. Their majesties were
led to the prie dieu, where they first said their
prayers, and were then conducted to the
throne. The ceremonies then commenced by
the vicar pronouncing a solemn benediction
on the crown, sword, sword of justice, scep-
tre, cloak, ring, collar, and imperial cloak of
the Emperor, after which were blessed the
crown, cloak and ring of the Empress. Then
came the Presidentof the Court of Cassation,
(the Supreme Court of Hayti) accompanied by
the deputies, and presented to Soulouque the
constitution of Hayti, demanding of him not to
violate it ; and he then placed the crown on
his head, and placed the Bible on the pages
of the constitution, and said, “I swear to abide
by the constitution, and to maintain the integ-
«ity and independence of the ewpire of Hayti.,”
Then the master of the ceremonies cried uloud,
“Long live the great, glorious and august Em-
peror Faustin che First.”” So ended the pomp
and pageant of crowning our nigger Emperor.

THE TEHUANTEPEC TREATY.
We call attention to the following letter, ad-
dressed to the New York Herald :
WasHixGTON, May 13, 183
I have seen a letter from a distinguished g
tleman in Mexico, to a friend n this city,
which contuius important and interesting in-
formation as to the relation existing between
tais country and Mexico. The information is
autheutic, and may be relied upon.
It was understood inthe city of Mexico,
that President Arista had, on the 10th of April,
ufter the rejection of the Tehuantepec ueaty,

addressed a letter to President Fillmore. stut-
ing ull the facts of the difficulty, as regards
the position assumed by Mr. Letcher, the
Awmerican Minister, who was informed long be-
| fore the treaty wus rejected by the Mexican
Congresa, that it had no chance of being rati-
fied—there being but one man in either House
of Congress in favor of it.  But it was intima-

the seu- |

ted to him that the government was willing to
grant the right of way across the Isthmus of
Tehuoantepec to the New Orleans Company, if
| they would cease to press the Garay grant
| claim—a claim which the Mexican “people
were unanimously opposed to, on the ground
notonly of its expiration, but thatit was ob-

| ta‘ned by bribery, and conveyed a vast quan-

tity of land—ten leagues on both sides of the
road—for the purpose of colonization.

Mr. Letcher wrote to Mr. Benjamin, the Pre-
sident of the Tehuantepec Company, request
ing him to come to Mexico and try and ar-
range the matter, by abardoning the Garay
grant, and accepticg a new grant for a right
of way alone. But Mr. Benjamin did not go.

The Tehuantepec treaty was rejected by the
Mexican Congress, but with two dissentient
votes. lmmediately thereupon, Mr. Letcher
addressed the Mexican government the ultima-
tam of the government of the United States,
which declared that the 'l‘r'llllzxnlrp\’c treaty,
recognizing the validity of the Garay grant,
must be coufirmed by the Mexican govern-
ment. No other arrangement would for a mo-
ment be listened to.

It was under such circumstances that Presi-
dent Arista addressed himself directly to Presi-
dent Fillmore. He acknowledges the weakness
of Mexico, and the greatness of the United
States, and makes a touching appeal to the
magnanimity of a great nation, not to force a
wrong upon a weak people. He declares there
must be some mysterious influence wheh in-
dnces the United States to endeavor to force
Mexico to ratify a treaty reviving a defunct
grant. He says that the government and peo-
ple of Mexico have every desire to throw open
the Teliuantepec communication, and insan-
ces the fact thut the day previous to his writing
a bill had been iutroduced into the Mexican
Congress authorizing the government to offer
the right of way across the Isthmus to any com-
pany which would build a road; but, as for the
Garay grant, it would not be recognized even
if the United States forced upon Mexico
the full extent of the threat eontained in the
ultimatum—war.

do not know whether this letter has yet
reached the President, but 1 suppose not, as
the New Mexican Minister has not yet been
presented. It is inpossible to believe that Mr.
Letcher has not exceeded his instructions in
pressing Mexico too close to the wall, and
there is little doubt but that the appeal of Aris-
to will bring about a peaceable settlement.—
T'he right of way is all the people of the Uni-
ted States can desire—the vast tract of land
which the old Garay grant provided being a
watter purely of profit aud loss to the compa-
ny, and which, if the grant is valid can be re-
covered in the Mexican courts. X, Y. Z.
