tants lifted her upon the platform; and a third
put the ropeabont her neck; the drop fell; the
majesty of the law was vindicated; the unhap
py woman, whose years had already brought
her to the verge of tiie grave, wag killed with-
out knowing if; 'he final punishment was no
ponishn.ent to her.
